I observe by the last issue of the Spectator,

that I am admonished to "hurry back" to
Staunton as the "devil" threatens to take
"chief control" of the Spectator and to "run
the machine," as he calls it, to suit himself.?
He favors a "downgrade" of course, not only
because the running is easier?facilis descensus
averni?but because it leads towardshis home.
If this threat were not sufficient to hasten my
return, what I witnessed in the Court-house in
this place on yesterday would be, so that my
early return has been positively determined up-
on. In the Court-house of this place on yes-
terday, the Radicals held three separate Con-
ventions.

Ist. To nominate candidates for the Legisla-
ture for the counties ofGreenbrier and Monroe,
and for the various county offices of Greenbrier
county.

2nd. To nominate a candidatefor the Senate
to represent this Senatorial district, composed
of the counties of Greenbrier, Monroe, Poca-
hontas, Fayette, Raleigh, Nicholas and Web-
ster.

3rd. To nominate a candidate for the Judge-
ship, in this district, composed of the counties
of Greenbrier, Monroe, Pocahontas and Nich-
olas.

The county convention nominated A. W.
Mann and Rev. G. W. Carpenter, as candida-
tes for the Legislature?the first being one of
the present delegates who voted in the Legis-
lature that negroes and whites should muster
together, side by side, with the gentle military
touch of the elbows. The other is a Northern
Methodist pulpit-banger who is on service at
present riding this circuit.

The Senatorial Convention nominated Rev.
Sam'l Young, the present Senator?an avowed
advocate of negro equality. He readily ex-
changed preaching for politics, and the sacred
desk for office. During, the war, it is said, that
he was engaged in Pocahontas county in trans-
ferring horses from their owners to himself or
others. When I expressed my surprise that
men guilty or even suspected of such offences
should be nominated for office, I was told by a
man by my side that I was not posted, did not
know what constituted, in the opinion of the
Radicals, the highest qualifications for office.?
He said that horse-stealing was considered one
of the best qualifications, and that the noto-
rious Montelle was the Radical beau-ideal, and
could be nominated and elected by them to the
highest office.

The convention to nominatea Judge, nomi-
nated the present Judge, the well-known Na-
thaniel Harrison. No one else was put in nom-
ination. It was thought that the name ofCol.
Joel McPherson would be presented, but it was
not?his friends probably believing the Con-
vention to be packed in the interest of Har-
rison. He will probably be an independent
candidate as many desire to vote for him in
preference to Harrison.

We will not attempt a description of the pro-
ceedings of these Conyentions, or the character
of the spectacle presented?it is sufficient to
say that they were such as to excite the indig-
nation of every lover of liberty, and tho inef-
fable disgust of those retaining a particle of
self-respect. Could Virginians witness the
deedsof the Radicals where they possess the
power to tyrannize over their betters, they
would not hesitate to trample Radicalism into
the dust.

The weather outhere is delightful, the nights and mornings be-ing cool. It gives even me an appetite. Schef-fer should look to his supplies at the Va. Ho-tel, for I am about to return prepared to make
vigorous war upon them.

We welcome, again, the familiar face of that
Sterling sheet, the Petersburg Index. It ap-
pears, after the fiery ordeal through which ithas passed, re-animated with new life and en-
ergy. May it never cease to live and strike
many sturdy blows in behalf of liberty and a-
gainst tyranny and despotism.

Laying the Corner Stone of the M. E.
Church, South, in Lewisburg.

The Methodist Church, in Lewisburg, was
some time since, taken by a few Radicals, with
the aid of Radical Courts, from the members
who built it and worshipped in it. The Radi-
cals having no membership, the Church is used
by the negroes, whilst its members are turned
out of it. They have been, by the kindness of
the Presbyterians, worshipping in the Presby-
terian Sessionroom. Rev. G. G. Smith, the
stationed minister of the M. E. Church, South,
resolved to make an effort to raise sufficient
means by subscription te build a Church for
the members who had been deprived, by judi-
cial robbery, of their house of worship. To
the honor of the good people of Greenbrier,
none to whom application has been made has
refused to subscribe in proportion tohis ability.
By this noble generosity on the part of the
people of Greenbrier sufficient subscriptions
have been made to purchase a lot and to enter
upon the erection of a handsome Church. On
Saturday last, the 22nd inst., the ceremonies of
laying the corner-stone were performed in the
presence of a large number of spectators. The
following preliminary exercises were performed
in the Presbyterian Church.

A psalm was read by Rev. J. C. Barr, late
pastor of that Church. The Lord's prayer by
Rev. J. Huffman Waugh, Presiding Elder of
the M. E. Church, South, for the Lewisburg
District. The address was then delivered by
Rev. John C. Granbery, ofVirginia. The ad-
dress was exceedingly appropriate to the occa-
sion and was delivered in good style. It
breathed the proper christian spirit. Rev. G.
G. Smith then briefly and eloquently stated the
circumstances under which his members were
robbed of their Church, and made an appeal
for subscriptions. A collection was then taken
up. The subsequent ceremonies were then
performed by the masonic fraternity. The pro-
cession of Masons then repaired to the lot
where the new Church edifice is to be erected,
and performed the usual ceremonies of laying
the corner-stone. A bible, a book of disci-
pline, a roll of the members of the M. E.
Church, South, at Lewisburg, a list of the of-
ficers of the Masonic Lodge of Lewisburg, cop-
ies of the Lewisburg papers, some coin, and
other articles were deposited iv the corner-
stone. A brief address was deliveredby Rev.
Geo. G. Brook. His remarks were very ap-
propriate. During the delivery of them, he
alluded to the fact that he participated in lay-
ing the corner-stone of the Chuich from which
he and the members of his Church are now
excluded. He paid a handsome tribute to
many who in the past worshipped there, and
prayed that the blessing of God would again
rest upon the old Church.
Our Liberties Must and Shall be Pre-

served.
The Charlottesville Chronicle says that every-

thing indicates the steady roll of the popular
wave which seems about to engulf Radicalism
and consign to a well mprited oblivion the men
who have almost succeeded in subjecting a free
people to the rule of a despot, and by their
gross mismanagement of the public finances
have brought a rich and prosperous country to
the verge of national bankruptcy. In every
State election that has been held this summer
the Conservative Democracy have made large
gains. The people at the North seem at last
to appreciate the importance of the questions
at issue, and to be inclined to decide them on
their meritswith regard to men or to old party
ties. Party lines are being drawn more closely
every day, in view of the live issues that now
agitate the country. Democrats and Whigs,
Confederatesand Unionists, Old Slave-holders
and Abolitionists have forgotten their old prej-
udices against each other and have ranged
themselves, side by side, in favor of the liber-
ties of the whole country, where they are hon-
est men and are influenced by motives of pub-
lic good, or are found fighting on the side of
despotism where the desire of plunder and a
regard for their own interests are st.onger than
their honesty. Joe Brown the extreme seces-
sionist?and Sumner the radical abolitionist are
found in the same ranks?while we find the
gallant Southern soldiersHampton and Forrest,
desiring the success of the same party, and the
electionof the same men with Hancock and
Blair the brave champions of the Northern
cause.

In the whole history of the Anglo Saxonrace
it will be found that radical excess has been
followed by conservative reaction, which has
uniformly restored the disturbed equilibrium of
their government?and during the greatest ex-
cesses of modern radicalism the recollection of
this fact has been to us a ground of hope.

We always felt sure that this reaction would
come and only feared that it would be put off
too late to save the Southern States. Now we
think that every thing indicates that it has set
in in good earnest, and unless something hap-
pens to check the popular movement against
radicalism all will go well.

We feel sure that we can see the light break-
ing through the cloud. We subjoin a short
extract from a Sun editorial which can be re-
lied on more fully, as the Sun is not extreme,
though decided and outspoken on the side of
popular freedom:

"Thus it seems that if there is thus far less
demonstrativeness than usual on the surface of
affairs, it is not the result of any want of pop-
ular interest, but thatperhaps a profound con-
sciousness of the seriousness and vitality of the
questions at issue indisposes men to deal with
them as partisans or to express their emotions
so much in words as in action. It is certain
that the nomination of General Grant has not
thus far added any strength to his party. In
those States where elections were held just be-
fore the Chicago nominations, and when his
name was identified with the radical ticket, and
even where, as in Connecticut, the ticket bore
his likeness, it had no effect, except that the
democratic majority was increased instead of
diminished. So it has been iv Oregon. And
as to Kentucky, the Chicago nominations only
seem to have had the result of adding forty
thousand to the democratic vote. If, as we
have said, the name of Seymour has not been
received with more acclamation of words than
that of Grant, the votes show that his nomina-
tion has not injured his cause. But names
have nothing to dowith this contest. Men are
felt to be as nothing in comparison with the
principles which they represent and the eonse- j
quences that may follow the contest. The re-
sults iv Kentucky and Oregon are perhaps but
successive billows in that current of reaction
against the misrule and excesses of radicalism
which manifested itself in the elections in New
York, California, Connecticut, Pennsylvania,
Ohio, etc. The name of General Grant has ;
failed to arrest that current, and the name of
Mr. Seymour, if it has not given it fresh
strength, does r.ot seem to have retarded it.?
The most illustrious names are only of interest
as they symbolize ideas and prineip.es,''

Diabolical Humor.
The New York Tribune can be facetious on

occasion, and it is never so intensely funny as
when discussing some subject which is full of
pain to the people of the South, or melancholy
suggestions to the lovers of peace, order and
good government. Indeed, its glee deepens in
a direct ratio to our despondency, and in ap-
plying the epithet Satanic to the New York
Press, the author of the phrase must have had
the "philosopher" Horace in his mind's eye,
as well as the neighbor bandit of the Herald.

As an illustration of this diabolicalhumor in
the Tribune, we copy its comment on the "com-
mon carrier" bill, whichrecently became a law
in Alabama. After alluding to the opposition
which this measure had encountered, it says:

"To make the thing even, let the Alabama
Legislature pass an act giving rebels equally
free access to all public conveyances. They
might even offer to pay the fares of some of
the latter to the State line."

This is simply insolent, and the attempt at
humor utterly fails when we remember that
this piece of legislation has already resulted in
a riot, which the negroes inaugurated under
the advice of their negro representatives.

When we have a war of races fairly inaugu-
rated, we presume H. G. will shed tears cop-
iously and swear that no bloody locks can be
shaken at him; that he did not do it; and yet
he in this business is the drill-master of the
Devil.

Call for Arms.
The Richmond Dispatch says that the mon-

grel and unconstitutional governments of the
South arc constantly calling for arms. And
what do they want with these arms? They
pretend that the whites of the South?who
own the property, have the intelligence and
the capacity to govern?who have the most at
stake, and most desire order and security?are
disloyal, and that they menace the State gov-
ernments ! To place arms in the hands of the
ignorant and incompetent upon such idle state-
ments would be in the last degree disastrous,
and we have no idea the Federal Executive
will do any such thing. The refusal to comply
with the call, however, may baseized upon as
occasion for the re-assembling of Congress to
afflict the nation with their destructive plots
and schemes.

But yet we can hardly believe Congress will
allow so barefaced a fraud to influence it. The
community complained of is the only portion
of the South that can appreciate the value of
order and good government, and are in a state
of perfect quiescence, awaiting the course of
events. To arm and set upon them the reck-
less and ignorant bodies who now control the
southern governments would be one of the
greatest crimes ever committed, and would end
in most disastrous consequences to the whole
nation,

The New York Herald gives a fair repre-
sentation of the horrible school bill of the
Louisiana Legislature, and asks: "What do
the people ofthe northern States think ofsuch
dtsgusting legislation ? Would they submit to
such a forced amalgamation of their children
with negroes? Such is the result of Radical
congressional reconstruction."

And yet the Herald, by charging the south-
ern victims ofthis abominable legislation with
the ulterior purpose of reestablishing slavery,
is helping to keep in power the party which has
been the aijtbor of this abomination; i. c., if
its contradictory course exerts any influence at
all.

All in a Nutshell.
SenatorDoolittle, in correcting a misrepre-

sentation, gives a correct representation ofRad-
ical reconstruction and its disastrous effects in
about as briefand vigorous a manneras we have
seen, as will be seen from his letter, which we
copy below:

Racine. Wis., Saturday, \
August 8, 1808. j

To the Editors ofthe Milwakee Sentinel.
Gents.?My attention has been called to the

following extract from your paper ol'yesterday:
liDoolittle, s Figures. ?Doolittle made a little

speech at Racine the other day, in the course of
which he is reported to have said : 'This Rad-
ical party, my friends, have disfranchised near-
ly 3,000,000 ofwhite men, and placed theballot
in the hands of 8,000,000 of brutish blacks.'?
The principal difficulty with this statement is
that it is not true."

Who your reporter was I do not know ; but
he has imposed a wicked falsehood upon you,
and through you upon your readers. The truth
is, 1 made no figures at all, nor any statement
whatever of the number of white men disfran-
chised, or of blacks to whom suffrage was given,
by act ofCongress. In the enclosed extract is
containedwhat I said, and all that I said at
Racine upon the subject of white disfranchise-
ment and negro suffrage forced upon the South
against her will You will see there is not one
word of truth in the [tatement made in your
report of my speech. Please to read it careful-
ly, and publish it for the comideratioa of your
thoughtful readers:

"Every day confirms my opinion of the wis-
dom and justice ofthe plan of pacification pro-
posed by Mr. Lincoln and renewed by Mr.
Johnson morethan two years ago. I have no
more doubt than of my existence that if that
plan and policy had been suffered to be carried
out by Congress the States of the South would
have been fully reorganized upon the civilized
white basis and their representatives admitted
more than two years ago. There would have
been a moreperfect restoration of harmony and
friendly feeling than is now possible for years.
The industry of the South would have been re-
stored, and with itsrestoration its great markets
would have been re-opened to the manufactures
of the East and to the breadstuffsand provisions
of the West. The exports of her cotton?bet-
ter than all the mines ofthe mountains ?would
have changed in our favor the balance of trade.
Our six per cent, bonds would have command-
ed a premium in gold in any money centre of
the world. Specie payment without shock or
convulsion would have resumed itself. Our
financial troubleswould have been far easier of
solution, our taxes less burdensome, and our
credit so fully restored that a four per cent,
bond would now command gold at par.

"Justabout one year ago, my friends, 1 was
at Frankfbrt-on-the-Main, in Germany. While
there our bonds bearing six per cent, sold at
seventy-three in gold, while the bonds of Brazil,
bearing only four per cent, sold for more than
ninety in gold. This fact, which I stated else-
where, I can never bring to mind without feel-
ing my cheeks burn with shame and mortifica-
tion.

"Why is it? Why is our credit lower than
that ofBrazil ?

"Is it because theRadicals in Congress would
have it so?because they would keep the Union
divided and the South paralyzed? They would
not allow of any pacification which did not dis-
franchise the most intelligent whites and force
universal, unqualified suffrage upon the mass
of ignorant Sfld half civilized blacks, and upon
the ground, openly and avowed, not that they
were fit to vote, but that their votes could be
used by the army and the Freedmen's Bureau
to carry those States for theRadical candidates
in the next Presidential election."

After reading this your readers will see what
I did say, and that I made no statement of any
figures at all upon the subject of disfranchise-
ment and negro suffrage. They may reflect
also upon the greatand irreparable wrong which
has been done in slandering and trampling down
the plan ofpacification proposedby Mr. Lincoln
as early as December, 1863. Respectfully

The reception given in Chicago on Sunday to
Bishop Duggan, of the Catholic Church, inhonor of his safe return from Europe, was animmense affair. The procession was more than
a mile in length, and it is safe to say that fully
