Valley R. R. Meeting

On Wedoesday night last, a wmeeting was
held in the Court-House to: diseuss the ques-
tion of subscription by the town of Staunton of
the sum of $100,000 to the stock of the Vailey
R. R. Company.

On motion of Col. B. Christian, Mayor N.
K. Trout was called to the chair, and' Jno. B.
Evans, Esq., appointed Secretary.

The meeting was then addressed by Col. M.
G. Harman, the President of the Valley R. R.
Company. He earnestly urged the propriety
ot the subscription, and gave the assurance that
the road would be put under contract within a
few months after the sum of $1,000,000 should
be subsecribed by the counties and towns along
the line of the proposed road, and expressed
the belief that that amount would be sub-
seribed.

Judge H. W. Sheffey followed Col. Harman
with a speech characterized by sound, prac-
tical views. He said that there would be, in a
short time, a tendency to immigration into the
South, and particularly into this fertile Valley.

There are times, said he, when people were
called upon to decide, and that promptly,
whether they would be great and successful, or
stand back and be beggars. The present is
such a time with the people of Staunton. This
is not the time to be alarmed at taxes.

Years ago, the old fogies of Staunton were
startled when it was proposed to establish the
water works. They feared the taxes could not
be paid, and that the town would be rendered
bankrapt. Now Staunton has eight miles of
water pipe, and it has increased greatly both
the value of property and the population of the
town.

He said there were two things which the cit-
izens of this county were wont to do success-
fully: 1st. To choose the best men to repre-
sent them in the Legislative Halls. 2nd. JTo
do boldly what they were called upon to do.—
This was a time for the citizens of Staunton to
act boldly, if they wished to win the distinc-
tion of being the city of the Valley.

One thing is certain, and that is, that the
Valley R. R. will tap the Covington & Ohio
R. R., and it will depend upon the action of
the citizens of Staunton whether it will thus
tap that great line of trade and travel at this
place or not. If Staunton shall subscribe the
proposed amount it will be made a point on
the Valley R. R.,—if she does not, that road
may tap the Covington & Ohio R. R. at some
other point. The interest on the $100,000 at
6 per cent would only be 40 cents on the $100
value of property in the town at its present
valuation, but the population and value of
property in town is destined to a great increase,
and the tax thus rendered less burdensome.

In November 1846, a meeting was held here
to secure the extension of what was then known
as the Louisa R. R. from Gordonsville to
Staunton. Rockingham county tried hard to
make Swift Run Gap a point on the Road.—
The President of the R. R. hesitated, rather
leaning in favor of that route, with Haxrison-
burg as a contemplated point on the Road.—
After an anxious consultation with Col. Crozet
one night, Judge Sheffey, (then one of the Rep-
resentatives of this county,) the next day of-
fered an amendment to the bill providing that
the route should be in the direction of Coving-
ton and to cross the Blue Ridge where the dis-
tance and cost would be least. The bill thus
amended was passed, and the Road secured to
Staunton.

Stauunton, said Judge Sheffey, cannot afford

to fail to vote the proposed subsecription of
$100,000.
Suppose the Valley R. R. should cross the
Covington & Ohio R. R. at the toll ‘gate four
miles from Staunton. The scream of the
whistle then would make the oldest fogy in
Staunton grunt. Then they weuld regret that
they had not voted the tax. Should this be
made a point of intersection of the Valley and
Covington & Ohio Railroads, Staunton will be-
come a place of wealth and population not now
even dreamed of by the most hopeful.

The building of the Road through this coun-

ty would necessitate an expenditure within the
county of more than a miliion of dollars. All
will be benefitted by this expendityre.
By the constructian of this Road through the
county, its citizens would make four times the
amount of the tax in a mere business point of
view. - He dated the prosperity of Staunton
from the building of the McAdamized Road in
the Valley. He concluded by the expression
of the hope that this people would work out a
noble destiny.

Dr. C. R. Harris, being called upon, ad.

dressed the meeting briefly. He said that this
was not the first time he had spcken in advo-
cacy of Railroads—that when he had the honor
to represent Augusta ip the Senate of Va., he
had -spoken in favor of the great' line of Rail-
road which passes through this plage, Alsoin
the Staunton Lyceum when the vote was very
gratifying to him.
He wmaintained earnestly that the prosperity
and life of Staunton depended upon voting the
proposed subscription. He said if Staunton
did not vote the subscription, that if it did not
die it would, like the Yankee butcher’s calf,
“Linder gin eout.”’ "His remarks were greeted
with applause. ;

At this stage of the meeting Col. Harman
moved that the vote of the meceting be taken
upon the guestiop of subseription. The vote
was taken, and resulted unanimously in favor
of it.

QOn motjop of Col. Harman, the chair ap-
pointed a committee of ten to canvass the town
in favor of the proposed subseription of $100,-
000.

The chair appointed the following to consti.
tute the canvassing committee “of ten: Robt.
G. Bickle, Dr. C. R. Harris, R. Mauzy, Jno.
B. Evans, J. C. Marquis, Jed Hotchkigs, Wm.
E. Tams, H. M. Bell, Wm “A. Burke and
Bolivar 'Christian.

Prof. Jed Hotchkiss made a few remarks, in
which he said that there was ir two deposits of
iron in this county—one in the Fasternand the
other inthe Western part of the county—a
sufficiency of that valuable metal to last hun~
dreds of years—that the working of this iron
would bring here the coal of the West, and
that these two minerals would add greatly to
the population and wealth of our county.

Maj. Jno. B, Watts, in respounse to a call,
arose; and, with that easy maniier and calm
dignity, which so distinguishes him, with the
skill of the master-builder, plaged the. graceral
and finishing cap upon the column of discussion
reared by the other speakers,

For some time, he enchained the rapt atten-
tion of the sudience, and by his lucid state-
ment of facts, logical arguments, and stirring
eloquence elicited frequent and rapturous ap?
plause from the delighted auditors. Any ef-
fort to feport this great speech would be doing
manifest injustice to the eloquent speaker—
henge we werely allude to its character in gen-
eral terms,

_ General Grant's Policy.

The following paragraph is extracted from
the Journal of Commerecé—a paper neutral in
the Jate canvass. It would scem, from the
terms employed, to speak by authority. If so,
the importance of its statements cannot be over-
rated. We emphasize certain passages to at-
tract to'them particular attention :

General Grant is not a Radical, and we lave
the very highest authority for saying that it is
his purpose to separate himself from the ex-
tremists, and to rally around him a strong body
of the better class of citizens, who shall draw
unto them congenial allies from all quarters, and
become, as they would deserve to be, the party
of the country. He is extremely anxious to
verify his party watchword, and to lead the
country at once to peace and renewed prosperity.
This is his purpose, and no one can deny_that
it is a noble ambition. Not himself a politician,
and with but little experience or skill in civil
life, he does not, as we think, at all realize the
difficulties in the such success ashe covets. We
do not say that he will fail, for he has undoubt-
ed pluck, and, besides four years of patronage
at command, he will also have the advice and
practical aid of some strong friends who do not
usually intermeddle with public affairs. He
will, of course, be first flattered and then round-
ly abused by those whose alliance he disdains.
I)f" Sumner is lett out in the cold, according to
the present programme, there will be heard at
Washington a howl of rage every time che wind
is in the Bast. If the South is treated kindly
and justly, as General Grant has privately
promised, and the measures of reconstruction he
has indicated as his choice are udopted, he will
soon be classed by the Radicals of his party as
**a rebel sympathizer,’”’ bent on throwing away
all the fruits of the great national victory.—
There is a large class of politicians whose sole
test of “‘a rightcous peace’’ is some form of
security for the permanent ascendancy of their
party at the South. Z%ere can beno rest to the
land until that idea 13 abandoned; and if this
concession is now made by their chosen leader,
he will be stigmutized most unsparingly as a
traitor to their causs.

TALLAHASSEE, Fra., November, 6.—Two
thousand stands of State arms coming by rail-
road from Jacksonville here on their arrival at
Madison station were seized by -unknown per-
sons. A special train carrying a dctachment of
soldiers left here for the scene of the robbery at
4 o'clock this morning.
