He acted with manly heroism iv demanding
that the parole of General Lee and other Con-
federate officers should be religiously respected.
His conduct on that occasion induces the be-
lief that, when in a position to control the mat-
ter, he will insist that the spirit and intent of
that parole shall not be confined to the officers,
but shall be extended to all the people of the
Confederate States. No man knows better
than he does, that Gen. Lee would never have
surrendered his sword, if it had been under-
stood that the people whom he represented
were to be subjected to African domination.?
General Grant's letter demanding a surrender
excludes the possibility of such an interpreta-

tion. That letter, the second to General Lee,
says:

General? Your note of last evening, in re-
ply to mine of same date, asking conditions on
which I will accept the surrender of the Army
of Northern Virginia, is just received. In re-
ply. I would say that, peace being my great
desire, there is but one condition I would insist
upon?namely, that the men and officers sur-
rendered shall be disqualified for taking up
arms against the Government 01 the Uuited
States till properly exchanged. I will meet
you, _c.

were the terms of surrender. Here they are :

TERMS OF SURRENDER.
ArpoiiATTOX Courthouse, Va., \

April 9, 18G5. j
General?ln accordance with the substance

of my letter to you of the Bth instant, I pro-
pose to receive the surrender of the Army of
Northern Virginia on the following terms, to-
wit: Rolls of all the officers and men to be
madein duplicate; one copy to be given to an
officer to be designatedby me, the other to be
retained by such officer or officers as you may
designate. The officers to give their individ-
ual paroles not to take up arms against the
Government of the United States until proper-
ly exchanged, and each company or regimental
commander to sign a like parole for the men of
their commands. The arms, artillery and pub-
lic property to be parked and stacked, and
turned over to the officers appointedby me to
receive them. This will not embrace the side-
arms of the officers nor their private horses or
baggage. This done, each officer and man rcill
bcaUoKed to return to his home, not to be dis-
turlted hy United States authority so long as
they ohienr theirparoles, and the laws in force

We are not left to conjecture why these lib-

eral terms were accorded. We are not certain
that General Grant himself has not admitted
that his object was to remove every induce-
ment to a guerrilla warfare. His friends have
frequently confessed that such was his motive,
and we copied an article last week from the
New York Times to this effect and expressly
conceding that it was a wise stroke of policy as
well as a grand act of magnanimity. General
Grant knows that there never would have been
peace ; that Southern men, with arms in their
hands, never would have surrendered them on
the condition that they were to exchange posi-
tion with their slaves. Quibbles may be raised
about a military capitulation embracing politi-
cal rights, _c. But General Grant knows the
full intent and whole scope of that capitula-
tion, and he knows it would never have been
agreed to by Confederates ou the terms ofRad-
ical reconstruction. We appeal to his honor?
which is more concerned in the matter than
our's is. He has testified to our faithful ob-
servance of the condition imposed ; he is now
in position to exact a like compliance on the
other side.

General Grant may have considered that
heretofore it was only his duty to guard the
capitulation in its purely military bearing, as
he did when he protected General Lee against
the loyal fury of Mr. Johnson; now his role is
enlarged, and the whole subject falls within his
purview.

We conceive there is no want of respect to
General Grant in thus frankly expressing our
sense and that of all Confederates as to the
responsibility resting on him as a soldier and a
gentleman, in this regard. He has only to re-
cur to the sweeping and comprehensive words
of the terms of surrender ? "not to be disturbed
by United States authority'?not merely the
military, but any authority of the United
States; and to recall the motives which
prompted him, to know what honor, to say
nothing of simple justice, demands at his hands.
One crack of his whip would send back howl-
ing to their kennels all the curs of low degree,
and give peace and prosperity to the country.

As one of the trustees ofthe Chesapeake and
Ohio railroad company of Virginia and West
Virginia, and by the relations which this com-
pany sustains with most of the important rail-
road companies in the former State, I have
both a personal and official interest in their
management. It is represented by parties iv
terested with me, that efforts are being made
to change the administration of the railroads in
Virginia, in which the State is interested,
based, in part at least, on political aspirations.
The proper limits of this communication will
not permit me to discuss the subject in detail.
I you, however, that from my
knowledge of the facts, I am confident that
neither the interests of the Federal govern-
ment, of the State of Virginia, nor of any po-
litical party will be promoted by changing at
this time the administration of the roads here-
inbefore referred to. Within a few months
past many of our leading citizens have made
large investments in those roads. Important
negotiations for capital to extend and improve
their equipment are now pending here, and
which would undoubtedly be seriously embar-
rassed, if not defeated, by changes in their ad-
ministration.
I respectfully ask, therefore, that so far as

your department is concerned, the present
status may be continued, and that no changes
will be permitted until parties in interest in
this city and elsewhere outside the State of
Virginia may be heard in relation thereto.

Interview of GeneralGrant.
A correspondent of the New York Herald

gives an account of an interview of a number
of representatives of the press with General
Grant on Tuesday, from which we make the fol
lowing extract :

It having been mentioned that he enjoyed a
reputation for cautiously avoiding politics, the
General replied that it was true he did not like
to talk about politics, because that which may
be regarded as right and proper in politics to-
day may be all wrong six months hence, and he
thought that politics is a subject about which
the least said the better.

In reply to the remark that no President ever
entered upon his executive duties with a fairer
opportunity to administer the affairs of the
country so as to secure tranquility and prosper-
ity, the General said that it would be his con-
stant care to seek an early restoration of peace
and harmony throughout the Union. The suc-
cessful manner in which the President elect
eluded the elaboratereception preparations in
this city having been referred to, the General
remarked that all such public demonstrations
found n> favor in his sight. In traveling
through the country it frequently happened
that such displays were in full operation. In
such cases they cannot well bo avoided. "But
this city," said he, "is my home, and to have
glorifications of that kind here wouldbe repug-
nant to my feelings. Nothing of that kind will
be done with my approbation. It had been
published that he would hold a public reception
at his residence. This was not true. He had
not expressed any intention of doing so. He
would be happy to receive all who may wish to
favor him with a call, either at his house or at
his headquarters, but a public reception at this
lime did not appear to him as just the proper
thing. If they (meaning the political organi-
zations which threatened him with an ovation)
wish to hold a jubilee?if the result of the
election pleases them?let them parade, fife
and drum away; only I hope they will not dis-
turb me, or require me to take any part in the
proceeedings."

General Grant's refusal to be lionised on his
return to Washington was a good sign. Here
is another from a Washington correspondent:

General Gtant has alreadyreceived aboutfive
hundred written applications for office. He
has given General Badeau, his Secretary, or-
ders to destroy all such missives without .show-
ing (beta to him. The consequence was, to-
day, that Badeau had a pile of waste paper
around his table two feet high.

Now, if he will cause it to be understoodthat
no man who mentions olfice to him will receive
an appointment, he will escape a world of
trouble.
