For the Spectator.
Teachers and Teaching, No. 3.

In this communication the means of exciting
interest in study, will be considered. 'Teachers
possessing the qualifications, referred in pre-
vious numbers of this series, consider this a
question of paramount importance, *"How can
we interest our pupils in their studies?””” With
much solicitude the attention is turned to what
motives should be presented, and what methods
should be used, to awaken an abiding interest
in study. Such an interest as may not only not
abate during the school—buc will continue and
grow after school days have passed away. The
writer believes chere are not many more serious
mistakes committed by Teachers, than that of
raising in school on artificial temporary excite-
ment, which may perhaps for ghe time being,
secure better recitations, but, which does noth-~
ing towards putting the mind into such a con-
dition, that the pupil will press on in the acqui-
sition of knowledge even after the living
Teacher has ceased his instructions.

It is a tedious, irksome undertaking, to call
the higher principles of our nature into exer-
cise, and hence they are prone to be neglected.
But it is comparatively easy to arouse the lower
priceiples, and temporary results of a character
highly satisfactory to parents and Teachers. —
But to exercise the lower and neglect the high-
er is doing a lasting injury.

In exciting a studious 1nterest, it is almost a
universal habic among Teachers o appeal to
the principle of emulation, which is found to a
greater or less degree in the mind of every in-
telligent child.  What is to be done with this
priuciple? 'L'o reach a saie conclusion, let the
mearing of the term emulation be scttied.—
There is a good and a bad sense associated with
the term emulation. If by emulation we mean
a desire for improvemeni, an ardent wish to
rise above present attainments, or even an as-
piration to atrain eminence first in the school,
and then in the world, the wmotive is to be cow-
mended. For this is self cmuiation—""an ar-
dor kindled by the praisewprthy cxamples of
others inciting to imitate them, or o exeel
them, without the desire of depressing them”’

is the sense in which tlie scriptures use the !

term in Romans 11, 14:--1f by any means [
way provoke to emulation them which are of
my fiesh, and might save some of them.”’—
‘'his principle of self-emulation is found in the
mind of every child and way be safely aroused
fmd cherished, provided always that eminence
is to be sought from a desire to be useiuni, and
not from a desire of self glorification.
. But if emulation means a desive of surpass-
ing others for the sake of surpassing thew,
and leads a person to be satisfied with the
highest place, no matter whether the position
has been attaived by intrinsic merit, or by the
neglect of others. If by this emulation the
child is put into such a reiation towards others
that'their failures will be as gratifying to him
as his own suceess, and be 1s tempied to the
secret wish that others may miss their lessons
in order to give him an opportunity to gain ap-
plaose, there ean be no question that the prin-
ciple is unholy and unworchy aud should never
be encouraged or developed. This emulation
possesses noue of that moble priceiple which
rejoices in the success of others.  Cuarried cus
in atier hife it becomes ambition such as have
fired the breasts of those who have been the
plagues of the world, and prompiug them to
seek their ends though wiilions should perish
and welter in their blood. Itis to this princi-
ple the scriptures refer when emulation is
classed with the work of the flesh, as hatred
variance, emulation, wrath, strife, seditions
&e., of the which things as I have told you in
times past, that they which do such ‘things
shall not inherit the kingdom of God. It is
of emulation in the bad sense, that the learned
Dr. Scott says, ‘“This thirst for human ap-
plause has caused more horrible violations of
the law of love, and done more to desolate the
earth, than even the grossest seusuality ever
did."”

The question now arises, what means should
be used to produce emulation in the good sense.

1t has been a very common custom to offer
prizes, but it is quite evident that the tendency

of the prize system, is to develop emulation in

the sinful sense, and benefits but very few.—
Any judicious observer will sooner or later dis-
cover that prizes offered in such a way that all
may compete for them, and only two or three
obtain them, will always be productive of evil
consequences, for overbalancing any temporary
or partial good that may arise from them, and
therefore it would be well to dispense with
their use in. Schools. When a prize is offered
undue prominence is given to an object com-
paratively uaworthy. In being offered a beau-
tiful medal the child is tempted to undervalue
the higher reward of a good conscience, and a
love of learning for its own sake. In pursuing
a prize a spirit of rivalry among the pupils is
engendered and then in a little while after bad
feeling and some disappointment, the hope of
gaining the prize stimulates only the fear, and
the rest become indifferent. In addition to all
this, there is much difficulty to award the prize
so as to do justice to all, which arises from a
difference of' external facilities, which the com-
petitors have for getting the lessons, and often
from improper means used to secure the prize.
In the prize system it most frequently happens
that success is rewarded, not effort, talent, not
worth.

It is to be observed that a pupil who studies
for a prize as a chief motive, will seldem con-
tinue to study when the prize is withdrawn. It
has been often remarked that prize scholars in
‘our high‘schools and even colleges, are seldom
distinguished men in after life. By this sys«
tem the influence of the good example of some
ot the best pupils, is lost upon the school.—
This influence is very important to the sucecess
of a school, and tells with power, unless some
unworthy motive can be assigned. Under the
prize system it is useless, for the impression is,
that a student behaves well or studies well, be-
cause he is trying to get the prize.

As to the use of rewards, provided they be
$0 numerous as-to perwit every deserving pu
pil to have one, and are distributed not to tal«
ent or success merely, but to gocd incentioun,
and commendable effort, there is perhaps little
or no objection to be urged. But it may be-
come burdensome and expensive to the teacher
to carry out this system fully and well, and as
rewards are not necessary to a teacher’s true
success, such outlay is not wholly justifiable,
unless the Teacher is prone to put his money to
a worse use, than that of purchasing presents
for his school.

The proper incentives to study are there, and
if a child 1s to bé found not susceptible of be-
ing influenced by them, it wili be no loss to the
world if he is not educated, but perhaps a
blessing. 'The incentives I refer to are these,
a desire to gain the approbation of pareits and
teacher, a desire to advance, to be useful and
to do what is right. The leading aim should
be to reach the heart and conscience and
prompt the pupil to prepare his lessons by pure
and upright motives, and then the world will
be favored with educated persons of a proper
spirit.  This is, I think, a very truthful remark
of a recent author upon the duties of the
Teacher, in regard to the incentives used to ex
cite interest in study. *'If then the desire of
the approval of parents and teachers—the de
sire of advancement—the desire to be useful
and the desire to do right, can be superadded
to the natural love in the child for acquisition
and a natural desire to know, there will be but
little occasion to look further for ineentives to
exertion on the pupil, and I may venture to
add as a scholium to what has been already
said, that the teacher who has not yet learned
to call into exercise these higher motives, and
to rely for success wainly upon them, and who
dares not abandon the system of exciting stim-
ulants for fear of failure, has yet much tolearn
as a true educator of the young.” With this
article this series of papers on education is
ciosed.

I am grateful, Mr. Editor, for your kind in-
dulgence, and I hope your excellent paper may
be pre-eminentiy useful in this and other in-
terests having for their object the well-being of
our country.

Mr. Editor :—Since the Presidential election
everything has been moving on very quietly
here until a few weeks since, when our Mayor
was removed by an order from the Satrap Rey-
nolds, and his place filled by one Pat Maloy,
who now wears the shoalder straps of a leu-
tenant, and who, some mouths since, held the
high and henorable position of nigger burean
at Marshall, where he rendered himself notori
ous by admitting negro and excluding white
evidence and imposing extravagant fines on the
helpless planters. His honor's first official act
here was to fine a boy $20 for striking a ledy—
an impudent wench of color—which he  said
was a very grave offence.

About the same time our city marshall, Mr.
D. Sanford, was shot dead by a desperado,
while quietly eating his dinuer 1n a restaurant,
and a few days later several of our most worthy
citizens wers arrested by the military and placed
in close confinement in camp, on charge, itis
said, of having been implicated in the killing
of a carpet-bagger by the name of Smith, who
represented the negroes of this eity in the Aus-
tin Convention.

When Smith returned from the Convention
some mischievous boys took his carpet-bag
from a negro, to whom he had given it to be
carried up town. Smith applied to the mili-
tary for a squad of men to make search for his
lost property—but they failed to make any dis-
coveries, aithough Smith directed the search.
He then swore he intended to have it and gave
notice that if not given up—although only
worth $500, it should cost the eity $500,000,
and he began to collect an armed band of ne-
groes to make an attack on the house of a Mr.
Higuses, who called on his friends for protec-
tion. Several citizens responded to the ecall,
and as they were riding cut to his house they
passed a negro drinking shop, where Smith
and his negro happened to be. Smith and his
pariy perhaps thinking that they were looking
for them, rushed out and firing as they ran
wounded two of the citizens, and then ran on
to the.wilitary headquarters and claimed pro-
tection. They were at once lodged in the city
jail and guarded by both soldiers and citizens.

On the night following this oceurrence
a large body of mounted and armed men—
masked and painted—appeared at the jail,
aund quietly disarmed the guard, broke down
the door, and kiiled Smith and one of the ue-
groes and quickly took their departure,

Smith was one of the most vicious and de-
graded of hisrace—New Eugland Puritan—and
did more to generate ill feehng between the ra-
ces than any man who has ever been in Texas.
He lived here for many months with a negro
woman to whom he pretended to be married
and then deserted her in a very helpless condi-
tion. He was at the head of the loyal league,
and lived by levying contributions on its mem
bers. Whilein the Convertion he associated
only with negro members and boarded at a ne-
gro house, and when he returned he met the
fate above deseribed.  Our city is now full of
detectives, on large pay, trying to work up the
case for the Rump.

'There are now about 750 soldiers here but
they are very quiet generally. Several hun-
dred have gone to the interior aud two regi
wents are to arrive here soon, the latter, how
ever, are to march to the fronter at once and
aid in the winter campaign against the Indians.
As you are aware they have been driven South
of Red River and bave taken refuge among
the Wichata mountains and in New Mexico.—
They are to be attacked, I hear, in their winter
quarters and having taken their women
and children with them, must come to terms
or be exterminated, and the latter is most prob-
able—as the poor fndian has been a troubles
some pet for a long time, and as cuffee has
now taken his place—the easiest way to get rid
of the Indian is to kill him off.

Immediately after the Bossier Parish (La.)

riot, in which six worthy citizens were brutally
murdered by the Loyal League negroes, and
in turn the whites killed about 80 negroes, one
Scott, a carpet-bagger, began to drill a com-
pany of negroes in Little River county, Ar~
kansas, and made some violent threats. He
had not been going on many days—till some
unknown parties—supposed to have been Ba~
ker's party—attacked his camp—killing four
negroes and dispersing the rest. Scott made
his way to Little Rock and called for aid.—
Gen. Callerton was at once ordered by the Gov.
Clayton to raise a regiment of State militia,
and proceed to the county where the disturb-
ance took place and bring the offenders to pun-
ishment. He succeeded in getting up from
500 to 600 men—mostly negroes, and Scott ac-
companied them to Little River county, and
established headquarters at Parichifta.

Most of the prominent citizens were arrested,
and all the houses searched for arms, &o.—
Keys were demanded, stores opened and robbed
of goods and money. : Private houses were al-
so robbed of whatever attracted the attention
of the men. The citizens were marched out
into an-old field near town and the commander
Gen. C. proposed that 30 of them be shot.—
This was voted down and he proposed 15,
which shared a like fate—he then proposed
that three (3) of the most prominent be shot,
which was accordingly done amid the shouts ot
the black fiends comprising a great part of his
command. Twelve more citizens were carried
off in irons, and the remainder permitted to
return to their desolated homes. :

The gallant Genl. next moved on the town
of Richmond, which he captured without firing
a gua by crossing the river at night and sur~
rounding the town while everybody was asleep.
He here promised protection to everybody if
they would bring in their arms and deliver to
bhim. This the eitizens did—hoping to gain
some favor, as it was impossible for them to
protect themselves. As soon as they were all
disarmed, the troops were turned loose upon a
helpless people in both town and country, to
rob-and destroy as their own inclinations led
them. The scene that followed can better be
immagined than described. Houses were bro-
ken open and robbed of everything worth hav-
ing, and what could not be carried off was de
stroyed, while the inmates were treated in a
most brutal manner by a set of semi-barbarians.
whose naturally devilish spirits were stimulated
to a high piteh by whisky.

A squad of these loyal troops visited the
house of a highly respectable gentleman by
the name of Brooks, and after arousing him
and placing bim in irons, six of the black
fiends violated the person of his wife and com
pelled him to witness the horrid deed, they
then set the house on fire and left. We blash
to record such deeds, but we cannot convey an
idea of the state of affairs in any other way.

These troops next went to Lewisburg where
they acted in like manner. They fired a store,
shot the owner and threw his body ioto the
flames.

White men of Virginia——this is what is in
store for you—if you don't vote down the mon-
grel Constitution. Your peaceful homes will
be made desolate—your soil will be wet with
the blood of your best citizens, and your fair
wives and beautiful danghters be placed at the
merey of your former slaves, in which ail the
vile passions of their naturally savage natures
have been fanned into a flame by the worse
than savage carpet-baggers.

The Texas mongrel convention has assembled
and seems to be directing its special wrath
against the citizens of the city of Jefferson, on
account of the killing of G. W. Smith. Bat
notwithstanding their loyal dispieasure we will
still try to exist, unless they should pass an act
to change the channel of Red River, and re
solve that the waters of Caddo Lake shall dry
up, in which case we will have to hurry up our
ralroad. Since the burning last spring over
forty first class brick stores and warehouses
have been erected, and also quite a number of
residences. Jefferson will ship over 50,000
bales of cotton this season, at an average of
$75 per bale in gold, also several hundred thou-
sand pounds of hides, wool, feathers and tal-
low. The population of this city is now esti-
mated at about 7,500 aud is rapidly increasing.

This is one point on the great Memphis and
Bl Passo Railroad, in which Geun. Frewont is
largely interested and is now negotiating in N.
York for the means to go on with the read.

A bill was presented in Congress and passed
the lower house, just previous to the adjourn-
ment, appropriating 20 sections of public land
and a loau of 816,000 worth of government
bonds to each wile of road, as soon as it is
built and the frieuds of the road seem to feel
no donbt that the bilt will also pass the Senate
this winter. Jefferson, then, being on such a
line of road, and at the head of steamboat nav-
igation, drawing as it now does, the trade from
a scope of country ranning back for 200 miles,
unsurpassed for fertility by none in the world,
will be one of the most important inland towns
in the State.

Qur planters are preparing for a large crop
of cotton next year—the present crop having
induced many to return to their plantations
who had abandoned them during the last three
years. Money is abundant in the country now
and nearly all of it gold coin.
