been removed. The Senate concurred in the
amendment, with an additional amendment
that tbe provisions of the resolution be made
applicable to the Senate of Mississippi. The
Air Line Railroad bjll V_s taken up, and after
considerable discussion was laid aside, and the

j Central Branch Pacifiic Railroad bill was taken
up. This wasin turn laidaside, and the House
resolutions in relation to the death of Mr.
Hinds were presented, and similar resolutions
of oondolence were adopted, The Senate then
adjourned.
' House of Representatives.?A resolution
was passed calling upon the Secretary of State
for information as to whether any measures
have been taken by the United States Govern-
ment to recover from the Governmentof Brazil
the property of W. B. Harris, a oitiaen of the
United States. The Committee on the District
of Columbiawasinstructed to inquire whether or
not tiie depot of the Baltimor. and Ohio Rail-
road should be removed from its present loca
tion to some other place not so near the Capi-
tol. Mr. Eoutwell's joint resolution proposing
an amendment to the Constitution ofthe Uni-
ted States providing for universal suffrage was
taken up, but after a long discussion was laid
aside, aud the resolutions ofcondolence on the
death of Mr. Hinds offered on Friday were ta-

ken up and adopted.Tbe House then adjourned.
Senate.?Monday, Jan. 25th ?The Com-

mittee on Retrenchment reported back the
House bill repealing the Tenure-of-Office act,
with a substitute authorizing the President to
remove a Cabinet officer at bis pleasure, during
the recess ot the Senate, and to suspend other
officers during tho recess. The Committee on
the Judioiary reported against the admissionof
Hon. Joshua Hill, Senator elect from Georgia.
Messrs. Trumbull and Hendricks, however,
dissented from the recommendation ofthe ma-
jority of the committee. The Central Branch
Pacific Railroad bill was taken un and several
speeches were made on it. Without taking any
action, the Senate at 4.20 P. M. adjouued

House of Representatives. ?A number of
bills and resolutions were introduced and
red to committees. Among them was a bill to
change certain collection districts in Virginia

and Maryland, which was referred to tho Ways
and Means Committee. A resolution was offer-
ed to pay the members from Arkansas for the
full term ofthe Thirty-ninth Congress. Afterdebate it was referred to the Committee on Re-construction. The universal suffrage bill was
postponed until Wednesday after the morning
hour. The House then resumed consideration
of the Denver and Pacific Railroad bill. After
a long disscussion the bill was referred to theCommittee on Public Lands. The House soon
afteradjourned.

Speech of Colonel Baldwin Before the Re-construction Committee.
[Extract from the Editorial Correspondence of

the Dispatch.]
After giving Colonel Baldwin's explanation

(made at the request ofthe Committee) touch-
ing the church property question, the writerre-
ports his remarks in reply to Wells :This argument was about as clear, frank andforcible as any I ever heard. It was utteredin
a manner that carried conviction of its sincerity
and truth. Generally he asseverated tbe earn-
estness of the people of Virginia in their desire
for restoration and'peace. They were tired ana 1 'sick of strife, and the delay in the restoration
of order and harmony was disastrous to their
interests and those ofthe nation. He pronounc-
ed a eulogy upon the fairness and justness of
the courts of Virginia and the purity ot her
judiciary and declared that nowhere on earth
was justice administered with more impartiality
and integrity. Contending that this was a sufficient guarantee ofthe fair and just disposition
of the public mind, he declared his solemn con-
viction that there was no disposition inVirginia
to harm or injure any one through denial of
justice under the law, aud he believed that ifVirginia were restored according to the plan of
the committee no mortal being would suffer
from such a thing as partiality and malice in theadministrationof law.

Virginia had (immediately after the war)
through her Legislature accommodated herself
to the new orderof things produced by tbe war,
and had voluntarily accorded to the negro all
his rights as completely as they were accorded
by the State Constitution of Pennsylvania. II
linois, Ohio and other Northern States; and if
there had ever been an attempt to impair the
rights ofthe negro he had never heard of it.?He begged that if anybody thought differently
with regard to what he had stated they would
say so. He felt that what he said could not be
contradicted, and would not.

Virginia having had no voice in national af-fairs, was not divided by nationalparties. True,
her people bad had their opinons, and had
sympathized with those who had offered them
the most liberal terms of rcadmission into the
Union. Therefore they had desired the success
of the Democrats in the recent election ; but
when that party was defeated they consideredthe question settled, and now were anxious for
lestoration, submitting to tbe national judg-
tneut, which they could not evade. True, they
bad opposed negro suffrage?a thing not con
sidered probable at the expiration of the war in
any quarter?and they even now stated frankly
that they did not consider the negro qualified
for voting, ignorant and just out of slavery, as
he was. To tho people of the North, where
the negro stood as one in twenty thousand, no
gro suffrage was a matter of no consequence,
but in Virginia we had 400,000 negroes. Toadmit so many uneducated whites suddenly in-
to tbe constituent body might justly be cm
sidered perilous to the State. The experiment
could not give rise to lass apprehensionbecause
it was luaae with blacks.

But notwithstanding ail this, they were un-
willing to continue a struggle upon a settled
question, and regarding it so, were anxious to
return to the Union and to see an end of strife
and bitterness. They were earnest, aud would
act iv entire frankness and good faith.

Mr. Baldwin, in much that he had to say
which was in direct opposition to what Gov-
ernor Wells said yesterday, alludedto the state
ments of that gentleman in very praiu^terms.?
He showed them to be not only unjust, but at
variance with the wishes and sentiments ofsome
of the more reliable and influential of his own
party. Alluding to Governor Wells' accusations
touching the disposition of the people towards
Northern men, Mr. Baldwin stated that there
were two kinds ot immigrants into Virginia?
the immigrant proper and the "carpet-bagger,"
whose motives and conduct had affixed that
name to him everywhere. The farmer the peo-
ple respected ; the latter they execrated. There
was, just alter the war, a large number of de-
serters from the Confederatearmy, and degrad-
ed men, who came forth from their hiding
places, and a large number of camp followers
and others, the debris ofthe Federal army, who
were thrown in the convulsion upon the South;
and no country ever was cursed with so ravenous
and unscrupulous a set of men. These bad
rapaciously seized upon the offices ofthe South,
brutally driving out gray-haired and dependent
occupants. These persons were regarded with
detestation. But the sincere and honest im-
migrant was held in respect and confidence.?
All who thus came to live with us and cast their
lot with ours were heartily welcomed. They
would be ever received with open arms, and
would always be respected and valued as useful
members of society. The carpet bagger could
never be regarded except with contempt in Vir-
ginia. Hurt him we would not, in his person
or iv his rights. He could be safer in these
nowhere else. But we claimed the right which
belonged to the meanest creature on earth?to
withhold from him our respect.

Mr. Baldwin called the attention ofthe com-
mittee to the patent triple -acting, self-feeding
machinery explained yesterday by GovernorWells. It consisted ot a committee to three in
each county. (Mr. Baldwin wondered that it
was not four, as there were four principal officesiv each county.) This committee was to re
ceive the application of every man in the coun-
ty who wanted to have his disabilitiesremoved,
and pass upon it; but no man holding an officecould have his application considered. He must
disgorge?resign; that was a sine qua non. The
office was wanted. Now, after receiving and
passing upon an application, it was sent to the
Central Committee, and if it was fortunate
enough to get through there, it had finally toreceive the endorsement of General Weils him
self before it was forwarded, duly recommended
to Congress ; sod that body had been informed
that it would be highly imprudent for it to re-
lieve any one from disabilitieswho had not run
the gauntlet of th__ committees and obtained
the final approval ofGovernor Weils. He would
make no comment on such extraordinary ma
chinery as this. He left it to the judgment of
the committee.

3lr. Baldwin was interrogated briefly only by
Mr. Boutwell, who stated that the Government
felt obliged to Union men in the South, and
would not be willing to place them in a position
of danger. They must be protected. He saw
the difficulty of exacting any guarantee of the
people ofVirginia with this view, or rather, l.c
saw the difficulty of giving guarantee; but he
desired Mr. Baldwin to state what he could say
on the point.

Mr. B. replied in substance, with an earnest-
ness and fervor tbat must have impressed even
Mr. Boutwell, that he believed the people of
Virginia were incapable ofpartiality or cruelty
in the administrationof justice, and that tho.e
called ''loyal" or Union men would be as safe
in Virginia as they could be anywhere ou earth
He believed that a large majority of the people
ol Virginia sustained the movement attempted
to be earned out by this committee, and speak-
ing upon his honor as a Virginian and a gen-
tleman, he believed they were acting in good
faith, without qualification or reservations and
would carry out the laws in all fairness and
equality to all men and classes. Their past
conduct, their patience, and respect for law,
Hurt bad maintained the most perfect order in
the recent period of agitation and irritation,
were, he thought, the evidence that they were
to be fully trusted.

The Silence of Scripture.
The Bible gives us principles, life germs ofspiritual truth. It touches great central facts,that effect vital interests. It nevercondescendsto gratify an idle curiosity. It reveals, not thehowand where ofimmortality. Itbrings to man'smoral wants; not excitement, but satisfactionit deals not in riddles for the curious, norparadoxesfor the speculative, but in healingfor the morally sick. It aoswereth not a foolaccording to his folly when it speaks ; and again

it answereth a fool according to his folly whenit is silent. It enters not into the details ofbuilding up character ; but it opens to our viewthe sure foundation of Bock in Christ. It talksnot idly, nor eateringly, nor patronizingly, norindulgently, nor sentimentally, nor vaguely, butit talks to men earnestly, strongly, puugently,with great pertinency to their present andprospective wants, and with great power to stirthe soul's lethargies, to enlighten, to arouse,and to save Verily, the voice of this book,which, when it speaks, speaks with authority,and when it is silent, is silent with authority, isno other than the voice of God.The silence of scripture on things ofless mo-ment gives emphasis to its utterances on thegreat central doctrines of faith and life.This silence of the Bible is not a defect, but
in reality a glory. There is no silence in thisBook ou the great problems that afLct humanlife and wellbemg; no silence on the importunatequestionsofhuman duty: "repent," "believe,"go work." Here an. reproofs and warnings;promises and encouragements; iuvitations andwelcomes: words of comfort, hope, joy. It is
enough. What if curoi.iry _?-not catered to?
\\ hat if the spirit of daring speculation meet astern rebuke in the silence of God's evade*??The chart has all tbe sure data fur the voyageof life. The reckonings are easily made. Thesoul s bearings may be readily found. Everyrfjcl-, and reef, and'headland of temptation anddoubt are laid down ; what if ail tbe rest of thewide.ocean be unmarked. The mariner doesnot need, in order to guide his course, a skythickly sprinkled witii undistinguishable staraust,;andacoastliue of fire ; but here and therea brilliant in the heavens and a beaeoa on tbeshore.

This silence is also prohibitive. "Why a.-k-
--est thou thus after my name, seeing it is secret?"said the Angel of die Lord toManouii. "Enter
not hither," seems to be over every gat.way ofdoubt and speculation. To be venturesome here
is to be presumptuous. "As to such points,"
says Whateiy, "we should'not only seek for noexplanation in Mripinre, but should carefullyabstain from the presumption of all inquirywhatever. _\o man or body of men, council orchurch, may presume to fill up the gaps ofScripture, positive doctrine? all iatnmtabk or-dinances,?all direct and definite duties must
rest, not on the silence, but tbe utterances of
Scripture. We must hold no merely specula-tive dogmas as essential. We must base no
religious rite or ceremony on simple silence ofGod's Word. "Where has Christ enjoined thehftiug up ofthe Host?" asked one of Luther."Where has he forbidden it?" was his non
sequtitur reply. As though we had a warrant
to fill up the void ofCod's revelation, with hu-
man conceits and dcv: - \u25a0??- uot po-itiveiiy for-bidden ! Let no man build his faith on thesilence of Scripture. Let no church shape herordinances by the unforbidden, or the inferen-tial, but by the immutable "thus saith theLord.''

that you bathe for an hour or so in the sun-
light; and that you quench year thirst with no
other fluid than water.
