ture as to what line of policy he will adopt, and
as to what will be the character of his admin-
istration, whether conservative or radical. So
far, he has so acted as to excite the hopes of
the conservatives, and the fears of the Radi-
-cals. Inthe language of the Balt. Gazette,
“‘while the question as to what he may do isan
open one, there can be no doubt as to what he
can do if he pleases. He can give to thiscoun-
try the peace she yearus for, and which he has
promised. He can wield the sword of State
with the firmness of Andrew Jackson, and fac-
tion will cower low before him. If he has the
brain and the nerve his admirers have claimed
for him, he can stay the usurpations of Con-
gress with a resistless hand and break like cob~
webs the meshes in which it has sought to fet-
ter his lawful prerogatives. If he should set
himself about the restoration of constitutional
law and free government, he would find himself
backed by a concourse of the people whose ap-
plauding shouts would send terror into the body
of corrupt revolutionists, who, for purely par-
tisan ends, are ready to sacrifice the interests,
welfare and honor of the country. If he has
the head and heart for the work of reconstruc-
tion on a fair and honest and patriotic basis,
the opportunity is now his to lift his name from
the ranks of fortunate or successful soldiers and
place it among those of the rulers who live in
the world’s history as patriots and statesmen
who have saved or founded nations, and of
whom Washington is the great examplar.

Dead-lock on the Suffrage Amendment.

A special telegram to the Richmond Dispaich
says that the House Judiciary Committee have
agreed to adhere to the House joint resolution
to amend the Constitution on suffrage as heret -
fore reported by Mr. Boutwell ; and the House
will insist on its resolution. The Senate is
equally determined on its own proposition, and
there is a dead-lock between the two Houses on
the suffrage amendment, the difference being
that the House gives the negro the right to vote
upon the same footing as white citizens, leaving
to States the rigcht of fixing qualifications of
voters, whilst the Senate insists on giving the
negro the right to hold office, and forbids pro-
perty and religious qualifications. The Senate
proposition cannot receive the requisite two-
thirds vote in the House. The House proposi-

There is one matter that I might properly
speak of here, and that is the election ofa Cab~
inet. I have always felt that it would be rath-
er indelicate to announce or even to consult
with the gentlemen whom I thought of invi-
ting to positions in my Cabinet before the offi-
cial declaration of the result of the election was
made, although I presumed that there was no
doubt about what that declaration would be.—
But after consideration I have come to the con-
clusion that there is not a man in the country
who could be invited to a place in the Cabinet
without the friends of some other gentleman
making an effort to secure the position: not
that there would be any objection to the party
named, but that there would be others whom
they had set their hearts upon having in the
place. I cansay that much from the great
number of requests which come to me, in writ-
ing and otherwise, for this particular person,
or that one, from different sets and delegations.
If announced in advance, efforts would be made
to chavge my determinations, and therefore I
bave come to the conclusion not to announce
whom I am going to invite to seats in the Cab-
inet until 1 send in their names to the Senate
for confirmation. If I say anything to them
about it, it will certainly not be more than two
or three days previous ‘to sending in their
names. I think it well to make a public decla-
ration of this to the committee, so that my in-
tentions may be known.”’ :

Mr. Pruyn, of the House committee, then
addressed General Grant as follows :

“In the great principles which you have
marked out for the conduct of your administra-
tion you will have the political support of those
with ,whom I am associated, ready to act with
you.’

The Enquirer & Examiner of February 17th
contains aletter from Governor Letcherin which
he gives some account of the visit of Mr. Horace
H. Day to Lexington, Va., in September, 1868.

My recollection of the purpose of that visit
concurs with that of Gov. Letcher—viz., that
Mr. Day, and those for whom he professed to
act, desired the Conservatives of Virginia to
declare for negro suffrage as a means of influenc-
ing the Presidential election in the northern
States and of gaining political control of the
negroes of the South.

talked this matterover with Governor Letch-
er soon after it happened, and I found that,
without conference or concert, we had placed
our rejection of the proposition upon substantial-
ly the same grounds. It seems that my con-
versation with Mr. Day preceded that of Gov-
ernor Letcher, as Mr. Day told Govelnor
fI"etcher of my refusal and the reasons I gave
or it.

Governor Letcher does not say what either
of us gave as the reasons for refusing ; but they
were, substantially, that the people of Virginia
were thoroughly oppose to negro suffrage, and
would not have it if they could possibly prevent
it.

The Enquirer & Examiner, commenting on
the letter of Governor Letcher, says editorially:

“By the-way, is not ex<Governor Letcher
mistaken in saying that Mr. Day’s overtures

shall be held at the same places where the elec-
tion for delegates to said convention was held
and under the regulations to be prescribed by
the commanding General of the wmilitary dis-
trict, and the returns made to him as directed
by law.

““SECTION 2. And be it further enacted, That
an election shall be held at the same time and
places for members of the Geueral Assembly
and for all State officers to be elected by the
people under said constitution. The election
for State officers shall be conducted under the
same regulations as the election for the ratifica-
tion of the constitution, and by the same per-
sons. The returns of this election shall be in
duplicate—one copy to the commanding Gen~
eral and one copy to the president of said con~
vention, who shall give certificates of election
to the persons elected. The officers elected
shall enter upon the duties of the offices for
which they are chosen as soon as elected and
qualified in compliance with the provisions of
| said constitution, and shall hold their respec-
tive offices for the term of years prescribed by
the constitution, counting from the 1st day of
January next, and until their successors are
elected and qualified.

“SECTION 3. And be it further enacted, That
an election for members of the United States
Congress shall be held in the congressional dis-
tricts as established by said convention, one
member of Cengress being elected in the State
at large at the same time and places as the
election to be conducted by the same persons
and under the same regulations before men-~
tioned in this act, the returns to be made in the
same manaer provided for State officers.

“‘SecTION 4. And be it further enacted, That
no person shall act either as a member of any
board of registration to revise and correct the
registration of voters as provided in section 7
of the act of July 19, 1867, amendatory of the
ast of March 2, 1867, entitled ‘An act for the
more efficieat government of the rebel States,’
and so forth; or as judge, commissioner, or
other officer at any election to be held under
the provisions of this act, who is.a candidate
for any office at the election to be held as here-
in provided for.

“SecTION 5. In case a majority of all the
votes cast on the ratification of the constitution
shall be for the constitution, the General As<
sembly elected under and by virtue of this act
shall assemble at the capitol in the city of
Richmond on the first Tuesday of July, 1869 ;
but if a majority of the votes cast on the ques-
tion of ratification be against said constitution,
said Geeneral Assembly shall not convene, nor
shall any person elected to office under the pro-
visions of this act enter upon the discharge of
the duties thereof in pursuance of said elec-
tion. The provisions of the constitution voted
upon separately shall constitute a part of the
constitution, if the majority of votcs cast upon
it be ‘For Disqualification’ ; but if a majority
of the votes cast on that question be ‘Against
Disqualification,’ it shall not constitute part of
the constitution.”

[The following are the provisions of the Coan-
stitution, upon the retention or excision of
which the Senate amendment allows the voters
to decide :

Art. 3, see. 1, clause 4th—(That the follow-
ing persons shall be escluded from voting) :

Every person who has been a Senator or Rep-

ter. It was referred to the Committee on Print-
ing. The bill to remove the disabilities from a
number of citizens of the Southern States was
taken up and passed, after a long discussion.—
The Senate bill supplementary to the National
Currency act was taken up, and after considev
rable discussion Mr. Pomeroy, moved the pre-
vious question on the bill and amendments.—
Without taking a vote on the motion, the House
took a recess until 7.30 o’clock' P, M.

Evening Sessson.—The House of the Whole
resumed the consideration of the Tax bill.. A
number of amendments were adopted, after
which the bill was reported to the House. The
bill as amended by the committee was passed
by the House The House then adjourned.

SENATE. — Wednesday, Feb. 17th.—The Ju-
diciary Committee reported adversely on Sum-
ners bill to strike out from the naturalization
laws the word “‘white’’ wherever it occurs. The
same committee reported a resolution declaring
“*that, in the opinion of the Senate, the procla-
mation of the. President of the United States,
of the 26th of December, 1868, purporting to
grant general pardon and amnesty to all per-
sons guilty of treason and acts of hostility to the
United States during the late rebellion, with
restoration of rights, &e,"’ was not authorized
by the Constitution or laws. Mr. Hendricks
stated that he did not agrec with the views of
the majority of the committee. The Senate
concurred in the report of the committee of
conference upon the bill amending ecertain acts
relating to the navy. The message from the
House asking a committee of conference upon
the constitutional amendment providing for
universal suffrage was taken upand the Senate,
after a long discussion, receded from its amend-
ments to the amendment as passed by the
House. The question was then upon the adop-
tion of the-amendinent. After a lorg debate a
vote was taken and resulted yeas 31, nays 27.—
The Chair announced that two-thirds_not havs
ing voted in the affirmative, the proposition of
the House was not concurred in.. The original
proposition of the Serate Judiciary Committee
was taken up and several amendments were
proposed and rejected.

At 11.40 A. M. a vote was reached .on the
main question, which was that reported by the
Judiciary Committee report, and it was carried
by the requisite two-thirds vote: :
