CONGRESSIONAL
Senate. ?Saturday, Feb. 27th. ?A concur-

rent resolution was offered requesting the Pres-
ident of the United States to transmit forth-
with to each of the Executives of the several
States a copy of the Constitutional Amend-
ment, so as to secure its early ratification, but
Mr. Davis objected, and the resolution went
over. The House bill to strengthen the public
credit was taken up. A long discussion ensued.
Without acting on tbe bill, the Senate took a
recess until 7 o'clock P. M.

Evening Session.?At the evening session
Mr. Wilson introduced a bill for the more equal
distributionof national banking capital. A res-
olution authorizing the President to recognize
the independence of Cuba, when in his opinion,
proper, was introduced by Mr. Sherman and
referred to the Committee on Foreign Rela-
tions. The bill to incorporate the Masonic Mu-
tual Relief Association wa> passed. The joint,
resolution relative to donating cannon for tbe
McPherson monument was passed. Mr.?
Schenck's Financial bill was then debated at
considerable length. The biii finally passed
with amendmentsby a vote of 30 to 16.

House of Representatives.?The Com-
mittee on Reconstruction reported a bill in ad
dition to an act entitled an act to relieve from
political disabilitiescertain persons named there
in, a] proved July 27, 1868. Mr. Boutwell ex-
plained that the bill was pimply a correction of
some mistakes made in engrossing the act. ?
The bill was passed. The House resumed the
consideration ofthe Louisiana contested elec
tion case of Jones vs. Mann, and after consid-
erable debate it was decided that Mr. Jones
was not entitled to the seat. The ease of Me
nurd (negro) against Hunt for the Second Louis
iana district was then taken up, and Menard
addressed the House in support of his claims.
After a long di.-eussion, a resolution was passed
declaring that Hunt was not entitledto the seat,
and also a resolution declining the admission of
Menard pending the litigation. Resolutions
were adoptedallowing Jones, Menard and Hunt
twenty-five hundred dollars each for expenses
in the contested cases. The Hou-e then took
a recess until 7.30 P. M.

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Tile Drainage?No. 5.

2nd Illustration: Mr. J. Johnston a venera
ble Scotch farmer who has long been a success-
ful cultivator in the wheat region of Western
New York, and who was almost the pioneer of
tile draining in America, has laid over 50 milesof drain within the last 30 years. His practice
is described in Klippais land drainage as fol*
lows:

"Mr. Johnson says he never saw 100 acres
in any one farm but a portion of it would pay
for draining. Mr. J. is a hardworking Scotchfarmer, who commenced a poor man, borrowed
money to drain his land, has gradually exten-ded his operationsand is now reaping the ben-efit in having crops of 40 bushels to the acre.
He is a gray haired Nestor, who after accumu-
lating the experience of a long life is now at
08 years of nge written to by strangers in every-
State of the Union for information, not only in
drainage matters, but in all cognate branches of
farming. He sits in his homestead a veritableHumbclt in his way, dispensing information
cheerfully thro' our agricultural papers and to
private correspondents of whom he has recor-
ded 164 who applied to him last year. His
opinions are therefore worth more fhan a host
of theoretical men who write without practice.

"Although bis fame is mainly devoted to
wheat, yet a considerable area of meadows and
some of pasture has bee*i retained. He now owns
about 300 acres of land, and the yield of wheat
has been 40 bushels this year and in former
seasons when his neighbors were reaping 8, 10
or 15 he has had 30 or 40."Mr. Johnston says tile draining pays for it*self io two seasons, sometimes in one. Thus in
1y47 he bought a piece of 10 acres to get an
outlet for his drains, it was a perfect quagmire
covered with coarse aquatic grasses and so un
fruitful that it would not give back the seed
sown upon it. In 1848 a crop of corn was taken
from it which was measured and found to be
80 bushels per acre and as, because of theirish
famine, corn was worth $1 per bushel that year
this crop paid not only for ail the expense of
draining but the first cost of the land as well.
Another piece of 20 acres adjoining the farm of
the late John Delafield was wet and would nev-
er bring more than 10 bushels of corn per acre,
This was drained at a great cost. The first crop
after this was 83 bushels per acre, it was weighed
and measured by Mr. Delafield, and the county
society awarded a premium to Mr. Johnston.
Eight acres of this land at one side averaged
94 bushels or the trifling increase of 84 bushels
per acre over what it would bear before those
insignificant clay tiles were buried in the \u25a0
ground, but this increase of crop is not the on-
ly profit of draining, for Mr. Johnston says
that on drained land one half the usual quan-
tity of manure suffices to give maximum crops.
It is not difficult to find a reason for thi-*. When
the soil is sodden with watc, air cannot enter
to any extent and oxygen cannot cut off the sur-
faces of soil particles and prepare food for
for plants, thus theplant must in great measure
depend on the manure for sustenance and of
course the more this is the ease the more ma
nure must be applied to get good crops. This
is one reason, but there are others which we
might adduce if one good one was not sufficient.
