From the Baltimore Gazette.
Baltimore'3Railroad Connections.

Whatever may have been the difference of
opinion in regard to the nearest and most
available market for the farmers and merchants
of Central and Western Virginia, thereare few
now who are not willing to acknowledge that
Baltimore offers them advantages such as can
be afforded by no other city on tidewater. In-
deed there is no one who now denies that the
interests of the State of \ irginia and of this
city are closely linked together. Already has
a system of railroads been planned by intelli-
gent aud far-seeing men, the object of which
is to open up large aud extensive tracts of val-
uable mineral and agricultural feuds, which are
now virtually inaccessible for all practical pur-
poses. The construction of these roads will
not only tend to develop important regions, and
to increase largely the vaiue of Southern lands,
but will eventually bring an amount of traffic
to this city far beyond what most pec_ple have
at present any conception of. There are, mi-

i deed, for the city of Baltimore, no more im-
portant railroad connections than those which
lead through Virginia. There may be others
which, reaping the reward of the labor of long
years, may tor a time earn larger profits and
pay handsomer dividends, but he who would
venture to predict that either of the leading
projected Virginia roads connecting with Bal-

l timore, would pay larger profits, within ten
| years after their completion, than any other
| road leading from this city ever has done, in

j the same length of time, would scarcely be
! thought to be over sanguine, and would certain-
ly not be regarded a_ being wild in his views.?
And the simple reason of this is that the pro-
posed roads open up extensive and fertile re-
gions, and furnish, to immense tracts of coun-
try, the shortest, cheapest and uio.st available
routes to a large market on the seaboard.

The most important of these reads is that
which will connect Harrisonburg with Salem,
thereby opening up a continuous route fromBaltimore to Memphis; a route which sweeps
along the rich Valley of the Shenaudoah, which
passes through the fertile lands on the west of
the Blue Ridge, aud which ior more than three
hundred miles drains the valleys adjacent to
the Tennessee River and its tributaries ; which
connects at Corinth, with a branch road to New
Orleans, and which has a terminuson the Ohio
river, at a city which is itself already the cen-
tre of a great lailroad system. But this is not
all. This road conuects at Staunton with the
Chesapeake and Ohio Koad, which is already
open to the White Sulphur Springs, and which
will soon be pushed lorward to the coal fields
of the Kanawha, aud from thence be carried on
to the Ohio river, striking the great water
routes of the immense West, at a point lower

down than any otherroad connecting with this
or any rival Northern city. The building of
this road will open up immense coal fields, and
bring into play large beds of iron ore, which
can now only be worked on a smalt scale, on
account of the want of mineral fuel, and of the
difficulty of transportation. It will carry capi-
tal and populationinto Virginia, and develop
wealth and create a large annual product, much
of which must find it. way to this market. It
will build up a home trade, which, iv the end,
will be equally valuable with the great through
trade, important as that is.

In another direction, the building ofthe pro-
posed road between Lynchburg and Danville,
will give to this city a continuous route via
Alexandria, to the heart of North Carolina,
and tbe construction of a road {rota Greens-
boro' to Uheravv, which is already under dis-
cussion, and winch will one day be carried out,

will complete a continuous connection with the
city of Charleston. This, however, will by no
means be. the chief end ot tbe route. Its main
object is to tap, far in the interior of the States
of North and South Carolina, the principal
roads which strike from tiie seaboard through
these States into Tennessee and Georgia, and
by these means to influeuce a large amount of
trade, for which there are now no direct facili-
ties with Virginia and this city.

These roads, it wiil be remarked, are ail
through roads. They strike into far off re-
gions, and make continuous routes. If there
is anything in the success ofthe Baltimore and
Ohio Road, of the Pennsylvania Central, of
the New York Central, or ot ball a dozen oth-

!er trunk roads in the West, then it is evident
tbat these roads, as through roads, must prove
most remunerative And when we consider
the fact that they must have besides a large
and important local travel, it is scarcely possi-
ble to predict what development they may make
or what may be the importance of their future.
The amount of Northern capital now being in-
vested in Virginia and North Carolina must
soon have a most important effect upon t___
States. In tbe former, especially, the amount
ot land purchases made, large as they have
been, are on the increase. In various sections
of the country along the routes oftherailroads
land agencies are established, and placards of
property brokers meet the eye at most of the
stations. Since the result of the elections con-
fidence in the prosperity of the State isdecided-
ly greater than it was before, and Virginians
look forward to a considerable investment of
Northern capital in their State, during the com-
ing autumn. The railroads are the great cen-
tre lines of speculation. Facility of communi-
cation is now-a-days indispensable, and it is to
lands accessible to the steam engine that the
attention cf capitalists is now principally di-
rected. Day after day farmers from the North

are not in favor of encouraging the immigra- jtion of Chinese. And we are not in favor of
discouraging it. We believe in Free Trade.? j
We like everything to be free?to take its nat- |
ural course. As a general principle we like to
see railroads go w.here they please. We like
for trade to go where it pleases. We like for
people to go where they please. All repressive
systems arefundamentally wrong. We believein free thought, free speech, free markets, freelabor.

Now these Chinese have foolishly these many
years been trying to keep off the outside world,
and ithas been our boast that we feared con-
tact with none; and now it is gravely sugges-
ted to close our shores against thorn. It is
very certain they are among the most remark-able people the world has ever seen. Think ofthem a living people after four thousand
years?as old as Egypt, and Assyria, and Phoe-nicia ; but Phoenicia, and Assyria, and Egypt,
and Greece, and Rome, are gone; and there
stands this vast Chinese Empire?a busy hive jof educated, industrious, persistent, order-lov-
ing human beings. They are said to be about I
the best educated people in the world, 'fhey Jare amongst the best business people in theworld. They are the best laborers in the world.Now they are all this, and they have continued
to survive the shocks of time, being Pagan 3:
what would they have been with Christianity ?

ThereIs a great work for these people to doin this country. There is all of that vast coun-
try west of the Rocky Mountains for them to
subdue. There are thousands of miles of rail-road to be built. They can cover the arid
plains of Utah, Colorado, Arizona, and NewMexico, and with their system of irrigation
make them blossom like the rose. There is
the vast Mississippi Valley. There are the
cotton fields of the South. There is the impe-
rial domain of Mexico. We have abundance
of room, aud abundance of work. We have a
continent?aye, a hemisphere to manipulate.?
They will cheapen labor; but they will there-
by euable us to compete with the factories of
Europe, and _ cheapen the coin module, which
we use.

But there is fear that we shall be over-
whelmed. We doubt it. In twenty-five years
we shall have nearly ninety millions of Euro-
peans in the United States.

We are the Cosmopo-
lites of the human family. Patriotism we do
not put forward as our animating principle; wo
belong to the world ; we embrace all races, and
blend all into a world-civilization. Here the
Englishman, the Scot, tiie Celt, the Teuton,
?he Latin, the Jew, the African, rear a great
empire, and baptize into the communion the j
teeming millions ot Eastern Asia. HereProv- ;
idence seems to bring together the races of the i
earih to develope some new experiment in hu- j
man sociology. Here we for the first time in j
human history make all the world kin. Who j

| eyed immigrants now wandering across that '

The Situation in Cuba.?Captain Sel-
frid_e, commanderof the United States steam-
er Nipsic, which has recently arrived from the
West India station, gives the following account j
of the contending forces in Cuba :

There are three distinct parties in Cuba, each
opposing the oiher.

First. The Imperialists, headed by the Cap-
tain General, who stand by the home govern-
ment.

Second. Volunteers, composed of Spaniards
who have lived some time in the island, who
want the island erected into a separate pro-
vince, dependent upon Spain, but under their
control, with full liberty to oppress the Cubans
and confi .ate their property. The volunteers
insist that the Spanish regulars should be sent
home, and leave them to put down the insurrec-
tion.Third. The party of independence. These
last depend considerably upon outside help, and
are poorly armed and supplied, but they have
the sympathies ofthe whole native population.

Rebellion could easily be subdued if the first
two parties would consent to act in concert, but
this they obstinately refuse to do.

New Virginia?Richmond papers note a
decided improvement in real estate prospects
since the election. Sufficient time has not yet
elapsed for effects to show themselves, but it
may be judgedfrom many indications that there
wiii soon be an increased demand for Virginia
lands. Some people have doubts about the
recognition ofVirginia as a State under the
Walker government; but these will probably
not be realized. Afier some tittle opposition irom
extreme Radicals, Virginia will be let in and her
Senators and representatives will take their
seats. In anticipation of these events, move-
ments to emigrate to the old State are now on
foot in several parts of the North. A number
