SAD OCCURRENCE—JACOB SCHERER KILLED.
On Saturday night last, about 12 0'clock, a par-
ty of young men,of this place, some disguised as
colored men, went to the house on Market street
occupied by Ginnie Sorrels, a Cyprian quadroon,
with the view of ducking a man whom they sus-
pected of co-habiting with her, and whom they
expected to find there at that time. - Several en-
tered the house; a pistol was fired, and Jacob
Scherer (son of John B. Scherer, Esq., of this
place) one of the party disguised, was almost in-
stantly killed. The ball entered the left side
broke a rib and passed through the heart and
both lungs. A man was seen to run from the
house as soon as the shot was fired. After some
time had elapsed, the chief of Police, Jacob Pa-
rent, accompanied by otherz, went to the house
of John M. Stanley and arrested him as the par-
ty charged with having fired the pistol which
caused the death of Jacob Scherer.

On the evidence adduced at the Coroner’s in-
quest on the same night, Stanley was committed
to jail to await his trial before an examining
court this morning.

This is one of the saddest occurrences that has
ever taken place in this community. There was
no malice, not even ill-will, on the part of either
party. They were mutual friends, and the friends
of both parties are the friends of each other.—
The friends of Stanley, in common with the
whole community, deeply sympathise with the
sorely distressed relations and many friends of
the deceased, so unexpectedly and suddenly cut
down in the full vigor of health and in the prime

of life.

A GIRL SHOT AND KILLED.

On Saturday lact, whilst Mr. Jno. Risk, who
lives on the farm of Mr. Sam’l X. Kerr, near
Summerdean in this county, was handling his
gun, it was accidentally discharged and shot his
daughter, about 20 years of age, in the head—
killing her almost instantly. This was the only
child he had living—his only son being shot and
killed during the war. It is a sad occurrence.

Another Political Letter from Judge Dent—
Pungent Criticism of Secretary Boutwell
and his Political Course.

WasHINGTON, August 17.—Judge Dent has
written to Secretary Boutwell a pungent letter,

i of which the following is a copy:

WasHINGTON, D. C., August 17, 1860.

To Hon. George S. Boutwell, Secretary of ihe
Treasury : :
Sir,—1I shall make little apology for asking

your attention to my letter, and less for the
nature of its contents. You were the first to
deny the political orihodoxy of mny friends ard
myself, and by all the rules of the foruom 1 am
entitled to a defence. Again, you hold an offise
of the republie, and your acts, therefore, are
legitimate subjeets of eriticism by the humblest
citizen thereof. But in some respects we are
alike. For instance, we are both aspirants for
| You aim to be the
| next President, with every assurance of success,
| “exeept’’ in the opinion of the people.

While I seek an humbler place, with my
hopes in disastrous eclipse, ‘‘exeept in the
judgment of Mississippi ; so in the probable re-
sults of the future we both stand adverse to the
judgment of the country. In the pursuit of
your ambition you are ungrateful and unseru-
pulous as to the means of suecess.  Your organ,
the New York Sun, in the same breath ridi-
cules the capacity of your master, and dwelis
with emphasis upon your peculiar fitness for his
ofice, Your tool, Mr. Tullock, became so reck
less in the manipulation of your departmeht in
the interest of your ambition, and so defiant of
! the wishes of the President and the country,
! that to save yourself from an egplosion of po-
| puler indignation you found it convenient to

Is such a course consistent with your oath of
office, or do you call this a great moral idea?
But, Mr. Boutwell, though you have thus pro-
stituted the power of your office for purpose of
oppression, “‘without the warragt of conscience
or law,”” it may be that you can tell me by what
authority you assume to pronounce upon my
political orthodoxy. Who constituted you the
infallible hope of Republicanism ?

Have you to learn yet that you are only
a part of the Administration, and not the whole
of it ? though your friends believe that a mo-
nomania has seized your mind on that subject,
and that you verily believe yourself ‘‘the State.”
