The following is the 15-h amouduient to *he

Constitution of the United Slates which the
States of Virginia, Mississippi and Texas are
required to adopt as a condition precedent to
proration to the Union :

'"The right of the citizens of the United
Stales to vute shall not be denied or abridged
by the United States, or by any Stale, on ac-
count of race, color or previous condition of
servitude. The Congress shall have power to
enforce this article by appropriate legislation."

of U. S. Senators by the Virginia Legislature
as not only permissible, but as essential to the
completeness of reconstruction:
THE OPINION OF ATTORNEY GENERAL-HOAti ON

THE ELECTION OV UNITED STATES SENATORS.
Headq'r's. First Military District, I

Richmond, Va., Sept 24.1869. j .

Hon. Secretary of War, Washington, D.C.:
Sir,?The question of electing senators in the

Congress of the United States by the Legisla-
ure which will assemble in this city on theTnh
proximo is one of great present interest in the
State, and many applications have been made
tor a decision upon that point.

The sutject appears to be so free from diffi-
culty that I have not hesitated to express the
opinion unofficially that the election of senators
wast authorized and necessary to complete the.
jction icquired by Congress as preliminary to
econ il rue;ion, and was prescribed by the law
.I'July 25, 1865, but. that it was not proper for
ne to make a decision upon a question that ad-
dressed itself so directly* to the discretion of the
Legislature after it was organized.

There are many, however, who are of the o-
pioiOQ that this action v ia some way restrain-
d by the opinion of the Attorney-General of

August 23. 1869, and [ have the honor to re-
quest thai the question whether theLegislature
if this State is authorized to elect senators of
Ihe United Sfates at the session which com-
mences on the sth of next uiomh miy be sub-
mitted to the Attorney-General f>r hisopiuion.

The general views which I entertain of the
. auctions of the Legislature of Virginia,ejected
to pursuance of ihe ac. el Congress ofApril 10,
ißb9, have been already fully indicated
?pinion transuii'ted to the Secretary < f War
nider date of August 28, 1869. I came to the
j'Tickuion that the members of the Legislature
vere tiot required to rake the oath referred to
mi s-xtion 9of the statute of July 19, 1867, iv

\u25a0 i'd.r to qualify them to act as such members ;
hat it was competent under the law for the Le-

gislature to meet, otganize, and do whatever
*as required or allowed Dy the acts of Congress
is preliminary to the reconstruction of the State;
>ut that it was not competent for them to un-

dertake to enact laws, or otherwise to assume
any of the functions of the Government of the

\u25a0itatc, iforganized without taking the oath a-
oove ret cried to, or if any of us members could
iut, or did not, take that oath.

Upon a careful consideration, I am now ofo
pinion that the election of senators, like voting
jpuu the fourteenth and fifteenth auieuduieuta
o the Constitution of the Uuited States, v a
oart ofthe action contemplated by Congress as
i.reliminary to a restoration of the State to its
full relatiou to the Government of the United
States as one of the States of the Union.

The senators thus elected would have no
power or authority until the Senate of the Uni
.ed States should'have passed upon the validity
if their actiou and admitted them as members
?f that body. Under the act ol April 10,1869,

:he election of tnembeip of the House of repre-
sentatives was permitted, and has taken place ;
iud when Congress comes to act upon the whole
question of the reconstruction of the State, it
would seem equally proper that members elect-
jd to both branches of the national Legislature
.-hould present themselves, and be ready for
idmission to seats ia the respective Houses.

The ek'Ctiou ot senators does not seem to ma
to transccod the action which comes within the
limited and qualified purposes requisite to re-
construction, but rather to be essential to the
completenessof that action, and I think that the
military commander should not*iiiteriere with
or prevent it.
