AUGUSTA COUNTY FAIR.

General Remarks.

The second annual exhibition of the Augus-
ta County Fair was held on Tuesday, Wednes-
day, and Thursday of last week, the 12th, 13th,
and 14¢h instant. It was, in all respects, and
in all its various departments, a grand suceess.
The quantity, quality,-and namber of articles
exhibited—the sports, amusements and pleas-
ant entertainments supplied—the vast number
of genteeliy-dressed, fine-looking and well-be-
haved visitors who thronged the grounds,
formed a combination which made this one of
the most attractive and suceessful Fairs which
has ever been held in this State. The general
estimate of the number of persons present on
the several days was as follows: First day,
3,000 ; second day, 10,000; third day, 9,000.

A more beautiful and imposing spectacle
than that presented by the patural amphithege
tre, thirty feet in height and four hundred
yards in length, closely packed with se.ated vis-
itors, and the foot walk and carriage-way,
which run above, perfectly thronged with per-
sons passing to and fro, cannot well be con-
cieved. Though such great numbers were in
attendance, such was their admirable behavior
that there was not the least disorder, and noth-
ing occurred, of an unpleasant character, to
mar in the slightest degree, the pleasure of the
oceasion. This was due in part to the efficien:
police arrangewents, and the manner in which
the policemen conducted thewmselves, but chiefly
to the good breeding and gentlemauly benavior
which 50 conspicuously characierize our peo-
ple. As on ihis occasion, there was no disor-
der or misbehavior of any kind on the Fair
Grounds last year. As we remarked on the
Fair Grounds to a distingnished official, a na-
tive of another State, who seemed to be forei-
bly struck with the fine appearance and gentle-
manly bearing of the persons present, “‘we
think that our best stock is the stock of our
people—that our stock of horses, catile, sheep
and swine may be excelled, but that the stock
of our people is, par excellence, A No. 1—a
first premium article.”’

We were pleased to.see the refreshment ta-
bles of <he various religious denominations, and
the booths of our enterprising confectioners, so

- well patronized. ¥

The Executive Committee, Directors, Mar-
shals, and other officials with their assistants,
deserve great credit for the efficient service
rendered by them. To Col. Baldwin, Presi-

_ dent, and to Wm. A. Pratt, Superintendent,
are due the credit” for the valuable improve-
ments made upon the Grounds. DBefore the
next Fair, other desirable improvements, both
useful and ornamental, will be made.

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by birth, he intended to make this State his
wermanent home, and no native felt a deeper
interest in her welfare, or would labor more
earnestly for her good.

Mr. Stuart congratalated the people on their
wise choice of congressman. If there had been
any doubt before, the speech he had just made
would clear away all doubt.

He made aninteresting statement of the min-
eral resources west of us along the line of the
Che:apeake and Ohio railroad. There are al-
ready eleven furnaces between here and the
White Sulphur, acd as soon as the road is com-
pleted to the great coal beds, others will rapid-
ly spring into existence. He predicted that in
less than ten years one hundred trains per day
would pass along this railroad.

He vividly sketched the material progress
made in the last forty years, but said that it is
nothing eompared to what lies before us in the
future. Now that the “‘inenbus of slavery’’ is
removed, Virginia will become a great wmaan-
facturing pcople. New England philanthropy
has overreached itself; for Virginia and the
South will soon become their competitors in
manufactures. The spindles of New England
will be transferred to Virginia to be turned by
our superior water-power, and in our more
genial climate. Qur political skies are brighten-
ing. ““We have passed through the Red sea,
and cur Moses (turning to Mr. Milnes) will
lead us over the Jordan into the land of pro-
mise.”’” He drew a bright picture of the future.
Congress will promptly admit us. Now that
the negro is taken out of politics, there will be
no sectional contests, and all will go forward
most gloriously. He argued that there is no
reai eonfliet between capital and labor, and that
the apparent conflict which the shoddy wealth
of the war has brought about by administering
the Government inits interests will sgon pass
away. He was loud!y applauded at the concla-
sion of his address.

After these addresses, therc was music and
promenading in the Roturda, and later the en-
listed Knights practised for the Tournament.
SECOND DAY.

After a general display of harness horses on
the track, music and promeaading in the Rotun-
da, then trotting, racking, pacing, and exawina-
tion of animals, implements, machinery &e.,
the honr arrived for the delivery of the address
tor the sezond day by Pror. J. W. MALLET of
the University of Virginia. This admirable ad-
dress, plain and practical as well as scientific,
will be found published in fall on the first page
of this issue. ;

After the address of Prof. Mailet, the fine
exhibition of horses on the track excited great
interest.  The mule race ereated much merri-
ment. Iive mules entered, but the chiefinter-
est attached to the close contest in 2 mile race
of speed between Master Frank. R. Bear's
black mule “‘Jeff.”’ and Wm. A. Mann's sorrel.
Master Frank on black “Jeff.,”” came out vie-
torious amid the huzzas of the spectators.—
Many gathered arourd the  Judges’ stand to
witness the presentation of the *“ Silver Cup,”
-announced in the programme as the prize of
the successful competitor; and when, after a
very humorous speech, Colonel Baldwin un-
covered and handed over to Frank a large tin
cup, with a mule engraved onit and the motte
¢ Here's your mule,”” the merriment knew no
bounds. 'The little fellow took the hoax very
kindly, and galloped off, holding aloft his prize.

The trotting match for a prize of $50 was be-
tween Jno. Parkins and Nelson Andrews,
Parkins drove a weil-trained horse, while An-
drews's horse was only four years old, and had
not been trained. Parkins won the match, but
the sympathies of the crowd were evidently
with the colt.

The pig chase afforded much amusement. A
large number of boys on the Green trying to
catch and hold a pig with a shaved tail.

The ‘‘Star Cotillion”” danced ‘‘upon the
green’’ was one of the most interesting and at-
tractive features of the Fair. It was a most
heautiful representation of rural eajoyment.—

TourNAMENT.—The most brilliant and im-
posing feature of the Fair was the graund tourna-
ment in which thirty gaily costumed knights
tilted. The riding w eut, and, perhaps,
has never been excelled in this State. E. B.
Burke riding without saddle or bridle took the
ring with appareut ease.

The builesque tils made by J. M., a very
long-legged man, in fantastic costume, riding a
very sma!l donkey, created much merriment.
He dismounted at the stand and took the ring
by knocking it down and then putting it on his
lance, after which he rcmounted and rode a-
round the track, receiving several falls on the
way. The rider acted his part well, and the
donkey ditto.

C. Elder, of Staunton, to
whom that daty had been assigned, delivered
to them the following appropriate charge:

Maj. Thomas C. Elder's Charge to the
Krights.

It is ficting, Sir Knights, that the programme
of our Fair should find its conclusion in a
Tournament. It shows that whilst we are alive
to the present, we are not forgetful of the past.
1t shows that whilst we take an honest pride
in exhibiting specimens of our success and skill
in agriculture and the varied ar:s of peaceful
industry we would also commemorate and per-
petuate the chivalrous virtues of our ancestors.
The world just now is too intensely practical.
There is a universal race and scramble for
emolument and gain. It would seem there is
but little within the gift of man money will not
buy, but few injuries for which it is not an ef-
fectual remedy. The gross materialism of the
day, with its thews and sinews of iron and
breath of steam needs a soul, a spirit—for most
unspiritual it is,

Do not understand me, Sir Knights, as de-
crying the physical energy and material devel-
opment now visible everywhere over the civi-
lized world. I know that without the wealth
which comes of the application of labor and
skill and science to capital, society, the society
of modern civilization at least, can be neither
happy nor refined. I woald not reproduce the
age in which the chivalry and knight-errantry
you honor to-day most flourished —I would not
assimitate too closely the age we live in to that.
The virtues of the latter, though, in kind, man-
ly and ennobling, were perhaps but few and not
without alloy; its vices, many and wide-spread.
In truth, an unqualified acceptance of the
present, and a blind veneration of the past are
alike erroneous.  In medio tutissimus 1his is a
maxim as sound in theory as it is difficult in
practice. In the cycles of the ages, human <o-
ciety has advanced and retrograded, has gained
aud lost ; sometimes the gains have exceeded
the los<es, sometimes the losses have exceeded
the gains; but as a resultant of the whole, the
world has moved onward. In society, as in the
individaal, man is ever learning, but never able
to come to a perfect knowledge of the truth.—
tadicalista and Conservatisn —under whatever
shapes and guises they may have appeared at
different periods—these are the great ceuntrifu-
gal and centripetal forces, ever active, ever va-
riant, which the great reformers of the world
have never been able so to adjust as to produce
a perfect orbit for society. Just now it would
seem Radicalism had well nigh annihilated its
opposing foree.

These general reflections, in view of our
present condition, have a particular interest
for us. We are about to commence the world
ancw. Our ancient Commonwealth stripped
of her fondly cherished and time-honored
institutions, aye, deprived of her autono-
my by a war which, however terrible and de-
rastating in other respects, but illustrated her
unczleulativg devotion to principle and added
fresh renown to the valor of her arms, is about
to be “‘rehabilitated.”” Her separate organism
is to be restored, bat she is required to make
what is called *‘a new departure.” In this
novel and diffienlt situation her counsellors are
many, and in the bestowal of their advice both
lavish and arrogant. Like ancient Job, she
seems to be regarded by them as the guilty au-
thor of her own misfortunes. Her sons are
told to ignore the past, to avold it as the ma-
viner avoids the maelstrom, and look only to
the future; to discard theories and aim at the
practical and useful. The political principles
of our fathers are condemned as abstractions.
Their generous social customs and feld sports
must be abandoned, the open-handed, open-
hearted hospitality of the country mansion is
to be no more; they will not pay. And as for
chivalry ! —our honest forefathers, may their
souls rest in peace, thought, Sir Knights, they
understood the point of honor among men and
gallantry towards the gentler sex—chivalry is
applied as a term of reproach to us by our af-
fectionate brethren of the other section of our
country, who fain would shame us into a little
common sense.

Now, as I have already intimated, it is no
part of my purpose to detract aught from the
dignity of labor. Plough your fields—earn the
honorable distinction which a high authority
declares should be awarded to him **who causes
two blades of grass to grow where but one
grew before.”’

Utilize the waters that flow in such copious
and sparkling currents from your mountain
sides. They will beautify and gladden your
meadows and plains as well after turning
wheels and spindles as before. Make the
wountains that environ our beautiful Valley
disgorge the wealth that lies encased in their
rock-ribbed sides. KExert muscle and braia to
make the utmost of the gifis which a munifi-
cent Providence has bestowed on our State.—
But, I pray you, do not neglect the graces and
courtesies of life. Qur rights may be wrested
from us by the mailed hand of power; but it
canuct anuihilate our housohold gods. There
are some things of whichk—thank God—we
cannot be deprived without cur consent. Hon-
or, fidelity, gallantry, true knightly courtesy
can never be lost by those who regard them as
worth preserviez.  But like all other virtues,
they do not flonrish without ealtivation. With-
ont the OQlvinpic and Corinthian games, ancient
Greece would not have won an imperishable re-
nown for the manly beauty, polished graces,
herole endurance and indomitable valor of her
5008,

Remember, Sir Knights, it is upon young
men like yourselves—the incoming seneration—
that the Old Commonwealth must rely for the
preservation of her honor and renown. Ail
her interests must be confided to your keeping.
QOur men of age and experience are no longer
te have a voice in public affairs. Qur disinher-
ited Knights, unlike he who won the prize at
A-hly in the days of the lion-hearted King of
ngland, are not permitted to enter the lists
against those who come from abroad.

Never! no never did higher responsibilities
rest upon young men; never were they sur-
rounded by more inspiring eircamstances. You
are to shape the future destiny of the State.—
Transfase your young blood into her depleted
veins; rejuvenate and re-invigorate her ex-
hausted form ; but, I beg yoa, do not make
her too practical. Do not saerifice everything
to mammon. Preserve something of the chiv-
alry, aye knight-errantyy, if you choose, of the
earlier days of the ancient Dominion.

With these views, a blessing 1 say, ea your
noble diversion. It is worthy ot all enconrage-
ment.  We should have a permanent order of
knighthood connected with our Fair; aud in
horor of an ancient order established by gai-
lant old Governor Spotsweod and his jovial
comrades who first among the anglo-saxon race
crossed yor blue mountains and watered their
horses in the crystal stream of our own lovely
Shenandoah, it should be called “Knishts of
the Horseshoe.”” The decoration of our order
like that of the Tramontane order, might be a
golden horseshoe.

Have no fears for the success of such an or-
der. Witeess the pleasing, eager interest of
this vast concourse ia the present spectacle —
Innumerable bright eyes rain sweet influence
upon you. Yes, the daughters of Virginia ars
true to her ancient fame. They will smile on
all efforts to preserve the chivalric spirit of
yore. They are the vestals who will kecp alive
the fires on the altars of our household gods.

It may be that some of you, who poise the
lanece to day, have wielded other weapons on
sterner fields in defence of what you thought
were the rights and honor of Virginia; if so,
you have had occasion to know something of
the devotion of her women. The Spartan
maiden whose fingers, trembling with patriotie
ardor, converted her own beautiful tresses into
bow-strings for the defence of her home be-
came famous. There be many of Virginia's
daughters who could prefer a better title to
fame. Their presence here in such numbers
to-day, their smiles should excite a noble emu-
lation for the%s set before you. The vie-
tories here won will be bloodless, it is true;
but they are not, therefore, to be despised.—
Thanks to the softening and purifying influ-
ence of our progressive christianity, the tastes
of thisamphitheatre do not require that bloody
corses should strew the lists, or that prond
knights with tattered shields and broken hel-
mets roll in the dust before the contest is de-
cided. This will be, ‘indeed, *‘a gentle and joy-:
ous passage of arms."" The triumph-of the vic-
tors.will be .enhanced by the recollection that it
will entail no harm on the unsuceessful com-
petitors. . The utmost that can befall them is
to do bomage for a few flying hours around g
throne: presided over by the Queen of Love
and Beaaty, assisted in the ministration of her

sweet offices by those only less lovely and beau-
tiful than herself,
And now, Sir Knights, to the charge.

CORONATION AND BALL.-~At the hour ap-
pointed for the Coronation and Ball, the spa-
cious Rotunda on the Fair Grounds, a circular
building eighty feet in diameter with comforta-
ble seats arouad the circumference accommodat-
ing five hundred persons, presented a brilliant
and imposing scene. To the music of the
“Grand march from Martha’’ rendered by the
D, nd Blind Band, led by Prof. Turner, the
costumed | kuights, attended by the ladies chosen
by them, marched into the Rotunda, fronting
to the throne, when, on the part of the judges
of the tourney, Maj. H. M. Bell annouuced the
successful knights in the order mnentioned a-
bove. Then Wmwm. S. Gilman, to whom, for
kis special qualifications, that duty had been as-
signed, delivered, in a handsome manner, the
foilowing felicitous
CORONATION ADDRESS.
With no mailed arm, or gleaming sword, or
barbed trappings for steeds did our kuights go
forth to-day to hattle in deadly strife as did the
knights of old. But in mimicjand bloodless tour-
ney they contended, with no less chivalric pride
for the knighly privilege of offering to Beauty
the tribute, which tne Brave of ali ages have
sought to win for the Fair. Brighter smiles,
more winning glances, nor riper blushes never
greeted Chandos, nor Percy, nor Black Edward,
than cheered the knights wearing your victorious
colors, fair ladies, to deeds of daring in the bril-
liant tilt tc-Jay. They needed not to go back to
the realms of the shadowy past to seek a chival-
resque model in the Unkn_owp Knight, who en-
tered the lists at Ashly, for in their young life
has swept along this grand historic Valley, with
raven plume, on snow white charger, a knight,
whose name and deeds will live in song and sto-
ry whea mighty cities have grown old where
virgin forests now stand. Gay Poesy and spark-
ling Romance will not leave him to the eold em-
brace of theirstaid and exactirgsister, History,
but will woo Tassos, Ariostos and Spencers, yet
unborn, to sing Ashby’s gioryinimmortal verse.

Rode ut Templestowe.”

Fit theatre for heroic deeds and chivalrous ex-
ploits, this beauiiful Valley—pride of Virginia
—with mountains bluer than Cheviot hills of
Bonnie Scotland—with rivers, if not richer in
legends more romaniie and picturesque than the
