THE NEW YEAR.
The record is almost complete ; the page is

nearly written over, soiled and blotted here
and there with tears, and when a few more lines
are added, we will fold the parchment andplace
upon it the great seal ofthe Past. The end of
the Old Yeardraws nigh, and the rosy tints
which herald the coming of the New already
begin to appear. The stars hold their faithful
vigil in the sky, and they seem to wax paler
and to wear a more solemn, sombre glow, as
they mark the swift revolutions of Time, and
gaze down in silence upon the shortening span
which speaks ofdeath?the life span ofthe once
New but now dying year. A strong arm swings
the scythe, and as the forms fall, like the grass,
the thistles and the flowers of the meadow, the
hands of the reaper bind them into sheaves,
and they aregathered and gamedsafelyfrom the
storms.

They will come to see the Re-
cording Angefewiite che last line upon the page,
be it a line of joy or sorrow, and wiil bend closer
and flit nearer as the worn pen tremblesin the
nerveless grasp, and then falls like the broken
reed, when the minstrel's voice is mute?falls
upon a finished page, and yet without a blot,
because the fluid is dry?falls, because its mis-
sion is ended and the scroll is complete. But
while we listen to the sad tolling of tbe bells
and gaze upon the ghostlyspectres ofa shadowy
funeral train, a mist, which deepens into a veil
of darkness, come between mortal vision and
the hallowed memories and resurrected spirits
of the Past, aud tha white sepulchre is shroud-
ed from view.

Our neighbors of tbe Valley Virginian and
tbe Virginia Advance are disputing as to which
is entitled to the "paternity" ofthe schemefor
the Railroad from Culpeper Court House to
Staunton. "The scheme" will, like the little
boy in the story, be surprised to find it has
fore fathers at least. Over a year ago a bill
was introduced into Congress and a "scheme"
much discussed, to build a series of "national
railroads" from the "national" capitol at
Washington by "air lines," Northward, West-
ward and Southward, and thus obviate the ne-
cessity for removing the capitol (the argument
of the Virginian). This bill provided for an
air line from Culpeper C. H. to Staunton as
one of these "national" roads. Some obscure
member of Congress then may be entitled to
the credit of discovering this scheme, and yet
as the boy said of Columbus discovering Amer-
ica, he didn'tdeserve so much credit after all,
as America was so big, he couldn't have well
missed it.

The substantial credit will be to him who
find's some "scheme" which will make the rail-
road. A crow can find an "airline" anywhere,
but not the money to build a railroad there.?
If the same ability which advocates the
"scheme" will demonstrate the advantage of
county and individual subscriptions to carry it
out, something may result. The scheme for a
"Valley Railroad" has always been plausibly
presented, but the difficulty has been to get ad-
vocates of county and individual subscriptions
to build tbe road, and hence none has everbeen
built.

If the counties of Culpeper, Madison, Green,
Rockingham and Augusta cannot or will not
give the money to make this road, who will ??

The Chesapeake and Ohio want first to get to
the Chesapeake bay?the Orange'and Alexan-
dria and Manassas Railroad Company want first
to get to North Carolina and up the Valley to
Salem. The Virginian has heretofore been a
strong advocate for Augusta county to subscribe
to build tbe Valley Railroad?we presume it is
yet. If that scheme, which is a feasible one,
and only lacks, in all probability the Augusta
subscription, we will then earnestly unite with
the Virginian in urging the subscription of
money to make tbe Staunton and Culpeper C.
H. air line road, unquestionably a most desira-
ble one.

The Stay Law Again.
Oa the 24ih instant, Gen. Canby issued an

order extending the Stay Law until ten days
after the publication of the order announcing
the approval by CoDgress of the Constitution
ratified by people of Virginia at the election
held on the Oth day of July, 1869. The fol-
lowing is the order:

Richmond, Va., Dec. 24tb, 1869.
General Orders No. 140.
"The provisions of General Orders No. SO,

of June 29 ; No. 97 of August 19 ; and No.
100, ot August 27, 1869, from these headquar-
ters, are continued in force until ten days after
the publication of the order announcing theap-
proval by Congress of the Constitution ratified
by the people of Virginia at the election held
on the Gth day of July, 1869.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
FORTY-FIRST CONGRESS, SECOND SESSION.
Senate.?Monday, Dec. 20th.?The report

of Special Commissioner David A. Wells, upon
the Internal Revenue, was read to tbe Senate.
A bill was passed to annul tbe leasing of the
land on which the Custom House stands in San
Francisco. Tlie Committee on Finance report-
ed favorably on the bill to exempt canned fish
from duties. The JudiciaryCommitteereport-
ed a jointreiohition declaring that the State of
Virginia is entitled to representation in Con-
gress. A biil was introduced regulating the
civil service of the United States. Petitions of
certain citizens ot Erie county and of Buffalo,
New York, were presented, requesting the
abolition of dutie» on coal. A bill to charter
an American and Holland Ocean Cable Com-
pany was referred to the Committeeon Foreign
Relations. A short executive sessionwas held.
The Census bill was read and referred to the
Committee on Revision oftheLaws. The Sen-
ate then adjourned.

House ot Representatives.?A number
of bills and resolutions for reference only were
introduced and disposedof temporarily. Among
them was one to establish a post route in Calvert
county, Maryland, which was referred to the
Commictee on Postoffices and Postroads. Mr.
Cox's bill, to regulate the United States cur-
rency, was discussed until the expiration of the
morning hour. A bill to regulate the franking
privilege was introduced by Mr. Getz and re-
ferred to the Committee on Postoffices and
Postroads. A number of new bills and resolu-
tions were introduced and appropriately referr-
ed. A resolution for the admission of Virginia
was not allowedto be introduced, as the Recon-
struction Committee had postponed the con-
sideration of that subject until after the holi-
days. The Georgia Reconstruction bill, as
passed by the Senate, was called up, and Mr.Butler made a characteristic bullying proposi-
tion that the vote on it should be taken at 4
o'clock P. M., but after some blustering modi-
fied his resolution so as to provide that a vote
shall be taken at 3 o'clock P. M. to-morrow.?
The bill was then discussed in Committeeofthe
Whole until 4:40 P. M., when a recess until
7:30 P. M. was taken.

Evening Session.?The House met at 7:30 P.
M. The consideration of the Georgia Recon-
struction bill in Committee of the Whole was
resumed, and several speeches were made for
and against it, after which the House adjourn-
ed.

Senate.?Tuesday, Dee. 21it.?Several bills
ofno generalinterestwere disposedoftemporari-
ly. The Census bill, as passed by the House,
was reported from the Committee on Revision
of the Rules and after considerable discussion
was recommitted, and a resolution suspending
all laws relating to the taking of the census un-
til February Ist, 1870, was adopted. A bill to
provide for the more equal distribution of tbe
National banking capital, was referred to the
Finance Committee. An unsuccessful effort was
made to get the bill for the admission of Vir-
ginia before the Senate. The bill relating to
telegraphic communicationbetween the United
States and foreign countries was after a long
debate, recommitted, with the pending amend-
ments, to the Committee on Foreign Relations.
A bill was passed to reimburse "loyal" owners
of steamboats taken for Government use. The
Senate then adjourned.

House ofRepresentatives.?A deficiency
appropriationbill was reported and passed.?
The discussion of the Georgia Reconstruction
bill was resumed, and a number of members
made speeches in opposition to it, denouncing
the measure as an infamous attempt to force
the State to adopt the Fifteenth Amendment.
Mr. Butler closed the debate with one of his
characteristic speeches in favor of tha biil. The
vote was then taken and the bill passed?yeas
121, nays 51. A joint resolution was passed ex-
tending the recsss ofCongress until the 10th of
January. Tbe resolutions providing for ap-
propriate honors to the remains of Mr. Pea-
body, on their arrival in this country, was
taken up and passed after some opposition from
Mr. Schenck, who objected on the score of
economy. A bill was passed donating cannon
for a statue of General Grant. A bill allowing
officers of the army and navy on tho retired list
to hold civil officss was referred to the Commit-
tee oa Military Affairs. The House then ad-
journed.

Senate.?Wednesday, Dec. 22?Mr. Sum-
ner introduced a bill to carry out the Recon-
struction acts in the State of Virginia, and to
secure equality before the law, and said ha
should, at die proper time, move it as a sub-
stitute for rae bill reported by the Judiciary
Committee. A bill to partially supply de-
ficiencies for the year 1870 was passed. A re-
solution was adopted instructing the Commit-
tee on Military Affairs to inquire into the ex-
pediency of reporting a bill to increase the num-
ber ofLieutenant Generals to three, andreduce
the number of Major Generals to three. A
resolution was passed demanding that the *\t-
torney General inform the Senate whether he
has given any opinion that it is necessary to
consult the wishes of the late "rebellious"State
Legislatures; whether the National cemeteries,
in which loyal soldiers are buried, shall be undisturbed. A bill regulating emigration to the
United States was referred to the Committee
on Commerce. The Houso resolution extend-
ing the recess of Congress of January loth,
1870, was agree to. The House resolutions
providing for appropriate honors to the late
George Peabody were adopted. The corres-
pondence relating to the Alabama claims was
laid before the Senate. The bill providing for
a National Industrial Exhibition at Washing-
ton in 1871 was discussed and several amend
ments were adopted. Pending discussion, theSenate went into executive session, and at its
close adjourned until the 10th of January next.

House op Representatives.?Several bills
of no general interest were introduced and re-ferred to committees. The House then went
into Committee of the Whole for general de-
bate, and a number ofspeeches were made onvarious subjects. The House then adjourned
until the 10th of January, 1870

The Reception of Mr. Peabody's Romains
oa Shipboard.

The reception of the remains of the lateGeorge Peabodyonboard the iron-cladMonarch,took place on Saturday, December 11th. Al-though it was intended that the proceedings
should be privately conducted, they were at-tended by an interesting demonstration of re-
spect. The remains were accompanied to theplace of embarkation by Sir Curtis Lampson,
Chas. Reade, Minister Motley, J. S. Morganand H. Somerby.

They were received at the dock by the munic-ipal authorities of Portsmouth, and the officersand marines of her Majesty's ship Monarch and
of the United States ship Plymouth. Her Ma-
jesty's ship Duke of Wellington fired minute
guns duriDg the embarkation. The ships in
the' harbor displayed their flags at half-mast,
and dipped theirensigns as the Monarch steam-
ed out. On the arrival of the coffin on boardthe Monarch, Mr. Motley addressed Captain
Commerell. commander ofthe ship, as follows:

Sir?The President of the United States hav-
ing been informed of the death of the great
philanthropist, the lamented Mr. Peabody, at
once ordered a ship from the European squa-
dron of the United States to proceed to this
country in order toconvey his remains to Amer-ica. Simultaneously Her Majesty, the Queen,
being apprised of tha sad event, gave orders
that one of Her Majesty's ships should be ap-
pointed to perform the sameoffice. This doublehonor' 'rom the heads of two great nations to a
simple Americau citizen, was, like his bounty
to the poor of both nations, Quite unpreoendent-
ed. The President has yielded most cordially
to the wish of the Queen, and the remains of
Mr. Peabody are now to be conveyed across the
Atlantic in tho British vessel to his native
country to be buried with his kindred, while
the American national vesso! will accompanyher as consort on tha royage.

All that wa» mortal, therefore, ofourlament-ed friend was taken this morning from West-minister Abbey, where very rarely before inhistory did a foreigner ofany nation find sep-ulture, whether temporarily or permanentlyand has been brought to this port. As Ministerof the Republic at the Court of Her Majesty, Ihave been requested by tbe relative aDd ex-ecutors of Mr. Peabody, who are now present,
to confido these, his revered remains, to yourkeeping. This duty I have now the honor offulfilling.

Capt. Commerellreplied:
Mr. Motley: 1 accept this sacred trust, sir,in the same spirit in which you have confidedit to my care; and I assure you that these re-mains shall be cared for and guarded by meand those around me with jealous interest assacred relics of one whose memory will ever beheld dear by the people of my country.
