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THE STORM OF MONDAY, THE 17th.

The storm which we noticed last week as hav-
ing passed over this place a liitle after 3 o'clock
P. M., on Morday, the 17th, was a very remark-
able one. We know not how far West it started,
but we know that it passed over St, Louis, Mo.,
Sunday night, reached Chieago, IlL., Cincinnati,
Ohio, and Louisville, Ky., Monday morning,
this place at3o'clock P. M., Louisa e,
at 5} o’clock P. M., and Chesapeake Bay at 10
o'clock P. M. 1In Kentucky it destroyed many
houses, killing a number of persons and wound-
ing masy more. For the space of more than a
t¢housand miles in longitude, and three bundred
in latitude the country was swept by this storm,
which did more or less damage in nearly every
part of that space, and which presented similar
characteristies throughout—violent wind, heavy
rain, thunder and lightning, and in some places)
as in Kentucky, hail.
