The refugees
from neighboring and distant counties found open
doors and a cheerful heart to welcome them, and
a generous hand to alleviate their wants. He was
a lover of liberty and a just government, and his
sympathies were warmly enlisted in the “Lost
Cause.”” His patriotic fire was kindled at the
altar of his sire, Jacob Kisling, who foughtin the
Revolution was witnessed the surrender of Lord
Cornwgllz.

The biography of the deceased would make a
pleasant and profitable study for the young men
of the present age. But few men of any country
have so beautifully and finely blended all the
chief element: that go to make up a great and
charming character. The high esteem in which
he was held by his acquaintances, attests their ap®
preciation of him.

He was for mgre than ffty years & warm and
constant advocate of Temperance ; was a zealous
supporter of all internal unproyements, and was
always among theflrst to appreciatethe advantage
of, and introduce new and useful agricultural im-
plemente, improved stock, or rare and valuable
seeds. He wasalwayseven up with or inadvance
gfthe age in every department of life, and as a
consequence. was suceessful in his vocation as a
farmer. He left the'imnress of Lis industry and
enterprise upon his farm, and the enndbiling'in-
fluence of his character upon his neighbors, and
as & heritage to his children, “a good name which
is rather to be chosen than great riches.”’

He died at his residence, near McGaheysvilie,
on Sunday gvening, Jan. 30th, 1870, at 5 o’clock.
At death, his age was g+ ye57s and 26 days. He
was for more than half a century an” aeceniable
member of the Methodist Church (now ,C’hm'ch
South.) His peaceful and happy life was the
sure forerunner Gf g pegeefvl and happy death.
He gave his family and friends the” fullesi sg-
surance of & ‘‘gaod hope of & glorious immortali-
ty.”
