home." He seems to have visited "sixteen
licensed bar rooms and abostfe double as many
where 'old tangle-foot' £u_l Sed-eye' are 'sold
on the sly.' " It is net at all wonderful that
he got "befuddled"and, mixing up things pro-
miscuously, spoke of our tvza classic hills as
"Mary Bell" and "Betsy Csrav," instead of
"Betsy Bell" and "Mary Gray."

The other correspondent?"Occasional"?
whose letter appears.in the same issue justifies
the good opinion ofour town entertainedby its
citizens. His. "head is level" and was cot "be-
fuddled" by visiting places where "old tangle-
foot" and "red-eye" arc "sold on the sly."?
(We quote "Caudle's" language.) "Occa-
sional" visited the Churches, Sunday Schools
and Temperance Halls, and he says:

GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF VIRGINIA.
Senate?Wednesday, Feb. 23rd.?TheHouse bill in relation to the interest on money,

with Senate amendment, was called up and
passed. It stands as follows:An Act in Relation to the Interest on Money

(Senate Amendments in Italics.)
1. Whereas the Constitution provides that

upon debts hereafter contracted it shall be law-
ful to receive any rate of interest not exceeding
twelve per centum per annum which may be
agreed upon by the parties, and be specified in
the bond, note, or other writing evidencing the
debt, therefore.

1. Be it enacted by the General Assembly, IThat section 4 chapter 141 of the Code of 1800 Ibe amended and re-cnaoted so as to read hence-forth as follows:
"4. Legal interest shail continue to be at the

rate ofsix dollars upon one hundred dollars for
a year, and proportionately lor a greater or less
sum, or for a longer or shorter time ; but it shall
be lawful to receive any rate of iuterest not ex-
ceeding twelve per centum per annum \u25a0which
may be agreed up-on by the original parties
thereto and be specifieddn tho bond, note, or
other writing evidencing the debt; ''and all such
contracts entered into since the'2Glh day o/ Jan-
uary, 1870, are hereby legalized.' "

2. Section 33 chapter o3 of the Code is
amended and re-enacted so as to read as fol-
lows :

"33. Any bank autiiorized to carry on busi-
ness 33 a bank ofcirculation, deposit, and dis-
cour.c, and any licensedbanker or broker, and
otluzr corporations authorized by their charters'
to make loans, or to purchase or discount bonds,
bills, notes, or otherpaper,may loan money for j
a period not exceeding six months, and discount
any bill of exchange, promissory note, or othernegotiable paper for the payment of money,
which will be payable withmsix months fromthe time ofdiscounting the same and may takeinterest on such loau3 or discounts at the rate of
one per centum for thirty days, and the inter-
est may be received in advance. Each bankshall so regulate its loans and discounts that
they shall not exceed twice the amount of the
capital actually paid in."

3. Section six chapter fifty-nine of the Code
is amended andre-enacted so as to read as fol-
lows :

"G. Tue money received on deposit, and oth-
er funds of the institution, society, or bank,
may be invested in or loanedon any stocks or
real security, or be used in purchasing or dis-
counting bonds, bills, notes, or other paper,
subject to the following restrictions: That no
security for money or other valuable thing
which may have become payable, other than
certificates of debts of this State, or the UnitedStates, or of corporations, shall be purchased
for less than the full amount thereof, with all
the interest that may be due there on ; and no
debt or claim to become due, other than suchcertificates, shall be purchased or discountedat
a rate of discount or interest exceeding the rate
of one per centum for thirty days. But the in-
terest may in any case be received in advance." ,

4. Section eleven ofchapter one hundred tmd \
forty-one of the Code of IS6Q is hereby repealed.

5. This act shall be in full force from and af- I
ter its passage.

The House bill in relation to the qualification
and salary of the Superintendent of Public In-
struction, with the Senate amendmentreducing
the pay froai $2,500 to $1,500, was taken up.

Mr. Anderson, ofRockbridge, withdrew his
amendment to strike out the amount and leave
a blank to be hereafter fixed.

Mr. Waddell renewed it. It was adopted,

Mr. Waddell moved to fill the blank ordered
by the Senate with $2,000.

Mr. Anderson moved to fill with §2,400.
Mr. Waddeil's motion was carried?ayes, 23;

noes, IG.
Mr. Anderson, of Rockbridge, offered anamendment making this the salary for tho first

year, and subject to alterations by law. Adopt-
ed.

Pending the considerationGf the above bill,
Colonel Owens, private secretary and aid t>o the
Governor, delivered the ioliowirigmessage from
the Governor: . .

Commonwealth of Virginia, fExecutive- .Department, fRichmond, February 23, 1870. JGentlemen of ihe Senate and House of'JLfele-
gates:
Much confusion set ms to have obtaiaeo! in

the public mind as to precisely what;, qualifying
or official oaths or affirmations arfe3 required
ofthose now in oQico in the State'ae well r< of
those to bo elected or appointed to-oiSce. It h
undoubtedly true that no person can lawfully
enter upon the dkeharge of the functionsof the
omen to which ha may have been fejec sederap-
pointed, and that no person car. kwiuliy dis-
charge the uiuif 3 of the office he no v holds,
without lakiag the official oaths or affirmationsrequired by la*.?- and it is equally true that oar
Constitutioa and the iaw admitting the State
to rep-reseat ation in Congress have added to,
changed, ».ad modified, the official oaths pre-
scribed \jy our statutes, but tho extent and
rcope o ;l these additions, changes, and modi-ca-
ucus, are not clearly understood nor "vreil defin-
ed, iam daily in receipt of letters of inquiry
apon thk? subject, and it seems to me highly
important that the General Assembly should at
once, by proper enactments, not only solve this
question and definitely settle nil confusion and
doubt that may exist, but also provide against
the dangers and difficulties that might arise
from the illegal action of unqualified officers.?
The 6th section of article 3 ofthe Constitution
prescribes that "'ail persons, before enteringup-
on the discharge ofany function as officers of
this State, must take and subscribe follow-
ing oath or affirmation :

"I,
, do solemnly swear (or affirm) that

I wiil support and maintain the Constitution
aud laws of the United States and the Consti-
tution and the laws of the State of Virginia;
that I recognize and accept, the civil and poli-
tical equality of ali men before the law, and that
I will faithfully perform the duty of to
the best of my ability. So help me God."

And the first section of the Schedule provides
that "The common law and the statute laws
now in force not repugnant to this Constitution
shall remain in force until they expire by their
own limitation or are altered or repealed by the
Legislature."

The Ist, 2d, and 3d sections of chapter 13
of the Code of 18G0 are as follows?viz.:

I. "The oath of fidelity to the Common-
wealth shall be in the following terms:

"I declaremyselfa citizen of the Common-
wealth of Virginia, and solemnly swear that I
will be faithful and true to the s-aid Common-
wealth, and will support the Constitution there-
of, so long as I continue to be a citizen of the
tame. So help me God."

11. "Every person elected or appointed to
any post or office referred to in the preceding

'chapter shall, before he acts in such office, take
the following oath :

"I swear (or affirm) that I have not since the
tenfh day of January, one thousand eight, hun-
dred and sixty, fought in a duelv the issue of
which was, or probably might have been, the
death ofeither party ; nor have 1 been know-
ingly the bearer of any challenge or acceptance
to fight a duel actually fought; nor have I been
otherwise engaged or conceraed, directly or in-
directiy, in a duel actually fought since said
time ; nor wiil I during my continuance in office
be so engaged, directly or indirectly. So help
me God."

111. "He shall also, at the same time, take
an oath ofoffice, which, in every case where no
other is specially prescribed, shall be as follows:"Iswear that I will faithfully perform the
duty of my office of to the best of my
skill and judgment. So help me Gcd."

And the 11th section of the same chapter
provides a penalty for any attempt to act in
"any such office" before taking the above men-
tioned and described oaths and the "oath to
support the Constitution of the United States."

By comparison it will be observed that the
oaths prescribed in the Code, with the excep-
tion of that clause declaratory of citizenship and
the anti-duelling oath,arc substantially, though
not in terms, superseded by the oath prescribed
by the Constitution, but as they do notactually
conflict with each other, doubts exist as to
whether an officer qualifying should take all
these oaths or only the one prescribed by the
Constitution and that against duelling.

Again, in the provisions of the act declaring
Virginia entitled to representation in the Con-
gress of the United States are these words?
viz. : Provided, That before any memberof the
Legislature of ?aid State shall take or resume

his seat, or any officer ofsaid State shall enter
upon the duties of his office, he shall tako and
subscribe, and file in the office of the Secretary
of State ofVirginia, for permanentpreservation,
an oath in the form following;

"I, , do solemnly swear that I have nev-
er taken an oath as a member of Congress, or
as an officer of the United States, or asa mem-
ber of any State Legislature, or as an executive
or judicial officer ofany State, to support the
Constitution of the United States, and after-
ward engaged in insurrection or rebellionagainst
the same, or given aid or comfort to the enemies
thereof; so help me God;" or such person shaii'
in like manner take, subscribe, and file, the fol-
lowing oath : 'I, , do solemnly swear that I
have, by act of Congress of the United States,
been relieved from the disabilities imposed up-
on me by the fourteenth amendmentofthe Con-
stitution of the United States; so help me
God;' which oath shall be taken before and
certified by any officer lawfully authorized to
administer oaths: And provided further, That
every such person who shall neglect for theperiod of thirty days next after the passage of
this act to take, subscribe, and file, such oath
as aforesaid iffiall be deemed and taken, to all
intents and purposes, to have vacated his of-fice."

Now, when this bill vras under discussion in
Congress it was held by some that the provi-
sions quoted applied and would be in force for
all time until repealed, while others held that
theirpower would be exhaustedat the end ofthir-
ty days. The question is stillundetermined, and
upon its correct solution may depend very grave
issues. It ought not to be left longer in uncer-
tainty, if certainty can be reached. The 3d sec-
tion of the 14th article of the Constitution of
the United States is as follows?viz.:

Section 3. "No person shall be a senator or
representative in Congress, or elector of Presi-
dent and Vice-President, or hold any office,
civil or military, under the United States, or
under any State, who, haying previously taken
an oath as a member of Congress, or a3 an of-
ficer ofthe United States, or as a member of
any State Legislature, or as an executive or
judicial officer of any State, to support the Con-stitution of" the United States, shall have en-
gaged in insurrection or rebellion against the
same, or given aid or comfort to the enemiesthereof. Bat Congress may, by a vote of two-
thirds of each House, remove such disability."
This language is very broad, and comprehends
every "officer, civil and military," "tfffder the
State;" and while it provides no pains or
penalties for its violation, it is neverthelessabso-
lutely and unqualifiedly prohibitory in plain and
specific terms.

No person can legally execute the functions of
any office, "under the State" who is debarred
by those terms. The case of an officer lawfully
executing the duties of his office at the time of
the official promulgation of the ratification of
the 14th article ofthe Constitution of the Uni-
ted States is materially different from one elect-
ed or appointed since that date. The acts of
the former might possibly be upheld as legal,
while there is little doubt that the acts of the
iatter would be absolutely void. If the provi-
sions above quoted from tho act admitting the
State to representation in Congress apply to
the future as well as to the first thirty days
succeeding the passage of the act, then record
evidence of tho qualification of every officer in
the State will be kept in the office of the Secre-
tary of the Commonwealth, and the right of
any officer to exercise the functions of his office
can be readily authenticated; but how will it be
if the act ceases to operate after the prescribed
thirty days shall have expired? As the law will
then stand, how will it be known that any or
all the officers in the State thereafter elected or
appointed are legally qualified, or that they arc
officers at all? Are not the dangers to the se-
curity of properly rights, and the peace and
good order ofsociety, too great, and the possi-
ble consequences of tuch a condition of affairs
too alarming, to justifyany delay in the final
and authoritative settlement, of these questions.
It appears to me thatthe GeneralAssembly not
only has the power to definitely settle all these
difficulties, but that it is its duty to promptly
exercise that power. By enacting a law pro-
viding that every person elected or appointed
to office under the State, before entering upon
the discharge of his official duties, and every
person now in office, shall not only take and
subscribe the oath ofoffice prescribed by the
Constitution, but also an oath ofcitizenship and
anti-duelling oath, together with an oath that
he is not disqualified from holding office by the
Constitution of the United States, the same to
be filed and preserved in the office ofthe Secre-
tary of the Commonwealth, the General Assem-
bly will definitely and authoritatively settle all
doubts and uncertainties which now exist and
provide proper and necessary safeguards for the
future.

I am painfully aware of the fact that in many
cates the enforcement of these views may ope-
rate to tho serious detriment not only of worthy
citizens, but of tho public service ; but the Con-
stitution of the United States is the Supreme
law of the land, and must and will be obeyed.
It is more than probable that in many cases it
it will be found impossible to suitably and satis-
factorily fill the various offices by competent
men who are not disqualified from holding of-
fice by the Federal Constitution. But my views
upon this subject have already been placed be-
fore you : and 1 have yet to tee any reason for
changing or modifying them in any respect. In
a former message I made use of the following
language: "Without intending any disrespect
to the fundamental law of the land or to the
constituted authoritios, it appears to me that
you not oniy ought to have the right to the
widest range of selection for theseexalted(judi
cial) positions, but that you ought to exercise
that right. It is a solemn duty which you owe
to yourselves and to your constituents, to the
country and to posterity, to select our ablest,
purest, and best men, and if iv the fulfilment of
that duty your choice should fall upon any who
are disqualified by the third clause of the four-
teenth article of the Constitution of the Dnited
States, I would recommend the passage by your
honorsfre bodies ofa reso ulionrequesing Con-
gress to remove such disqualification. I am
satisfied that such a resolution would receive
the prompt and favorable consideration and ac-
tion of Congress.

The course which you were thus recommend-
ed to pursue was sanctioned by precedent in
the case of tho Governorand other State officers
in North Carolina, and will doubtless be resanc-
tioned in a few in some cases in Mississip-
pi. I suppose it to be the purpose and desire
ofall to reconstitute the governmentof the State
with the wctj best material it contains, and if
in the fulfilmeutof this very just and patriotic
purpose and desire it should become necessary
for you to memorialize Congress to remove the
political disabilitiesfrom any of your or the
people's appointees, let it be done promptly and
unhesitatingly, confident that the same favors
which have been' meted out to other States will
be promptly vouchsafed to you. Already you
have very properly asked Congress to remove
the political disabilities from all our people;
and was that, act any more necessary or proper
than to ask like action in tho individual cases,
if any there should be, of persons whom you
found it absolutely necessary to elect to office to
properly fill the same, especially in view of the
fact that no such person could enter upon the
discharge of the duties of his office until his
political disabilitieshad been removed by Con-
gress? I earnestly hope that Congress will re-
spond to your respectful request by an act of
general amnesty, but its failure to do so well not
justify the conclusion that the door is closed to
individual applications for relief in cases sanc-
tioned by the approval ofyour honorable bodies
as necessary for the proper reorganization of
the State government.

House op Delegates ?The House receded
from its amendment to the Seriate bill to pro-
vide for filling vacancies in the office of Lieu-tenant-Governor. The act now nwaits the ap-
proval of the Governor.Several important bills for organizing thecounties and cities were reported ar.d placed on
the calendar. After the farther discussion of
the Winchester and Luray railroad scheme, thebill to legalize the official acts of officers hold-
ing office by military appointment was consid-ered. Au amendment was adopted authorizing
a leview of recent decisions of the Court ofAppeals. This- important Lill was pending
when the House adjourned.

Senate?Friday, Feb. 25th. ? In the Senate
to-day no matter of general importance was
perfected. The bill providing for the forma-
tion of townships was made the order of the
day for Monday. The bill to. incorporate the i"Virginia Land Company was passed. A
motion to rescind the order for an adjournmentuntil Monday failed.

House ofDelegates.?The perfectedthe "enabling act," and ordered it to be en-
grossed for a third reading. It is a very im-
portant measure. The Senate amendments tothe bill relating to the Superintendent of Pub-
lic Instruction, were concurred in. Also the
joint resolution from the Senate, fixing
Wednesday next as the day for the election ofthat officer, and of Lieutenant-Governor to
serve for the residue of the unexpired term ofMr. Lewis.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINSS.
FORTY-FIRST CONGRESS, SECOND SESSION.Senate?Tuesday, Feb 22nd.?The creden-

tials of 11. P. Farrow and R. H. Whiteley, Sen-
ators elect from Georgia, were presented, and,
after some discussjon, withdrawn for the pres-
ent. The Committee on the Revision of the
Law;? reported theresolutions of the New York
Legislature repealing the ratification hy a for-
mer Legislature of the Fifteenth Amendment,
with a recommendation that they he indefinite-
ly postponed. Speeches were made by Messrs.
Conkling and Davis in favor of the recommen-
dation, but no action was taken.

House of Representatives.?A preamble
and resolution weie < ffered and adopted, after a
long discussion, declaring that Mr. Mungen,
having obtained the consent of the House to
print in the Globe a speech not. delivered on
the floor, published a speech containing certain
highly offensive words, in violation of parlia-
mentary usage, and instructing the Committee
on Rules to inquire and report whether in so
doing Mr. Mungen has not abu;-;ed the privi-
lege granted, and deserved the censure of the
House.

Senate-Thursday, Feb. 24th.?The Senate
bill for the removal of political disabilities,
with House bill included as an amendment,was
taken up and passed. A bill for the relief of
political disabilities of a number of persons
named in it, and to dispense with the t\ st oath
in certain carts, was introduced and referred to
the Committee on Political Disabilities. A
resolution was adopted declaring any increase
of the currency inexpedient at the present
time.

Senate?Wednesday, Feb. 23rd.--The cre-
dentials of H. 11. Revels (colored), Senator
elect from Mississippi, were read. Objection
was made to their reception, but was overruled
after discussion. A resolution was then offered
referring the credentials of H. B. Revels and
Adelibert Ames to the Judiciary Committee,
to inquire into the validity of their election, to
ascertain whether they were citizens of the
United States or of the State of Mississippi,
and whether, at the time of the election, Gen-
eral Amea was not a military officer in the ser-
vice of the Coifed States. A long discussion
ensued, in which several speeches were made.
Pending debate tho Senate went into executive
session, and at its close adjourned.

House of Representatives.?The bill pro-
hibiting polygamy in Utah was discussed until
the expiration of the morning hour.

The resolution providing for the expulsion of
R. F. Whittemore, for the sale of appoint-
ments to the Military and Naval Academies,
was taken up. Mr. Butler claimed theright to
appear as counsel for Whittemore, and had an
affidavit of Whittemore's read, In which he as-
serts that he was not. allowed sufficient oppor-
tunity for defending his case before the com-
mittee. He admits that ha sold the appoint-
ments, but claims to have expended the greater
part of the money for charitable and v small
portion for part; purposes.

Mr. Whittemore was allowed a, postpone
ment until 12 o'clock M. to-morrow, when he
will have an hour to be beard in defence. The
House then adjourned,

House of Representatives? Immediate-
ly after reading the Journal, Mr. Whittemore
arose to deliver an address in his defence, but
was called to order by the Speaker, who laid
before the House the resignation of Mr. Whit-
temore as a member, and tho accepranco of the
same by the Governor of South Carolina, sta-
ting that it was for the House to determine if
the gentleman should proceed. A long debate
ensued upon points of order, &c , participated
in by Messrs. Logan, Butler, Bingham, Farns-
worth and others. It was finally determined
that Mr. Whittemore was not a memberof theHouse, and therefore not subject to any addi-
tional action. Tho resolution providing for his
expulsion was then laid on the table, and Mr.
Logan immediately offered a resolution declar-
ing that Whittemore had disposed of his ca-
detships for a pecuniary consideration, and was
therefore unworthy to occupy a seat in the
House ; which was adopted unanimously?lßs
members voting for it. Whittemore left the
Hall, and his seat was taken by General Farns-
worth.

Senate.?Friday, Feb. 25th.?A bill was in-
troduced to prevent prize fighting within the
United Slates or Territories. It makes the
principals liable to a fine of not less than th.cc
thousand dollars and to imprisonment for not
less than two years. AH seconds or surgeons
assisting in such fights will be subject to one-
half of the above penalties. Offenders aaainst
the law will be tried before United States
courts. The bill was referred to the .}i; liciary
Committee.The resolution referring the credential*of H.
11. Revels (colored), Senator eieot frdftj Missis-
sippi, to the Judiciary Committee, wus then
taken up, and Mr. Vickers made a speech in
favor of the resolution. Several other speeches
were made, after which a vote was taken, and
the resolution was rejected?yeas g, nays 48.?
A motion to administer the oath to Revels was
adopted?yeas 48, nays B?and he advanced
and was sworn in. The Senate then adjourned
until Monday. Revels received the congratu-
lations of a number of Senators, and, »fter the
adjournment, of the Senate, was subjected to a
miscellaneous hand-shaking by a crowd of both
sexes which then gained admission to the floor.

House of Representatives. ? A bill for
the admission of Georgia was reported from
the Committee on Reconstruction. Its provis-
ions are the same as those admitting Virginia
and Mississippi. After some discus ion it was
ordered to be printed and recommitted.

The Indian Appropriation bill was taken up
in Committee of the Whole, and several mem-
bers denounced the recent massacre of Indians
in Montana by United States troops under the
command of Colonel Baker, and also the or-
ders of General Sheridan, which led to that
event. Pending discussion the Bouse ad-
journed until Monday.
