THE FINCASTLE FIRE.

The Beautifal Mountain Town in
Ashes.

The Loss 8400,00—0:8uﬂ'ering Among
the Citizens.

AN APPEAL FOR RELIEF AND ASSISTANCE.

The full particulars of the disastrous confia-
gration which laid in ashes one-half the town
of Fincastle on Friday night, May the 6th, of
which a brief telegraphic report was published
on Sunday morning—where received yesterday ;
and they confirm the worst statemencs bgjore
made of the extent of the devastation. Since
the dreadful ‘%iltation of fire which reduced
one-third of Richmond to ashes at the close of
the war, no such destruction has been wrought
in Virginia by the same consuming element;
and so far as we remember, these two disasters,
for the amount of the loss occasioned, and the
want, embarrassment and exposare resuiting,
are without their parallels in the history of the
State.

THE ORIGIN

of the fire was in the stable attached to the
Western Hotel of Mr. John Luster, on Main
It was first seen at 93 o'clock, when

street. at 9
the flames had just been ignited. The alarm
was promptly sounded, and the citizens rallied

lly, prepared to extin-
guish the incipient biaze The new engine was
also brought forward, and put into active play.
Bat the fire had caught in a loft of hay, and
as a high wind was prevailing, it spread with
terrible rapidity, despite the utmost efforts that
were made to arrest its course. The first house
that caught was the hotel itself, and 3 number:
of wooden outbuiidings adjoining, ali of which
were speedily consumed. By this time, the
danger and terror of the conflagration began to
be fully developed ; for the fiaming hay and
beavy sparks and fragments of burning tim-
bers were flying in every direction through the
air, lighting on roofs two hundred yards dis-
tant, and ‘multiplying the seeds of the destroy-
ing fire. Ladders were employed to scale the
roofs of the honses, where water, wet blankets,
and every appliance were used to quench the
flames; but as fast as they were suppressed in
one place, they burst out in another.

THE TRACK OF FIRE.

From ‘the Western Hotel, the fire passed
next to the jail ; almost at the same_time, the
residence of Col. Wm. E. M. Word, a hand-
some frame building on the opposite side of
the street, was caught and consumed. . Other
houses on the same side followed, snd a vig-
orous stand was there made by the eitizens to
fight the fire, but without avail. The engine
proved of but little service, owing to the pum-
ber of houses simultaneously burning, and the
searcity of water, which had to be supplied
from buckets. From Col. Word's, the fire
moved up the street to the store of Mr. Sw;t—
ger, at the corner; also, across to Dr. C_arper 8,
involving that dwelling, and that of Mr. Car-
per, adjoining, in destruction. The fire then at-
tacked the Herald Office. And then, bursting
from all restraint, it swept down Main Street
on both sides, leaving between Back Street and
Roanoke Street, as far down as Water Street,
a distance, perhaps, of 800 yards, not more
than three or four tenements !

Betweea Back and Main Streets, was left the
Court House—whose escape was almost mirac-
ulous ; and between Main and Roanoke Streets,
were left the house of Mr. McDowell, and the
small tenement occupied by a widow lady at
the corner of Water and Main Streets.

THE LOSS.

Between fifty and sixty stores and dwelling
houses were burned, and a great many out-
houses. There is not left in the town one store,
or office, or business house of any kind; ex-
cept that 2 mill, a tannery, and a blacksmith-
shop on the suburbs remain; and in these is
invested at present the business capital of Fin-
castle,

The loss in money is variously estimated.—
The lowest calculation places it at $200,000,
and one very competent authority believes it
will approximate $400,000. Oan this the insu-
rance was extremely small; not more than
$15,000. Mr. Switzer had on his stock—very
full and just insured—an insurance of $4.000;

! THE PREY OF THE FLAMES,
The fire spared almost literally nothing.—
{ Supplies of goods, provisions, houschold ar-
ticles of use and ornament, clothing, money,
ything, were consumed. So sudden was
the alarm, and so distressing the panie, that
but little could be rescued from the flamicg
houses. And much of what were saved, we
learned, was stolen and scattered through the
country. after it was removed beyond the reach
of the flames.
THE NIGHT OF TERROR,

The fire lasted from 93 at night till 7 o’clock
uext morainz. Then the path of the red Spoll-
yon was arrested ; but the whole day was spent
1o putting out fires yet burning, and prevent-
ing their spreading.

The ladies, we learn, many of whom had re-
tired to rest, when the fire became general, cx-
hibited the most distressing terror when sum-
moned from the shelter of their homes, and
turned out ia their night robes on the streets.
But after they realized the situation, many of
them, the fairest and gentlest, worked to the
fuli measure of their strength: passing along
buckets of water in the line with hardy men
and stalwart negroes.

VAIN EFFORTS.

Several efforts were made to blow up and
pull dowe houses in the march of the flames;
but these efforts were unavailing, owing to the
high wind which swept the great sparks and
burzing fragments far and wide, through the
air,

THE CASUALTIES,

Fortunately, though the loss of property was
heavy, no serious bodily injury was sustained
by any person. Judge T. D. Houston fell
down a pair of steps, and was badly hurt.—
Mr. Thomas Lackland was struck by a falling
window, and knocked senseless. He subse-
quently rallied. No other accidents are re-
ported.

THE SITUATION.

W hen our informants left, the available pro-
visions in the place, amounting to 15 barrels of
flonr and a small amouut of meat, were being
issued by the pound to the destitute citizens.
Every house remaining was crowded to its ut-
most capacity by the homeless victims of the
conflagration.  Fortunately, none of the
Churches were destroyed, and these are now
cecupied by the refuogees; as also, the Acad-
emy. The people of the neighborhood were
doing all that they could to relieve the sufferers.

TERRIFIC STORM.

A Crash of Haﬂnto;:u Large as Hen's

Eggs—A General Smash of Hot houses
and Windows.
At half-past 2 o’clock the drops commenced
to fall. This shower did not last five minutes
before the hail succeeded. Fine at first, the
hailstones came down larger with every mo-
ment, and within a quarter of an hour of the
storm’s commencement they fell with terrific
force, and so thickly that the atmosphere™ pre-
sented an ashen hue. It was as though canis-
ter and grape-shot were being fired from the
battlements of heaven; indeed, had the hail
been of lead and iron it could wot have pro-
duced a more deafening clatter upon the roufs
of the houses and the stone pavements,

A TERRIFIC FUSILLADE.
For twenty minutes this terrific fusillade con-
tinued, the hailstones during the greater part
of it varying from the size of a peachstone to
a hen's egg. They tore through the shrub-
ery, breaking off branches, .covering the
ground with leaves and buds. They crashed
through the windows, no glass apparently be-
ing too thick to resist them. From' the roofs
of houses they scraped both shingles and grav-
el; awnings were as_thoroughly ventilated as
though buckshot had been fired through them.
In a twinkling the streets were cleared of all
pedestrians, who made for the friendly shelter
wherever they could find it.

DISASTER TO THE HOT-HOUSES, p

The buildings and the people suffering the
greatest damage were hot-houses and their
owners. Not one of these escaped, being as
thoroughly riddled as though some malcontent
had fired buckshot at them through an old-
fashioned Spanish scattering plunderbus. The
plants were all cut to pieces, and thus both
property and profits were swept out of exis
tence. Algiers’ hot-houses, at Broad Street
and Passyunk road, suffered to the extent of
four thousand panes of smashed glass. Prop-
erty of a similar character belonging to the es-
tate of the late Mr. Bisspt, logated at Fourth
and Tasker streets, suffered as greatly. Me-
Kensie's extensive green-house at Broad street
and Columbia avenue lost almost every light of
glass it contained. It is impossible to particu-
larige the damage done to propeyties of this
charagster. Between the broken glass aund the
icy canister, the plants, for the year at least,
have been incurably afflicted.

DESTRUCTION TO THE CHURCHES,

The churches, with their large, unguarded
windows, were the next objective points on
which the storm vented its spleen. The South
Presbyterian Church lost three hundred and
fifty panes of glass. The First Reformed
chureh was riddled. St. Teresa's Catholic
church came out in no hetter condition, while
the windows of the school house adjoining it
were knocked to ‘‘smithereens.” i‘he large
and exceeding beautiful stained window over
the pulpit of the new Beth Eden Baptist
church was broken.

RATTLE AND CRASH OF GLASS.

Horticultural Hall, the Natatorium, Episco-
pal Academy, Spring Garden Institute, High
School, Baldwin’s foeomotive Works, Bing-
ham Honse, Continental Hotel, the dome of
the Cathedral, and hundreds of other build-
ings we have not space to mention, were venti-
lated with a rapidity startling in its effects.—
There was a rattling and crash of glass on all
sides, so that the deafening noise was a medley
of failing gravel, crashing windows, and explo-
ding hail-stones.

SPRUCE STREET WORSTED.

Spruce street from Seventh to beyond Broad
street was a favorite of the storm l(in;i.1 Not a
house upon the scuth side escaped. Here the
storm was terrific, and one may better judge of
its nature when we announce that one hour af-
ter its conclusion the accumulation of hail upon
tha street and pavement in this thoroughfare,
between Tenth and Eleventh streets was five
inches! Upon this street the cars were stop-
ped and the horses led under awnings, while
the passengers huddled together to escapé the
picces of glass which were scattered about
them.

THE STAMPEDE ON BROAD STREET. !

There were many persons injured. This
could not be otherwise where so many were
caught so suddenly and received the full force
of the storm. The stampede on Broad street
was marvelous to behold. People rushed to
places of shelter, and crowded, like so many
frightened cattle, in doorways and nander awn-
ings. Fashionable women, regardless of the
time or place, threw the skirts of their dresses
over their heads, and made first-class time In
getting to a safe spot. Horses were frightened
by the terrific crash, and went at break-neck
speed. Others, terrified by the noise, refused
to move, and received the full violence of the
storm. At Broad street and Girard avenue a
carriage, drawn at a frightened rate by a pair
of frightened horses, was overturned, and its
occupants were sprawled out upon the Nichol-

the skin.
A SCENE OF TERROR.

A faneral procession under the supervision
of Simon Gartland was at Seventeenth and
Spruce when the storm began. The horses all
ran away, and a scene of the wildest confusion
and terror ensued. Mr. Gartland sprang from
his carriage, and running to the hearse, suc-
ceeded in stopping the horses and getting the
coffin ont unigjured, but the hearse was broken
to pieces. Many of the carriages were broken
and overturned, and several of the oecupants
severely injured. Four of the drivers were
hurt, one of them, Patrick Dogan, fatally. —
After the storm subsided the funeral proceeded
to the cemetery.— Philadelphia Age.

Startling.

America is sometimes oddly reminded that
England moves more rapidly in some cases
than we do. Whilst we are hesitating over
woman’s rights, laughing at Miss Anthony &
Co., behold the English House of Commons
advances at a siogle step to the considerstion
of the most extreme demand that has been or
can be made in behalf of the female sex, that
of the right to vote. On the evening of the
4ih instant a petition for female suffrage, with
100,00C signatures, was presénted in the House,
and it was then moved that the bill removing
tha disabilities of women in regard to voting
should be read the second time. In dcbate the
stock arguments pro and con were delivered,
and the bill pas: jts second reading by a
vote of 124 to 92.

1t is difficult to see how, after making male
suffrage universal, valid objections can be wade
to the exercise of the right by those at least of
the female population whose eircamstances
place them in the direct management and con-
trol of large interests of property and of busi-
ness.

Much has been said and will loog continue
to be said as to the debasement of the female
mind by mixing in polities. This is an evil, pro-
blematic at most, and one whose effects cannot
be justly estimated by conjecture. Ofthe posi-
tive good that would arise, men must doubt,
so long as they doubt the expediency of uni-
versal male suffrage, but, if they are logical, they
can not question the one, an instant after they
have decided on the other.

The practical question. after ali, depends on
the will of the women. If indeed they desire
an extension of the suffrage, they can obtain it.
Bat, in this part, at least, of the United States,
the wish hardly exists in such strength as to
show itsell.— Petersbury Index.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDIN G.B.
FORTY-FIRST "ONGRESS, SECOND SESSION.
SexaTE—Mon-1ay, May 9.—The bill to re-
duce taxation was taken up, and Mr. Morrill,
of Vermont, made & long speech in favor of re-
ducing internal taxation, and also gave his views
upon the tariff question. e consideration of
the Legisiative Appropriation bill was resumed,
and it was discussed until 4:30 P, M., when a
recess was taken until 7:30 P. M.

Fvening Session.—At the hour of mésting
no gquorum was present and the Senate adjourn-.

House.—The House met at 12 M., and im-
mediately after the reading of the journa! ad-
journed.

Spyaret-Tuaesday, May 10.—The majority
of the Codmittee on Finance reported a hill to
refund all duties hitherto paid on Russia hemp
in excess of $25 per ton. The minority of the
committee reported a bill reducing the duty to
$25 per ton, but not allowing any repayment of
duties. The bill to reduce the number of offi-
cers in the army, and for other purposes, was
taken up, a substitute for the entire bill having
been reported by the Committee on Military
Affairs.

A number
of bills of no general interest was introduced
and referied to committees.
