CONFEDESATE DEAD.
In accordance with the appointment by the

committee of arrangements published last week,
aboyt a hundred Confederate soldiers and their
friends, with shovels and hoes, assembled at the
Soldiers' cemetery on Saturday last to dress and
repair the graves of the Confederate dead, and
to organize an Association for thepurpose of put-
ting the Cemetery in proper condition and keep-
ing it so. A good deal ofwork was done. Those
engaged in this sacred work felt that it was, with

: them, a "labor of love." Tbe ladies furnished
the needed refreshments. A meeting was ht/ld
toorganize the permanent Association referred
to above. The following is the official report of
the proceedings of that meeting :

AUGUSTA FEMALE SEMIHABY.
The closing exercises of the Augusta Female

Seminary, for the session of 1869-70, took place
in the Presbyterian church, on Tuesday and
Wednesday evenings. June 14th and 15th, of last
week. One end of the church was occupiedby a
carpeted platform, beautifully decorated with
arches of evergreens and baskets and bouquets of
flowers of the season. On tbe front of the plat-
form were three fine pianos from the large collec-
tion belonging to the Seminary, and the rear, ex-
tending across the church, was filled with "tick-
eted" chairs for the young ladies and teachers
that would take part in the exercises. At an ear-
ly hour Tuesday evening the portions of tho
church set apart for the public were filled by an
intelligent and appreciative audience, and sooii
tbe roost of the 152 young ladies in attendance at
tbe Seminary, representing the States of Virginia,
West Virginia, North Carolina, South Carolina,
Georgia, Alabama, Florida, Mississippi, Louisi-
ana, Texas, Tennessee, Illinois, Missouri and the
District of Columbia, robed in the snowy white
summer uniform of the school, with appropriate

of flowers, filed in find occupied the
body of the edifice and the platform, at bnge be-
coming the centre of attraction for all eyes.

At 8 p. m. the exercises were opened witß
prayerby the Rev. W. E. Baker, after which
for several hours, the audience was entertained
by the musical performances of the young ladies
of the Seminary, hot]} vopal*and instrumental,
under the direction of those accomplished and
thorough musicians, Prof. Ettinger, Prof. Turner,
Dr. Brown, Mrs. Fultz tir.d Mrs, Crawford, with
Orchestralaccompaniments by members of the
Staunton Musical Assoplation and pupils froji.
the D. D, &B. Institution. The waltzes, solos
and duets, overtures and marches, with three pi-

, anos and twelve hands, were all admirably oxer
cuted by the pupils, without aid from professors
?efpecially was the applause of tho audience
called out by the skill displayed by the sets of six
young ladies that performed on t ..ree pianos in
concert, keeping perfect time, ap<3 popyeying to
thehearers the impression that they were listen-
ing to but a single instrument \u25a0 and the quiet air
of self-possession manifested by the performers
evidenced the thoroughness of the training they
had undergone, and the delicacy of touch and
the sweetness of tone they brought from the in-
struments before them, testified to the skill of
their musical iastrut.to.-_.. Prof, ganger and his
assistants. The vocal music, in solos, duets and
phorusses?was all of a high order of excellence,
crowned by the grand Hallelujah of HandeJ, ren-
dered in a style that waqld 4° credit to airy com-
pany of musicians- This Seminary is fortunate
in having such vocalists as Dr. Brown and his
daughter for its teachers, and they may well be
proud of the specimens of their skill here exhib-
ited, in the human voice "tonotes tJsSf*
divine."

The programme for Wednesday eveiiing, Juno
15th, embraced the grand Hallelujah Chorus, the
Chant dv Bivouac, Tancredi ?an overture?each
two pianos and eight hands; a duet, Bright as the
Bow ; March Triumphale?with two pianos and
four hands ; Crown Diamond*?an overture, with
three pianos and twelve hands ; a solo and chorus
?Charity ; a piano solo?March de Nuit; a trio
?Protect us through the coming night, and a
Parting Hymn, interspersed with the reading of
a report pf the condition of the school, the distri-
bution of certificates, prises, medals, and diplo-
mas, by Rev. "W. E. Baker, Wm. Frazier, Esq.,
and Dr. Brown, in behalfof the Principal, Miss
M. J. Baldwin, and an address to the young la-
dies by Major Robert Stiles, of Richmond.

Everything gave satisfaction to the large audi-
ence in attendance. The music was as good as
on the previous evening, perhaps some of it was
better. The distribution of honors and prizes
seemed to give greatgratification, not only to the
lookers on, but to Jthe young ladies themselves,
many of whom learned for the first time, when
their names were called, that prizes had been a-
warded them, and each one seemed to rejoice at
the success of the others, and applause, pongrat-
ulations, wreaths, bouquets, medals, prizes, di-
plomas, smiles, and kisses, were, for the time,
mingled in delightful confusion. The address of
Maj. Stiles was very happy, both in the matter
and the manner of advice to the young ladies. ?
His allusions to our "embowered city," and
"glorious valley" were exceedingly beautiful. ?
His "tilt" at "woman's rights" was with all the
ardor of a young knight zealous for the ancient
rights of woman and jealous of the primeval
rights of man.

Of the young ladies, we must say they appear-
ed more beautiful than before, because, forsooth,
we were so soon to lose the charms of their joy-
ous presence in our midst; but, when the sum-
mer is over, we hope to see the most of them with
us again, and may this flourishing Seminary of
sound female learning long flourish and have
many as bright and profitable reqnlons as those
we have just, so poorly, described.

The Consolidation Bill Signed.
The Governor has signed the consolidation

bill, with a brief expression of his aversion to
some of its provisions ; but he intimates ac-
quiescence of the example of previous legisla-
tion and because the large vote in tha Legisla-
ture for th,e bill was a strong expression of pop-
ular opinion in its behalf.On Friday last, he sent the following message
to the General Assembly assigning his reasons
for not vetoing the bill:
"Gentlemen of the Senate and Bouse of Dele-

gates :

''The bill entitled 'an act to authorize the
formation of the Altantic, Mississippi, and Ohio
Railroad Company' has this day been approved
by nip.

''Upon the subject of consolidation, as it is
popularly styled, and which it is anticipated
will be practically accomplished under this bill,
my views were formed years ago, and are still
unchanged. They were endorsed by the last Leg-
islature of the State, and have now been sanc-
tioned by a very large majority ofyour honora-
ble bodies.

'"fhe question has been thoroiighly discuss-ed and the correctness of the policy must beconsidered as established by the popular voiceof the State. I have earnestly and carefullyconsidered all the provisions of thus bill. My
judgment does r.ot concur with that of the Gen-eral Assembly iv some of the provisions; but
the Legislature, in our form o. government,
may be rightly regarded as the exponent of the
popular will and judgment in measures of this
character. __ ou have expressed by a decisive
majority your approval of all these provisions.
In view of this fact I do not feel it to be in-
cumbent on me to interposemyindividualopin-ions in urrestiny tbe son. um___,tion of a niea.
sure so emphatically endorsed by your judg-
ment.

"If my own judgment was clear that this billinvolved an infraction of the Constitution, or a
violation of private rights, or that your honora-
ble bodies had not deliberately and fully con-
sidered all the just interests of the State in the
passage ot this bill, I should unhesitatingly
withhold my approval. Ihe great importance
ot this measure, and an earnest desire to., per-
form my duty in regim" tq }t, l»ave e.au.3ed me
to give to this pill tbe fullest reflection possible
within the time allowed me, and I have felt it
to be appropriate to state briefly to yog in this
manner the Veasons which have controlled my
action.
