TRIAL OF REAPERS.
In the trial of Reapers on Tuesday, the 28th

ult, on the farm of J. Wayt Bell, Esq., near this
place, the Hubbard Reaper and Mower combin-
ed was declared the victor, as will be seen by the
following report ofthe Committee:

We, the undersigned, having been appointed a
committee to superintend a trial of Reaping Ma-
chines, and Reapers & Mowers combined, which
took place upon the farm of J. Wayt Bell, Esq.,
near Staunton, on yesterday, the 29th ult., and,
being instructed by yourself, as Chairman ofthe
Executive Committee of tho Society, to make a
public report of the result ofsaid trial, respectful-
ly submit the following:

machine is in operation.
All the machines were first tried in a field of

grain standing ordinarily well, where all did
equally good work. They were afterwards taken
to a field of badly tangled grain and submitted
to one of the severest trials that we have ever
seen or known in the history of Reapers.

The trial took place in this badly lodged grain
in the midst of a shower of rain, sufficiently heavy
to make the wheat quite wet, consequently, the
machines were thoroughly tried as to their
strength and ability to take up lodged grain.

In the width of cut the Johnson reaper exceed-
ed the Hubbard by 4. inches.

In the trial in the second field, where the grain
was badly lodged and wet, the Hubbard combin-
ed was fully equal to any or all of the machines
in the points of trial considered by us, and great-
ly superior to any of them in adjustability for
cutting high or low stubble, ease of control, pick-
ing up lodged grain, change of speed of knife
while in motion, and durability.

We would therefore unanimously and respect-
fully recommend that, at the proper time, tbe
first premium be awarded to the Hubbard.

Died at his late residence ("Chapel Hill," Au-

gusta county,) May 29th, after a long illness,
John Churchman, Esq., aged 78 years.

The subject ofthis notice was born in Augusta
county, on the 31st of May, 1792, and was a lin-
eal descendant of John Churchman and wife
who emigrated from England to Pennsylvania
in the same vessel with William Perm. Mr. C.
was married in 1819, in Staunton, where he resi-
ded until 1827, when he removed to his farm in
the country.

Giftedby nature with a robust constitution,
and a mind of more than ordinary power, to
which he united indomitableenergy and unflag-
ging industry, he became pre-eminently a busi-
ness man?a man of great administrative ability.
As a successful and extensive farmer he had but
few equals, and no superiors in the Valley of
Virginia. For thirty years he was sheriff of this
county, in which officehe displayed signal abil-
ity and adaptation, securing the confidence ofthe
entire community by his great fidelity and activ-
ity, which permitted no private or public inter-
est to suffer by indifference or neglect Being a

man of incorruptible integrity, he was wholly
incapable of anything like duplicity or bad faith.
A systematic man, "he had a place for every-
thing and kept everything in its place. " He
was successful in everything he undertook, and
that, too, without the advantages of a liberal ed-
ucation, or help of friends. As a kind father,
good neighbor, constant friend and useful citizen,
he wat» well known.

For half a century he was a member of the
Potestant Episcopal church, and an earnest and
liberal supporter of the same. To appeals of
charity he never failed to respond with substan-
tial sympathy. In recent years his mind had
been so enfeebled by age and numerous succes-
sive bodily infirmities that it might be said of
him, as of most aged men, that they who had
known him longest, knew him best He had
been for manyyears a Mason, and was a life-long
friend ofthe temperance cause. Truly and feel-
ingly can we say in memory of bis spotless life:"An honest man is the noblest work of God."
