TSE STAY LAW-
Having passed both houses, the bill becomes

a law, with the approval of the Governor, and
is as follows:
An act to regulate judicialsales and prevent the

sacrifice ofproperty.
Be it enacted by tbe General Assembly, That

all judicial sales of real estate under decrees or
orders hereafter rendered, for the payment of
debts contracted or liabilities incurred prior to
the tenth day of April, 1865, shall be upon a
credit of not less than three (3) nor more than
six (6) equal instalments, payable annually from
the day of sale, except for so much as may be
necessary to pay the cost of said sale, which
shall be required in cash. The defendant, at
any time before the condition of such decree,
may, by writing filed among the papers of the
cause waive the benefits of this section, and the
court is empowered to make such waiver forall

. persons under disabilities.
2. No commissioner of any such judicial sale

ofreal estate, as is mentioned in the proceeding
section, shall, eitherat the first or second ex-
posure of suGh real estate to sale, sell the same
for less than three-fourths of its assessed value,
ascertained by the last official assessment, made
for the purposes of taxation, with this restric-
tion : the powers and duties of the commLjsion-
ers and the court shall remain precisely the same
as they now are. The said commissioner shall
always return with his report of sale an official
copy ofthe said assessed value ofsaidreal estate.

3. This act shall be in force from its passage.

Railroad Meeting.?At a meeting of citi-
zens of the county, held in the office of the Val-
ley Railroad Company in Staunton, on the 15th
of this month, on the motion of Capt. Bumgard-
ner, Judge David Fultz was called to the Chair,
and C. W. S. Turner was appointed Secretary.

On the motion of Judge Sheffey it was resolv-
ed that the Chair appoint a Central Committee,
whose duty it shall be to adopt proper measures
of organization so as to secure a favorable
vote on the question of subscribing $300,-
-000 to the stock of the Valley Railroad Compa-
ny and to issue an address to the voters of the
county on the subject.

On the motion of Mr. Gibbs it was resolved
that the Central Committee be requested to pub-
lish and distribute such statistics and other plain
statements of facts and figures as will inform the
people of the true merits of the question they
are to act upon, and such'other documents as in
their judgment will be useful.

To the Voters of Augusta County.

On the 6th day of August next you will be
called on to determineby your votes, whether
you will subscribe $300,000 to the Stock of the
Valley Rail Road Company. We have been
appointed a Central Committee to use such
proper means and arguments and to dissemi-
nate such information as will induce you to
respond favorably to tho question to be sub-
mitted for your decision. You will under-
stand us, then, as approaching you io no par-
tizan spirit, as the advocates of no individual
or sectional interests, but as friends of the
proposition, that a great line of Rail Road
shall be carried thirty-four miles through the
heart of Augusta county, and that you, who
we think, will be recipients of immense bene-
fits to flow from the construction of this Itoad,
shall help to make it. In various ways you
have given your confidence to many of u$ in
times past; we think we have not heretofore
deceivedyou by our counsels, and we now unite
(and id this we are sustained, we believe, by
every citizen of tbe county, in whom, at any
time, you ever reposed your general trust \, in

earnestly urging you to vote for the subscrip-
tion. We are influenced in giving this advice,
by considerations too numerous to be stated
here in detail, but we have carefully pondered
them.

Communitiesarc generally influenced in their
actions by two considerations : First, do honor
and good repuie urge us to follow a certain line
of conduct? and Second, does sell-interest in-
cline us iv that direction? We are convinced
that both of these comiderations demand that
you shall vote for this subscription.

Augusta county is the Empire County of
Virginia ; it is the most populous and wealthy
couuty in the State. It has for many years
been the favored recipient of public monies,
freely spent in its borders; it has been
anguished by its support and advocacy of in-
ternal improvements, and for its public spirit;
it has for many years past been earnestly de-
siring the construction of a great Rail Road
thoroughfare through the Valley ; it has, in
connection with delegations lrom all the Valley
counties, goue, by its delegates in large num-
bers, on two occasions, to the city of Balti-
more ; once under the immediate auspices
and personal lead of Gen. Robert E. Lee, (to
whom the construction of this road is an ob-
ject of peculiar interest); and has urged aud
entreated Baltimore to aid in this great enter
prize. The efforts of her citizens, in this
gard, after an earnest struggle, have been suc-
cessful. Baltimore has agreed to subscribe one
million of dollars; tbe Baltimore and Ohio
Company has agreed to subscribe another mil-
lion ; nay, more, the sister counties along the
line of the Road, bave subscribed $800,000,
aud the Town of Staunton $100,000. All this

been done, in furtherance and part per-
formance of what Augusta county has de-
manded for many years should be done, and
yet all this must go for nought? must fall as
water poured on the sand, without the co-oper-
ation of Augusta. All the other subscriptions
are conditional, and unless an additional sum
be subscribed by Augusta or some other coun
ty or Town in the Valley they must all fail ?

We know of no other county which can or will
subscribe an additional sum. We confess that
we shall feel humbled and wounded in our rep-
utation, as Augusta county men, if we turn
our backs on our friends at the crisis of trial,
and refuse to unite with them ; and, the more
so, should the refusal be made tor the reason
urged by some for pursuing this line of con-
duct, that is, that somebody e'se will do the
work, and we will*get the benefits and pay
nothing for them. Take an illustration of
this:?Sis neighbors want a road made thro'
a district of country tor the acoommodation
and convenience of ali; five of them raise and
are ready toexpend the mean?, on (heirpart, to
complete the Road. The nxth man, who hap-
pens to live midway between the terminal
points, says to his neighbors?"l want the
road very much ; it will be a great blessing to
me, but as 1 think you are bound to have it
auy how, without my contributions, I will do
nothing and either live without the road, or
enjoy it at your expen>e." This we say is not
the utterance of an Augusta county man of
the olden time ; and we trust no such thought
will be cherished and acted on by any of our
people.

Again, self-interest governs communities:
?This is too wide a field lor comment
here, but we venture to say, that there is not
a judicious man in the county who will deny
.hat, to the county as a whole, the constrjc-
tion and working of this road will be immense-
ly __ne_M__ In the construction of it, simply.
$1,250,000 - (the far greater portion of it other
peoples money) ?must be spent in Augus a
county; we all know how the property holders
and laboring meu must thrive and prosper in
the midstof such an outlay. In the working
of it, who can enumerate the blessings it will
confer upon our people ? Located as we will
be, just at the point of intersection of the
Chesapeake aDd Ohio and the Valley Kail
Roads, just at the point of competition, our
county in its length and breadth will feel in all
its interests the effect of reduced rates of trans-
portation on ali its products and imports?its
flour, corn, bacon, beef, hay, live stock, iron
and the many products it scuds abroad ; and
ou the pla.-tcr, salt, fertilizers, agricultural im-
plements and meiphandize it imports. Two
great rival markets, Baltimore and Richmond,
wili compete for our trade; two great rival
lines will compete for our transportation. Who
can doubt that the cost of transportation will
be greatly reduced? If reduced even slightly
it will pay the tax ; ten cents on a barrel of
flour will save the county $10,000 a year ; one
dollar on a ton of plaster (two dollars can eas-
ily be saved) will reduce the cost of that ar-
ticle about $5,000. Consider, in addition, the
saving in hayf'reigtpt, on live s'oek and other
tonnage, and we must be of opinion, that this
subscription will be no gift, but a wise and pay-
ing investment.

A great deal has been said about the burden
of the tax. The real and personal property of
the whole county of Augusta, on the basis of
the assessment of 1856, in part, is valued at
$12,407,695. By the census of 1860, the real
and personal property of the county, exclusive
of slaves, was estimated at $16,000,000 in
round and by the report of the Aud-
itors of Virginia of 1861, the value of the real
estate of the county was $14,326 399, and of
the personal property $10,007,898. This last
included the value of slaves, the number of
which was 4,Y08, which if averaged at $500
would produce the sum of $2,354,000, showing
an aggregate of about $22,000,000 of real and
persoual property in the entire county. A por-
tion of this personal property, however, was
not taxable.

But on the basis of 1856 Talone, to pay tbe
interest, the tax will be 15 cents on each hun-
dred dollarsw>rth of property. So that if »

man is worth $1,000, he will pay $1 50 tax; if
he is worth $10 000 be will pay $15 00 tax; if
he is worth $20,000, he will pay $30 00 tax-
no more, no less ?even if no income at all'be
derived directly from the road. But here we
have the contract tendered to us by the Orauge
Alexandria and Manassas Road Company, to
take our road and work it at their own expense
and pay us for the use ot the ValleyRoad sixty

per cent of the gross receipts. That is : $60.
of every $100. of gross amounts for fare and
freight received. The road will begin to pay,
then, as soon as it is finished, section by section.
Again : The subscription of Augusta will se-
cure the prompt completion of the whole line,
and the profitable working ot the entire im-
provement. Contracts will be promptly, but
prudently, let; and the work aloDg the wholeline will be steadily pushed to completion.?
Never, in Virginia, has a Railroad been com-
menced under better auspices or with morecer-
tainty of success as to its completion, and also
as to its value and profitableness to the country
through which it will pass than this. We earn-
estly urge the subscription as the only means
known to us to make sure these desirable re-
sults.

An Appeal from Rockingham and Augus-

ta to Highland and Pendleton.
Mr. Editor:?The Road thro' North River

Gap, is a link that binds these four counties in
mutual interest. Every one acquainted with
it and the section thro' which it passes, know
this to be so. Not only since the war, but for
several years before, it has been neglected. So
remote from where the persons who worked up-
on it lived, the Court put them on other roads,
and for two years at least, made a small appro-
priation to keep it in repair. It was entirely
inadequate. The road crosses North River
and SkidrnoreRun near a dozen times each.?
The quantity of drift that collects in each, has
thcown these streams into the road, and washed
it away. So often has this been the case, that
little ground now remains to effect the changes
necessary. If something is not done soon, im-
mense expense will have to be incurred to open
the road. It is proposed that a force from the
several counties named, assemble just before
seeding, with provisions and tools, prepared to
expend a weeks work, from Shaver s Shop at
the mouth of the Gap to the county line on
top of Shenandoah counties. If N. T. Jones
and Wm. Hiner, in Highland, Benj Hiuer
and Geo. McQuain, in Pendleton, Absalom
Michael and Jas. Karricoff, in Augusta, and
Jacob Thomas and Abram Click, iv Rocking?
ham, will stir themselves in thoir several coun-
ties, they can raise a force of workmen, as weil
as obtain subscriptions in aid of the enterprise.
By concert among them, a time, can be fixed
upon, when to commence it. Jas. Todd and
others on the road will lend generous aid, as
they have heretofore done in keeping the road
open. The towns of Staunton and Harrison-
burg are equally interested in subscribing a sum
in aid, as are all the intermediate villages, as
far as the McAdaaii-ed road, and public spirit-
ed men in each are urged to put their shoulders
to the wheel.

The other papers in this county and the Reg-
ister and Commonwealth in Rockingham, are
respectfully requested to oopy and urge their
friends to aid in the work- This communica*
tion would have appeared a month ago, but for
the inadvertence of the Editor in mi-laying the
manuscript. .
