Stuart, Dr. C. R. Harris and Gen. Echols. Col.
Harman, having assurances that he will accept
the position, tendered the office of President of
the Road to Gen. Lee.

The beautiful residence and grounds of Mr.

A. Harris, Presi-
dent of the Wesleyan Female Institute, for the
use of this flourishing Female College, for' the
sum of $25,000. Mr. Harris will proceed at once
to erect a large building in addition to the fine
edifice which already occupies the ground.—
With this additional building, Mr Harris will be
enabled to accommodate the large and increas-
ing patronage bestowed upon this school.

TeE TiMoTHY QUESTION.—One of our Staun-
ton neighbors recently referred to some long
heads of Timothy, taken from the meadow of an
Augusta farmer, and challenged Rockingham to
beat them. We accept. Mr. W. E. Roller ex-
hibited fourteen heads of timothy, taken from
his farm near Mount Crawford, the aggregate
length of which is 158 inches—the longest meas-
uring 13% inches, without stretching—that is,
the head. When Augusta beats this, we wish to
be informed of the fact.—Old Commonwealth.

By refer-
ing to it you will see that Augusta is still one-
half an inch ahead ! Try it again.

HeAvy RAINs.—We learn from a correspon-
dent that the section of country between the
Rockbridge Baths and Collierstown suffered se-
verely from the reeent heavy rains. Fences
were washed away, large gnantities of wheat and
hay were destroyed, and the roads were so badly
washed as to make them aimost impassable.—
Mr. Henry Teaford, near Alone Mills, had a
large corn-crib and granary washed away, con-
taining wheat, oats, corn, ten sacks of salt, grain
cradle, harness, &c. Mr. Harrison’s mill, and
Col. Brown’s woolen factory, situated on a little
stream known as Whistle creek, about 4 miles
West of Lexington, were seriously damaged.

. STorM ox THURSDAY.—Qur town was visited
by a violent storm on last Thursday evening
about 4 o'clock. The excessive heat of the day,
and the hurricane with whick it closed, were
more appropriate to a tropical climate than ours.
The wind was from the Northwest and blew down
a number of fruit and other trees. The storm
reached the city of Fredericksburg-about 7.15 of
the same day, and did considerable damage to
buildings and other property.

In the neighborhood of Moscow and Parnassus
a flood little inferior to the big flood in June, vis-
ited the entire region from Parnassus to Bridge-
water. Mossy Creek and 1its tributaries were
very high and Long Glade was higher than it
has been for years. Much hay and wheat was
washed away, together with considerable fenc-
ing. Prof. White's riding horse was killed by
lightning in his yard and quite elose to his house.
Mr. Swisher on the old Blair farm near Spring
Hill bad two horses killed the same eyening.—
Mr. John A. Herring, near Dayton, had a rick
of wheat burned by lightning near about the
same time. Some of the hail stones in the vi-
cinity of Moscow were of remarkable size. The
corn near Parnassus was injured to some extent.
