Messrs. Editors:?

As so mauy are asking for
information concerning the cultivation of broom
corn, how to save it aud prepare it for market,
I have thought good to extract the following
itemsfrom the "Farmers Gazette aud Indus-
trial Index," March Number:

1. It is important the ground should be
good. It ought to be as fresh as you want for
Indian Corn. It should be well broken and if
harrowed, is all the better lor it.

2. Plant the seed in the Spring when the
ground is warm and in good condition.

3. Rows should be three and a half feet
apart, and the seed should be drilled. One
stalk of corn should be left, if too thick in the
row, six inches apart.

4. All depends upon good cultivation. Cul-
tivate as for Indian Corn, keeping down tho
weeds.

5. Cut when the seed are in the milk.
6. "Tabling."?This consists in bending the

stalks of two rows diagonally across each
other, about two feet from the ground. The
brush projects beyond the row, and is then cut
and laid on the table, thus formed to dry. The
third row is then cut and laid on the same ta-
ble ; by this means the "way on row" is out?
that is the way on row to every six rows. I
will explain: 12 34 5 6 represent six rows ;
1 and 2 and 5 and 6 are table rows ; 3 is cut
and placed on ihe table of 1 and 2?4_ is cut
and placed on the table of 5 and 6. It is easy
to sec that three and four are wagon rows,
with a table on each side convenient for load-
ing into the wagon.

7. Cutting?lf the brush is large, six inches
of stalk should be left to it, but to the small
brush, say, twelve inches. In cutting have
sharp knives with good handles.

8. Inserted. ?Different persons will thrash
off the seed in various ways. At the Inst
the seed is removed by means %f the ordinary
shuck hackle.

9 Curing.?-The oorn must be perfectly pro-
tected from the sun and the rain, iv sheds.

10. The yield is from four hundred to one
thousand pounds per acre.

One bushel properly pus iv will plaut twelve-
acres, and the usual yield of seed per acre is
fifty or sixty bushels, and if ripe will make as
much nutritious food for stock as the same acre
wou'dmake of Indian corn.

Trusting the above information will prove of
service to our farmers who have gone into the
culture of broom corn,

Editors Spectator:

After a long silence, I again
resume the quill for the purpose of communi-
cating a few items of current news that have
transpired since my last.

The farmers have so lar as I am advised,
secured their crops of wheat and give a very
favorable report of the perfection to which it
arrivedexcept in some localities where it was
partially injured by hail. They also give glow-
ing accounts of their prospect for corn and
grass.

The watering places are not filling up with
visitors as rapidly as was anticipated. There
are now about seventy-five at the Warm, one
hundred at the Hot, and one hundred and
thirty at the Healing Springs. The increased
number at the Healing is owing, no doubt, to
the propensity of Southern people for gold
plumage. The travel principally seems to be
in the direction of Cape May, Saratoga and
Long Branch, caused no doubt by a reduction
of travelling expenses.

Several deaths have occurred in this vicinity
within the past few days. Mrs. Lacy, an old
lady of some eighty years of age, died on the
23rd ult., after an illness of about four weeks
J. L. Fry, Esq , a well known citizen -of this
place died on the 28th ult., after a long aodse-
vere illness of urinary effection. On last even-
ing death removed from our midst Joseph Shu-
mate, one of our most highly respectable
youths. He had been suffering froth Hemor-
rhage of the lungs for more than twelve
months. In his death the family have lost a
dutiful son, the community deprived of one of
its best citizens and the Presbyterian Church
divested of one of its brightest jewels.

The trial of Wm. Cleek, charged with thoot-
ing Sam'l C. Burger with intent to kill, was
concluded at the last term of our Court, and
resulted in a fine* of ten dollars and impris-
onment in the County Jail for ten months.?
Tbe trial was conducted on the part Of the
Commonwealth by Col Terrill, assistedby Gov.
Letcher, and on the part of the defence by
Col. Skeen. Two days were consumed in the
trial, the second day bping principally taken
up w|th the argument, and for learned rer
search and sound judgment could not be sur?
passed by legal professors of more favored
places, although they think but little good can
come out of such a Nazareth as Warm Springs.
Tbe principal point of argument for the de-
fence was the plea of insanity, which was con-
sidered by the Court as simulated insanity.
