THE MEMORY OF GENERAL LEE
IN BALTIMORE.

That was a grand meeting they had in Balti-.
more Saturday week to pay honor to the mem-
ory of Gen. Lee. Distinguished soldiers, sail-
ors, and civilians participated. Long lists of
presidents, vice-presidents, &e., arein the pa-
pers, and volumes of speeches. Here is an ex-
tract from a speech made by one of Gen. Lee's
former staff, Charles Marshall, Esq., which it
is worth any man’s while to read. He said:

. We recall him as he appeared in the hour of
victory, grand, imposing, awe-inspiring, yet
seif-forgetful and humble. We recall the great
ecenes of his triumph, when we hailed him vie-
tor on many a bloody ficid, and when above the
peeans of victory we listened with reverence to
his voice as he ascribed ‘‘ail glory to the Lord
of Hosts, from whom all glories are.”” (Ap-
plause.) We remember that grand magnanim-
ity that never stooped to pluck those meaner
things that grow nearest the earth upon the
tree of victory, but which, with eyes turned to
the stars and hands raised towards heaven,
gathered the golden fruits of mercy, pity and
holy charity, that ripen on its topmost boughs
beneaih the approvieg smile of the great God
of battles. [Applause]

SELF-ABNEGATION OF LEE.

We remember the sublime self-abnegation of
Chancellorsville, when, in the midst of his vie-
torious legions, who, with the light of batile
yet on their faces, hailed him couqueror, he
thought only of his great lieutenant lying
wounded on the field, and transferred to him
all the honor of that iliustrious day.

I will be pardoned, I am sure, for referring
to an incident which affords to my mind a most
striking iliustration of one of the grandest fea-
tures of bis character.

INCIDENTS OF BATTLE,

Ou the morning of May 34, 1863. as many

of you will remember, the final assault was
u;ﬁde upon the Federal linos at Chancellors-
ville.
Gen. Lee accompanied the troops in person,
and as they emerged from the fierce combat
they had waged in “‘the depths of that tangled
wilderness,’’ driving the superior forces of the
enemy before them across the open ground, hs
rode into their midst. The scene is one that
can never ie effaced from the minds of those
who witnessed it." The troops were pressing
forward with all the ardor and enthusiasm of
combat, The white smoke of musketry fring-
ed the extended front of the line of battle,
while the artiliery on the hills in the rear of
the infantry shook the earth with its thunder,
aud filled the air with the wild shrieks of the
shells that plunged into the masses of the re-
treating foe. To add still greater horror and
sublimity to the scene, the Chancellorsville
house and the woods surrounding it were wrap-
ed in flames. In the midst of this awful scene
Gen. Lee, mounted upon that horse which we
all remember so well, rode to the frout of his
advancing battalions. His presence was the
signal for one of those uncontrollable outbarsts
of enthusiasm which pone can appreciate who
have not witnessed them. [Applause ]

The fierce soldiers, with their faces blacken-
ed with the smoke of battle, the wounded
crawling with feeble limbs from the fury of the
devouring flames, all seemed possessed with a
common impulse. One long, unbroken cheer,
in which the feeble cry of those who lay help-
less on the earth blended with the strong veices
of those who stiil fought, rose high above the
roar of battle, and hailed the presence of the
victorious Chief. He sat in the full realization

I locked upon him in the complete fruition of
the succeas which his genius, courage, and con-
fidence in his army had won, I thought that it
must have been from some such scene that men
in ancient days ascended to the dignity of the
gods. [Applause.]

LEE'S MAGNANIMITY.

His first care was tor the wounded of both
armies, and he was among the foremost at the
burning mauvsion where some of them Ilay.
But at that moment, when the transports of
his victorious troops were drowning the roar of
battle with acclamations, a note was brought
to him from Gen. Jackson. It was brought
to Gen. Lee as he sat on his horse near the
Chancellorsville house, and unable to open it
with his gauntleted hands, he passed it to me
with directions to read it to him. The unote
wmade no mention of the wound that General
Jackson had received, but congratulated Gen.
Lee upon the great victory.

1 shail never forget the look of pain and an-
guish that passed over his face as he listened.
With a voice broken with emo¢ion he bade me
say to Gen. Jackson that the victory was his,
and that the congratulations were due him.
[Applause and cheers.] I know not how oth-
ers may regard this incidont, but for myself, as
I gave cxpressicn to the thoughts of his exalt-
ed mind, I forgot the genius that won the day
in my reverence for the generosity that refused
its glory.

LEE AT GETTYSBURG.

There is one other incident to which I beg
permission to refer, that I may perfect the pic-
ture. On the 3d of July, 1863, the last as-
sault of the Confederate troops upon the
heights of Gettysburg failed, and again Gen.
Lee was among his baffled and shattered battal-
i0as as they sullenly retired from their brave
attempt. The history of that battle is yet fo
be written, and the responsibility for the result
yet to be fised. But there, with the paicful
consciousness that his plans had been frustra-
ted by others, and that defeat and humiliation
had overtaken his army, in the presence of his
troops he openly assumed the entire responsi-

of all that soldiers dream of—triumph; and as |

bility of the campaign and of the last battle.
One word from him would have relieved him
of this responsibility, but that word he refused
to utter until it could be spoken without fear
of doing  the least injustice. |Applause.]
Thus, my fellow-soldiers, I have presented to
you our great commauder in the supreme mo-
ments of triumph and defeat. I caonot more
stroogly illustrate his character. Has it been
surpassed in history? Is there another in-
stancé of such self-abnegation among men?
The man rose high above victor in the one in-
stance, and, harder still, the'man rose superior
to disaster in the other.” It was such incidents
as these that gave Gen. Lee the absolute and
Spdoubung confidence and affection of his sol-
iers.

Re.v. Thomas U. Dudley, Jr., at the immense
meeting held in Baltimore last Saturday week
in honor of Gen. Lee, spoke as follows:

"‘The Rev. T. U. Dudley, of Christ Church,
eaid he wished to'speak as a Counfederate sol-
dier to Confederates. He counted himself hap-
py that he could bring his little tribute and lay
1t upon the bier of their chieftain. = Soldiers,
they have buried him to-day in the chapel at
Lexington, Perhaps at some future day his
remains will be brought to Richmond to be
buried, not on the hill with Presidents, but let
bim be buried where the boys lie, [vociferous
and prolonged cheering, ] that when the grand
reveille shail sound the boys may see their be-
loved chieftain in their midst. [Loud cheers.]
I koew him well, I kpew him when he -re-
fiected honor on that flag which puny malice
refused to have unfurled at half-mast in res-
pect to his memory. [Cheers and waving of
handkerchiefs and hats.] Soldiers, you were
his skicld between Richmond and the foe. In
the monument you are building to-night I want
you to-put on the top ‘‘Christian.” [Applause
and cheers. ]

I come not to speak of him as a patriot; I
come not to speak of him as a general ; I come
to speak to you of him as a Christian. There
has been written on the monument in your

General R. E. Lee.

Gen. Robert E. Lee was born in Oetober,
1807, and was the son of General Henry Lee,
whose distinguished courage during the war of
the revolution gained for him the soubriquet of

Light Horse Harry,” and who also heid the
positicus of Governor of Virginia, in 1792, and
of lRepresentative from that State in Congress,
in 1799.

Robert Edward Lee entered West Point in
1825, and entered the United States army as
Second Lieutenant, becoming First Lieutenant
in 1836; and Captain two years later. In 1846
Lee was appointed Engineer-in-Chief to the
United States army in Mexico, was brevetted
Major in April of that year for ‘‘gallant con-
duet at the battle of Cerro Gordo,"” Lieutevant
Colonel in August, 1847, for distinguished bra-
very in the actions of Contreras and Cherubus-
co, and Colonel (September 13, 1347; for emi-
nent services at Chepultepec. Aiter the close
of the war, Colonel Lee was re-appownted a
wmember of the United States Board of Eugi-
neers, andZin 1852 was madegsuperintendent of
West Point Military Academy, which he Leld
till March, 1855, when he was appointed Lieu-
tenant Colonel of eavairy. In 1861 he received
his Coloneley, but resigned his commission
within a month afterward, aud offered his swerd
to his native State, Virginia, which had just
seceded from the Union, and was then threat-
ened by the Federal forees. His offer being
promptly aceepied, Colonel Lee was appointed
ommander-in-Chief of the #*Virginia troops,
with the rank of Gedtral in the Coufederaie
army. He occupied himself with the placing
of his troops in a state of perfect organization
and equipment, until May, 1862, when he su-
perseded General J. E. Johnston in the com-
mand of the army entrusted with the defence
of Richmond, at that time threatened by a for-
midable Federal army under the command of
General McClellan. In the sangunivary cam-
paign that ensued, the object of which was the
captare of the Confederate capitai, a series of
desperate aitacks on the part of the Nationals

THE GREAT AND Farrarur A. P. Hmo.—
The New York World says :

If the wandering, death-bed utterances of the
two great Confederate chieftains, ‘‘Stonewall”’
Jackson and Robert E. Lee, may be considered
as fioal upon the matter, then the late Confed-
erate General A. P. Hill, who lost his life at
the closing batile of the war, must be accepted
by history as the most trusted coadjutor of
these eminent commanders. In his dying mo-
ments Jackson esclaimed : *“Send A. P. Hill
to the front!”’ Upon his death-bed at Lex-
ington Geeneral Lee, as the telegraph states,
bis miud reverting to the bloody events of the
war, “‘once ordered his tent to be struck, and
at another time desired Hill to be sent for.””—
Thus does it appear that, in the supreme mo-
ments of the closing hours of those men upon
whose shoulders rested the heaviest burdens of
the war upon the side of the Confederacy, came
the utterances, born of delirium, but more sol-
emn for that reason, that stamps General A.
P. Hill as a man whose presence was to be de-
sired and whose fidelity was assured. No high-
er compliment could be paid to his memory
than these parting words of Lee and Jackson.

(known as the seven days’ fights around Rich-
moud) were repulsed by General Lee, who,
moreover, aided by (Feneral *‘Stonewall’” Jack-
son, completely baffled all General McCleilan’s
strategical efforts, and compelled him to re-
treat. In August of the same year, General
Lee forced the Federal army under Gen. Pope
to fall precipitately back upon Washington.—
The campaigos he conducted in Maryland and
Pennsylvania in 1862-'3 were, however, not so
fortunate. After gaining the advantage and
holding his position during a hotly-contested
battle at Antietam, 17th Sept., 1862, General
withdrew his forces across the Potomac;
and although victorious in the first day’s battle
at Gettysburg (July 1, 1863), he met with a
repulse two days afterward, and was compelled
to retire across the Potomac. Previous to this,
however, General Lee had sigaally defeated
General Buraside’s army at Frederickshure,
December 12-13, 1862, and also under General
Hooker at Chancellorsville, May 1-4, 1863.—
From August, 1863, till May, 18064, General
Lee was engaged in operations along the line
of the Rappahanuozk, and fought a succession
of desperate battles, in each of which he sig-
nally repulsed the Federal forces in the Wider-
ness, May 5, 1864, after which he retired to his
old posiiion on the James River, on the Tth
and 8th.

Oa February 5, 1865, Gen, Lee was appoint-
ed Commander-in-Chief of all the Confederate
armies in the field, and uatil Aprilin that year,
heid the defences of Petersburg and Richmond,
fighting numerous battles to retzin them, in
which he successfully resisted the assaults of
the forces under Gen. Grant, numerically vastly
superior to his own, and supplied with all the
advantages of arms and subsistence, of which'
the army under Gen. Lee was alwost eatirely
destitute. Qa 2d of April, he was at last dis-
lodged from his entrenchmwents by superior for-
ces, compelled to retreat from Petersburg, and
eventually to surrender himself and army to
Gen. Grant, on the 9th, Gen. Lee was install-
ed President of Washington Coliege, Virginia,
Octo. 2d, 1865, a position which he filled with
signal ability up to the time of his death.
