Constitution of the Augusta Memorial As-
sociation for the Confederate Dead, A-
dopted October 19th, 1870.

ARTICLE .
The name of this Association shall be ““The
Augus:z Memorial Association for the Confed-
erate Dead.”’

ARTICLE II
The object of this Asscciation shall be the
preservation, care and annual decoration of the
graves of the Confederate Dead, who are io-
terred in Thornrose Cemetery and other locali-
ties in Augusta County.
ARTICLE TII.

The members of this Associztion shall con-
sist of all persons, not deserters from the Con-
federate Army, who shall contribute annually
the sum of fifty cents for the purposes of the
Association,

ARTICLE IV.

Honerary members of the Association shall
consist of all persons who shall contribute the
sum of five dollars for the purposes of the As-
seciation.

ARTICLE V,
The officers of the Association shall be a
President in Staunton, and one Viee President
in each Township of the County, a Secretary
and a Treasurer; and these cificers shall be
elected by the Association at each annual meet-
ing, coovened for the purpose of decorating
the graves of the Confederate dead. Their
duties shall be such as are appropriate to their
respective offices, and as may be specified by
the By-Laws of the Association.

ARTICLE VI.
There shall be aa Executive Committee, con-
sisting of five members, inclusive of the Pres-
ident of the Associaiion, who shall be ex offi-
cio, a member aud chairman therecf, to be
chosen by the Association at each anuual meet-
ing tkereof, and of whom three shail consti-
tute a quorum for the transaciion of business
It shall be the daty of the Executive Commit-
tee to transact the current business of the As-
sociation ; to determine and direct all the op-
erations of the Asscciation in reference to the
graves of the Confederate decad, and to make
all contracts in regard thereto ; and to control
all the expenditures of the Association. Upon
their draft, all the moneys of the Association
shall be paid by the Treasurer, and to them
the Treasurer shall report the condition of the
Finances of the Association whenever required
so to do. Said Committee shall have power to
draft by-laws for their own government and for
the government of the officers of the Assccia-
tion, to appoint sub-committees, and to ap-
point a Secretary fur the purpose of keeping a
record of all their acts and resolutions; and
shall meet wheuever required so to do by the
chairman of the Committee, The Execative
Committee shail make a report of their trans-
acticns to each anpual meeting of the Associa-
tion.

ARTICLE VIL

The Association shall meet yearly, at a place
to be designated by the President, on the 9th
of June, as the : | “Memorial Day’’ of the
Assoeiaiion, to de : the graves of the Con-
federate dead and to transact appropriate bus-
mne-s.

The President of the Asscciation, assisted
by the Exzecutive Committee. shall prescribe
:he ceremonies of the Memorial Day, provide
for the delivery of snch addresses as wmay be
proper, and give sufficient previous notice
thercof by puhtication in the newspapers of
the County.

The President and Vice Presidents shali be,
ex officio, Marshals ot the day.

ARTICLE VIIL

The annual contributions of the mewbers of
the onciation shall be expended, under the
direciicn of the Executive Committee, in keep-
ing in yepair the graves of the Cuonfederate
dead in Augusta. The fund arising from the
contributions of honorary members may be in-
vested in a permanent fund or otherwise as the
Association way determine.

ARTICLE IX.

The Secretary shall inseribe the names of the
members of the Association in a well bound
book for preservation, and the roll of members
shall be published annually, in the papers of
Augusta, under the direction of the President.

From our New York Correspondent.
Josh Billings.
New Yorxg, Oct. 21st, 1870.

Last night Mr. W. F. Shaw, better known
as “‘Josh Billings,”” and who racks first among
the humorists ot America, delivered a lecture
at Steinway Hall on the subject of Milk. The
lceturer is a man of about fifty, six feet high,
a dark complexion, long black hair, and a
moustache to suit. He wears spectacles, is
somewhat stooped, and has a clear voice, a lit-
tle slow and drawling.

After staring about him, particularly at the
chandeliers and everywhere but at the audience,
he came forward to the stand and after ma-
noeuvreing his manuseript book as a parson in
search of bis text, turuing it one way and then
another, and finally looking at the title, he
poured from the pitcher on the stand a giass
of milk, and after smacking his lips over it,
said—*'A good many good cssays have been
written on Milk, but the best thing I have ever
seen on it is—cream.”’ And that proved to be
all the Milk in his lecture, for he did not men-
tion the subject again.

The lecture embraced seraps of humor on
all subjects from Long Branch to ‘‘biles,”’ in-
cluding wise sayings and ‘‘answers to corres-
pondents.” Having taken no notes, 1 give
from memory a few random shots. Speaking
of honest men he said: ** ‘Au honest man is
the noblest work of God,’ but the demand has
been so limited that the greater part of the edi-
tion must still be on the author’s hands.”’—
Human bappiness he compared to a pursuit of
the wandering flea: you put your hand on it
and it is gone—you clap down your hand on
the spot it went to, and that is the place where
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_the territories, 1 would
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it was.

Nothiog is made in vain,”’ said the lecturer,
“but I've often thought that the time spent in
manufacturing mosquitoes was wasted.””  On
long sermons, he said: ‘‘If a preacher cannot
strike oil in 40 minutes he is either boring with
a very poor gimlet or boring in the wroog
place.”” In answering a correspondent who
made inquiry eoncerning the miracle of Jonah
and the whale, he said: ‘‘I am wholly unable
to realize the feelings of Jonah when he was
in the whale’s—society, and I don’t think
either he or the whale fully comprehended the
situation; but a Yankee would have eut out
the blubber and towed him’ into port.”” In
answering a young lady correspondent as to
whether she should exchange photographs
with her lover,he said ‘*he would or he wouldn't
just as he thought best or worst; but if it were
him he thinks he would or he wouldn‘t—or
otherwise.”’

But the honest lecturer vented his whole
spleen upon *‘biles.”” He had evidently becn
a sufferer in his day. For general discomfort
pothing equalled them in the whole range of
haman misery. The more you try to cure
them the worse they get, ‘‘and they are so
saucy and impertinent that sometimes when
you have a bile you can’t sit down into a chair
without it gets in before you.”” Nothing was
left but to grin and bear it until the blessed
day of *‘bankruptey’’ came. Then ‘‘iusol-
vency’’ wiped away all sorrow; and after fecl-
ingly poriraying the pleasures of recovering
from a *‘bile,”’” the lecturer retired amid thun-
dering applanse.

The city
will have its municipal offieer, including treas-
urer The treasurer of Staunton will have
nothing whaicver to do with the funds of the
county ; mor, on the other hand, will the coun-
ty treasurer have aught to do with the funds of
the city. If Staunton be not a city, but vote,
and so on, with the county as heretofore, why
then I eannot appreciate the modesty or mag-
nanimity of one of her citizens who would de-
sire the office of county treasurer, when the
town alrcady monopelizes the offices of profit
and honor ia the county.

Aithough Staunton has the State Senator,
the three members of the House of Delegates,
the Superintendent of Public Schools, and the |
Clerks of both the Cirecit and Counuty Courts,
yet she had not less than four candidates for
treasurer—being nearly ope-haif of all the can-
didates—allthough she has only about one-sev-
enth of the whole population of the city and
connty combined. It is truly distasteful to-see
guch an inordinate greed for effice.

There is springing up in the county a feeling
of antipathy towards the towa {city 7) DBy way
of parenthesis, I ask to be pardoned for using
the terms ‘‘town’’ and “city’’ interchangeably.
I do not wish to give color to the allegation of
many citizens of the connty that Stauanton wish- |
es to be a city for certain purpeses, and to be a |
part of the county for certain other purposes.
But, to return to this contest between the coun-
ty and eity: Is it causcless ? it is surely need-
iess, 1t1s impossible for the one to prosper
wichiout the other vrospering also.  But whilst
the prosperity of the county and city is almost |
pecessarily mutual, yet this contest is not alio
gether innocuous. It may be hurtiul when coe- |
cert of acticn is nec y in somie public meas- |
ure. It has defeated one measuve |
which was decmed of vital importance to the |
county. The contest is either not causeless, or |
the city of Staunion contains all the talent aud |
qualification for office in the limits of the coun- |
ty. It is difficult to imacine that all the talent, |
integrity and qualification tor office is cuncen- |
trated in the city of Staunton. Yet, after the |
incubation of a wmiserable caucus before the |
elecilon for members of the Legisiature in 13
69, we received the startlin. intellizence that
the caucus had hatched outail four of the can-
didates from the town ef Siaunton, and we
mu=t vote for them, otherwise a radical or rad-
icals would be elected. ‘T'his was just a few

days before the eleetion, and the people of the |
county voted tor and elected them ; they will
never do so again. We bonestly believe that
there is some talent, qualification and patriot-
ism outside of the eity.

What are the comparative claims of the three
candidates for your support? As to Mr. Me-
Cutchen, the so-called republican eandidate, 1
choose to draw the mantle of charity over his
war record, aud pass on to Mr. Cochran, the
pominee. He has as mueh claim as any other
honest and qualified man of Richmond or Pe-
tersburg ; or if Staunton does actually embody
all the talent and qualification for offices of hon-
or and profit in the connty, why then vote for
him. But I unhesitatingly assert that he has
no substantial claim whatever upon the people
of the county for their support. He has no
specific claim, for he was not in the army atall,
being exempted from duty all the while.

Capt. Paul has substantial and specifie claims
apon you. That he is houest and capable no
onc wil! undertake todeny. These are the pre-
requisites for all offices. He needs the profits
of the office. a thing not remarkable, for near- |
ly every faithful soldicr who scived througbout
the war was necessarily crippled in finances, —
His war record is well knowu ; of this I need
only give a very suceinet review. He volun-
teered in 1861 and served faithfully in the ar-
mies of Gens. Johnson and Jackson urtil the
battle of Port Republic where he lost a leg.—
As soon as he sufficiently recovered, he was ap-
pointed Enrolling officer for Augusta county,
in which position he gave eatire satisfaction to
the close of the war.

Voters of Avgusta! a faithful and disabled
soldier, one of the county’s wards, desires and
peeds an office. I deem it almost a work of
supererogation to more than simply remind
you of your solemn obligation to support him
in preference to all others. Thisis an oblige-
tion from which nothing can absoive you.
boldly assert that no convention, nor the fear
that a candidate of the Republican party may
be elected, nor anything eise can release you
from your obligation to support one of Augus-
ta’s disabled sons. If the voters of the coun-
ty have so soon forgottenr their obligations to
their crippled defenders, it matters but little
who is elected to office, provided he be honest
and eompetent. I hope it will be a cheerful
duty for every man in the county to go to the
polls and cast his vote for Capt. Samuel Paul.
