mercialcity on the Southern sea-board. It is
for this reason that I have steadfastly advo-
cated the completion of the route, and I trustI may properly claim some credit for having
induced the Baltimoreand Ohio Railroad Com-
pany to afford you active assistance; so you
may be well assured that no effort on my part
will be wanting to promote the future useful-
ness and prosperity of the work in which you
are engaged. But I cannot take upon myself
the burden of the personal management andsuperintendence of the affairs of your road.?
After marly years of active aDd laborious life I
need rest, and the necessity of this repose ob-
liges me to decline the proposed honor. I beg
that you will make known to all my friends in
Virginia my grateful appreciation of their con-
fidence in me.

REMARKS OF COL. M. O. HARMAN.
Col. M. G. Harman, President pro tern, ofthe Valley Railroad Company, said it was with

deep regret he heard Mr. Hopkins announce
that he could not accept the position tendered.
His leasons for declining were good, yet he re-
gretted exceedingly, tie appreciated the en-
ergy of Mr. Hopkins in assisting to push for-
ward to completion the Winchester and Stras-
burg Road, now in successful operation, and he
had hoped that Mr. H. would have found it
convenient and agreeable to accept the Presi-
dency of the Valley Road. He felt confident
that, under Mr. Hopkins' management, the
Valley Road would be completed at an early
day. The people ofthe Valley had themselves
worked earnestly to accomplish this object, but
as yet without entire success. The amount
still required to put this great line under con-
tract was $213,000. He knew that Mr. Hop-
kins would render the road all the aid in his
power, as he promised; for what he said he
meant. He well remembered hi. business re-
lations with the people of the Valley, and re-
ferred to his earlier intercourse with them in
connection with the covered wagons of Ten-
nessee. He hoped that a Baltimore man would
be selected, and that Mr. Hopkins would lend
his aid in making such a selection for the Pres-
idency of the ValleyBoad, and that that man
would exert himself to bring about its early
completion. The people of the Valley could
not, with any sort of grace, ask the people ot
Baltimore to do more than they had already
done in the way of contributions to the great
object they had in view. Under a legislative
act, requiring a three-fifths vote, the subscrip-
tion of Augusta county, one of the wealthiest
in the Valley, to the stock of the road, was
lost; otherwise the requisite capital for build-
ing the road would long since have been se-
cured. The wealth of Augusta county alone
would furnish more than three times the whole
amount required. Col. Harman concluded by
appealing again to Mr. Hopkins to give his aid
in selecting an able Baltimorean to take hold
of this great work, and push it forward to ear-
ly completion.

The committee then retired. A meeting ol
the Board of Directors was held at Barnum's
at six o'clock in the evening, and at eleven
o'clock Mr. Robert Garrett, son of John VV.
Garrett, E_q., was elected President of tho
Company. A committee immediately waited
on Mr. Garrett and informed him of his elec-
tion, which, after much hesitation, he accepted.
It is now confidently stated that the whole of
the road from Strasburg to Salem will be put
under contract, and will be built wiih all prac-
ticable despatch. It will run through the Val-
ley, and the heaviest grade is represented to be
but fifty feet to the mile.

Declination of John Hopkins, Esq, to Ac-
cept the Presidency?Election of

Robert Garrett, Esq.
For several days past a committeeof gentle-

men from the Valley of Virginia, together with
a number of the Directors of the Virginia Val-
ley Railroad, have been in this city on business
connected with the interests of that road. On
Saturday the committee called in a body on
Johns Hopkins, Esq , and asked him to accept
of the Presidency ofthe Company. The com-
mittee was invited into the room of the Board
ofDirectors of the Merchants' National Bank,
soon after which Mr. Hopkins made his ap-
pearance.

MR. HUNTER'S REMARKS.
R. W. Hunter. Esq., of Winchester was in-troduced to Mr. Hopkins, and said : Sir, at a

large convention of citizens from the counties
composing the Valley of Virginia, which met
at Harrisonburg, Va., on the 13th of the pres-
ent month, on motion of Colonel M. G. Har-
man of Augusta, the following resolution was
unanimously adopted :

Resolved, That the President of the Conven-
tion appoint a committee of citizens of
the Valley to request the Board of Directors
of the Valley Railroad Company to elect Johns
Hopkins, Esq., of Baltimore city, to the Pres
idency of the Company, made vacant by the
death of Virginia's most distinguished son,
General Robert E Lee, and that the said com-
mittee proceecfto Baltimore at as early a day
as practicable and ascertain whether Mr. Hop-
kins will accept the position.

Under the above resolution the following
named gentlemen were appointed :

of whom are here at present.
In discharging the duty thus imposed, the

committee are of opinion that little need bead-
ed to the language of the resolution by way of
more clearly defining its object or more strong-
ly enforcing its appeal. It tells its own sad
story of the death of Virginia's greatest and
best beloved son, to whom our people looked
as their leader in the great enterprises and tri-
umph of peace, as they had formerly done in
the struggles of war.

We had cherished the hope that his valua-
ble life would be spared to complete the grand
scheme of connecting by rail tbe North aod
South through our rich and beautiful Valley,
to which the energies of his mind and the feel-
ings of his heart were especially devoted?a
public improvement which commended itself
to his superior judgment as most important not
only to the Valley, but to your enterprising city
of Baltimore and the country at large, that
could possibly be realized.

But our hopes have been blasted by his un-
timely death ; and in our extremity, we appeal
to you, sir, as a representative of the commer-
cial enterprise of your city?as one thoroughly
acquainted with the immense resources of the
region through which the road is to pass, and
the rich results to the property of your city
which will follow from its construction?and as
one amply commanding the influence and finan-
cial ability requisite to ensure success?to lend
your poweiful aid to the enterprise and carry
it forward to speedy completion.

Iv conclusion, permit us to sa*,, if it should
be your pleasure to yield to our request and ac-
cept the position, we feel assured that you
could not crown your long and useful life by
any achievement that would redound io greater
good to the people among whom that life has
been spent, or to your own fame, if such an
object be worthy of your consideration.

Mr. Editor .-?Although not a subscriber, yet
I am a reader of your paper, being only a so-
journer here for the present. I see you have
no correspondent from this part of the coun-
try ; if acceptable I will give you the news of
this section while I remain here.

We have no local news of interest, except
that there has just closed a revival of religion,
which resulted in 34 accessions to the church.
Last March, the congregation worshiping here,
hired Rev. Wm Et McNeer of the Baltimore
Conference M. E. Church, South, to become
their regular pastor and to take charge of Oak-
land Acidemy at this place. Under his pas-
toral care the church has steadily grown in
numbers and religious experience. The Sab-
bath School, under the Superintendence of Dr.
H. H. Jones, has been a great success and is
one of the best Sabbath Schools to be found in
the country. The children under his care have
all learned to sing?ir, would do you good to
hear them?it is a model school. But no less
success has attended the labors of the Acad-
emy. lam sure (and hope I will be pardoned
as I am one of the students), that no set of
students have accomplished more in five
months than we have under our principal, and
he has the happy laculty of advancing student-
more rapidly than any man I know of, and yet
he never suffers a student to pass over a thing
until he thoroughly understands it. He seems
to know how to make every one study to his
utmost capacity, and they have learned to do
it. He stirs us early?he stirs us late?that is,
he stirs us ail the time. The experience of al!
is, that they never knew how to study before.
I can say from experience, that a young man
can do no better in any school preparatory to
College than here. The discipline is line, firm,
but mild. Every young man is treated as a
gentleman until he proves himself unworthy ol
such treatment. A better society is no where
to be found?no profanity?no drunkenness?
no inducements to young men to become im-
moral, but al! influences are in an opposite di-
rection. Nearly every citizen is a church mem-
ber ?the entire school are church members?
preaching every Sabbath?prayer meeting
twice a week?one by the young men. Where
could young men find a better situation. And
then the charges are so much below what they
are elsewhere. For 10 calendar months $110
pays all expense, which is nearly eleven school
months. Should young men short of funds
desire an education, here is their chance. The
school is now full (40 students), but the second
session now opens iv March. The present
session closes February 28;h. Examination,
24th, 25th, 26th and 27th. Exhibition 28th.
Come out Mr. Editor, we will give you a cor-
dial welcome and plenty to eat. More anon.
