Private Letter from General Lee.
The original of the following private letter

from Gen. Lee to his son, was found at Arling-
ton House, during the late war. It is inter-
esting as illustrating a phase in his character:

Arlington House, April sth, 1852.
My Dear Son :?I am just in the act of leav-

ing home for New Mexico. My old regiment
has been ordered to that distantregion, and I
must hasten to see that they are properly taken
care of. I have but little to add in reply to
your letters of March 26. 27 and 28 Your
letters breathe a spirit of frankness; they have
given myself and your mother great pleasure.
You must study to be frank with the world;
frankness is the child of honesty and courage.
Say what you mean to do on every occasion,
and take it for granted you do right. It a
friend asks a favor, you should grant it, if it is
po-sible, if not tell him plaiuly why you can-
not; you will wrong him and wrong yourself
by equivocation of any kiud. Never do a
wrong thing to make a friend or keep one;
the man who requires you to do so, is dearly
purchased at such a sacrifice. Deal kindly, but
firmly, with your classmates, you will find it the
policy which wears best. Above all do nit ap-
pear to others what jou are not. If you have
any fault to find with any one, tell him, not
oihers, of what you complain ; there is no more
dangerous experiment than that of underta-
king to be one thing before a man's face and
another behind his back. We should live, act
and say nothing to tbe injury of any one. It
is not only best as a mutter of principle, but it
is the path of peace and honor.

In regard to duty, let me, in conclusion of
this hasty letter, inform you that nearly a hun-
dred years ago there was a day of remarkable
gloom and darkness?still known as the dark
day?a day when the light of the sun was slow-
ly extinguished as if by an eclipse.
