Perils of Balloon Travel from Paris.

We have to thank Messrs. Gustave Kuhn &
Co., of No 7 Murray Btreet, in this city, for
the perusal of some original letters from Mr.
Jacques Friedmann, their representative in
Parn*, which detail the mishaps of a party .hai
left Paris on the 7rh of October lor Tours, in a
balloon, and had the ill luck to fall premature-
ly, and close to the Prussian lines of invest-
ment Mr Friedman wrote to Mr Kuhn on
the 6th of October announcing the intended
trip. Mr. Piper, a government contractor, at-
tempted to leave Paris by balloon on the 28th
of September, but had been prevented at the
last moment by his bulk and weight. He then
had a balloon constructed expressly for his own
use, as urgent bu. mess affairs required his
presence elsewhere than in Paris, and the fol-
lowing letter of Mr. Friedmann, which we
translate from the original, describes the re-
sult :

Paris, October 13, 1870.
Dear Mr. Kuhn :

On the 7th of October Mr. Piper and I as-
cended in a balloon, and have since then en-
dured the most terrible sufferings and anxie-
ties in consequence of having fallen between
the French and Prussian outposts near Stains,
where both forces kept up a steady fire on us
for more than an hour. We had fallen into an
immense pond, and it was only by feigning to
be dead for fully three hours, or from the mo-
ment when we descended until dusk, that we
escaped. At last we got away by swimming,
sometimes plunging almost up to our shoul-
ders into the mire ofthe puddle ; and thus on-
ly were we at length enabled to reach the
French outposts. All that we had with us was
carried away by the balloon, which rose again
at once as we left it. I send you herewith en-
closed a clipping from the Figaro of October
10, which gives the most exact details of our
mishap. To have escaped safe and sound
seems to us miraculous. * * * *

We append the extract from the Figaro of
October Bth. referred to in the above :

THE LA VILETTE BALLOON
At forty-five minutes past two o'clock yes-

terday afternoon a hallo .11 wf'ht up from the
gas works at La Vilette Its car contained
Mr. Piper, an arm\ contractor, with letter-* for
Tours; Mr Friedmann and one of M. Go-
dard . employees

Wafted by a southwest wind the balloon was
moving rather -low;y to the northward, when.
ah'Ut half an hour after starring, it suddenly
became disenflared and fell, almost like a dead
mass, into a pond formed by an inundation of
theriver Craud

The situation of the aerial traveller"* was ex-
tremely critical Th-y had fahen at a distance
of but fifty paces from the Prussian sentinels
stationed in front of the tarm ot Chantourte-
vill_, about 409 yards from Dugny and from
Pierrefi'te?positions occupied by the Prus-
sians?and at a nearly equal distance from the
fort of La Courneuve, held by the volunteerriflemen of the press. Well sustained platoon
firing was poured in from three sides at once
upon the .shipwrecked aeronauts, who had no
otherresource than to remain up to their necks
in the water and feign to be dead.

This frightful situation lasted tor threehours.
At half past seven, the d_tkness being almost
complete, Mr. Piper and his companions ven-
>ured to swim through the mire to the direc-
tion where, as they thought, they had heard
French spoken, and had scarcely left the water
ere they were captured by a detachment com-
manded by M. Emile Jourdet, Captain and
Adjutant Major of the volunteer riflemen of
the press

They soon made known who they were, and
thus terminated an adventure which those who
participated in it will probably never iorg-t.

If Peace Comes, Then What??A corres-
pondent ot the New York Herald, writing from
Paris on the 28; h of Ocrober (by balloon)
speaking of the state of affairs that will follow
when peace comes, says: 'Th-re will be an e-
normous expense to France She wid have to
indemnify Prussia for her expenses in the war;
for Jules Favre stated in his first famous diplo-
matic note that the empire was the aggressor
and had forced an unjust war; but it seiiou.dy
doubted if the authorities will consent to pay
any expenses incurred in fighting the public,
or after the bat le of Sedao?rather, to be
more exact, afier the 4th of September.
Fiance will have to disarm; 400,000 men
will pass again to the status of peaceful citi-
zenship; Prussia will recognize any govern-
ment by France, but not usurped by Paris.
The moneyed effect will be to send rentes up,
for France even now is in a splendid condition-,
of material prosperity. But Lam afraid peace
will in time overtl row the present government,
because there are so many who despiseir , and
will be glad to condemn it on any subjects.
The arrogance of these "reds" is collosalWith but only two arrondissements in Paris,
out of twenty, they will expect to coutrol 40,-
-000,000 of people. The significance of theirdemand wili be appreciated when it is known
that the arrondtssemen is the same to Paris as
a ward is to New York city.
