The Tomb of Lee.
A letter from Lexington says :

"Arrangements are being rapidly made tore-
move the library and the offices from the base-
ment of the University Chapel, which will be
devoted exclusively to the tomb of Lee, and
memorialsof him. His old office is to remain
as nearly as possible just as he left it; the pres-
ent office of the cleik of the Faculty is to be
for the deposit of relics of the great chieftain,
while the room in which is the vault contain-
ing the remains, is to be committed to our Me-
morial Association, who, under direction ofthe
family, are already consummating their plans.
In this room also will be placed such appro-
priate paintings, busts, statues, &c, as we may
be able to procure.

Already some gentlemen in New York have
signified their purpose of placing in this room
a fine bust of Lee in bronze, and some admi-
rers in New Orleans have purchased a splendid
portrait of Lee and Jackson on horseback,
painted by Julio, and have written to bespeak
a place for it in the memorial room.

The ladies of Lexington keep fresh flowers
on the tomb, and floral offerings are sent from
distant States Your correspondent has no-
ticed a beautiful wreath woven by fair hands
in Mississippi, and bearing on a enrd the sim-
ple inscription :?'Flowers mourn for Virgin-
ia's Lee." And some ladies from Lexington.
Ky, have sent an elegant cross, covered wiih
white immortellesand eachcledat its base with
evergreen.

But to me the most touching respect shown
the mighty dead is the guard of students who
keep constant vigils at t lie tomb A detail is
made every week, aud the.-c young men who
loved and honored him when living, esteem it
a sacred privilege lo watch by the hero's tomb,
and politely usher in all visitors."

Public Free Schools.
The Free School sys'em. in many places, has

proved successful? in some places it has been
the reverse Wheher. in our midst, it will
mtet wiih success and the approval of our peo-
ple remains to be tested by practical experience
We have no other alternative than to put the
free schools into operation ; to encourage them
to the extent of our power, and endeavor to

reap al! the benefit we can from them. The
tax to support them has been assessed, and
will have to be paid; and, although it is not
sufficient to support the number of schools
contemplated, the plan of the trustees to raise
the amount sufficient, by private subscription,
should be encouraged, as it seems to be the
most feasible one, and one which will secure all
tbe benefits of tho institution, without discrim-
inating in favor of any particular sectioDof the
Township.

To the greater portion of the people the pub-
lic free Fchools wiil be a blessing, because their
tax will not amount to one-fourth the tuitionof
a single child ; and this class, (whose tax will
be small, but who have children to educate,)
should contribute liberally towards raising the
additional sum necessary to carry out the pro-
gramme ofthe trustees.? Va. Herald [Fin-
castle).

The Pcblic Schools ?The State superin-
tendent of education informs us that the initia-
tory steps towardsthe organization of the pub-
lic schools have been taken throughout the
Commonwealth It require** time, however,
to get them successfully at w*rk. Tbe follow-
ing counties take the lead so far: Carroll.
Floyd, Alexandria and Augusta. Floyd has
completed the preparatory cen-us, Carroll has
its schools in operation. Augusta will have
seventy five schools in operation by the Ist of
January, and Alexandria has doubled the State
appropriation and subscribed liberally for
school accommodations.?

To Virginia
belongs the honor of having inaugurated what
is now called tbe "Reform Movement in Poli-
tics." A close analysis of the principles and
issues which were carried so triumphantly by
the peopleof Missouri, Tennessee, Kentucky,
Alabama, New York, &c, against politicians,
the influence of the administration and the
force of bayonets, will be found to be the same
principles and the same issues upon which Vir-
ginia planted herself in 1869; it will be fur-
ther seen that where these principles were
broadly and tquarely presented, divested of all
collateral issues, the majorities were much lar-
ger and the sentiment of the people more em-
phatic and decisive.

The example of Virginia has given 109 hon-
est representatives in Congress instead of 59.
Call ihem Democrats, ('ou.»ervatives, Reform-
ers, cr what not, they are the representative.*,
of the people and exponent* of the principles
of the Virginia Conservative pur'y. J. iiteen
independent Republicans are also elected,
whom it is said will co-operate cordially with
the 109 in the election of speaker and the for-
mation ol the committees. Clearly we will
have the power to control the House of Rep-
resentatives and direct its policy. WTbat then?
The formation of a party ha-ed on the princi-
ples presented by Virginia in her local election-
in '69, which will sweep the whole Union as it
did Missouri and other States in the last elec-
tion.

To all Conservatives, then, we have to say,
.-.and firm?be not drawn away by any side is-
sue?forget dead issues?ignore party nanus,
and array yourself under the banner and follow
the lead of the man that promises the quick-
est deliverance to honest men, and the speedi-
est retribution to rogues and carpet-baggers.?

Marriage of the Daughter of a White Badical to
a Negro?The Sequel a Bloody Affray.

resulted rather seriously to some ol the ciuzrto-
of »har locality The particulars of the dis-
turbance, a-- well as we can learn, are m fol-
lows: A Mr. Reynolds, living on Back Creek,
has had in his employ for some time a negro
man, who, ir, seems, became despera ely in love
with his daughter, which was mutual, seduced
her, and on that day eloped with her to parts
unknown At night a brother of the young
girl, with a party of some fifteen or twenty <>f
his neighbors, thinking that the negro, with
his sister, could be found at the house of the
negro's father, went there in search of her ?

When within a few yards of the house they
were ordered to halt some two or three times
but continued advancing, when th**y were tired
upon by a parfv of negroes, wounding seven r>f
their party. The whites then fired and wound-
ed two of the negroes. The negroes then ran.
Young Reynolds then entered the house in
search of his sister. Neither the negro man
nor Miss Reynolds could be found, having,
they since learned, left upon hearing they were
pursued.

Tbe following day a large number of young
men congregated in the neighborhood of the
disturbance, swearing vengeance against the
negroes, who also had gathered to a considera-
ble number, but through the instrumentality of
some of the "wiser ones," no further distur-
bance occurred.

Miss Reynolds, we are told, is about 18 years
of age and handsome. The negro is much
older, ginger color and home.}. We also learn
that she was engaged to a respectable white
man, and was to have been married in a short
time. What induced her to take (his course
no one can tell, unless to carry out fully the
doctrines of the party to which her father be-
longs?the Radical, negro-equality parly?-"that
a negro is as good as a white man."
