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Good Tide-ings for Richmond and Vir-

ginia.

We have been gratified to learn from a
source worthy of entire confidence, that it is
the opinion of the U. 8. officers who are en-
gaged in clearing out the obstructions to navi-
gation in the James River below Richmond,
that, by an expenditure of less than half a
million of dollars, it is practicable to obtain a
clear-depth of 18 feet of water, at low tide.—
As the tide rises at Richmond about four feet,
this will give 22 feet of water at high tide.

IFf this should be accomplished, it will well
justify the Chesapeake & Ohio R. R. Com-
pany in making Richmond its eastern termi-
nus, not only for freights intended to be sent
coast-wise, but for merchandize which is in-
tended for shipment to foreign ports. Twenty-
two feet is enough to float large ocean-steamers
with full freights. We believe that the har-
bors of Baltimore and Charleston have not
much more than 16 feet of water at low tide,
and we doubt if Philadelphia has more. There
are times and conditions of the winds and tides
when even New York, the great commercial
emporium of the U. 8., cannot be approached
by a steamer drawing 22 feet.

Why, then, should not Richmond become a
great commereial city? She is nearer to the
capes, than Baltimore by more than fiity miles.
She will have a greater depth of water from
her wharfs to the oceans than her sister city,
which claims to be the Queen of the Chesa-
peake. Aund more than ali, she has a larger
and more productive back country—acecessible
by easier grades and more favorable curves in
her lizes of R, R, communication than either
Baltimore or P’hiladelphia, The difference be-
tween 30 feot per mile the maxzimum grade
of the Chesapeake & Ohio R. R., and 116}
feet to the mile, the maximum grade on por-
tions of the Baltimore & Obio R. R., must
tell powerfully in favor of Richmond.

The intelligent and energetic gentlemen who
have the Chesapeake & Ohio R. R. in charge,
have not been slow to understand these commer-
cial advantages, and we have been pleased to
hear that they are about purchasing, if they
have not already purchased, a irontage of 4,000
feet on the River immediately below Rich-
mond, with & view to construct the app'iances
necessary for a large trade, and the accommo-
dation of any number of ships and steamers
that may be necessary to remove the merchan-
dize of all kinds, which may be brought from
the far west.

When the Chesapeake & Ohio Road shall
bave cowpleted its line to the Ohio and laid
down its four tracks, which Mr. Huntingdon
thinks will be necessary to accommodate the,
traffic which will seek an outlet along its line,
a brighter day will begin to dawn on the beau-
tiful metropolis of Virginia.

Those who limit their views of the future
freights on the Chesapeake and Ohio R. R. to
the productions of northern Kentucky and
southern Qhio, and the iron, coal, lamber and
salt of the intermediate eountry, will find that
they have greatly under-estimated their mag-
pitude 2nd importance. 1t is true that the
trade arising from opening intercourse with
these parts of the country will be very large,—
Bat, when Mr. Huntingdon shall have per-
fected his conoections with the systems of
Southwestern, Western and Northwestern Rail-
roads, the traffic that will seek an outlet
through Virginia, will be enormous. By the
time the main line of the Chesapeake & Ohio R.
R. is finished to Huntingdon, a connecting line
will have been eonstructed from Huntiogdon to
Lexington, Ky,, thus bringirg Richmond ia
direct communication not only with Lexington,
but with Louisville. Thence, Railroads al-
ready extend throughout the West and North-
west, Nor is this all; Ohio is moving to ef-
fect a conuection between her system of Rail-
ways and the western terminsus of the Chesa-
peake & Ohio line, Chisago, too, is earnestly
agitating the question of constructing aa air-
line R. R. from that city to Huntingdon, so as
to secure for herself an unbroken line of Rail-
road communication with navigable water at
Richmond, which will be 200 miles shorter
than the route to New York. and possess great
advantages over other existing lines in regard
to grades, curves and liability to interruption
by snow and ice.

Richmond should, therefore, spare no effort
to secure the removal of the obstacles to navi-
gation which now obstruct the channel of the
fower James, Full and authentic statements
of the facts should promptly be prepared, and
lzid before Congress, and that body should be
earnestly invoked to give its aid in affording
the proper facilities to commerce, Very little
has heretofore been done by the federal gov-
ernment to promote the commerecial interests
of Virginia, and she, therefore, has a double
claim on the justice and liberality of Congress.
Heretofore, it has been, to some exteat, the
fault of Virginia statesmen, that little or noth-
ing has been done for her. Their extreme
jealousy of federal power, cansed them not on-
ly to decline asking aid from Congress, but on
one occasion, under the lead of Mr, Tazewell,
to refuse it when proffered.

That day, however, has passed. The power
of the general government to improve the
channels of pavigable streams is now almost
universally conceded. At any rate it is the
firmly established policy of the government,
and it would be folly on the part of Virginia,
who bears so large a portion of the burthens
ot the government, not to seek to get her share
of the benefits.

In view of all the above facts, we cherish a
lively hope that Richmond will before long be-
come a city of considerable commercial impor-
tance. And if she should exert herself to im-
prove her manufacturing capacities, we can see
no reason why she thould not double her pop-
ulation and taxable values within the next de-
cade.

President’s Hessage.

On Thursday last, the Presideat seut the fol-
lowing message to Congress :

To the Senate and House of Representatives :

A condition of affairs nqw exists in some of
the States of the Union, rendering life and
property insecure, and the carrying of the
mails and the collection of the revenue dan-
gerous.

The proof that such a condition of affairs
exists in some localities is now before the Sen-
ate. That the power to correet these evils is
beyond the control of the State authorities, [
do not deubt. That the power of the Execu-
tive of the United States, acting within the
limits of existing laws, is sufficient for present
emergencies, is not clear.

Therefore, I urgently recommend such legis-
lation as, ic the judgment of Congress, shall
effectually secure life, liberty and property, and
the enforcement of law, in zll parts of the Uni-
ted States.

It may be expedient to provide that such
law as shgll be passed in pursuance of this re-
commendation shall expire at the end of the
next session of Congress.

There is no other subjeet on which I would
recomimend legislation during the present ses-
sion, . 8. GRANT.

In commenting upon this message, the Bal-
timore Gazette says: “‘We do not know when
we have seen, from any official source, so many
misrepresentations packed into so small a
space, or so much arrogant assumption. That
life and property are not insecure, in a general
sense, in any of the Southern States, may be
confidently affirmed on the testimony of all the
Governors of those States, with the exception
of the recently-convicted and deposed Holden.

That some outrages have occurred, is not to
be deried. But it is admitted by almost every
witness that was summoned before the Senate
Committee, that these intestine trcubles were
limited to a few counties, and by all the more
respectable of those who testified in regard to
them, that, exeept in very rare instances, pol-
itics had nothing to do with them; that they
grew, for the most part, out of the predatory
and iuceudiary‘;;ropen;sities of evil-advised ne-
groes, and that the great bulk of the outrages
oceurred from: cighteen months to two years
ago.

In one other, and most important point,
President Grant is either grossly iguorant, or
wilfully perverts acknowledged facts. He does
not doubt, he says, with wretched iteration,
that ‘‘the power to correct these evils is be-
yond the contrsl of the State authoritics.”’—
1s this true? The Southern Governors are
nearly all Radicals, and yet there is not one of
them—always excepting the deposed Holder—
who has not recently emphaticaily declared that
whatever evils existed in the South, the State
authorities were perfectly competent to deal
with them.

News from Paris,

The insurrection in Paris has ripened into a
violent and bloody outbreak in the Place Ven-
dome, wherein the Nationals Guards fired up-
on ths people, killing and wounding a number
of them. Accounts differ as to how many
were killed. One states it at five, another at
thirty. For a time the scene is dreseribed as
having been terrible, when the crowd broke in-
to a terror-stricken retreat.

‘e National Guards seem to be by no means
unanimous in sastaining the insurrection, and
it said that the Central Committee have de-
termined to disown those of the Quartier St.
Germain.

Minotti Garibaldi is said to command the
Montwartre insurgents. Generals Lecowte
and Thomas were buried in a diteb. General
Chanzy is still held a prisoner.

Qn Wednesday Jules Favre presented to ihe
Assembly a letter from Coynt Rismarck, in
which he says that the events in Paris do not
indicate the execution of the convention lately
agreed upon, and that if there are.any more
proceedings violative of the preliminaries of
peace the fire ﬁe forte wil! be opened upon
the city. Favré®tated that he had replied
that the insurreetion was a surprise to the Gov-
ernment, but that 1t should be suppressed.—-
If delay oceurred it would be in the hope of
avoidiog bloodshed, Theo letter crogted a
marked sensation in the Assembly. Favre, in
his remarks, hinted that if Paris continued re-
fractory the Government would co-operate with
the Germans,

that it every man, woman aud emld in the
State was in favor of repudiation, he would vp-
pose it. He would not leave sach 3 heritage
of infamy to his childrer, He would lose his
right arm first. It we are 1o repundiate, let us
mzke money by it—and repudiate the whole
instead of a part of the debr. He referred to
the stigma that repudiation had fixed upon
Mississippi.  He thought the bill ought to be
passed as it came from the Senate.”’
