Staunton and the Valley Railroad.

lt is well known how quickly Bail Roads
either make or destroy Towns and Cities, ?

Wherever a Rail Road terminates it is sure
to build up a City as is well known to the ob-
serving everywhere. So where a Rail Road
passes through a Town or City on the true line
of business, where it is easy of access to the
mills, merchants and manufactoriesof the City
or Town, with central Depots, its effect is irre-
sistible and everywhere obvious. But there
are few things so fatal to a Town as the termi-
nation of a Rail Road above or below it, or the
passage of a Rail Road a few miles to the
right or left of it, for in either event it never
fails to build up rival J)epots and trading
points, which ultimately loom up into rival
towns, and stems or branches will not obviate
the danger and difficulty. Take up your map
of the present day and compare it with your
maps of ten, twenty and thirty years ago and
behold the thousands of instances in which
this has proved so fatally true. May the City
of Staunton not profit by these examples, and
would it not be well for her not only to know
how and where the Valley Rail Road is to en-
ter the City, but also how and where it is to
pass through and leave tbe City, so as to re-
move even the possibility of building up rival
Depots outside of or beyond the City limits,

The Bridgewater route presents no difficulty
or dangers on this important point. It follows
the true and natural line, not only through the
county, but also through the City of Staun-
ton, and is at the same time the shortest and
the cheapest route and offers the largest sub-
scription to the capital stock of the Road.?
Locate your Road on this line and we will at
once subscribe the $50 000 you need to con-
struct the road from Harrisonburg to Staunton
and thus remove all obstacles in your way in
putting that part of the road lender contract at
once. The grade on this line Is as good as it is
on the other line, excepting four points, and
tbe difference at, these points is easily over-
come with very little, if any additionalexpense.

The location ot the Road at Harrisonburg is
through German Street to the Gray House,
then itjtraduailj' deccnds almost to the level of
Black _ Run's and pas&esdowti on tfip bottom
of this run to the drain west of the tolitgate
at the foot ol the hill, and then commencesri-
sing to tbe deep cut west of VY hittaker'shouse,
(a 70 foot grade), whereas the road should as-
cend from a point Njrth of the tolbgate,
tinue round that bill and pass over a fill or
bridge at the drain west of the toll-gate and
thus rise high enough at once to pass in the
rear of Whittaker's barn im>tead of the front of
his house, which would nearly, if not wholly,
overcome 20 feet of the 70 foot grade at this
point, and the same thing can be done at Her-
ring's Hill West of Dayton and Herriog's Hill
North of Spring Hill, and it is said the saqie
can be done at Middle River. The location
must commence rising before the obstacle it-
self is reached, and so sanguine are we of our
ability to ovetconie this alleged difference in
grade that wo are willing to pay the expenses
of a re .urvey of the loqat on at the four points
referred to, and wilt also raise the additional
$50,000 now so much needed to make the road
from Harrisonburg to Staunton, if located on
this line. It would be a gross wrong, an out-
rage as well as fooli.-h and unnecessary to locate
this Road on the lower line where for 10 or 12
miles it and the Page Valley Road would run
within from one to three nrles of each other,
giving two Roads to the Eastern side of the
county and none to the Western side.

BRIDGEWATER.
. Canary Birds,?Many persons have diffi-

culty in keeping their canary birds iv health.
One who is experienced in their oare says;

Place the cage so that no draft of air can
strike the bird ; give nothing to healthy birds
but canary and rape seed, mixed with water,
cuttlefish bone, and gravel on the floor of the
cage ; also, occasionally, a little water for bath-
ing ; the room should not be overheated;
when moulting (shedding feathers) avoid drafts
of air j give plenty of rape seed, slightly
moistened ; a little hard boiled egg and cracker
grated fine is excellent j by observing these
simple directions, birds may be kept in fine
condition for years. Bad seed kills most of
the birds that die; to which might have been
added, that canary birds are not only fond of
but benefited by having often a leaf of cab-
bage, pieces of apple, or other green food,
which serves to keep down the tendency to
fever and prevent constipation. Our birds
usually bathe each day as regularly as any one
washes the face, with apparent benefit too.

The Pope's Twenty-Fifth Year.?The
17th of June will be the twenty-fifth anniver-
sary of the elevation of Pius IX. to the Papal
chair. It seems that no Pope has ever occu-
pied the pontifical chair as many years as St.
Peter which is alleged to have been twenty-
five. As the 17th ofthe present month will
complete the twenty-fifth year of tbe reign of
Pope Pius IX , great anxiety prevails at the
near approach of the date. It is proposed to
celebrate the event with great pomp in Rome,
by theRoman municipality and the Italian gov-
ernment, though tho Papal newspapers dis-
countenance the proceeding under the present
circumstances.

The Roman
Catholics are already there, The Methodists
are about to invade Utah with one of their
prodigious camp-meetings, assembling Metho-
dists there from the Missouri, at Omaha, to
San Francisco, on the Pacific.

Brig-
ham, generously or tauntingly, offered them
bis huge new tabernacle, holding 13,000 peo-
ple, with its galleries, new, and the big organ,
perhaps the biggest in the world, to be thrown
in, for their great love feast; but they declined
the taint, or the taunt, and they turn up in
tents, in the open fields, under a cloudless sky.

The Court?Laura D. Fair: You were in-dicted by the grand jury of the city and coun-

ty of San Francisco of the crime of murder,for the unlawful killing of Alexander P. Crit-
tenden. That indictmentwas sent to this courtfor trial. You were furnished with an impar-
tial jury. You were ably defended by counsel.That jury pronounced you guilty. Have you
any legal cause to show why tho judgment ofthe court should not be prcnouncsd ?

A silence as of death reigned in the court-
room, broken only by the sobbing of tho ladieswho sat by Mrs. Fair within the bar. Mrs.Lane, her mother, wopt bitterly. The priso-
ner, who had sat with her head buried in hermother's lap during the fir3t portion of the
court's remarks, had partially recovered her
composure, and now sat upright, with her
eyes closed, and her face pale and emotionless
as a marble statue. She made no response,and did not even appear to be conscious of thequestion asked her.

After a painful pause of a few moments the
judge, whose voice trembled with emotion,said:

"Your silence indioating that you have noth-
ing to offer, the judgmeut of the court is that
on Friday, the?

Mr. Cook (interrupting)?lf your honorplease, we hope that you wdl place the day ofexecution as far distant?
The Court (interrupting)?On Friday, the28th day?
Mr, Cook (interrupting)?We hope your

honor will delay the day of execution as long?
The Court (interrupting)? That is what I

am going to do. The judgment of the oourt
is that you be remanded into the custody ofthe sheriff, aod that on Friday, the 28th day
of July next, you, by the Sheriff appointed,be hung by the neck until you aro dead, and
may God have mercy on your soul.The scene in the court-room from the com-
mencement of the remarks by the judge was
one of intense interest. The room was notcrowded, the general public opinion being thatthe case would not be decided until this even-
ing. At tbe very opening of the lips of the
court the spectators and the prisoner felt thatthe motion was to be denied. The prisoner
watched the countenanance of the judge withthe most intense eagerness, and when he re-
marked that he could see no ground for a new
trial, she buried her face in her mother's lap
and sobbed bitterly. Her little daughter was
not with her..' As the judge proceeded shestruggled againstemotion,and succeeded some-
what in overcoming it. The sound of the
judge's trembling voice was only broken by thesobs of the women ia the court-room.

A SCENE OP EXCITEMENT.
At the conclusion of the sentence, tho court

having been adjourned and nearly all the spec-
tators having risen to their feet, Mrs. Fair andher mother being still seated, a gray-haired
man, who had been seated within the lobby,advanced to the prisoner as it to gain a oloselook at ber. His intentions wore no soonermade manifest than he was roughly grappledby the officers in attendance and pitched rath-
er than walked out of the court-room. It ap-peared that he desired not to gratify a morbid
curiosity, but to shake her by the hand and of-fer his sympathy.

ANOTHER SCENE.
The excitement of this having partially sub-sided, several reporters advanced to DeputySheriff Knox to ascertain who the man was and

what he wanted. Mrs. Lane briskly confront-ed them and said, with angerflashing from her
eyes: "You have got what you want now,
haven't you? You have got her hung. It
gives you great joy, I hope." The reporters
endeavoredto pacify the excited and agonized
mother, who finally was persuaded to return to
her daughter's side.

A number of friends ofthe prisoner remain-
ed near her and offered their heartfelt sympa-
thies. She received their condolence wiih evi-dent appreciation, and with great composure.It was with difficulty that the court-room
was cleared. The difficulty having been over-
come, the deputy sheriff signified his readiness
to depart with the prisoner, when she refused
to be taken to the county jail, and gave as herreason that the jailor Kelley had said hewouldhave her hand-cuffed and chained to the floor.It was not until Sheriff White had been sentfor, and had personally assured her that nosuch steps would be taken, that she consented
to go without opposition.

The news had spread like wild-fire on the
streets. A carriage having been drawn up atthe Washington street entrance, a crowd ofhundreds surrounded it, eager to gain a
glimpse of the wretched woman. The hall-
ways were so densely blocked that force was re-
quired for the melancholy procession, which
consisted of the prisoner. Deputy SheriffKnoxand other officers, Mrs. Lane and a number offriends of the prisoner to gain egress.

The curious crowd at the Washington streetdoor were greatly chagrined, for instead of theprisoner being taken out at that exit, she was
conducted down to the Montgomery street
door, to which point a carriage rapidly wheel-
ing up received her, the officers, her mother
and another lady friend, (Mrs. Higbee,) and as
rapidly drove away.

She was placed in the cell which she has oc-
cupied since her conviction. Her mother and
Mrs. Higbee were allowed to accompany her,
each, as well as the prisoner, being carefullysearched by the matron of the jail for assu-
rance that they bore no means which she could
use to end her life. No one will be admitted
to see her except by order of the sheriff, and
every one so admitted will be carefully search-
ed.

Mrs. Fair still maintains strong hope. If
the Supreme Court sustain tbe ruling of the
lowercourt, she will still hope for the exercise
of executive clemency.
