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Beaver Dam and other Falls—How they
were Formed—Pleasant Summer Re-
sort, &e.

SwEET CHALYBEATE SPRINGS,
Alleghany county, August 25th, 1871.

In my letter of last week from this delight-
ful watering place, I spoke of this beautiful
valley and of the waterfalls on the stream
which runs through it. It is my purpose now to
speak more particularly of these interesting
waterfalls. There are four or five of them on
the property connected with this pleasant Sum-
mer resort. These falls range from 25 to 40
feet in height on a stream which never fails in
the severest droughts, and which never freezes
in the coldest weather known to this latitude,
which qualities adapt it in a peculiar manner
for mills and factories. The only fall which
has, as yet, been utilized, is the one near the
spring. At that one is located the mill which
grinds the wheat, rye and corn for this neigh-
borhood. The stream which now turns this
mill, at some time in the remote past ran
immediately over the place where the triple
fountains of health-giving waters now gush
forth at the rate of 800 gallons per minute.—
The massive rocks from which they issue are
encrusted with the calcareous deposit peculiar
to that stream—thus establishing the fact by
indubitable record evidence, written by the
hand of Nature, that where these springs now
are, was once beneath a fall in the bed of the
stream which now runs the mill. The junction
of this stream with a smaller one—‘‘Cove
Creek’’—ten miles below here, forms the
strecam known as Dunlap’s Creek, which emp-
ties into Jackson’s River at Covington. At
the junction of these streams is a fall, some 40
feet in height, known familiarly as the ‘‘Bea-
ver Dam Fall,”” and several hundred yards
higher up the stream is another. of nearly the
same height, and rivalling it in picturesque
beauty. I visited these two falls to-day and
was much interested in them. None who come
to this place should fail to avail themselves of
the opportunity to see them. The opinion
founded upon tradition which prevails in this
neighborhood in reference to the origin of
these falls, is, that they were built by beavers.
Though tradition is recognized as the strongest
kind of testimony, and though I do not ques-
tion the fact that this stream was in times past
inhabited by beavers, yet I do not concur in
the opinion that these dams owe their origin to
beavers. It may seem an ungracious act to
dispel this illusion, for it serves to add a pecu-
liar interest to them. It reminds me of a
stanza in the poem of Campbell respecting the
rainbow :
“When Science from creation’s face,
Enchantments’ veil withdraws,

‘What lovely visions yield their place
To cold, material laws.”

This stream, as before observed, possesses

the characteristic of depositing calcareous mat-
ter, and this quality endowes it with the prop-
erty to construct dams wherever it meets with
an obstruction. If a ledge of limestone crosses
the path of the stream, or if fallen trees ob-
struct its course, the water commences, slowly
but surely, to deposit its caleareous matter up-
on the obstructing body, and thus builds up a
dim. This process of accretion goes on from
age to age till the dam is built up to a height
higher than the land adjacent, when the stream
will change its course to run over the lower
land. Where obstructed, it will again build
up, and then change as before, and this pro-
cess of self-damming and changing of its
course has been going on, and will continue to
go on, for thousands upon thousands of years.
Though this stream is not more than ten or fif-
teen feet in width, yet above and below Bea-
ver Dam Fall, for the distance of a quarter of
a mile, there is unmistakable evidence that, at
one time or another each part of the precipice
for that distance had constituted the fall. The
man who will visit Beaver Dam Fall a thou-
sand years from this time, will not find it where
it is now. This stream builds up dams in the
way we have stated, and when it changes its
course, and leaves the matter it has deposited
to the action of the rains, sun and air, it be-
comes, in course of time, disintegrated. and
forms fertile soil. To this effect is due in no
small degree the remarkable fertility of this
lovely valley. The deposition of matter at
these falls, it may be readily understood, tends
to form projections, and they are built till they
project so far over the base that the weight,
with its advantage of leverage, causes the mass
to fall. Such masses may be seen beneath the
precipices which once constituted such falls,
and some of them are of great size and of im-
mense weight.

At these falls some fine specimens of petre-
faction are found, and beautiful impressions of
leaves of plants which grew in the early spring
of vegetable creation, countless ages, it may
be before the first human pair found a blissful
home in Eden before the first ‘‘terrible temp-
tation.”” This valley is fruitful with objects of
much interest to scientific geologists, botanists,
and mineralogists, as also to imaginative poets
and practical utilitarians. It is no wonder that
those who visit this place feel the influence of
its sweet attractiveness, and remain as long as
the condition of their finances will allow. There
are visitors here now who have been here since
the season opened, and yet have no desire to
leave, and who will when they take their reluc-
tant departure, cast many a ‘‘longing, lingering
look behind,”’ regretting that their stay cannot
be indefinitely prolonged, and hoping that they
may live to enjoy many returns to this delight-
ful resort of health and pleasure in this beau-
tiful valley, rivalling in attractiveness the
“Happy Valley’’ of Abyssinia. If the self-
exiled Prince and Princess of the “Happy Val-
ley”’ had been denizens of this valley they
would mever have left it—the outside world
would have had no attractions sufficient to in-
duce them to do so.

If space allowed, I would like to mention the
combination of things which makes this place
so attractive—such as the beauty of the large
lawn with its nice walks and shade trees; the
innocent sports, such as bowling, billiards, cro-
quet, dancing, &c., the copious ‘‘Fountain of
Youth’’ for which Ponce de Leon searched in
vain, delightful baths, beautiful surrounding
scenery, good fare, systematic management,
&e., but I must forbear, as I l%ave alrea(?y
made this letter longer than I desired. I wil
conclude by asking those, if there be such,
who think that I embellish or “‘tell a flattering
tale” to come and see, and then they will
“know how it is themselves.”’

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ExcITEMENT IN A HoTEL—ALMOST A TRAG-
EpY.—The Richmond Enquirer says: ‘“‘We
learn that yesterday morning the parlor of one
of the hotels down town was the theatre of a
most exciting scene, which came very near ter-
minating in a bloody tragedy : The wife of a
boarder had discovered in her husband’s pock-
et a letter from another woman, which indica-
ted that their relations were not of the charac-
ter to be borne with by a wife. While she was
talking over the matter with the landlady it
was announced that there was a lady in the
parlor who desired to see her husband. She
went down, and there found the lady who had
written the note. They soon discovered their
relative positions, and a terrible encounter took
place. The husband intefered, but only made
matters worse, as each thought herself the
most deeply wronged, A crowd was collected
from the street in the house by the noise, and
the excitement reached its climax when both
ladies drew pistols and seemed bent on shoot-
ing one another, themselves, and the husband,
who had taken a seat and quietly given up all
as lost. The interference of outsiders alone
prevented bloodshed. The sequel of this af-
tair will probably be told in another, and, it
may be, a more tragic chapter.”

The Boston Traveller says: “‘Some of the
officers and soldiers of the rebel army have
long since acknowledged their error, and by
their words, their acts and their votes, given
evidence of their adherence to the Union, and
their satisfaction over the results of the war.
Prominent among these is Gen. Longstreet,

who has held office under the Government.
with the assent and approval of many of the

truest and best of the supporters of the Union
during the war. But very few rebels of lower
rack have been placed in office by the General
Government.”” Very true; but, then, you
must remember that very few rebels of lower
rank are, like Gen. Longstreet, related to the
Grant-Dent family. You can’t expect rebels
of any rank to be appointed to office by the
General Government when it isso very difficult
for even the truly loyal to obtain appointments
unless they are related to that family in some
way.

NEGro CApET SMITH AGAIN.—A Washing-
ton telegram to the World says: The trouble
is not entirely over with the celebrated negro
cadet Smith yet. It seems that when the sec-
ond cadet o&is color, who was appointed ear-
ly in the present summer, was sent to West
Point he was placed under the charge of Smith,
who was to initiate the new comer into the mys-
teries of his position. Charges are now brought
against Smith to the effect that he is hard, ty-
rannical, and overbearing, and that he treats
his protege with a genuine savage cruelty. In
several instances the officers of the institution
have been obliged to reprimand Smith severe-
ly for his inexcusable conduct. The new negro
cadet is said to be very popular with his white
associates, and to be extremely gracious and
affable in his address.

A New York Herald ‘“‘interviewer’’ reports
that Gen. Grant, in a conversation recently,
pronounced the New Orleans scandal “‘a mud-
dle,” the New York riots destructive to the
Democracy of that State, the Republican split
in the same State a mere spoils scramble, and
which would produce no division at the polls,
while upon the Corean affair he could not give
an enlightened opinion until after a perusal of
Admiral Rogers's dispatches. General Grant
don’t make speeches, but, according to these
interviewers, he ‘‘talks.”” He had better fol-
low his rule in the speech-making line. He
has not yet figured to any advantage in an ‘‘in-
terview.”’ — Alexandria Gazette.

Sixteen States and Territories will hold elec-
tions during the coming fall. California will
elect State officers and Wyoming Legislators
on the 5th of September. On the 11th of the
same month Maine will elect a Goveruor and
New Mexico a delegate to Congress. Texas
elects her Congressmen on the 3d of Qctober.
Pennsylvania will elect two minor State officers,
and Ohio and Iowa all their State officers on
the 10th of October. November Tth Massa-
chusetts, New York, Maryland, Mionesota and
Wisconsin will elect State officers, New Jersey
a Governor, Mississippi Legislators and Illi-
nois a Cougressman for®he State at large.

SALE oF THE WARM Springs.—This cele-
brated watering place was sold at public auec-
tion, on the 21st inst., for $41,000. The fol-
lowing parties becoming the purchasers for the
entire property—viz., W. C. Carrington, S. C.
Tardy, John L. Eubank, Rev. R. H. Phillips,
and C. M. Reynolds. The gentlemen above-
named are well-known Virginians, and the
Warm Springs Valley, under their manage-
ment, will soon become a lively and attractive
place of resort. There are present on the
grounds to-day about four or five"hundred per-
sons. Col. Eubank will continue the manage-
ment of the Springs during this season.

Harman & Co., the up-Valley stage owners,
have retaliated on Mr. Kemp, who is mana-
ging the opposition line of omnibusses between
Harrisonburg and Staunton, by placing a line
on the route between Winchester and Hamil-
ton. They are now engaged in stocking the
road, and expect to open a lively competition
for passengers. As Mr. Kemp is no less ex-
perienced and energetic in the stage business
than “Mike’’ himself, the struggle will doubt-
less be an interesting one—especially to trav-
ellers.— Winchester Times.

HoNOR TO A NEWSPAPER CORRESPONDENT.
Dr. W. H. Russell, the well-known London
Times war correspondent, who was 1n this couu-
try during our recent ‘‘unpleasantness,”’ and
wade such a vivid pen and Ink picture of the
Bull Run retreat, has been decorated by the
Emperor William of Germany with the iron
cross of the second class and the red ribbon.—
This honor was conferred as the reward of his
distinguished services as correspondent from
the German headquarters during the late
Franco-Prussian war.

A SouTHERN SCENE.—A few days ago, six
white men were marched through the streets
of Raleigh, N. C., in custody on a charge of
participation in a vigilance committee to break
up a negro brothel, and of whipping the fe-
male kecper. The Unpited States marshal
marched at the head of the procession, openly
armed and with a cowhide in his hand, while
the rear was brought up by a party of negroes
in burlesque “Ku-Klux’’ disguises.

A NEGrRO DESPERADO.—On the 18th inst.,
Mr. Simon Birdsong, of Southampton, made
an attempt to arrest a negro man, Ben. Brown,
who had stolen a cart and mule in Norfolk
county. The negro seized Mr, B’s pistol, and
shot him in the ear. Birdsong, recovered the
pistol, fired four shots at the then escaping ras-
cal, wounding him in the shoulder, but he got
away, leaving the stolen property behind.

The Boston Times declares that Gen. Butler
iga “safeguard in which the people of Massa-
chusetts can confide.”” The people every-
where else declare that he is a blackguard in
which nobody can confide.

A FEARFUL CATALOGUZ.—It would appear
that never before in the history of New York
had crime been so rampant nor offenders so
bold in their operations as now. The columns
of yesterday's papers record one murder and
suicide, two attempted murders, a shooting and
stabbing affray and one car robbery, besides a
long list of minor offenses. The ecar robber
and two would-be murderers are in custody;
but, says the Herald, ‘‘as they belong toa class
who generally maunage to elude the laws the at-
tempt to bring them to justice is likely to prove
a mere mockery. A sad commentary this up-
on the effectiveness of our police and prosecu-
ting officers.”’

MoviNGg.—Botetourt, as the Herald informs
us, is making arrangements for the coming Val-
ley Railroad. At a public meeting held in Fin-
castle, on last Monday, a committee was ap-
pointed to meet the corps of the engineers on
their arrival in the county, and point out to
them the several routes. Another committee
was appointed to ascertain the amount of pri-
vate subseriptions which can be appointed, and
the names of such citizens as will give the
right of way.

Tue CHOLERA.—The cholera is still reported
as increasing the number of its victims in Ko-
nigsberg, Prussia, and also as having appeared
at Dantzig. On all sides preparations are made
against the spread of the disease. Among the
commendable ideas presented in this connec-
tion is that of the Montreal authorities, who,
in view of the possible approach of the infec”
tion. have distributod disinfcotauts gratuitous-
ly to the inhabitants of that city,

We see that surveys are being made for a
line of railway in West Virginia, connecting
Fairmont with Charleston, Kanawha. The
route is considered feasible, and many advan-
tages to the State are expected from it. The
road is to continue from Fairmont to Pigs-*
burgh. The distance by this route from
Charleston to Pittsburgh is 240 miles. The
route is said to be marked by deposits of iron
and coal.
