ANOTHER MYSTERY IN REW YORK.

in a Trunk Checked for
to Sotve the Mystery, &o.

New York is never without a mystery or a
sensation. The last one is the case of the un-
known young woman, supposed to be the vie-
tim of an abortionist, whose dead body was
found cramped in a packing truok at.the Hud-
son River railroad, checked for Chicago, as re-
ported by telegraph yesterday. - We gather the
following particulars of the mysterious discov-
ery from the New York papers:

The body was entirely nude, and had been

shockingly distorted in the effort to pack it in
so small a space. In the top of the trunk and
covering the body were a comforter or heavy
bed quilt, a piece of a blanket, a coarse
chemise, and two or three other articles of com-
mon n?g% All these things, much soiled,
.emitted a “offensive odor.
The scene at the depot after the discovery
was an exciting one. Railway officials rushed
up and down in search of the woman who had
brought the trunk, and policemen were active
in‘their efforts to find some clue by which the
persons engaged in what now seemed clearly a
tragedy might be discovered. The boy who
assisted the carman to carry the trunk into the
depot has a clearer recollection of the woman
who had the trunk checked containing the body
than any other person who saw her. - His story
is as follows :

THE STORY OF THE BOY.

My name is Alexander Potts: I am 12 years
old, and live with my mother; I am around
the Hudson River railroad depot every day,
wher2 I sell gandy and papeys, and carry light
baggage from the carriages ; on Saturday I was
standing in front of the depot, on Thirteenth
street, about one o’clock, when I saw a one-
horse cab coming toward the depot, from the
direction of Ninth avenue ; the cab stopped in
front of the ladies’ entrance to the depot, and

with a thin alpaca shawl, and had on a small
ockey bat, without a veil ; she wore no water-
fall, but her hair was tied up in'a small knot
behind, and enclosed in a net; she séemed to
be about eighteen or mnineteed years ‘old, and
her hands looked like those of a working girl ;

Some were pinned with
splinters, some had arms and legs broken,
while others were mangled beyond recognition,
Most of the dead were apparently free from
bruises, but the peeling skin and deathly pallor
which overspread the flesh told plainly that
the steam and scalding water caused death.

IN THE MORGUE.

The appearance of the body as it lay in the
trunk was frightful.

Her head was forced
over on her breast, and her limbs were drawn
up to the very fullest tension of the ligatures
in order to crowd the body into the narrowest
compass possible. The rags which covered the
body had evidently been selected for the pur-
pose because of their worthlessness. The pil-
low cases which were among the number had
pieces torn out of the open ends, evidently to
remove the name which had probably been
written on them. The young woman was
doubtless very beautiful. She was about twenty
years of age, and a tangled mass of the most
beautitul golden hair fell over her shoulders.—
The limbs were white and shapely, and the
feet tiny and delicate. The arms and hands
well-shaped, and every feature showed refine-
ment and grace. The small exquisitely cut
face was terribly discolored, and the mouth dis-
torted by suffering ; the teeth fine and white.
THE POST MORTEM EXAMINATION.

Dr. Cushman, depury coroner, yesterday
went to the morgue and made a post mortem
examination of the body. He found it as it
lay in the coffin, decently covered with a linen
sheet. He says that the girl was about 20
years of age, and had been dead three days.—
The body Dr Cushman found very much de-
composed ; the eyes were swollen, and the
mouth open. Decomposition bad particularly
far advanced in the head, neck and trunk.—
There were no external marks of violence, but
the lower part of the person was- very much
swollen and bloody. i

On opening the body the abnominal cavity

He has been in the habit of pub-
lishing advertisements of the character which
is usually understood to promis¢ the procure-
ment of abortions.

Railroad Disasters.

One of the most terrible railroad accidents
on record cecurred at Revere, a few wmiles from
Boston, on Saturday pight, August 26. The
Bangor express train ran into the rear end of
another passenger train while running at high
speed, aud a fearful scene of death ensved.—
The rear car of the forward train was crowded
with passengers, very few of whom escaped
death or injury, those who were unharmed by
the collision suffering from the escaping steam
from the engine of the express train. Twenty-
four persons were killed and thirty or forty
wounded, some of whom will die. The de-
tails, as reported by telegraph, make the disas-
ter no less horrible than the New Hamburg
slanghter on the Hudson River Railroad. The
responsibility of the affair is thrown upon the
conductor and engineer of the express train.
Some of the passengers in the icar portion
of the accommodation train heard the ominous
whistle, but too late to escape. On came the
express train at great velocity, and then the
engine struck the rearmost car full in the cen-
tre and forced its way, in telescopic manner,
two-thirds of the length of the car. The
smoke-stack was instantly knocked off, and the
boiler penetrated all of the distance named in-
to the rear ¢ar, the rear part of the latter being
smashed into a thousand splinters, throwing
the debris out on either side of the engine
tender. Of the rear half of the car not a frag-
ment as big as a house window could be found.
The fore part of the engine was utterly demol-
ished, its pistons bent and its rods broken.—
The car was crowded with people, every seat
being occupied, and many standing in the
aisles. In among these the locomotive rushed,
quick as a flash, just as the Beverly train had
started, mangling and killing in the most
frightful manuver. Bat this was not the only,
and perhaps not the worst visitor the unfortu-
nate passengers had. Simultaneously with the
collision the head eap of the boiler was broken,
and in an instant the wretched sufferers were
shrouded in a cloud of hissing steam, and del-
uged with boiling water, which brought death
instantly to many of the wounded, and will
prove fatal to others who bad probably not
been otherwise seriously injured. The lamps
spilled their contents, but the fire, if any, was
undoubtedly extinguished by the water and
steam. Although the Beverly train was just
moviog when the collision took place, its mo-

tion did not prevent injury to the cars in front

escaped. It is impossible to give a correct es-
timate of the total loss of life. By some it is
supposed that 30 or 40 persons are still buried
in the debris of the wreck or at the bottom of
the bay. A diver has gone to the scene of the
disaster. The accident has cast a

RECOVERY OF BODIES,

_ A portion of the bodies were brought to the
city by the steamers Fountain and Abne last
night, and others were brought to-day. Ef-
forts are being made to recover the drowned, —
Of one Creole family, consisting of seven per-
sons, six were drowned.

. Recently, in England, an action was brought
in the city of London county court, by Mr.
Walter, a solicitor, to recover damages from
the Echo newspaper for having detained the
manuseript of a letter on ‘‘Legal Reforma-
tion,” which he had sent to that journal for
insertion, but which was not accepted, and had
not been returned. On the trial the editor of
the Echo stated that in accordance to his rule
in regard to rejected communications, he had
destroyed the manuseript immediately after he
bad glanced over it. The judge said if the
manuseript had been in existence at the time
the plaintiff applied for it, he would have been
entitled to recover, but as the communication
was destroyed, he had no remedy. The plain-
tiff then contended that he had a property in
the rags of the paper containing his essay, and
also a right in an action of trover to recover
the value of the material. The judge in reply
said the am wmnt would be very small, as it
would take a very large manuscript to be worth
a farthing as waste paper. The judge also
said the fact of a writer sending a article to an
editor implied that he was to have sole control
over it, as it could not be expected that an ed-
tor could pigeon hole and docket every manu-
seript for the purpose of returning if it should
be asked for It that was to be done, 2 dozen
editors, the judge said, would not be sufficient
for a daily vewspaper. Under this ruling the
case was dismissed, and the costs allowed to
the defendaats,
