Our correspondent also says that he gaw an
sacgount in the Richmond Dispateh, of a Miss
Kineaid, of his county, having been bitten by a
rattlessake, and that she had died from its ef-
fects. A little daughter of Mr. D. G. Kincaid,
«of Jackson’s River, was bitten about that time,
ibut she is now alive and well.

Two MEN BURIED ALIVE IN A WELL FIFTY-
TWo FEET FROM THE SURFACE OF
THE EARTH! !

On last Wednésday evening, about 6 o'clock,
two eolored men,» Handy: Harrison and Jordan
Steele, were imbedded in the bottom of a well,
which they were engaged in digging on the prop-
erty of Mra. Linn, in this place; At the time
the side of the well caved in Jordan Steele was'
in a stooping position, and was covered to, the
shoulders in a thick clay mad, whilst Harrison
was imbedded to the waist; thus rendering it im-
possible for either of them to move. i

The alarm was immediately  given, and many
persons hastened to the place to render what as-
sistance they could to the two unfortunate  men.
But it was soon discovered that any attempt to
succor them would be attended with loss of ‘life.
Nevertheless, Adolph Dorsey ,(colored) tﬁ:é un-
dertaker of the well, determined to descend and
extricate them if possible, but, alas | the fears of
the spectators were oaly too well tounded, for he
bad scarcely reached the bottom when the side
caved in again, entirely covering him beneath &
mass of earth, thus hervically losing his own life
whilst striving to save that of others, After this
fatal result of Dorsey’s efforts,” none could be
found to risk a descent to the assistance ' of Har-
rison and Steelo who werestill alive ; until, at
iength, Curtis Grayson volunteered to go . down,
and, baving fastened a rope under Harrison’s
arms, he 'was drawn up, but it was very ‘painful
to the poor fellow as he uttered many cries ' and
asked to be let alone, saying that he would
rather die than suffer the pain of being drawn
out ; but his cries were not heeded and he was
slowly drawn ap. Just before reaching the top
the rope slipped from under his arms, and he
would have fallen back into the well, but 'fortu-
nately the rope fastened argund one of his wrists
and he was saved. Grayson ggain descended to
assist Steele, but he refused to be drawn out, and
would not let Grayson fasten the rope around
him. Mr. Wm. Smith then descended and re-
ported that he would have to be dug out, that he
was so deeply imbedded it would be dangerous
to attempt to pull him out. Then Mr. Karicofe,
a regular well-digger .descended ; he also said
that he must be dug out. Spades and shovels
were then procured and Mr. Karigofe proceeded
to dig arouud him, but he had scarcely com-
menced before he discovered signs that the side
was about to cave in again. He asked to be
drawn oyt quickly, and had just reached the top,
when sure enough, the side caved in again with
8 heavy rumbling sound. This last fall of earth
entirely covered Steele, and he must hgve per-
ished in a short time, Up to that time he had
been talking, and giving directions as to the dis-
posal of his affairs, By this time night was ap-
proaching and nothing more could be done to
recover the bodies of these two unfortunate men.
Lights could not be used in the well for they
were extinguished by the draft of air “which
rushed in from what is supposed to be a cavern
opened by the caving in of the side of the well.

On the next day unceasing efforts ‘were made
by the Chief of Police, Mr. J. T. Parreat, to
procure some one to undertake the job of dig-
ging out the bodies, but were for a long time un-
successful. At length, however, they suceeeded
in obtaining two colored men to undertake the
dangerous task for seventy-five dollars, which
wss offered by the city council. They imme-
diately began work and towards evening suc-
ceeded in recovering the bady of Dorsey, but
they were unable, that evening to find the hody
of Steele. On the next day. (Friday) when they
descended into the well, they found that another
large mass of earth had fallen during ihe night,
but after several hours work they succeeded in
finding the body of Steele. On Friday evening
their remains were attended by a large concourse
of citizens to their last resting place. Adolphus
Dorsey, who lost his life in the effort to save
those of his employers, leaves a wife and three
children, who are fit subjects for the sympathy
and charities of the paople of Staunton.

STAUNTON, VA., Sept. 1st, 1871.

A meeting was held in the African Methodist
K. church, to take into cousideration the action
of the Council, and the community in gensral,
m rescuing the remains of the men who were
buried in the well, at which time the following
preamble and resolutions were offered by Rev.
W. B. Derrick, which were received and adop-
ted by a rising vote:

Whereas, Our pesceful community has been
called upon to mourn the loss of two of the citi-
zens of color, whilst in the performance of their
duty, in the capacity of common laborers; the
stroke of Death was felt by the falling of an em-
bankment of earth, burying two of our fellow-
townsmen beneath its awful pressure. And
whereas, all efforts made by the friends in rescu-
ing the unfortunates from their perilous condi-
tion, proved to accomplish nothing—the muniec-
ipal authorities came promptly to our aid, ex-
hibiting the spirit ot philanthropists, in offering
$75. for the recovery of the victims who were
beneath said embankment; and, whereas, the
white citizeps in general reem to sympathize
with us in our bereavement—

Resolved, That we bow in humble submission
to the decree of an All-wise Bemng in thus re-
moving from our midst two of our fellow-towns-
men by the stroke of Death.

Resolved, That we tender our sincere thanks
to the members of the City Council for the im-
partial manner in which the sum of $75. was of-
fered ; also the spirit that was manifested by all
the members that were present for the recovery
of the remains of the victims; also to the Town
Sergeant for his untiring effort in securing a de-
cent burial of the deceased, snd to the commu-

nity of whites in general.

esolved, That we as colored citizens are con-

strained to believe that from the spirit manifes-
ted by the citizens in general there is an esteem
for ys as a people in this community, that can-
not be surpassed in any portion of our beloved
State—an esteem of friendliness—and that we
will return the sama, not in gold, but by an ad-
herence to the laws of the land, which will make
peaceful and respectable citizens,

Resolved, That we tender our heartfelt sym-
pathy to the bereaved relatives, together with
the assurance that we sorrow with them in this
sad dispensation of Proyidence.

In the account published last-week of the dif-
ficulty at New Providence Church, between Tay-
lor Swisher and Alexander Craig, which was ta-
ken from the Lexington Gazette, there were
some inaccuracies. The following are the facts
us elicited at the examining trial, held before
Justices Walker ana Joues, as related to us by a
friend of Mr. Craig: Craig and Swisher were
at the house of the lady on Saturday even-
ing ; Craig asked permission to accompany her
to church on Sunday—stating at the same time
that he did not wish to interfere with any ar-
rangements Mr. Swisher bad made, if any. She
replied that he (Craig) could accompany her.—
On Sunday all three started to church together,
and Craig, not wishing to have any difficulty,
allowed them to precede him. When services
at church were concluded Swisher went with
her to the stile, and found Craig there. She
then told Swisher not to go home with her as
Mr. Craig wa: going. She and Mr. C. then
started off together ; Sw r mounted and start-
ed after, and when he overtook them struck Mr.
(!, with » cowbide. Mr. U told him not to
strike or he would strike back. After going a
ghort distance fnrther Swisher took out Lis knife
and cut Craig in the face.

Since the date of the occurrence Mr. Swisher
has been arrested and tried before Justices Wal-
ker and Jones, who required iiim to give bond
in the sum of $1,000, 10 appear at the next term
of the County Couri,

Conservative Mass Meeting.
Quo last Thursday night, after the adjourn-
ment of the Conservative Convention, there

was a grand mass-meeting held at the Assem-.
bly Hall, Richmond.

The meeting was called to order by Gen. P.
T. Moore, on whose motion Mayor Keiley was
appointed chairman. ;

Speeches were made by Messrs. W. W,
Walker, Esq., of Westmoreland; ‘‘Extra Bil-
Iv"! Smith; *Billy’’ Gilmer, and Hon. John B.
Baldwio.  The following is the Richmond
Whig's report of Col, Baldwin's remarks ;

He said a long time had elapsed since he
had undertaken to address the people of Rich-
wond on any political question. He wished it
distinctly understood that he was not a politi-
cian. He had quit politics.. He was one of
that olass that was not gonsidered fit to hold
office, State or Federal, and he didn’t intend
to ask any one to relieve him of that disabili-

ty.

yMr. B. referred to the lamentable condition
of Virginia at the close of the war. On every
hand despair was presented to the people.—
They looked around them for sympathy, They
looked naturally to the government at Wash-
ington for some measure of rehef, They knew,
of course that they had ‘attempted the over-
throw of that Gevernment, but they also knew
that the history of all givilized nations showed
that the vanquished Ilovariably received the
syropathy of the viotors. He theo recapitu-
lated the vigdictive legislation of Congress, and
of the manifestations of hostility and bitter-
vess against the South in all parts of the
North, Mr. B. discussed the subject ‘thus
presented io its variogs phases, He also de-
nounced the carpet-baggers. Sheridan threat-
ened io his raid down the Shenandoah Valley
that he would make the country so desolate
tbat a buzzard flying across it would have to
carry a carpet-bag. From that day to this the
flight of sych bugzards has continued. The
carpet baggers are lineal desgendants of the
man who asked why the ointment and spike-
nard was not soid, and the money given to the
poor. That man did not care for the poor—
not he, for it is recorded that he wasa “‘thief,”’
and “‘held the bag.”’ It was a serious thing
when we reflect that a great party having con-
trol of the government should have sent down
upon us such a set of men.

Mr. B. said he had been an old-line Whig,
of the straightest sect.” He was now a Conser-
vative, A Cgnservative, as he understood it,
was one who was ready to take that which is
most attainable, and not the most imaginable —
one who ‘‘accepts the situation.”’ He was not
a chronic conspirator against the government.
He had done his best to burst it wide open,
bat now he acknowledged the government as
his government, and woyld do what he could
to improve its admiuistration and rid it of the
curse of Radicalism, which is bringing it into
disgrace. That is what he understood to be the
opposition of the Conservatives in Virginia.

Qur first duty is to rid the State of Radical-
ism. Hereafter he would ally himself with
any national party that would help us. He
did not care what the name of that party might
be. He was not afraid of names, aud to gecure
the deliverance of the country he woull as
soon be called a Democrat or Locofoco as any-
thing else.

Mr. B. closed with an earnest appeal to the
Conservatives to make a'good fight in the ap-
proaching contest. :

The Radical papers at the North are assail-
ing Gen. Hancock on the ground that he is a
favorite at the South. Says one of them :

“The Southern Democracy, including some
of the fussiest of the fire-eaters, are largely in
favor of Geen. Hancock as the National Demo-
cratic candidate. Even the fiery Toombs will
accept Hancock.’’

This shows that if the South takes any part
in a National Convention, and supperts the
ticket nominated, the fact will be used as an
argument against that ticket. We would flank
that trick by abstaining from participation in
the nomination and reserving our fire for the
election.— Whig.

Senator Scott, the Chairman of the Ku-Klux
Committee, has made representations to Gen.
(Grant in respect to alleged outrages in South
Carolina. He states that these outrages are of
constant occurrence, and that the State author-
sies are unable to deal with them. He urged
the necessity of enforcing the Ku-Klux law in
that State, and Gen. Grant has consented to is-
sue a proclamation preliminary to a declaration
of martial law.

A tornado has swept over the Island of St.
Thomas, overturning every house and laying
the place in ruins. The [sland of St. Kitts is
a'so eaid to have been swept into ruin by the
tornado.

Be it ordered by the Board of Education, That

under authority given to this Board by an Act
of the General Assembly of Virginia, approved
Decegnber 23, 1870, entitled *“An Act requiring
cortain officers to regulate and supervise elec-
tions held for school purposes,”-(see Acts of As-
sembly, 1870-71. p 14,) the following regulations
shall be observed bg the revenue officers of the
counties and townships of Virginia in respect to
the collettion of county and distirict school tax-
es, and the compensation of the officers who take
part in the collection and disbursewents there-
of, to wit :
Il In all cases in which other effactive provis-
ion has been made, it shall be the duty of the
eounty treasurer in each county to procéed forth-
with to extend the county and district taxes
which have been voled, and to do so either on the
land and property books in his possession by ru-
ling additienal columns therefor, or in & small
blank book obtained for the purpose, and also to
make off tickets theretrom, which he shall deliv-
er to the prger township collectors on or before
the 15th of September next, and take their re-
ceipts for the same,

2. On the receipt of these tickets. the township
collectors shall proceed immediately to collect
the school taxes, and to make returns to the
county treasurer 6n or before the 1st of Decem-
ber, a8 by law required in the case of other tax-
es. retaining as compénsation five per centum of
the money collacted. f 1

3. The county treasurer shall be allowed thirty
(30) cents'for every hour of labor actually ex-
pended in extending the taxes and preparing the
tickets, together with cost of necessary stationery
and printing. His aceount shall be presented to
the county superintendent of public schools, and
if endorsed as correct by him, the treasurer may
enter the charges against the county and district
funds respectively.

4. Whatever labor in extending the school tax-
es may have been performed by the assessors
shall, if not otherwise provided for, be paid for
out of the school funds at.the same rate as in the
case of the treasurer; and the county superin-
tendent’s endorsement of approval on the asses-
sor's account shall be sufficient order on' the
treasurer for payment.

. In cases where the county treasurer has col-
lected the school taxes he shall be authorized to
retain three per centum of the amount collected,
as a compensation for collecting and disbursing
the ssme, In those cases in which he disburses,
but has not collected, county or district money,
he shall be authorized to retain one and a_half
‘;_)er dcent.um on the amount disbursed from either

und.

6. In regard to the disbursement of the State
school funds, the power of this Board to fix a
compensation being doubtful, the county treas-
urer may retain one and a haif per centum on
the amount paid out, as a compensation for his
services, provided that in case the next Legisla
ture shall annul this action of the Board, the
treasurer shall hold himself officially responsi
