Plan of Conservative Organization.
In compliance with the wishes of the Con-

servatives of this State, who felt that the re-
organization of their party was not only desi-
rable, but absolutely necessary, the Conserva-
tive State Central Committee called a State
Convention of the party to assemble in Rich-
mond on the 30th day of August last. In pur-
suance of that official call, delegates duly
elected from tbe counties and cities of the
State, met in Convention at the time and place
designated. The Convention represented the
character, intelligence and patriotism of the
Conservativeparty of the State.

The chief object of their assembling was to

agree upon that plan of organization which
would be, in the opinion of that body, the
most efficient in enabling the Conservatives to

"oppose and defeat the Radical party."
After a full interchange of views and calm

deliberation, on the second day of their ses-

sion, the members of the Convention unani-
mously adopted the "Plan of organization of
the Conservative party of Virginia."

The address of the Conservative State Com-
mittee to the Conservative voters of the State,
concludes as follows:

'Above all, discipline yourselves strictly ac-
cording to the plan which has been furnished
you ; so, in the hour of conflict, you will realize
the advantage of the movements of a regu'ated
army over the desultory and scattered efforts
of a mob."

In compliance with this plan of organization,
Col. Jno. B. Baldwin, County and City Super-
intendent, published in the journals of this
city, a call for "a meeting of the Conseiva-
tives of the couDty of Augusta and tbe city of
Staunton, to be held at Staunton on Saturday,
Sept. 16th, for the purpose of selecting a com-
mittee of two from each Township and Ward,
and a Superintendent for the County and City,
according to the plan of organizationprescribed
by the State Convention."

In pursuance of that official call, a meeting
of "respectable numbers of representative men
from each Township and Ward'; was held in
the Court-house on the day designated, at
which, on motion of Col. Baldwin, Maj. Wm.
ML Tate was called to the chair, and Geo. A.
Bruce was appointed Secretary.

The following is an extract from the official
report of the proceedings of that meeting as
published in ali the papers of this place:?

"Mr. Wm. A. Burke read to the meeting
the plan of organizationadoptedby the State
Convention, and, on his motion, it was UNAN-
IMOUSLY resolved that the Conservatives of
the County of Augusta and the City of Staun-
ton accept saidplan, and willproceed to organ-
ize and work under it."

The last Valley Virginian contains an edito-
rial, a column in length, devotedto hostile crit-
icism of the Conservative State Convention,
violent denunciation of the plan of organiza-
tion unanimously adopted by that body, and
emphatic denial that the Conservatives of this
county have directly or indirectly adopted that
plan.

The character of the Conservative State
Convention needs no defense; this is not the
proper time to discuss the merits or demerits
of the plan of organization, and the fact de-
nied by the Virginian is subtantiated by the
action of the meeting of Conservatives held in
the Court-house on the_6th of September.
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Attend thePrimary Meetings.
On Saturday next, the 14Ah instant, the pri

mary meetings are to be held to elect delegates
to the nominating convention, which is to as-
semble on Monday, the 16th instant.

We cannot forbear from urging every man
who possibly can do so, to attend these meet-

ings, and elect their wisest men as delegates.?
The times are threatening. There is danger

ahead. There are so many candidates for the
Legislature, and so much feeling manifested,

that there is danger of divisions and of defeat
It must be remembered that the Radicals

have polled some 1,500 votes in this county,

and ii to these we add those who may be iu-
duced by the delusive hope of being paid for
property lost during the war, the number may

be increased. If the Conservatives allow them-
selves to be split up into factions, defeat is in-
evitable.

It is all important, therefore, to make such
nominationsas will commandgeneral confidence
and approval, and to secure this result, calm,
judicious, sensible men should be chosen as del-
egates to the convention. If the body of the
people refuse to attend these meetings, public
opinion will not be properly expressed?inter-
ested parties will work the wires?weak nomi-
nations will be made, and discontentand defeat
will follow.

If you want to know what defeat and Radi-
cal rule mean, look to the other Southern
States, ground down by ruinous taxation, bur-
thened with intolerable debt, and governed by
stupidity and knavery!

Registration.
Fifteen days before the election, which is to

take place on the "Tuesday succeeding the
first Monday in November," which will be the
7th day of the month, the registering officers
"will sit two days for the purpose of amending
and correcting the lists, at which timeany qual-
ified voter applying, and not previously regis-
tered, may be added." The registrars are re-
quired to give at least ten days' notice before
each setting, by posting written or printed no-
tices thereof at five or more public places in
their township, ward or election district.

On or before the 13thof October tHe regis-
tration notices should be posted. On the 23d
and 24th every voter who is not registered ;

every voter who has changed his residence,
first obtaining a certificate of former registra-
tion, and every voter whose vote was not re-
ceived before in consequence of error in the
name or any similar cause, should go forward
and see that his name is correctly entered up-

on the registration list. Nor is this sufficient.
Ten days after the registration closes, the reg-
istering officer is required to post up "at three
or more places in tbe election district written
or printed lists of all persons admitted by them
to registration." See that your name is prop-
erly registered or promptly appealto the Coun-
ty Judge or Hustings Court Judge to compel a
correction. And further, note that every per-
son named on the list, has been a resident of
the State for a year and of the county for three
months, is twenty-one years of age, and in all
respects a legal voter.

The Funding Bill.

Messrs. Editors:?Having heard a great
deal said in opposition to the funding bill, Idetermined to examine its provisions carefully,
to see how far the objections were well-founded,
I have lived long enough to know, that some
persons, about election times, seek to raise a
great clamor in regard to matters of which
they know little themselves, and others willful-
ly misrepresent measures, for the purpose of
promoting their own chances of getting intooffice.
I doubt whether one nf those persons who

are most clamorous in their opposition to thisbill ever read it, or could give you an intelli-
gent account of its provisions.

To enable your readers toform a correct opin-
ion of this much ta ked-of bill, I will give abrief analysis of its features.

Everybody knows, that since 1850, there has
been a strong feeling the Stale of
Virginia, in favor of iuternal im Movements ?

Every part of the State wanted Railroads, Ca-nals and Turnpikes, to afford the Farmers fa-cilities to get to market, and to develop the re-
sources of the State ISA. man within the lastthirty years, could have been elected to theLegislature from Augusta, or any of the Val-
ley or Piedmont couniies, who would not pledgehimself to advocate a vote for a liberal system
of internal improvements.

In response to this popular demand many
Canals, Railroads and Turnpikes were built
throughout the State. Ol these Augusta and
the other Valley counties got their full share

To build these roads, &c , which are now the
main sources of our prosperity, large sums of
money were borrowed?much of it being the
money of widows and orphans, which trustees,
guardians and executors were direced to invest
in safe stocks. To secure the payment of the
sums of money thus borrowed, bonds were is-
sued, and the faith and honor of Virginia sol-

A Word to Our Colored Fellow-Citizens.
The Forty Acres and a Mula !

As an election is now approaching, we pre-
sume the carpet-baggers and scalawags will be
after you again with the old promise of "forty
acres and a mule," or something ofthe kind.

It is surprising how affectionate these fellows
become on the eve of an election ! At all other
times, like tbe Levite of old, they pass the col-
ored man by without even a sign of recogni-
tion.

Who
give you employment ? Who pay your wages?
Who furnish you the means ofgetting shelter,
food and raiment for your families? When
you get into difficulties to whom do you go for
advice? When you want money, provisions,
or friendly offices, to whom do you apply? Is
there a colered man in the country who ever
found his o'd master unwilling to render him a
favor? When your families are sick and need
little comforts does your old master ever turn a
deaf ear to your appeal for relief?

But the carpet-baggers tell you the Northern
people set you free. That is true. But why
did they do it ? Was it for your sake that
they did it? By no means. It was a wai
mea-ure, adopted not to benefit you, but to in-
jure the people of the South.

When these carpet-baggers talk to you in
this way, ask them who first enslaved you? ?

Who brought you in slave ships to this coun-
try ? If they tell you the truth, they wiil be
obliged to say that it was in the first place the
English, and afterwards the Yankees. Massa-
chusetts and Rhode Island and Connecticut
owned the slave ships, and sent them to Africa
to catch your ancestors and bring them here. ?
Neither Virginia nor any other Southern State
ever owned a slave ship.

Ask these Pharisees, too, how they got rid
of their slaves in the North ? Did they set
them free ? Not at all! They sold them to
the people*of the South with warranty of title,
and then abused the people of the South for
holding them, under their purchases from the
Yankees. Verily, the carpet-baggers and scal-
awags are a strange race. Beware of them 1

emnly pledged to the lenders.In this way a large debt was created which,
including unpaid interest, amounted on the Ist
day of January, 1870, to a fracion over forty-
five miiiioris of dollars. The whole or nearly
all of this debt was created in contributing topublic works which we now own and have in
daily use. This debt was created by the old
State of Virginia before she was divided, and
was mainly created by the votes ol representa-
tives from Middle and Western Virginia, thetide water counties generally voting against all
improvements. The whole State, therefore, in-
cluding West Virginia, was bound for this
debt. But the State having been divided, it
became desirable that the debt also should bedivided, so that each State should assume and
pay its proper share. It was like the case of a
dissolution of partnership, when each i artner
assumes his share of the debts of the firm.

As the bonds stood, they were joint bonds,
binding both States. Any payment madewould be on account of the whole debt. This
was inconvenient, and led to complications.?
To avoid this difficulty the funding bill was
framed.

Upon looking to the taxable values of the
property of Eastern and Western Virginia, as
they stood before the war, it was ascertained
that about two-thirdsof the taxable property
was situated in the old State, and one-third in
the newly created State. It was, therefore,
very properly concluded, that Virginia should
assume two-thirds, and West Virginia one-
third of the common debt; for if the State
had not been divided, that was about, the rate
which they would, respectively, have been ob-
liged to contribute, to pay the interest and
principal.

Having thus ascertained the proper share
which each was bound to pay, the Legislature
proceeded to separate Virginia's share of the
debt from that of West Virginia.

To effect this object the fundine bill provi-
ded, that the creditors of tbe old State as it
existed before the war, should present their
bonds to the 2. d Auditor, who should there-
upon take up the old bonds and issue new
bonds, of the present State of V irsinia, for
two-thirds of the debt, and give ceriificates of
the amount of the other third, to be hereafter
-ettied and paid by West Virginia.
It strikes me that there was no great wrong

done to anybody by this arrangement. It is
pretty much what any prudent man would be
likely to do, in retraid to his private affairs.?
If you, Messrs. Editors, were to dissolve your
partnership, would you not prefer, if you could,
to give your own bonds for your -hare of the
debt, than to let the old partnership bonds,
binding you for the whole, stand? It is true
you could not get rid of your uhimate liability
for the whole, in the event that any of the oth-
er partners failed, but your liability would be
as surety, and not as principal. You could be
made to pay on!} in the event, that the other
partners failed to pay. It is just so with Vir-
ginia. She g-ves her bonds for what she owes,
and can only be held as surety for Western Vir-
ginia, and bound in the case of her inability to
pay

The main theory of the Funding bill, is
therefore, not justly liable to the bitter denun-
ciations pronounced a_ainst it.

But there are two objections to the details of
the bill, which are very earnestly pressed by its
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Radical Proscription.
A convention of the Radicals of this Con-

gressional District was held in Harrisonburg,
on the 2nd of this month, B. B. Botts in the
chair, and Frank J. Brarnhall, Secretary.

The following resolution, offered by A. S.
Gray, of Rockingham, was adopted :

Resolved, That, while we have no charge

Amongst others, was John A Har
man, of Staunton, who in response to a resolu-
tion framed by the meeting, recommending
him for the place of Postmaster of Staunton,
said, among other things, that if he was ap-
pointed Postmaster, he pledged himself to run
the office in the interests of the Republican
party. Mr. If. "speeched" a good deal more,
which we have not room to insert."

The signature of Col. A. S. Gray, who of
fered the above unique resolution, is attached
to the ordinance of secession. It will be ob-
seved that the Radicals "make no charge
against his (Mr. Sears') administration of the

thirds of the interest, as well as of the princi-
pal.

2nd. That the coupons for in-ercst, are made
receivable in payment of taxes to the Siate.

Let us examine these objections, and see
whether they are tenable.

It is known to everybody, that the Stite has
not been able, since the war, to pay her interest.
The same thing has happened with individual
debtors. But did any one ever think hard of
his creditor, if he required him to give a new
bond, including the interest ? Is there any
thing wrong in it? Should the creditor suffer
loss, in consequence ol his indulgence in ex
tending time to his debtor? Everybody will
answer in the negative. And yet this is exact-
ly what the State oi Virginia has done. She
has taken up old bonds, many of which were
overdue, and all approaching maturity, and has
given new bonds which are not payable for thir-
ty-four years. Is not this a pretty good finan
cial operation? Which of your readers, it he
had an old bond pressing him which had been
due for ten years, would not gladly consent to
give a new bond, including the interest, if he
could get an exietision ot the time of payment
thirty-four years. And if this would be wise
on the part of an individual, why is it not wi-e
on the part of the State? The new bonds is-
sued under the funding bill are not payable un
til Ist July, 1905.

And here I beg leave to mention anotherfact, which should not be lost sight of. It is
true that no individual cau sue a itate, to re-
cover a debt due Irom that S ate. But it is
equally true, that any State can sue ano hei
Siate in the Supreme Court of the U S.?Now suppose the funding bill had not been
passed, and that the oid bonds which are over
due, and about to become due, had remained
outstanding, what could prevent the State oi
Maryland, tor example, from buying up, tor a
mere song, these dishonored bonds, and bring-
ing suit to recover them in ihe Supreme Court
of the U. S? What defence could Virginia
have made? Judgment would have been ob-
liged to go against her, and federal bayonets
could readily enforce the judgment. The Le-
islature that tailed to lev> taxes to pay, Wouldbe hold in contempt of Court, and liable to flue
and imprisonment until they did lay the prop-
er taxes. In this way we might b-.: forced to
pay the whole principal instead of the interest,
on our proper share.

2nd. As to the receivability of the couponsin payment of taxe-. Is there anything wrong
in this? If I hold a man's bond and he has
a counterclaim against me, is it not right that
he should offset it against my claim? Is not
this everyday's practice? Is it not law, and
is it not jn-t and right?

Now if this be light between man and man,
why should it not be right between the State
and an individual ? 1 owe the Stale, say $60,
taxes, and the State owes me §00, for interest,
that is due on money 1 loaned her, why should
I not be allowed to offset my claim against the
State, against the State's c aim against me??

It any man has a road ciaim, or any other le-
gal claim against the county, or the corpora
tion, has he not always been allowed to set off
his claim against his county or coporation
taxes? Nobody has ever complained of this?
on the contrary, everybody would think it
hard, if he was not allowed so to set it off.?
Why then should not the same be done
in regard to taxes due the Siate? Why should
the creditor of the State be put to the incon-
venience and loss of raising money to pay his J
tax into the Treasury, on the first ot December, ]
when he is entitled to draw the same money
