STAUNTON. Sept. 27, 1871

Ed. Pic.—After a short and pleasant trip
from the Oid Sweer Springs. I arrived in this
snug town io an exhilarated condition, caunsed
by a bracing ride up and down, around and on
the sides of stupendous mouatains ; now eouars-
ing along the beautiful baunks of the Jackson
River. and then rushing in and out of dark
and wysterious tunnels, subduing the high-
voice conversation to a stage whisper, and leav-
ing the conviet= (at work in bricking these tuo-
vels), with their little lamps looking like glow
worms flitting about. in the dark distance be-
hind us, s we swifily glided through iato the
bright, cterrful sunlight, when the hearty
laugh was again heard gnd the broken thread
ot conversation reunited. As [ was standing
on the platform of the car drinking in the
beaunties of the variegated exhibiiion of au-
tumn leaves flitting by us on distant wountaio
sides, I asked a young lady ro what she would
compare them? ‘A large, beauritul bougner,”
she said, gnd I suppese an humble offering
trom narure for bounties received
What shall 1 say of Staunton that will prove
interesting to your reader~? [ can say that it
is a fair, pretty town, some of it nestled in a
pleasant, fertile valley, whilst orher parts of it
are climbing the high adjacent hills. reaching
the summits and-tooking down with rested.
cowfortable aspect upon those parts which still
are gradually climbing.
There 1s in this apparently quiet town. the
steady hum of busy enterpri-ing men, pushing
ahead with indomitable will and energy Iw-
provements of the most substantial kind —
brick hou~es—are being builr in every direc-
tion; gorhic and Swiss models being predomi-
nant and fashiovable, and very pretty styles ot
architecture they are, so plea-ing to the eye —
Staunton has a population of about 6000 in-
habuyauts, very few of them, I take it. who
are not genial, generous and ever hospitable. —
There are five pretty churches in this tows,
hut the one rhat struck we as pretty, was the
Episeopal Chureh, so quaint and antique in 1ts
archi ec'ure. In its enclorure there isa “"God’s
Acie,’” where the graves of dear and departed
ones are rcattered here and there. causing one
to teel as he eunters the gate, which wmust not
be sacrileged by ary jes ing or flippant re-
mark. 1 think that rhe principal attraetion in
S aunton is s temale schools, being five in
namber, ot different religious denomimations,
and well attended. They do remark thar those
who deal 1o artificial sweets—the contections—
do a most thriving aud proficable bu~iness. —
There could not be found a better place than
this for the establishment of such »chouls;
rich and prodactive lauds, unsurpassed natural
advautages aud, above all, a healthy aod in-
vigorating chmate, for the most patural and
rosieat of all rosy cheeks, have I seen here.
Last Sunday eveuving | accompanied a party
in a vi~it to the Biind, Deat and Duamb Asy-
uw, (all combined 1n one,) and was fided with
plea~ure and wouder. 1 say wonder; tor we
saw a mute teacher, very gracetul 1n all his ges-
tures, delivering a discourse from St. John,
xv. 13 and 14, to which his audience of wutes
paid the strictest attention. understavdingly
approving or disapproving by nods or shakes
ot the head. It was ioteresting, indeed, to
watch the various emotions as they passed over
the suli faces of these afflicted beings.  After
the professor had finished, Col. Breckiordge,
vue of the gentlemanly and exceedingly polue
attaches of this institution, weat out ai our -
quest and found Toby, a young man berete of

Ao-
ter inspecting the building and well laid off
grounds, we left well san-tied with our visit,
teeling that these pocr, affl cted creatmres were
well cared for, and as happy as possible. 1 got
1uto 8 writing counversation  with one of the
wutes, aud he expressed himseif coutented and
well cared for.
We had the good fortune «f stoppiong at the
Virgima Holel. Frazier & Sale, proprietors,
Mr Geo. W. Kevnedy, a very polite and at-
tentive gentlewan, io the office. These geu-
tlemen are noble catrers of the first degree,
and “"they know how 10 keep a hoiel.” By
the way, they give up this hotel in a few days,
but way be found opexe summer at Capon
Springs, Hawpsbire ¢ uoty, Va.—reached via
Winchester, Va —aud my word for it, every
oue will be pleased who tavor them with thewr
pafronage. Saturday morping brichr and ear
ly, in lavdau with a pair of fine horses, we
tovk a pleasant road leading 1o Weyer's Cave,
where we arrived 1n a very ~hort time, after ao
juvigorating ride. Haviog rested, we took our
way to the cave, and found 1t »situated in a
ndge of about two handred avd fifty seet high,
runuing nearly in a northern and southera di-
rection, about one mile from the Blue Ridge
Mouuntains. Tradition has it that in the year
1807 one Bernard Weyer, a hunter, while ma-
king search for a ground bog who bad been
playing the wild with his traps. came up on
hiw in this ndge, and whilst digging for hiw
disesvered this natoral phenomeuon. It has
since borne his pame. ‘The general ¢iurse ot
the cave is near.y horizoctal; the tewmperature
fi ty-four degrees all the year round, a.d the
entire grouud ove waiks over in traversing the
cave is two and a quarier wiles, which disiance
seews doubled atier baving traveled up and
down hill in the cave seeking new beauties.—
1t seems hardly credible that the constant
diippusg of water could lorm such fantasiie,
sublime and wonderful figures as I beheld in
pursuing the precincts of this magnificent cay-

close resemblance to the objects whose names-
sake they are. Without prolonging this part
of my letter, I will touch upon a few of the
mo«t notable stalactites which may be dis-
tinguish- d ‘below by those words beginning
with capital letters. Mr. J. R. Mohler, our
attentive guide, first took our party, as was
proper, to the Cathedral where we received our
benisons ; then, proeceediog via Jacob's Lad-
der, and taking a look at the Eiephant, we
squirmed our way through the Fat-Man's Mis-
ery, and knocked up against Joho Tyler’s nose ;
nas-ed on our way through the Garden of
Eden 10 the Post Office, where we dropped our
cards, and after taking a look at the Oyster
Shell and playing an anthem on the big Or-
ean. we retraced our steps by the light ot the
Rising Moon, and had a fine Winter View
frow the Natural Bridge. Fountain Cave, sit-
nated in the same ridge as Weyer's Cave, and
half a mile from it, is just the opposite to
Weyer's Cave, in regard to stalacrite beauty,
Its scenery is of the more grand and sublime
tyve, appeari g as if there had been an earth-
qnake, throwing up hills in majestic confusion.
After coming out of the cave we ascended the
ridee, and in the distance saw the battle-fields
of Port Republic and Cross Keys, in the Shen-
andoah Valley, where Stonewa!l Jackson de-
feated the separate armies of Fremont and
Shields At the foot of the ridge we saw 3
bog cooling hiwself in a mud hole, whereupon
the incorrigible of the party remarked, a por-
cioe (poor sign) for comfort afrer all. We wiit-
ed and descended. Good hotel accommoda-
tions can be had ar both of the caves.

Having spent Suoday in recuperating our ex-
hausted evergics, we started early Monday
moroing for the Natural Bridge via Lezington.
Blushing, beaurifu!' Aurora was just arising
frow her roseate cruch, with the blithesome
birds twittering their homage, while we saw in
the distance vast, clean-shaven valleys, dotted
with even rows of fodder; men plowing and
sowiog, and the *‘sol-tary horseman’’ winding
his way around the foot of a mountain, s rip-
piing stream at his feet. The coup d el was glo-
rious. te in the evening, on the road, we
had the misfortune of breaking the toogue ot
our carriage ; a negro coming up just then
said he ‘heard dat tongue speak,”” ‘which re-
mark dispelled the inspirations which we were
enjoying in seeing the sun ~ink hehind 2 moun-
rain aud hearing dogs barking and catile bells
tipkling in the distance.

¢ were soon righted and proceeded on our
way to the Biidge, where we arrived late at
vight. Next morning we went down early and
took a look at the Bridge, which we found a
grand and ragged excavation 225 feet high, —
Our fir-t view was from the bhottom ; looking
up we plainiy discerned the fizure of an im
mense eagle imprinted on the rocky arch as it
some one had painted 1t there; on the jacged
sides ot the Bridge, niosses, ferns and traiting
vines were growing over the nawmes of visiror-
cut in its rocks,  We elambered to the top and
looked over this yawning precipice unnl w
grew dizzv ; throwing a pebble over we fiund
five seconds pass away before it reached the
vottom.  Qae lady, speaking rapturonsly of
this grand curiosity, was brought back to stern
reality by her male compamon remarking :—
“I'nat’s nothing but a culvert.”” Ah, the de-
pravity ot human sentiment! .
That evening we returned to T.exington, vis-
ited the tombs of Lee and Jackson, the Wash-
ington and Lee College, sew the cadets at Vir-
ginia Milirary Iostitute at dress parade and
passed a most delighiful evening with Mrs Lee
aond daughters. We had the honor of having
Geun. Custis Lee call upon usin the evening,
who. by his culture avd intellectual capacity,
has been appointed succe-sor to the chair which
his father so honorably fillled. He is a general
favorite of the students.

When the contemplated railway to this point
is completed, Lexington will be the Mecea of
the Soutn, where all may go to pay their hum-
ble devoirs at the shrines of the Chrisuans—
Lee and Jacks n.

Property.

The fires that are raging in the forests of
Wisconsin, Michigan and other Western States
eomin?e to increase in violence. They were,
ora time, overshadowed by the Chicago con-
ﬂc_gntlon. which was concentrated at a single
point in direct communication with all of our
cities. The rural fires are diffused over a vast
surface removed from the lines of communicas
tion and inaccessible to immediate relief. Bat
as intelligence of the desolation spreads, pube
lic sttention and sympathy are being aroused.
Whole towns have been consumed, leaving lit-
erally nothing but ashes to mark the spot
where they once stood; whole counties have
been swept bare of houses, fences and woods;
l?nndreds and perbaps thousands of huum;
lives have been lost; the flames bave in one
lo!)g district left a blackened trail seventy-five
nu.les wide, sparing in their dreadfal blast
neither man nor beast nor dwelling, and the
people who had staked everything to find 8
Western home stand to-day on the threshold
of Winter without food or clothing or money,

Th.e tragic fate which has befallen the town
of Pishtego is truly distressing to contemplate.
Out of a population of 2 000, ooe-third have
absolutely perished; while of those who es-
caped, many have been seriously injured, and
all have lost everything they had in the world,
The loss of life by these forest fires has greatly
exoeet.ied the loss of life at Chicago, while the
sufferings caused by them are much greater, in
consequence of the vietims being so far beyond
the reach of relief, Neighbors cannot assist
one anothe'r, for all are the victims of a com-
mon suffering. Many must perish from star-
vation before their wants can be supplied from
a distance,
