The State election in New Hampshire, on
last Tuesday, resulted in the success of the
Republican ticket, by a small majority. In
1868, says the N. Y. World, “‘Grant carried
New Hampshire by about 8,000 majority ; but
now, after strenuous and desperate exertions,
he has barely saved it by a pitiful majority,
which shows a great ebb in his popularity since
he was elected President.

They can be students of books, and werk
also at the plough, or the forge ; with axe and
hamamer; and a recognition of the circumstances
by which we are surrounded teaches every
thoughtful parent in the State that the next
generation, to be successful, must be able to
work with their haods as well as their heads.

Special Court of Appeals.

On Saturday week the Court of Appeals ap-
pointed Judge G. A. Wingfield, of the Lynch-
burg circuit, Judge W. S. Barton, of the
Fredericksburg circuit, and Judge Wm. Me-
Laughlin, of this circuit, Judges of the Special
Court of Appeals, in accordance with the act
of the Legisiature, which provides, ‘‘that the
Court of Appeals shall designate annually three
Judges of the Cireunit Courts, to constitute a
special Court of Appeals, who shall assemble
in the city of Richmond annually on such day
as the Court of Appeals may designate, and
hold a court for the trial of such causes, civil

and criminal, as the Court of Appeals cannot
dispose of with convenient dispatch, and shall
certify to it, as provided in article sixth, sec-
tion three, of the coastitation of the State,
not exceeding fifty at a time.”’

Dr. Huston has been ‘‘interviewed,”’ in Bal-
timore, where he is at present, by a reporter
for the New York Herald, and the account of
the ‘“‘interview’’ is published.

In both
Houses of that body, suitable resolutions com-
plementary of Judge Joynes, and expressive
of the loss sustained by his resignation, were
expressed.

To carry out the provisions of this act, both
houses of the General Assembly have passed
an act redistricting the State in accordance
with our increase of representation.

By this apportionment, of the nine districts,
this is the seventh, and is composed of the fol-
lowleg counties: Bath, Highland, Augusta,
Rockingham, Page, Albemarle, Greene, Shen-
adoab, Fluvanna, Goochland.—Population,
126,140.

The Presidential Question.

The Baltimore Sun says the nominations of
the Labor Reform Convention—Mr. Justice
Davis for President, and Goveraor Parker, of
New Jersey, for Vice President—have been
commented on by the press throughout the
country. The Southern Democratic Conserva-
tive press generally pronounces them accepta-
ble, and appears to acquiesce in their adoption
by the Democratic nominating convention, at
least if they be previously endorsed by the
proposed Cincinnati convention of liberal Re-
publicans, which is to be held in May.

At a meeting of the Supervisors of Shenan-
doah county, on the 11th inst., an order was
made to have the lands of that county re-
assessed. Under the present law, the assessor
receives two dollars per day, to be paid out of
the county levy.

GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF VIRGINIA.
SENATE—Wednesday, March 13.—The

House amendment to the Senate bill providing
a charter for the city of Staunton was agreed

to.

The bill yesterday agreed upon, dividing the
land scrip between Hampton lastitute and
Preston Olin Institute—one-third to the former
and two-thirds to the latter—was amended and
passed without a dissenting voice.

House.—The special order, Senate bill to
regulate and define the jurisdiction of the coun-
ty and circuit courts, to preseribe the number
of terms of the cireuit courts, and to fix the pay
of county judges, came up.

Mr. Brooke moved to lay on the table. Lost
—ayes, 57; noes, 57.

Mr. Deneale moved to postpone indefinitely.
After considerable discussion this motion was
agreed to—ayes, 68 ; noes, 43.

House bili to provide for the reorganization
of the militia, and to repeal existing laws con-
cerning the same, was passed by a constitution-
al vote—ayes, 73 ; noes, 22.

At the night session, the bill to reduce the
per diem of members of the General Assembly,
was taken up.

Pending its consideration, and after consid-
erable filibustering, the House (at 10:30 P. M.)
adjourned.

SENATE.—Thursday, March 14.—The Sen-
ate declined to concur in the action of the House
extending the session for six days from the 19:¢h
inst,

House.—On moticn of Mr. Walker, Senate
bill providing for the disposition of the proceeds
of the sale of the land serip donated Virginia
by Congress for educational purposes was taken

up.

The bill having been read, Mr. Graham cal-
led the previous question, but the call was not
sustained.

A scene of copsiderable confusion ensued,
and the Speaker (Mr. Booker in the chair) had
to threaten to enforce the rules by the aid of
the Sergeant-at-Arms.

Mr. Walker called the pending question, but
withdrew it at the earnest requnst of the color-
ed members,

Mr. Peter Carter (colored Republican) then
offered an amendment giving five-twelfths, in-
stead of one-third, to the Hampton Normal
School.

Mr. Powell called th®pending question.

Mr. Norton (colored Republican) called the
yeas and nays. If gag-law was to be enforced
he wished to know who favored it.

The pending question was ordered—ayes, 56;
noes, 50.

A this point in the proceedings Mr. Deneale,
who was standing in the middle aisle, and Mr.
Riddlebarger, who was about rising from his
seat with a menacing gesture, were placed un-
der arrest by the Sergeant-at-Arwms.

Mr. Riddlebarger arose to a question of high
privilege.

teen years,

House.—In the matter of amnesty it was
ordered that hereafter no bills shall be passed
unless the names are read. The trouble grows
from the name of Governor Vanee, of North
Carolina, which is in one of the House bills.

Mr. James M. Leach presented Vance's
pame, and he claimed that he had violated no
pledge or understanding in including the name
in the list,

The Yerba Buena bill was recommitted to
the Pacific Railroad Committee.

A long debate occurred over subsidies to
steamboat lines.

Post-office appropriations were discussed un-
til adjournment.

SENATE.—Wednesday, March 13.—The ap-
pointment of a Committee of Investigation re-
garding appointments to office, &ec., was con-
sidered at some length, but without action.

The Pacific steamship subsidy bill was re-
sumed, and 2 long aud excited debate ensued,
with no action.

Mr. Sherman wanted the tariff bill; Mr. Cole
wanted appropriations; Mr. Chandler wanted
commerce, while other sepators pressed com-
paratively unimportant measures to precedence.

The salaries of the district judges were raised
to $5,000 w:th a clause authorizing their trans-
fer from one district to another as the exigencies
of the service required.
