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How A PrESIDENT 18 ELECTED.—Each of
the United States is entitled to as many electors
of President and Vice-President as it has Sena-
tors and Representatives in Congress. 1neach
State the electorsare chosen by a plurality vote.
That is, if there are three sets of electors voted
for, the set having the highest number of voters
is chosen. But a candidate for President, in or-
der to be successful, must have a majority of
all the electors. The electoral college, as now
constituted, consists of 317. Therefore 159 are
necessary for a choice, If there be three can-
didates for President and neither of them re-
ceives a majority of the electoral college, then
there is no choice, and the election goes to the
House of Representatives. The House must
confine their choice to the three highest can-
didates voted for by the electors. The Repre-
sentatives vote by States, and each State has
but one vote ; so that the power of Delaware is
as great as that of New York. Each State has
one vote. The majority of the State delegation
casts its vote. A candidate, to be successful,
must receive a majority of all the States, or
nineteen States. If the delegation is divided,
the vote of the State cannot be cast, and is there-
fore lost. As the present House is constituted,
and it is upon this House the election will de-
volve in the event there is no election by the
people, nominally the Republicans hold twenty
States ; hut its majority in ten of these it holds
by one single vote. Should there be a third
eandidate there would be no choice found in
two of these ten States,

We publish in another column the for.mal
notice to Hon. Horace Greeley of his nomina-
tion as the candidate of the Liberal Republi-
cans to the Presidency of the United States
from the officers of the Cincinnatti Convention.
Mr. Greeley states that he has delayed his re-
ply until he could judge whether their work
was approved and ratified by the mass of his
fellow-citizens, that he has become satisfied
that the movement has received the stamp of
public approval, and been hailed by a ‘majority
of his countrymen as the harbinger of better
days for the Republic. That he receives and
weleomes it as a spontaneous and deserved trib-
ute to the admirable platform of principles so
lucidly, tersely and forcibly set forth. He then
proceeds to epitomize the platform, cordially
approving it in detail. In conclusion, he ac-
cept, the nomination with the distinet under-
standing that, if elected, he will be the Presi-
.dent, not of a party, but of the nation, and is
confident that the American people have al-
ready made the cause their own, fully resolved
that their brave hearts and strong arms shall
bear it on to triumph.

Stckes, who shot James Fisk, was arraigned
in the Court of Oyer and Terminer on the 24th,
to plead, but under instructions of his counsel
declined to do so, and the Court ordered a plea
of not guilty entered.

The duties on manufactures of cot-
ton, wool, iron, India rubber, gutta percha and
straw are cut down ten per cent., from the pre-
sent rates.

State, who having previously taken the oath as

a member of Congress, or as an officer of the

United States, or as a member of any State

Legislature, or as an executive or judicial of-

ficer of any State, to support the Constitution

of the United States shall have been engaged
in insurrection or rebellion against the same, or
given aid and comfort to the enemies thereof.

Congress has, by the bill just passed, which

obtained the requisite two-thirds vote in each

House, removed the disabilities from all per-

sons whomsoever, except Senators and Repre-

sentatives of the Thirty-sixthand Thirty-seventh

Congress, and officers in the judicial, military

and naval service of the United States, heads of

departments and Foreign Ministers of the Uni-
ted States.

The exceptions will, it is supposed, cover less
than two hundred cases, including Jefferson
Davis and John C. Breckinridge.

The following is the text of the Amnesty bill
as passed by Congress and signed by the Presi-
dent :

An Act to remove political disabilities imposed
by the fourteenth article of the amendments
of the Constitution of the United States.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of
Representatives of the United States of Amer-
ica in Congress assembled (two-thirds of each
House concurring therein,) That all political
disabilities imposed by the third section of the
fourtecnth article of amendments of the Const-
itution of the United States are hereby remov-
ed from all persons whomsoever, except Sena-
tors and Representatives of the Thirty-sixth
and Thirty-seventh Congresses, officers in the
judicial, military and naval service of the Uni-
ted States, heads of departments, and foreign
Ministers of the United States.

Editorial Excursion.

Seneca Lake for Geneva; spend Sunday, the
23d, in Geneva, leaving there for Syracuse on
Monday, the 24th. At Syracuse they will join
the New York Editorial Association party en
route for Watertown, and will participate in the
entertainments to be given there to the New
York Editorial Association, and also in the ex-
cursion to Montreal viz the Thousand Islands,
returning to Watertown Friday afternoon,
28th, The Southern party will leave next
morning for Binghampton, but by what route
has not yet been determined. From Binghamp-
ton the party will go down the celebrated Wy-
oming Valley in Pennsylvania, stopping at
Scranton, Wilkesbarre and Northumberland,
and from the latter place go direct to Baltimore,
and from there return home.

The Civil Rights Bill.

The following is a copy of the Civil Rights
bill as passed by the Senate, on the 22d inst:

Be it enacted, &c, That whoever being a
corporation or natural person and owner, or in
charge of any public inn, or of any place of
public amusement or entertainment, for which
a license from any legal authority is required,
or of any line of stage coaghes, raiiroad, or oth-
er means of public carriage of passengers or
freight, shall make any distinction as to admis-
sion or accommodation therein of any citizen of
the United States beeause of race, color, or pre-
vious condition of servitude, shall cn convistion
thereof be fined not less than five hundred nor
more than five thousand dollars for each offence,
and the person or corporation so offending shall
be liabie to the ecitizens thereby injuired in
damages to be recovered in an aciion of debt.

Sec. 2. That the offences under this act and
actions to recover damages may be prosecuted
before any Territorial, District or Circuit Court
of the United States having jurisdiction of
crimes at the plage where the offence was
charged to have been committed, with a right
of appeal, or to havé a writ of error in any case
to the Supreme Court of the United States.

The Gaulois pubiishes'a letter from Napoleon,
dated Chiselhurst, May 12th, and addressed to
the Generals and Commarders of the French
Army. Iu this communpication the Emperor
makes the following acknowledgment;

“I am resporfible for Sedan. The army
fought heroically with an army double its
strength. After 14,000 had been killed or
wounded I saw the contest merely one of des-
peration. The army bhenor having been saved,
1 exercised my sovereign right and unfurled
the flag of truce. It was impossible that the
immolation of 60,000 men could save France.
I obeyed a gruel, inexorable necessity. My
heprg was broken, but my consgienge was tran-
quil,”’

matter worthy of remark and commendation,
that at the night session of the Senate on Tues-
day night, ‘“‘not a person could be found per-
ceptibly under the influence of intoxicating
drink!”” It ‘‘congratulates the country and
Congress on this gratifying circumstances!”

It is something that the country can be
congratulated upon anything! Though it is
rather strange that it should be noted as re-
markable that one night session of the Senate
has been held, and everybody reported as rectus,
pellucid and sober !

he Baltimore Sun says:—The House of
Representatives inserted in the civil appropria-
tion bill an appropropriation of $2,500,000 to
pay Southern claimants the amounts due them
under mail contracts existing prior to May 1,
1869. A proviso that such payment should be
made only on proof of ‘‘loyalty’” was stricken
out. The same bill appropriates $3,000,000 to
be expended by the Department of Justice in
prosecutions of the Southern people under the
Ku Kiux bill.

It is given out that Grant intends making a
generzal change of office-holders, in case of re-
election, on the ground that no person who
holds office daring one administration should
be retained for the full term of the succeeding
one. The people are so much of the same
opinion, at least as far as this admicistration
is concerned, that they intend to apply the one
term rule themselves next November, thus sav-
ing the President any trouble in the premises,

- NEw Yorx, May 20, 1872.
GENTLEMEN: I have ghosen not to acknow-
ledge your letter of the 3d instant until I could
learn how the work of your Convention was re-
ceived in all parts of our great country, and
judge whether that work was approved and
ratified by the mass of our fellow-citizens. —
Their response has from day to day reached me
through telegrams, letters and comments of
journalists independent of official patronage and
indifferent to the smiles or frown of power.—
The number and character of these unconstrain-
ed, unpurchased, unsolicited utterances satisty
me that the movement which found expression
at Cincinnati has received the stamp of public
approval, and has been hailed by the majority
of our countrymen as the harbinger of better
days for the republic. I do not misinterpret
this gpproval, as especially complimyntary to
myself, nor even to the chivalrous and justly
esteemed gentleman with whose name I thank
your convention for associating mime.

I receive and welcome it asa spontaneous and
dgserved tribute to that admirable platform of
principles wherein your Convention so tersely,
80 Ineidly and forcibly set forth the convictions
which impelled and the purposes which guided
its ecurse, 2 platform whieb, casting behiud it
the wreck and rubbish of worn out contentions
and by-gone feuds, embodies in fit and few
words the needs and aspirations of to-day.—
Though thousands stand ready to condemn your
every aot, bardly a syllable of criticism or cavil
has been aimed at your platform, of whigh tne
substance may be fairly epitomized as follows:

First. All the political rights and franchises
which have been acquired through our late
bloody convulsion must and shall be guaran-
teed, maintained, enjoyed and respected ever-
more, r

Second. All the political rights and fran-
chises which have been lost through that con-
valsion, should, and must be promptly restored
and re-established, so that there shall be hence-
forth no proscribed class, and no disfranchised
caste, within the limits of our Unjon, whose
long estranged people shall reanite an(i frater-
nize upon the broad basis of universal amnesty
with impartial suffrage.

Third. That subject to our solemn constitu-
tional obligation to maintain the equal rights
of all citizens, our policy should aim at local
self government and not at centralization ; that
the civil authority should be supreme over the
military ; that the writ of habeas corpus should
be jealously upheld as the safeguard of personal
freedom ; that the individual should enjoy the
largest liberty consistent with public order, and
that there shall be no Federal subversion of the
internal polity of the several States and munie-
ipalities, but that each shall be left free to en-
force the rights and promote the well-being of
the inhabitants by such means as the judgment
of its own people shall preseribe.

Fourth. There shall be a real and not merely
simulated reform in the civil service of the Re-
public; to which end it is indispeunsable the
chief dispenser of its vast official patronage
shail be shielded from the main témptation to
use his power selfishly by a rule inexorably for-
bidding aud pregluding his re-elegtion,

sztﬁ That the raising of revenue, whether
by tariff or otherwise, shall be recognized and
treated as the people’s immediate business, to
be shaped and directed by them, through their
representatives in Congress, whose action there-
on the President must neither .overrule by his
veto, attempt to dietate, nor presume to punish
by bestowing office only on those who agree
with him, or withdrawiog it from those who do
not.

Sixth. That the public lands must be sacred-
ly reserved for acquisition and occupation by
cultivators, and not recklessly squandered on
the projectors of railroads, for which our peo-
ple have no present need, and the premature
construction of which is annually plunging us
into deeper and deeper abysses of foreign in-
debtedness,

Seventh. That the achievement of these
grand purposes of universal beneficence is ex-
pected and sought of all who approve them, ir-
respective of past affiliations.

Lighth. That the public faith must, at all
hazards, be maintained, and the national credit
be preserved.

Ninth. That the patriotic devoteduess and
inestimable services of our fellow-citizens who,
as soldiers or sailors, upheld the flag and main-
tained the unity of the Republie, shall ever be
gratefully remembered and honorably requited.

These propositions, so ably and foreibly pre-
sented in the platform of your Conventicn,
have already fixed the attention and command-
ed the assent of a Jarge majority of our country-
men, who joyfully adopt them, as I do, as the
basis of a true, beneficent, National reconstruc-
tion of a new departure from jealousies, strifes
and hates, which have no longer 2n adequate
motive, or even plausible pretext, into an at-
mosphere of peace, fraternity and mutual good
will.
