Constitution which he had sworn to uphold,
President Grant suspended the habeas corpus
and delivered over to the teuder mercies ol a
corrupt judiciary and brutal soldiery, thousands
of the first young men of the South, thousands
ofpeaceable, law-abiding citizens, manyofwhom
were condemned to life-long imprisonment and
the ignominy of the felon's cell.

But the most faithful commentary upon
President Grant and his administrationwill be
found in the constitutions of the newly createdGovernments, and in the general condition ofthe Southern States. South Carolinawith her
Legislature of Yankee carpet-baggers and wildAfricans is a striking case in point. She has
passed through a baptism of blood and debt,
which will drip from her garments a hundred
years to come. The whites have fled from her
borders as from before a pestilence; her fertileand productive fields have been left desolate
and bare, aod her ones well-stored granaries
are becoming receptacles for bats, owls and thewild beasts of the forest.

The condition of Georgia and Louisiana is

ery law they enacted to degrade, plunder and
oppress the down-trodden people of the South.He is guilty in the tight of Qod anil man, andtbe Southern people should unite in solid pha-
lanx to hurl him from power and consign him
to that oblivion which he so justly merits.How to accomplish this end is now the great
problem which agitates the public mind, and
no satisfactory solution can be obtained until
passion and prejudice arc laid aside, and all the
elements ofopposition are willing to join heart
and hand in a commoueffort to save the life of
the nation.

Gentlemen: I have just received your let-
ter ot the 13th inst., which is before me. I
have no hesitation iv giving my views or defin-
ing my position upon any question of public
polcy.

It is almost needless to say that I shall under
no circumstances vote for the re-election of
Genera! Grant. He has been fairty tried ; he
has been weighed in the balauces and found
waiting. At the conc'u.-ioj) of the late war he
exhibitedsome evidences of possessing the mag-
nanimity of a soldier; he was kind to General
Lee, he was kind to our paroled prisoners, be
was doubtless kind iv many matters which have
never been brought to the notice of the puhlic.
Be was then a victorious general, the hader'of
greac armies, the hereofa mighty revolution,
the ; dol of ali she .Northern States. He could
afford to be generous. He could afford to do
many things without the fear of provoking com-
mpnt or criticism, which in a man of lesser note
would have been deemed reprehensible. He
was to some extent above pubic opinion, and
could mould it to his own views. The people
of the South admired and applauded his good
deeds, they were deeply grateful, their highest
hopes were kindled, and amid the contending
paesiops of meu, they looked to him as their
future 'deliverer. Good heavens, how were they
deceived! Grant became a politician. From
that moment he second to lose his personal
identity. The difference between "Philip sober
and Philip druok" at once became manifest.?
The first sally which he made in hia civic career
resulted in an issue ofveracity between himself
and Andrew Johnson. For proof, Mr. John-
son, who was then President of the United
States, appealed to the witnesses, (his Cabinet,)
and the witnesses sustained him.

my. In brief, he accepted the Radical notni
natiou, and was elected President, an avowed
Republican and the recognized leader of what
is now known as the military radical ring.?
What next? The guilty ambition which had
taken root in his soul was iv a measure gratified,
but his vengeance was not appeased. He roiled
his dull, blood-shot eyes over the smouldering
ruins and desolated fields of the South, and not
satisfied with all the tragic horrors of recon-
struction, but thirsting for more blood, and
willing to plunge our people into a lower deep
beyond the lowest depth of humiliation and
shame, he suddenly raised the cry ofKu Klux,
when all the buzzards, carrion crows, and vul-
tures in the land who are fed from the public
crib, flapped their wings, and in truculent re-
spouses howled "Ku Kiux! Ku Klux! Ku
Klux !" The hue and cry thus raised was taken
up by Congress, and shortly aiterwards the in
famous Ku Klux biil was passed. The power
of the Chief Executive was used to secure the
passage of this measure, and it now stands up-
on the statute-book of the nation, a living dis-
grace to the annals of modern civilisation.

Under this hill tbe president was clothed
with power to suspend the writ of habeas cor-
pus at will, aud to declare martial any
portion of the land. In the remorseless exer-
cise of this power the heart sickens at a recital
of the wrongs icfiiced upon the helpless and
defenceless people of the South. American
citizens, whether North or South, are not
wholiy destitute of virtue, intelligence, and
patrioti.im, and the passage of a law so utterly
in violation of the Constitution, and so directly
in conflict with every principle ofcivil and poli-
tical liberty, sounded like an alarum through
the States, and was the first signal of that over-
whelming deluge which is to sweep the present
administration from power in the approaching
November election. But the passage of the
Ku Klux law was a small affair as compared
with the horrors of its executive.

The suspension of the writ of habeas corpus
and the declarationof martial law followed by
arbitrary arrests in North and South Carolina
abundantly testify to this truth. Wherever
martial law was proclaimed it struck terror into
the hearts of the people. Thousands fled from
their homes either to escape arrest or the hate-
ful espionage of official spies, pimps, and de-
tectives. The energies ot the people were
paralyzed. Plowshares were left rusting in the
furrows of the fields, workshopswere abandon-
ed, and in a short time those States were re-
duced to a condition of poverty, desperation,
and crime, such as beggars all description.

Personal liberty is a right older and more
sacred than constitutions, and can only be sus
pended by the fiat of the Almighty. There can
be no higher or grosser act of usurpation than
for a government to undertakeby force to de-
prive a citizen of this right, except asa punish-
ment for the commission ot crime. Yet upon
the merest pretext, and under color of a law

i which in itself was a violation ofevery lawt hu-

It is the boast or' tha Grant admiui.-trationthat ihe natiuual debt has been reduced. Sena-
tor Sucnner, ia a recent speech delivered in theU. S. Senate, said, 'the national debt has beenreduced, but not by so large aii amount as by
Andrew Johnson, in the same space ot time."The statistics sbow that between three and tourbillions of dollars iv the way of taxes wrung
from the people, have been paid into the Treas-
ury since the war, an amount almost sufficient
to iiquidate the public debt, and yet that debt
has only been reduced a few millions, aod tho
country is &ti!l groaning under the burden of
taxation. The Grant administrationhave been
notonou-ly extravagant and corrupt, aud it ia
not difficult to account icr the dispositionof the
public funds.

In the address of tbe Liberal Republicans at
Cincinnati it is charged upon tbe President that
4 he has openiy abused the powers and opportu-
nities of his high office for the promotion olpersonal ends; that he has kept notoriously
corrupt and unworthy men in places of power
and respocsibility to the detriment of tho pub-
lic interest; that be has used the public service
of tbe Governmentas a machinery of partisan
and personal influence and interfered with
tyrannical arrogauce in the political affairs ot
States and municipalities; that he has reward-
ed with influential and lucrative offices men
who bad acquired his favor by valuable pre-
sents, thus stimulating demoralization of ourpolitical life by his conspicuous example: that
ho has shown himself deplorably unequal to the
tasks imposed upon him by the necessities of
the country and culpably careless of the respon-sibilities of high office."

Such is the indictment preferred against
President Grant by the men who elevated him
to power, nor is there a count ia the indictmentwhich cannot be sustained by the most over-
whelming and crushing arrayof evidence. The
only logical deduction which can be drawn from
these charges is this, viz: General Grant is
ignorant, selfish, ambitious, corrupt, stilbbom,
and dangerous; and to entrust power into his
hands is to compromise the peace and happi-
ness, and imperil the liberties of the Americanpeople.

Under these circumstances I shall, as a citi-
zen of Virginia, make every honorable effort in
my power to secure the defeat of PresidentGrant. I believe that in the Providence of God,
Horace Greeley is the instrument placed in our
hands with winch to accomplish the work. If theBaltimore Convention endorsesbis nomination,
his election may be regarded as a foregone con-clusion. If the Baltimore Convention fails toendorse hi 3 nomination and puts forward a
straight out and out democratic ticket, Grantwill be re-ejected, and we must run the fierygauntlet of another four years' administrationof radical misrule and oppression.
I should rejoice above all things to see our

government once more under control of thedemocraticparty. But at this time tbe eleva-
tion of a democrat to the Presidency signifiesanything else than a democraticadministration.
The Radicals are still in the ascendant in bothhouses of Congress, and it is but reasonable to

Inthis event the President would be as powerless
for good as was Andrew Johnson after the close
of the war.

But if Horace Greeley should be accepted bythe BaltimoreConvention, then both the Demo-
crats and Liberal Republicans would unite in acordial support of tbe Administration, radical-ism would be annihilated, and tbe blessings ofpeace and prosperity would once more be re-stored to the land.

In this view of the whole questionI am clear-ly of tbe opiniop that it is the true policy of theConservative party of Virginia, and the wholeSouth, to enter an earnest protest against the
nomination of a democratic ticketat Baltimore,
and to give a cordial support to Greeley andBrown, who with such aid, will be enabled tobreak the backbone tf the military Radical ring
and open the way for the ultimate triumph of
