Accident at Second Creek Tunnel

AND BROWN.

Governor Hoffman, of New York, presented
a petition of 15,000 Germans of the city of
New York relative to a nomination of a candi-
date for President-and Vice-President. 1t was
sent to the desk, where it was read by the sec-
retary. It recommends the nomination of
Greeley and Brown, and expresses the belief
that they will receive the liberal support of the
Germans, regardless of party affiliations, as the
best nominations that can be made.
