EDITORIAL EXCURSION.

SYRACUSE.

On our way to Watertown, where the Edito-
rial Association of New York was to hold its
annual meeting, we passed through Syracuse,
noted for its extensive salt-works, and stopped
for about 3 hours to enjoy the hospitality of its
kind citizens. We reached this city about half
past eleven o’clock on Mounday morning ; were
met at the depot by the Mayor and Common
Council, the Police Commissioners, Represen-
tatives of the Press and many prominent citi-
zeng, who escorted us to the Globe Hotel, and
seemed determined to overcome us with kind
attention and most liberal hospitality. But the
day’s rest we had enjoyed at Geneva, enabled
us to stand up under the many good things
which were literally heaped upon us.

After partaking of the refreshments prepared
for us at the hotel, we entered the carriages
waiting to carry us around the city. As we
had but three hours to remain in Syracuse, we
could only get a glimpse of the many objects of
interest in the city. Among others we remem-
ber the new Methodist University, in course of
erection, situated upon an eminence from which
can be had a splendid view of the city; Ren-
wick Castle, with its extensive grounds filled
with flowers, shrubbery and beautiful statuary,
the residence of a merchant-tailor of Syracuse ;

‘the salt-works, through which we were conduc-

ted and the process of salt-making explained
and illustrated ; St. James street, with its
splendid private residences and double row of
shade trees, by far the most beautiful street we
have scen in any city or town on our travels.—
We were particularly struck with the large
number of elegant private residences to be seen
in this city. The houses are built principally
of limestone, hammer-dressed,*which, at a lit-
tle distance, can scarcely be distinguished from
granite, Hach hasa large yard in front and
considerable space between it and the other
buildings on either side, and what more partie-
ularly attracted our attention was the absence
of any enclosure. There is no fence of Any
kind between the street and the yards, or be-
tween the yards of different houses. Some-
times the boundary is marked by broad lime-
stone rock, embedded inthe ground and not
rising more than two or three inches above the
surface, but that is all. Beiog accustomed to
the high walls and fences which generally en-
close our yards, both in country and town, tlis
was a somewhat strange sight to us, but we
must say we like it—it gives an impression of
sociability, neighborly intercourse and friendly
equality that is quite pleasing.

Upon our return to the hotel a splendid din-
per was served, which was thoroughly and sat-
isfactorily discussed. Several speeches were
made abounding in expressions of welcome and
mutual good-will. Mr. Lapham made a very
eloquent and excellent speech on behalf of the
press of Syracuse. In the course of his re-
marks he said he trusted that in our journey
North we would run across only pleasant pla-
ces, avoiding 2ll Ku-Klux aund other horrid
things that harrow up men's souls, aoed that
we might return home safely, bearing with us
only pleasant remembrances. Near the close
of the entertainment the following sentiment
from Dr. B. F. Stevens was read by Mayor
Carroll, who presided over the table :

“May the fraternal union of to-day be em-
blematic of a never-ending fraternity and union
of States.”’

R. B. Berkeley of the Richmond Wing res-
ponded to the sentiment iz an eloquent speech,
which he was, however, obliced to cut very
short, owing to the arrival of the hour for de-
parture. ] .

At five minutes past two, with three cheers
on each side, we took the Kastern-bound train
for Rome.

Among the amusing incidents of our stay in
Syracuse was the introduction of the

‘‘VIRGINIA GIANT,”’
(as they called him up North) Mr. J. H. Fos-
ter of the Charlottesville Chronicle, to the Sy-
racuse giant, Mr. George A. Ostrander. The
meeting was very affectionate, and it was cu-
rious to watch them as they sized each other.
AT ROME
we stayed long enough to partake of the sup-
per prepared for us, and exchange words of
hearty good feeling, and regretted that we
could not stay longer to become better acquain-
ted with those who seemed so anxious to do all
they could to add to our pleasure. When we

reached
WATERTOWN,

we became the [guests of the Editorial Asso-
ciation, and all of us received the kindest at-
tention possible from the generous, hospitable
and warm-hearted people of Watertown during
the three days we spent with them. At the
depot we were met by more than a thousand
people, accompanied by the “Davis’ Sewing
Machine Band’’ which furnished the musie du-
ring the whole three days. Pleasant quarters
were assigned us at the Woodruff House, from
whose proprietors and clerks we received the
kindest attention during our stay. On Tuesday
we attended the Conyention at Washington
Hall. The Hall was appropriately decorated
by the hands of the fair ladies of Watertown.
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In the rear of the platform, back of the Pres-
ident’s chair, a large banner was suspended,
upon which was the following design: At the
top a large quill pen with the word ‘Power”
written underneath ; still lower were two clasp-
ed hands with the words, ‘North’ and ‘South,’
and over all hovered the American Eagle. In
the evening a splendid reception was given to
the Editorial party by President Hall and lady,
at their residence, and it was truly an elegant
affair from beginniog to end. The next morn-
ing about seven o’clack, we took the train for
Cape Vincent, where we were escorted to the
steamer ‘‘Watertown,”’ on board of which we
steamed down the St. Lawrence river to the
‘“THOUSAND ISLES.”’

Our trip among these lovely islands that, gem-
like, deck the bosom of the St. Lawrence was
truly delightful.” The company was composed
largely of ladics, a splendid band was on deck,
and not unfrequently did the Southern boot
keep pace with the dainty Northern slipper as
they together threaded the mazes of the joyous
dance. The day was one of June’s loveliest,

and the golden sunbeams were reflected from

the gentle ripples of the clear St. Lawrence like

diamonds in an emerald setting. All was joy-

ous and happy as we sped down the English

channel of this noble river, with the flag of the

Union and the British banner waving over us.

The scenery of the ““Thousand Isles” is too

to be delighted, but the beauty of the scenery
far exceeded our brightest fancy. Sometimes
we could almost touch the shores of the charm-
ing islands which stand so near each other that
we could not decide upon the route for even
half a mile ahead. The water had the love-
liest tint, showing in the clear places beneath
the dashing foam as we rushed through it.—
And what a pleasure it was to lean over the
rail, listen to the low, soft plashing, and forget
that in the real life-voyage there are any diffi-
cult places and shoals full of danger. But we
were soon aroused from thoughts like these by
an unpleasant sound that broke upon our ear,
and in an instant the boat struck upoa a rock,
but fortunately recoiled without receiving any
injury. There was a considerable mixing up
of the party about that time, and many grace- |
ful attitudes were assumed, probably with the
intention of taking the threatened ducking as
gracefully as the circumstances would allow.—
Without further interruption, we pursued our
route to **Puliman’s Island,”” where a splendid
dinner was provided for us by Senator Winslow
of Watertown. The beautiful island on which
we stopped is the property of Mr. Pullman, of
““palace-car fame,’’ who kiandly tendered us the
use of it. Our return to Watertown was as
delightful as possible. We stopped half an
hour at Clayton to pariake of the hospitality
of the Hubbard and Walton Hotels. At both
hotels elegant tablas were ¥pread with fine ci-
gars and the best of liquors. Those who wish-
ed to, partoock according to their tastes, and
though it is said that one editor made a “‘mis-
print’’ and ‘‘inserted’’ something else when he
wanted wine, yet there was not a member in
the whole party but was *‘proof’’ against any
excess.
“The shades of Evening were falling fast”
as we steamed away from Clayton amidst the
waving of handkerchiefs and repeated cheers
both from the boat and shore. Musie, dancing
and singing begniled the way to Cape Vincent,
where we arrived about half-past eight, and
were transferred to the train which was waiting
to take us back to Watertown. An hour’s
ride brought us to our destination, and a hap-
pier excursion party, we suppose, never left the
city of Watertown or any other city.
Qur letter is growing long, but we cannot
close without mentioning the Davis Sewing
Machire Band, which, by the gentlemanly con-
duet of its members, and their charming mu-
sie, added no little to the pleasure and delight
of the occasion. In our next we will try to
give some account of the Grand Ball given by
the citizens of Watertown to the Editors of
New York and the South.

Schurz and Mr. Greeley—The Latter De-
fines His Civil Service Reform Views.
. St. Louis, July 22.—The following corres-
pondence was read by Senator Schurz in his
speech to-night :
“St. Louls, June 26, 1872.

“Dear Sir: In your letter of acceptance you
promise a thorough reform of the civil service
in general terms. The question how the pro-
blem of civil service reform preseats itself to
your mind is one of great interest, and I would
suggest, if it be consistent with your views of
propriety, that you Zive me such explanations
as will put your intentions in this respect in a
clear light.

“Yours truly, C. ScHURZ.”
The following is Mr. Greeley’s reply :

*NEw YoRK, July 5th, 1872.

““My Dear Sir,—Yours of the 26th ultimo
only reached me three days ago. 1 respond as
promptly as I may. The problem of civil ser-
viee reform is rendered difficult by an allianee
between the executive and legislative branches
of our Federal government. Those mem-
bers of Congress who favor the Adminis-
tration habitually claim, and are accorded, a
virtual monopoly of the Federal offices in their
respective States or districts, dictating appoint-
ments and removals as interest or caprice may
suggest. The President appoints at their bid-
ing.

They legislate in subservience to his will ; of-
ten in opposition to their own convictions, Un-
less all history is unmeaning, this confusion of
executive and legislative respousibilities and
funetions could not fail to distemper and gor- .
rupt the body-politic. T hold the eligibility of
ouar President to re-election the main source of
this corruption. A President shouid be above
the hope ct future favor or the fear of alienat-
ing powerful and ambitious partisans. He
should be the official chief, not of a party,
but of the Republic. He should dread no-
thing but the accusing voice of history and the
inexorable judgment of God. He should fully
realize and never forget that Coogress, in its
own sphere, is paramount snd In no wise
amenable to his supervision, and that the
heartiest good will to his Administration is per-
fectly compatible with the most poianted dissent
from his calculcations. Inthe very gravest ques-
tions in finance or political economy itis the first
step that costs. Let it be settled that a Presi-
dent is not to be re-elected while in office, and
civil service reform is no longer difficult. He
will need no organs, no subsidized defenders,—
He will naturally seleet his chief counsellors
from among the ablest and wisest of his emi-
nent fellow-citizens, regardless alike of the
shrieks of locality and the suggestions of selfish
policy. He will have no iaterest to conciliate,
no chief of a powerful clan to attach to his per-
sonal fortune. He will be impelled to appoint,
as none will deny he should appoint, men
ot ripe experience in business and eminent mer-
cantile capacity to collect, keep, and disburse
the revenue, instead of dexterous manipulators
of primary meetings and skillfall traffickers in
delegates to nominating conventions. Ie will
thus transform the civil service of the country
from a party machine intoa business establish-
ment. No longer an aspirant to place, the
President will naturally aim to merit and se-
cure the approval of the entire people, but
especially of the eminently wise and good.
to the machinery of boards of examinations, &e.,
whereby the details of civil service reform are
to be matured and perfected, I defer to the
judgmeant of a Congress unperverted by the
adulterous commerce in legislation and appoint-
ments which I have already exposed and repré-
hended. Up to this time our experience of the
doings of boards in this direction has not been
encouraging, and this, I am confident, is not the
fault of the gentlemen who have tried to serve
the Republic as commissioners. Insofar as they
may have failed, the cause of their ill-snccess
may be extrinsic. Had they been accorded a
fairer field, I am sure they would have wrought
to better purpose. A thinker has observed that
the spirit in which we work is the chief matter,
and we can never achieve civil service reform
until the interests which demand it shall be more
potent in our public counciis, than those which
resist even while seeming to favor it. That this
consummation is not distant, I ferveatly trust.
Meantime, thanking you for your earnest and
effective labors to this end, I remain,

A Grand Scene.

A correspondent, writing from Henry Lake,
in Montana, describes the locality as a scene of
wonderful grandeur. The lake is situated, in
the Rocky Mountains, at an altitude of 5,000
feet above the level of the sea. Looking from
a high peak near this body of water he saw the
panorama of the most wonderful region known
to man. For within scope of the eye from that
point—having their originin Lake Henry—are
the sources of five of the grandest rivers on the
face of the globe, born, as it were, in the same
little lake, and drinking all from the same small
spring. Here the Yellowstone, Snake and
Green rivers, as well as Clark’'s*Fork, Wind
river, Madison and Gallatin, start together,
leaping and bounding in great cataracts and
rushing in every direction to empty themselves
into the Pacific aud Atlantic oceans. Beyond
a low mountain to the southeast, the eye falls
upon the spectacle of the steam ascending from
the gas pipes of purgatory (sometimes called
geysers) to mingle with_the clouds.

TaxE CARE OF YoUuR Horses.—These ex-
tremely sultry days necessarily make the daily
work of beasts of burden, and particularly horses
harder than usual. Use a wet sponge on the
heads of the horses and mules; furnish them
with a little drinking water as often as practica-
ble when not overheated, and at the same time &
to cool the mouth and face ; and, as a farther
means of refreshing the animals, throw water
upon the legs and such places as are liable to
chafe by perspiration or otherwise ; drive slow-
ly, and loosen the check rein, or better dispense
with it altogether. The observance of these di-
rections will, we dare say, tend greatly to alle-
viate the suffering sf the brutes during the
