EDITORIAL EXCURSION.

. TO ‘‘BOSTING.”

On Friday morning, the 28th of June, as we
stated in our last letter, our party, in company
with some eighteen or twenty Northern Edi-
tors, left Watertown en route for Boston. This
trip to Boston was totally unexpected, but hav-
ing received an invitation from the Press at
Boston, and having a spare day at our dispo-
sal, in consequence of the scarcity. of water
which made a descent of the rapids to Mon-
treal a rather hazardous affair, we concluded to
avail ourselves of the opportunity to visit the
“Hub of the Universe,”” as well as to siee the
great ‘“‘Hubbub at the Hub.”” We traveled
all day Friday, passing through a beautiful,
wild and picturesque portion of the Empire
state ; towards evening glided across the line
into the *‘Old Bay State,”’ and hastened on so
rapidly to the great metropolis of New Eng-
land that in the gathering shades we could form
no idea of the kind of country we were passing
through. At Springfield, of Rifle and other
cutlery celebrity, we stopped just long enough
to read in large letters—-

‘‘BEWARE OF PICKPOCKETS' —

ters were put to death. « It was here that witch-
es were tried, first by throwing them into the
pond, and if they sank they were declared in-
nocent, but generally drowned before they could
be rescued ; if they swam, it was a sure sign
of their witchery and they were taken out and
hung, probably upon some limb of the great
Elm, which is said to be the oldest tree known
in New Englarid. This tree, in consequence of
the tradition fhat it is just as old as Boston,
has become very sacred to Bostonians. They
have gone to great expense more than once in
rebuilding it, for it has often been destroyed by
high winds. It isnow enclosed in an iron fence
and many of its limbs, wrenched off at differ-
ent times by storms, are now held on with iron
bands.

The next place we were shown was the great

MUSIC HALL,

in which is the grandest organ in the world.—
We reached there just as the daily concert was
closing and heard the fioal notes of the splen-
did opera of WilheJm Tell. But through the
kindness of the manager and the politeness of
the performer—Mr. Davis Buck—we were de-
lighted with the splendid rendition of some of
the finest compositions of the most celebrated
composers. This hall is one hundred and thir-
ty feet in length, seventy-eight in breadth, and
sixty-five in height. It is impossible to give
any idea of its architectural beauty, its spa-
ciousness, and its entire suitability to the pur-
pose for which it was designed. The fine sta-
tne of Apollo in the rear of the Hall, and the
magnificent statue of Beethoven in front of the
organ attracted the attention of all. But the
chief object of interest and curiosity to all of
us was the great organ. Who can describe the
rich, grand toaes of its mighty flutes as they vi-
brate through that magnificent Hall, and as
they fall upon the ear creating mingled feelings
of delight, astonishment and awe ? It is work-
ed by steam, and the cost of the organ and its
case was upwards of sixty thousand dollars.

According to programme, we all assembled
at the Tremont House, about 2 o’clock, prepar-
tory to going to the Coliseum. We said all
but were mistaken, for on calling over the roll

Whilst we were waiting and wondering what
had become of him, a fine carriage drove up,
the door opened, and we looked once again up-
on the smiling face of our missing brother. To
the many inquiries made as to where he had
been, what he was doing in a carriage, &ec., he
replied that he bad left us that morning at
Fanueil Hall, thinkiog to take a look at the
city by himself, and escape the ascent of the
Monument ; that after wandering around in
open-eyed astonishment for some time, he found
it was time to seek the hotel—but here was the
trouble ; he didn’t know which way to go, and
imagining it must be about two or three miles
distant, he boldly hailed a hackman and ina
yery pompous manner inquired :

**Say, driver, what will you charge to take
me to the Tremont House ?”’

The driver comprehending at once the state

of the case, smilingly said, ‘‘Oanly a dollar, sir;
will ye git in?"’
Qur worthy friend, smiling at his success in
concealing the fact that he was lost, handed
over the dollar—the driver mounted the box,
eracked his whip, drove aboat fifty yards, turn-
ed a corner, stopped, descended, opened the
door and said, in a very significant manner, to
our astonished friend, ‘‘Here you are, sir.”

On our way to the Colieseum, or Co-lis-eum
as they pronounced it in Boston, we passed

through the
PUBLIC GARDENS,

These grounds are beautifully laid out, orna-
mented with statuary, flowing fountains, and
abounding in splendid promenades. Not many
years since, this spot, now covered with beau-
tiful flowers and shrubbery, was covered by the
tides; but this, as well as a large part of tb_e

an announcement which created considerable
commotion in our party, and many expressed
anxiety lest their pocket-books might be miss-
ing, for they had them full of notes, and would
not lose them for ever so many layers of frac-
tional curreney ; but we believe all came thro’
safely, judging from the vast amount of prin-
ter’s ink those notes have consumed in their
issue. However, the iron-horse soon went dash-
ing his headlong career and pleasant smiles
again spread over the whilom anzious counte-
nances of the brethren of the quill. We reach-
ed ‘‘Bosting” about half after eleven o’clock
that night, and were given quartersat the Uni-
ted States Hotel and at the Revere House.
The next morning we all started out to see
something of the city. As our programme re-
quired us to leave that evening at 9 o’clock, we
could not ““do’”” much of a ecity that requires
weeks to see its many objects of interest. Of
course the first place we visited was Faneuil
Hall, and we must acknowledge to a feeling of
reverence and awe as we stood within the far-
famed ‘‘Cradle of Liberty’’ and thought of the
many great men who had stood upon that floor
and whose voices had made those echoing walls
resound with the notes of liberty, in the stirring
times that preceded the Revolution. This great
Hall is seventy-six feet square and twenty-eight
feet high and is said to possess admirable acou-
stic properties. One remarkable feature in it
is, the entire absence of seats, thus enlarging
$he capacity of the Hall, at the expense of the
comfort of the audience.. Large and valuable
portraits adorn the walls. Among many others
we noticed a full length portrait of Washington
and another of Fanueil, the donor of the build-
ing, and Haly’s grest picture of Webster re-
plying to Hayne.

From Fanueil Hall we were escorted to Bun-
ker Hill Monument, erected to commemorate
the Battle of Bunker Hill, which, strangely
enough, was fought on Breed’s Hill, and the
Monument now stands on the latter hill, almost
a mile distant from Bunker Hill. The event
it celebrates, and the magnificent view of the
Fntire surrounding country to be obtained from
1ts top, rendered many of us patriotic enough
to ascend the two hundred and eighty steps to
1ts summit, which we reached in an almost ex-
hausted condition ; but were rewarded for our
labor by the elevated feelings which filled the
breasts of some of our party, and found ex-
pression in words almost as celebrated as those
uttered by Webster at the dedication of the
mural mount, as they exelaimed—*‘How is this
for high ?”’

From Bunker Hill we descended to the

*‘cOMMON,”’
of which Bostonians are truly proud, and well
they may be, for it is a pleasant place and sug-
gestive of many interesting facts and traditions.
It was here that murderers, pirates and deser-

most beautiful portion of Boston, has been res-
~ned from the waters, and is now a standing
wr tness of the energy, activity and progressive-
ness of these New England people.
Adnyitting our inability to deseribe the Coli-
seum an.l the grand jubilee, we quote the fol-
lowing des ‘cription, and say, as the little boy,
one cold wi.ter's night, said about his prayer,
as he stuck it np at the foot of his bed—

“Them’s my sentiments.”’
“Phe Colisen ™ is émmense, and then in ad-
dition to its size .\t is so perfectly appointed,
that you wonder o ue roof can possibly cover so
many conveniences.  Juverything seems to have
been considered and notbing left undone. It
is moreover beautifal ly ventillated, even when
there was at least fifty thousand people in the
building, the air was pure and clear. )
1t is useless to specify the distinet delights
of the concerts. They have almost all been
charming, and some of the stars, even though
they go afar to shine in other heavens than
ours, will have left behind them a trail of their
splendid shining. Madame Leutner’s singing
is like nothing which ever before came from
human lips. So high, so clear, so pure are her
tones, so wonderfully flexible the voice which
sends forth as easily as from a bird’s throat rou-
lade after roulade of sparkling, brilliant song.
No wonder we grow wild over her! With all
her talent, she has sweetly simple ways which
are such a pleasant contrast to the stage-worn
airs of Mad‘;me Rudersdorff that we are charm-
ed anew. :
We were all in ecstacies over Strauss, the lit-
tle Austrian, and watching him as he conducts
his orchestra, we do not wonder that his waltzes
intoxicate ‘with their dreamy, delicious melody.
There is something about them that is perfect-
ly irresistible. Even D. D.’s, wearing their
clerical ccjats, cannot help marking the perfect
rythm, aiad it is funny during one of his melo-
dies to sit in the balecony and watching the au-
dience, note how all the heads are swaying to
the music. That same audience is a sight worth
seeing. Such masses of human beings; a sin-
gle gathering often bringing together more than
the entire population of a city. The faces look
so happy and good-natured, there is such a
mingling of lovely colors, such a rustle of rich
toilets, such an atmosphere of perfume. Ah!
I cannot begin to tell you how much I am en-
joyiog it all. Of eourse there are all manner
of stories on dit in reference to Strauss and the
other brilliancies, and one of them is so amu-
sing that I shall give it to you as I had it from
a bystander, at the time of its occurrence :
The crowd were passing from the platform and
a lady, stumbling, trod heavily upon Herr
Strauss’ foot. Confused and sorry, forgetting
that the Austrian is almost totally ignorant of
English, she begged his pardon. The maestro,
changing his grimace of pain to a pleasant
smile, laid his hand upon his heart, gave one
of his inimitable bows, and said sweetly, *'I
thank you madame.”” Wasn’t that a triumph
of gallantry?’’

In compliment to the Southern editors pres-
ent, Gilmore’s Band played ‘Dizie” which
caused quite an enthusiasm inour ranks. The
greater portion of our party left during the in-
termission, not having time to remain until tl}e
concert was over. We were very fortunate 1n
being there on Gilmore’s benefit day, as the

programme was much more varied than on oth-
er days. Before we left the Coliseum we saw
the magnificent harp made of the choicest of
flowers which was presented to Gilmore that
day.

*‘It was fully as large as an ordinary harp,
and perfectly correct inits outline. The pedestal
was just a wreath of the glossy smilax, then a
solid mass of white carnations, in which traced
by crimson blossoms we read Gilmore, and 1872.
Above this, the leaves of the japonica were
woven, then red and white tea roses from whose
fragrant hearts stretched the strings. These
were made of the white blossoms of the speria.
The sides and top were composed of roses and
smilax alone, in the most tasteful wreathing,
and on the highest ﬁ:rt, of the harp a white
dove was perched, bearing a green, trailing
spray in his beak. The whole design and ex-
ecution were perfect and Gilmore was so happy
in its reception that not even his fluent tongue
could tell his raptures,”’

We left the Coliseum fully impressed with
the grandeur of the scene we had just witness-
ed, and were filled with astonishment that one
man could unite in one grand harmonious whole
so many diverse and antagonistic elements.—
We left Boston at 9 o’clock Saturday night and
reached Albany Sunday morning in time to
partake of a splendid banquet at the Delavan
House, where we remained until Monday morn-
ing. Some of our party spent Sunday in ‘‘do-
ing up’’ Albany, whilst many others of us made
it literally a day of rest by retiring as soon as
we got breakfast. Being among the latter we
can’t tell you much about Albany. »
