Nominating Conventions.

Nominating Conventions constitute a neces-
sary part of political party organization, as it
is only through conventions that the requisite
concentration to ensure success can be accom-
plished. Conventions should secure two ob-
jects—the nomination and elcction of the men
best qualified for the office and most acceptable
to the voters of the district. To ensure the
nomination of the proper persons, the voters
should turn out in full strength at the Town-
ship meetings for the election of delegates to
the conventions, so that delegates may be elect-
ed who will properly represent the sentiment of
the majority, and thus prevent a few active men,
who may have axes to grind, from packing the
convention to subserve their own private and
selfish interests.

The voters should bear the fact in mind that
the election of delegates fixes the character of
the convention, and virtually determines the
nomination and election of the candidates. It
is just at that point of time that the voters of
the district have the whole control of the nom-
ination and election. If they do their duty at
that time, they will have no reason to complain
of the action of the convention, for then the
convention will fairly represent their wishes.—
If they neglect to attend the Township elections
of delegates, as they are too apt to do, and al-
low a few to select delegates for them, and
those delegates misrepresent them, as would
most likely be the case, they will have much
cause of complaint, but can reproach none but
themselves, for it will be the result of their own
remissness of duty in neglecting to attend the
Township meetings.

They should make it a point not only to at-
tend these meetings, but to see that the best
men are elected delegates, and that such will
attend the convention. It is worse than use-
less to elect such as will not attend and fairly
represent their constituents. Inthese meetings,
they are frequently careless as to whom they
will elect as alternates, after clecting the dele-
gates. This is a great mistake, for the delegates
may not attend, and then the alternates become
the delegates. Tricksters attend these meet-
ings, and they nominate for delegates those
who would represent the Township fairly if they
would attend, but they know they will not at-
tend, and then they secure the nomination of
alternates whom they know will attend, and
whom they kunow will subserve their selfish
purposes and vote to nominate their men.

The mass of the voters are honest and unsus-
pecting, and seceing that good delegates are
elected, they think the election of alternates is
of little consequence, and treat it as a mere
matter of form or empty compliment, and thus
give the artful trickster the opportunity to
cheat them, The voters should be active and
vigilant at the Township elections, for there
they can control the result. If they neglect
their duty to themselves at these Township
elections, they cannot repair it, for they become
responsible for the action of their delegates, and
all are bourd to abide the action of the conven-
tion—those who were not members as well as
those who were, and. those who did not attend
the Township meetings as well as those who
did. Those who fail to attend the Township
meetings are estopped from uttering any com-
plaints of the action of their delegates,

On the 2nd inst., whilst listening to the argu-
ment of Col. Baldwin in defense of Chas. C.
Carson, the whistle of the engine apprised me
that I had no time to lose if I wished to take
the train of that evening, so I was forced to fore-
go the pleasure of hearing any more of that
argument, and reached the depot just in time
to take the train. At Covington, in company
with a number of the passengers, I took supper

A mass-meeting will be held at Un-
ion, Monroe county, on tc-morrow—Saturday
the 10th—at which, it is expected, several dis-
tinguished orators will make soul-stirring and
able speeches.
