The papers have contained notices of the
shooting of Maj. Campbell at Alexandria, Egypt
by Geo. H. Batler, the U. 8. Consul General to
Egypt, Alexandria. It seems that it was the
purpose of Butler to assassinate Campbell and
that he would have succeeded had he not been
prevented by Gen. Loring and Gen. Reynolds,
southern officers in the Confederate service dur-
ing the late war in this country, who, since
that war, have been in the military service of
the Khedive of Egypt, one of the wealthiest
potentates of the world, who is wise enough to
avail himself of the military skill and gallantry
of American officers. Gen. Reynolds is a na-
tive of this place, and from a letter of his dated
‘‘Alexandria, Egypt, July 22nd, 1872, ad-
dressed to his only surviving sister, Mrs. Sally
A. Patton, widow of the lamented Dr. Wm. N.
Patton, we are permitted to make the following
extract giving an account of the attempt of
Batler to assassinate Major Campbell.

“‘On the 12th of this month, he, (Butler)
with two of his hired assassins, attempted to
assassinate Major Campbell, an American of-
ficer in the Egyptian army ; wounding him very
badly, so much so that it is feared he will lose
his leg,if not his life. Butler and his assassins,
whose vallainies have culminated inan attempt
at murder, have fled the country for parts
unknown. Butler is a nephew of old Beast
Butler who played such a damnable part in the
war. The attack upon Major Campbell was
one of the most outrageous affairs that has
ever taken place—a regular concocted scheme
to murder him ; and if Gen. Loring and I had
not been present and prevented it, they would
have succeeded. There is, thronghout all
Egypt, the greatest indignation felt against

utler. The Government of Egypt has repre-
sented the affair to the Government of the Uni-
ted States,scondemning Butler in no measured
terms. Before he left, he wrote all kinds of
lies which doubtless will be published in the
United States so as to forestall public opinion,
8o you must not believe anything you hear till
the whole truth is told. Many here think that
the man has been for some time in a chronic
state of delirium tremens.”

There is quite a contrast between the “quar-
ters’’ these officers had during their service in
the Confederacy and that which they now have
in that of the Vice Roy of Egypt, as will be seen
from the following extract : —

“‘Since I last wrote you, we have moved our
quarters from old Mussafar Khanna to this
magnificient Palace of Kabbara, just on the
outskirts of the city. It was bailt by Said
Pacha, the former Vice Roy, as a country Pal-
ace. Since his death, no one has occupied it
except occasionally distinguished strangers,
Princes, Dukes, &e. His Highness has remov-
ed Gen. Loring and my family to it. It is
fully and elegantly furnished. It is in the cen-

" tre of a large park, with broad avenues shaded

by trees. The gardens contain about ten acres
of all the fruits of the tropics, and filled with
the rarest flowers— with large fountains throw-
ing their spray in _every direction—beautiful
statuary and vases line the walks,—it looks like
a fairy scene. The rooms of the Palace are of
immense size, and, if I may make use of an
Irish bull, papered with tapestry silk of the
most beautiful kind ; the ceilings are all beauti-
fully frescoed, and the floors of fine marble.—
Mary’s chamber is fit for a Queen—it is so ele-
gant. The air is lovely and so cool at night
that we sleep under a blanket. His H}ghness
not only gives us this fine place to live in, but
he furnishes the servants to take care of it—so
you see, we are not suffering.”’

Col. Frank Rzynolds, son of Gen. Reynolds,
also in the wilitary service of the Khedive, ac-
companied by his mother and wife and little
-son, are now on a protracted visit to the con-
tinent. They left Alexandria on the 26th day
of June, and will be absent some months visit-
ing places of interest in Ttaly, Switzerland,
France, &c. They will spend a month in Paris.
The wife of Col. Frank Reynolds was Miss
Macon Ball, of Montgomery, Alabama, who has
a number of acquaintances in Staunton, who
will be pleased to learn of the pleasant trip she
is having on the continent of Earope, and that
her husband is a handsome man and an ac-
complished and gallant officer, and quite a fa-
vorite of the Khedive, with a brilliant prospect
for the future. We make another extract from
Gen. Reynolds’ letter to his sister:

‘‘His Highness has granted him [Frank] a
leave as long as he wants, and said he was glad
to do so in order that he might gain military
information, so that he could be more useful to
him. Gen. Stone, the Chief of Staff, says the
Khedive will defray all his expenses. General
Loring, Gen. Stone and myself will be sent
next Summer as Representatives of the Vice
Roy to Vienna to the great exhibition, and we
anticipate a delightful time. Frank will have
to stay at home to take charge of this corps in
the absence of Gen. Loring, and to do the duties
which I have to do as Chief of Staff of the
army of the coast, which consists of about
thirty thousand men. The authorities are
making grand preparations to receive the Vice
Roy when he returns from Constantinople
which will be in the course of three weeks. We
expect a grand time such as fetes and illumi-
nations, preseatations, &ec., &e. The Prince is
soon to be married, when another great time
will occur—grand balls, &. You can have no
idea of the splendor of these things here=—they
must be seen to have any conception of them.’’

Rev. Henry C. Alexander, one of the Pro-
fessors of the Theological Seminary a Hampden
Sidney, delivered inthe morning and evening
of last Sabbath, in the Presbyterian Church
of this place, able and interesting sermons,
which showed that he was a gentleman of
talent and culture, and worthy of his nameand
familywhich have added so much to the litera-
ture and shed such lustre upon the Presbyterian
Church,

For the plst several years quite a number of
the bodies of dead persons, generally colored,
bave been found in the woods in this county
along the line of the Ches. & Ohio Railroad in
the course of construction through its limits.
We suppose that some half dozen have thus
been found. On the Sth inst., the body of an-
other colored man was found in the woods about
four miles from here. It is supposed that this
indyidual had been dead about three months,
and the jury of inquest rendered a verdict ““thag

Negro thieves are so numerous and greedy
here that there is but little difficulty in catch-
ing them. Set a drunken man with money in
his pocket and you can catch two with a single
bait. This was done here last week, and two
“hooking’’ negroes were hooked, and Henry
Shelton and Robert Gwinn are now in jail, the
former for robbing the inebriated Dr. Thomas
Clay of $70, and the latter forrobbing the form-
er thief of $45, after he had robbed Dr. Clay.

Since the venerable Brady of the Scottsville
Register, celebrated for his marvellous snake
stories, has retired from the editorial fraternity,
it seems that his mantle, like a shed snake-skin,
has gracefully fallen upon the rotund form of
the editor of the Greenbrier Independent, who
promises to eclipse the deserved fume of his
illustrious predecessor, for judging from his
first essays in that line, it will not be long be-
fore he will publish and avouch the veracity of
snake stories many degrees more marvellous
than it ever entered into the brilliant and fer-
tile imagination of Brady to concieve. Upon
the subject of snake stories, he is au fait, and
we recognize him as the highest authority, and
do not hesitate to recommend those who desire
to read snake stories that are both marvellous
and true to subscribe for his interesting journal,
which possesses other and even great merits
than those to which we have referred. It puts
its iron heel with force and effect upon the head
of the venomous serpent of Radicalism, wheth-
er it appears in its naked deformity without
disguise, or wears the “‘independent” hood to
impose upon gullible Democrats and Conserva-
tives.

An inventive genius, Mr. Marshall Wood, of
this county, has received a patent, assigned to
himself and Mr. Thos. Mathews of Lewisburg,
for the invention of the ‘‘Machine Gun,” which
with its eight barrels, discharges 480 shots per
minute. It is worked by a lever, and, being
self-loading, the discharges are continuous, and
it is so constructed asto furnish perfect protec-
tion to the operator or gunner from the balls of
the adversary. This is a formidable weapon,
and would be serviceable in war, where the ob-
jeet is to kill as many and in as short time as
possible.

An appointment was made for Hon. J. N.
Camden, the nominee of the Democratic and
Conservative party of this State for Governor,
to address the people here to-day—Saturday,
but he was unable to get here, as the rain of
Thursday and Thursday night made Meadow
River too high for him to cross. This was a
disappointment to many citizens of this county

who were anxious to hear their chosen stand-
ard-bearer in the State canvass, whom they

hope to elect as their Governor on Thursday
next.

Though the candidate for Governor was not
present, yet quite an interesting meeting was
held which was addressed in an able and elo-
quent manner by Col. D. 8. Horashell forn:er-
ly of this county, but now of Kentucky, and
by Hon. Jesse D. Bright also of Kentucky, but
formerly of Indiana which latter State he re-
p resented for eighteen years in the United
States Senate, and by Maj. Henry M. Mathews
of this place, nominee of the Democratic party
for Attorney General of this State.

An appointment has been made for Camden’s
competitor— Gov. Jacobs, running as an inde-
pendent candidate and supported by the Radi-
cals and disaffected Demoecrats—to address the
public here on Monday next, the 19th inst.

The contest beween these candidates will be
close, as many Democrats will vote for Jacobs,
and he will receive the full vote of the Radical
party. There is some appre hension that the
new State Coastitution may be rejected.

Address of the Consetrvative State Commit-
ee. -

To the Conservative Voters of Virginia :

In discharge of the duty devolved on the State
Committee by the late Conservative Conven-
tion, we present a list of assistant and senatorial
electors for the presidential campaign., It has

een prepared with much care, after consulta-
tion withsuch of our consulting members as re-
cently assembled with us in council, and on such
information as could be precured from the dis-
tricts not represented on that occasion. The
list of county canvassers will by published as
soon as it is completed.

Another office was assigned to the committee
of a still more delicate and responsible charac-
ter—that of redressing the ineqmalities which
existed in our plan of organization in regard to
voting in nominating conventions.

The original plar by which repiesentation in

noininating conventions was regulated by town-
ships and precinets had been eondiemned as un-
fixed and uncertain, because liable to constant
change in their number and bounds; as arbi-
trary and unequal, because of the difference in
the number of their Conservative population
respectively, and as affording no test of their
relative Conservative voting strength.
Two other bases of arraugement suggested
themselves—population without regard to color,
and the numerical Conservative voting strength.
The first presented this incongrutity, that those
would have practical weight in the selection of
our candidates who, so far from having any
weight in electing them, make it their prime
object, as a party, to defeat them ; and it was
felt that until the blacks shall become ecitizens
in fact as well as in name, and act upon some
more rational ground of public conduct than
blind and fanatical opposition to all that the
whites propose, they caniever be counted pro-
perly as a part of the Conservative body, any
more in the selection than in the appointment
of those deputed. to represent it. That plan be-
ing discarded for these obvious reasons, nothing
remained but the method adopted by the com-
mittee—a nomirating vote in conventions by
each township and precinet scaled by its Con-
servative vote in the next preceding State clee-
tion or election for the Legislature, as the con-
ventions may determine. Counties having a
large negro population may regret the loss of
representative strength by the operation of this
rule, as compared with the strong Conservative
counties, and prefer the population basis; but
sarely the latter might complain with more jus-
tice of a system by -which™ their just influence
would be dwarfed and weakened by the acci-
dental presence in the former of that antagoniz-
ing and inimical element.

There are some considera#ions which, so far
as the future can be safely reasoned about,
would seem to make <he success of the Ciacin-
nali movement secure.

It is the first real honest proffer of peace to
the Southern States which has been made since

ed grasp of friendship with the shut hand rais-
ed to strike, receive the offer with heartfels
cordiality. It is not too much to say that the
whole South will so respond to it, except where
oppression, military and ecivil, has stifled the
public voice boyond the power of cxpression.—
Indeed, the desire for peace, real peace, is
growing—nay, has grown-—into a national senti-
ment. This feeling, which, with other causes,
originated the movement, will guide its progress
and govern its issnes.

It 1s the first instanee in our political annals
when nearly all the wise and good of a great
party in power, catting loose from party tram-
mels, have come out from their recent associates,
abjured their policy and practices, proclaiming
a broad, liberal, and national statement of
principles embracing all the important needs
and wants of the country, aud without concert,
rather by spontaneous impulse, have been join-
ed in their action by another greas and power-
fal party in common war 2.gainst abuses and
evil practices which awaken the indignation and
censure of both. The cause of this anomaly lies
deeper than in the practices of politicians and
party leaders. It is a popular movement, the
impulse of the popular heart, and finds its fit
expression in that declaration of principles
which make up the union policy of the great
Liberal Republican and Democratic parties.

It is therein declared that the changes in the
Constitution which came in place of a treaty of
peace between the warring sections are transact-
ed things—belong to the irrevoeable past—and
can never be disturbed ; and that amnesty, for-
getfulpess, forgiveness, on both sides, without
any sting of reservation to mar its generosity
a?ld grace, is alike the right and the duty of
all.

That the rights of the States to their proper
autonomy shall be sacredly preserved, and the
rights of the citizen, particularly as guarded by
the great writ of habeas corpus, shall be equal-
ly respected. It demands *‘for the individual
the largest liberty consistent with public order,
for the States scM-government, and for the na-
tion a return (0 the methods of peace and the
constititutional limitation of power.”” Here is
a wholesule rebuke and condemnation of those
abuses which have literally trampled our south-
ern people into the dust, of that centralism
which, by absorbing the rights of the States in-
to the ngcral Government and the co-ordinate
powers of the other departments of that Gov-
ernment 1nto one, and by arrogating for Con-
gress control over matsters of minutest local eon-
cern, threatens the character of that Govern-
ment with permanent and disastrous change.
It will become, if resistance be unsuccessful, a
merely personal Government, and even the re-
presentative principle itself, instituted by its
framers, will be lost.

1t demands reform in the civil serviee, from
the President down ; denounces its disgracaful
venality, its nepotism, gift-taking, and the be-
stowal of patronage on the givers—practices
abhorrent, with the people of Virginia, to the
nice and fastidious sepse of honor in official
character, which bas descended to them, by tra-
dition, from the first great and pure Presidens
through all to the lasz whom she contributed to
the service of the eountry.

1t demands a just and equal system of Fed-
eral taxation, which shall not unnceessarily in-
terfere with the industry of the people. This
may be construed to mean, and we hope does
mean, the remitting ofthe Federal Government
back for support to its exclusive subject of taxa-
tion—tazes on imports, yielding a fund ample
for all its economical wants—and restoring to
the States, what they have enjoyed almost with-
out mtermission from the foundation, the whole
field of internal taxation, now so necessary to
sapport the credit of the southern States. Way
should tobacco, confined in production to a
limited belt of country, be crushed with specifie
taxation any more than wheat and corn and
other cereals? or why shonld the Federal Gov-

ernment tax it at all ?
