Mt. Solon, Va., June 15th, 1872.

Mr. Editor: low will no doubt feel sur-
prised to hear that the quiet denizens of our
village, hid away here in the N. W. corner of
old Augusta, entertain the hope that some one
ol these mornings they will be aroused from
their Rip Van Winkle sleep by the snort of the
steam engine ol the narrow-guage railroad from
Washington city to the city of St. Louis, via
North River Gap, Point Pleasant, Cincinnati,
&c. Yet it is even sn. The company was or-
ganized at Luray, in Page county, on the 13th
inst., and Col. Peter B. Borst of that village,
the energetic originator of the scheme, obtained
last winter, at the hands of onr legislature,
quite a liberal charter. He left this morning
for St. Louis, to appear before the Board of
Trade oi that enterprising city on Tuesday next,
as well as an assemblage of railroad presidents
who are connected with the several roads con-
centrating there. This scheme, toyou who are
familiar with our part of the State, will not
seem as visionary as the one proposed a few
months since to the people of Denver, to con-
nect that city with El Paso, on the Rio Grande,
a distance ol 1,400miles, through an uninhabit-
ed region, subject to the devastation of the
prowling Indian ; and yet this most important
road is now being rapidly built.

When next you visit your old home, in the
notdistant future, let us indulge the hope that,
at St. Louis, you will irom that point to this
make a personal test of the innumerable ad-
vantages of the Narrow Gauge.

We understand that Col. Borst passed thro'
Mt. Solon a few days ago accompanied by Col.
Osborne lately Chief Engineer of the Schuyl-
kill and and Reading R. R., and who has been
appointed to the same position on the Washing-
ton, Cincinnati and St Louis R. R narrow
guage. The Col. was taking the elevation on
the route, as far as Monterey via North River
Gap, and expected to get through in a few days.
Col. Borst assured a friend upon whom he call-
ed, that a corps of engineers willdommencethe
Survey in a few days, and it is his expectation
now, if no unforeseen difficulty a rises to begin-
grading within 30 days.

The subject of the above notice suffered pecu-
liarly, long and intensely. About the first of No-
vember, 1870, a small healing or felon, made its
appearance on the middle joint of the little finger
on the right hand, and on the 16th day of the
same month, after the bealing had gotten nearly
well, she was struck with a most intense pain in
her whole 'hand?apparently originating in the
felon?which rapidly extended through her whole
arm, running as high up as her shoulder. The
severity of this pain could only he relieved by
the administration of strong opiates, which were
resorted to in order to make the suffering endu-
rable.
- In a week or two her whole arm was swollen
up to about double its natural size, and at the
end of about three weeks the palm of her hand
was puffed up to about the size of a goose-egg,
when it was lanced ?from which aperture it dis-
charged freely for more than one year?passing
off corruption most profusely, and even dischar-
ging the bones and sinews of the hand and wrist.

During the winter of 1871-72 the discharge
from the hand and arm was diminished, to some
extent, and her strength and general health was
so much improved that she was enabled to get
out of bed and visit her friends and relatives in
Staunton. During her short stay in the City, a
number of most experienced and able phy-
sicians ofthe place examined her arm, and all of
them, without exception, advised her to have the
diseased limb removed. She consented, and on
the 11th day of June, 1872, the operation was per-
formed. In about four or five weeks after the
arm was removed, the stump was hea'ed upvery
nicely, but an abcess formed on her shoulder,
which the attendant physician lanced, and it dis-
charged freely for about two weeks, when it was
again lanced under the arm, -from which aper-
ture it continued to discharge up to the time of
her death. The arm was taken off at the upper
third above the elbow, and it is thought that theabscesses which formed still further up, on the
shoulder arid ariri, weie but tfoe developments of
the same disease which first attacked her in the
hand, and finally caused her death.

During her entire affliction and excruciating
pain, she exhibited a degree ofchristian patience
End fortitude rarely equalled.

She had bgeii a rivemberof the United Brethren
Church for a number of yegrs, .and left her rela,
tives and numerous kind friends with the unmis-
takable assurance that she was enabled, through
the merits of Christ's precious blood, to "pass
.oyer the river and rest under the shade of the \itree_s." * j

The funeral services were performed by tbe IRev. 11. H. Kennedy, of Staunton, at HebronChurch, on Sunday evening, August 25th, at 8o'clock, and her mortal remains were placed torest beside those of her former husband, Elias
Strasburg, dec'd, in the graveyard at Hebron.The remarks ofthePastor on the occasion wereboth beautiful and appropriate,and were foundedon the 55th, 56th and 57th verses of the XV chap-ter of Ist Corinthians:"O'death, where is thy sting? O grave where"is -t?iy victory ?

"The sting of death is sin; and the strength of
sin is the law.

"But thanks be to God, which giveth us the
victory through our Lord Jesus Christ."
