The following resolutions offered by Dr. J.
A. Waddell, were adopted :

Resolved, That to defeat the administration
of President Grant and restore the Government
to the paths of peace, freedom, honesty and
economy, we are preparedto lay down all pre-
judices upon the altar of our common country,
and help to elevate to the Presidency and Vice-
Presidency ofthe United States, Horace Gree-
ley and B. Grafz Brown.

Resolved, That it is our solemn conyiotion
that the overthrow of the administration of
President Grant is the one vital necessity of
the hour, and that for the accomplishment of
so necessary a project, there is no sacrifice,
short of personal dishonor, that we will not
make.

Action of City Council.?ln consequence of
the action of the meeting ofthe citizens ofthe
city in the Court-house on Wednesday night
last, the City Council held a meeting on Satur-
day morning last, at which the following pream-
ble and resolutions were adopted :

Whereas this council, at a meeting held the
2nd day of August, 1872. adopted an ordinance
submitting to the vote of the citizens of Staunton
the question, "whether or not the council shall
be authorized to appropriate a sum not exceed-
ing $10,000 tor the purpose of providing grounds
required by the Ches. as Ohio Railroad company
for the erection of their engine-house and divis-
ion-shops at this place"?and whereas the inter-
ests of the city seem to require, and the desire
of the citizens generally, as expressed by the
resolutions of a public meeting, and by petitions
numerously signed, appearing to be that this
council shall take action on this matter without
"waiting for the action of the city to be expressed
in the election ordered, therefore?

Resolved. That a committee of fivebe appoint-
ed, who shall, on behalf of the city, contract for

1 the purchase or condemnation of property de-
sired for the purposes indicated in the foregoing

, preamble ; and also to enter into arrangements
with the Ches. & Ohio Railroad company for the
erection of their engine-house and division-shops
at this place?said action to be reported to the
council for ratification.

2nd, Resolved, That said committee is instruc-
ted in the execution of its duties to have refer-
ence to the communication of H. D. Whitcomb,
Esq., Chief Engineer of the Ches. & Ohio Rail-
road addressed to W. A. Burke, Esq., and es-

, pecially to the following words in said commu-
nication, viz:
"I am authorized by Mr. Huntingdon to say

to the people of Staunton, that if they will give
to the company land adjoining the company's
property, sufficient for the purpose, that theRailroad company will at once build a portion

\u25a0 of the Round-house, sufficient for fourteen en-
gines, and at a future day, when the business of
the main line may require it, or when thebranch
to Washington may be completed, repair shops
on a liberal scale will be also built."

3rd, Resolved, That the committee created by
the first resolution is hereby directed to confer
with the Attorney of the City as to the power of
the city council to purchase the land for Rail-
road shops, without first submitting the same to
a vote of the people.

And the City Council hereby express their
willingness and readiness to make the necessary
appropriation, if, in the opinion of their Attor-
ney, they have the power to do so.

Railroad Workshops.?ln pursuance of
the call of Mayor Trout, a large meeting of
merchants, mechanicsand other citizens, was
held in the Court-house on Wednesday night
last, to consider the question of the City Coun-
cil appropriating a sum sufficient to secure the
additional land requisite for this purpose.

On motion of Mr. H. B. Michie, the meet-
ing was organized by requesting Mayor Trout
to act as Chairman and the City Editors to act
as Secretaries.

Col. Baldwin, beiajf called on, declined to
speak in ibehalf ot the appropriation by the
City Council on account of the position he occu-
pied as the counsel of C. & 0. 11 11., but, as
he had been requested, explained the law bear-
ing on the appropriation, and gave it as his
opinion that it was clearly in the province of
the Council to legally make the appropriation)
without submitting it to a vote. He explained
the position occupied by the Company, and
gave a probable estimate of amount to be an-
nually expended here by the erection of Work-
shops.

Judge Sheffey, then, in an argumentative
and spirited address, showed the great advan-
tage to accrue from the Shops, at but a nomi-
nal cost, and, with a view of eliciting the feel-
ing of the meeting, offered the following reso-
lutions, which were unanimously adopted :

Resolved, As the sense of this meeting, that
the City Council ought and they are hereby re-
quested at once to enter into such con-
tracts and institute 6uch measures as may
be necessary and proper for the purpose of pur-
chasing or procuring suitable grounds for the
Workshops of the Chesapeake and Ohio R.
R. Company, proposed to be located in
this City, in case the cite for the same be fur-
nished.

Resolved, That a Committee of five be ap-
pointed to present the foregoing Resolution to
the City Council and to request their prompt
action in the matter referred to therein.

In accordance with the last resolution, the
Chair appointed Judge H. W. Sheffey, Hon,
A. H. H. Stuart, Wm. Jordan, Jas.H.Black-
ley and Egbert W. Harman to constitute said
Committee.

Rev. Drs. Read and Hoge.?The congrega-
tion of the Presbyterian church of this place
were delighted with two able and eloquent ser-
mons on Sunday last.

In the morning Rev. C. H. Read, D. D., of
Richmond, proached a forcible and graphic ser-
mon from the text: St. Matthew, xxviii chap.,
18th, 19th and 20th verses :

"And Jesus came and spake unto them saying,
All power is given unto me in Heaven and in
earth.

Go ye therefore and teach all nations, baptizing
them in the name of the Father, and of the Son,
and of the Holy Ghost:

Teaching them to observe all things whatsoev-
er I have commanded you: and, 10, lam with
you alway, even unto the end of the world.?
Amen."

In the evening, Rev. Moses D. Hoge, D. D.,
of Richmond, preached an able, beautiful and
impressive sermon from the text: St, Luke, ch_
xv, verse 10:

"Likewise, I say unto you, there is joy in the
presence of the angels of God over one sinner
that repentoth."

The'subject of thi3 able discourse was the no-
bleness of the grace of penitence.

"Fair-groundFlour Mills."?This splen-
did improvement, situated on the foundation of
the old Staunton Woolen Factory, at the en-
trance to the Fair Grounds, and owned by Messrs.
Witz, Holt & Boiling, is now in operation and
has opened its first season with a fine prospect of
a large success in the future. It is a large, hand-
some and most substantially constructed five-
Btory edifice, built upon the latest and most ap-
proved plan. It contains five sets ot burrs, and
has a storage capacity of about twenty thousand
bushels, and is capable of turning out about one
hundred barrels of flour per day. These mills
promise to supply a want which has long been
needed in our city. The machinery in these
mills is of the most approved kind, and it seems
to operate with a smoothness and accuracy rare-
ly equalled. The Staunton Fair-ground mills,
although yet in their infancy, are destined to be-come an indispensable institution to our city.?They were constructed at a cost of about tenthousand dollars. Our material prosperity is
dependent, in a large measure, upon this kind
of enterprise, and we hope that these gentlemen
may be amply rewarded for their expenditures
and trouble. Owing to the continued drouth,
their power is much reduced at present, but
they will have a large steam engine in a few
days which will enable them to fill all orders on
them, and they will pay the highest market
price for grain.

Mr. Voorhees and the Louisville Conven-
tion.

Chicago, Aug. 28.?The Hon. Daniel W.
Voorhees addressed a largegathering at Green-
field, Ind., to-day, the rain interfering some-
what with the attendance. Mr. Voorhees spoke
for two hours, and was warmly greeted. He
said of the Blanton Duncan movement. "I
have told you that I have great respect for that
class of Democratswho found it necessary to

reason themselves into the support of Mr.
Gree ley. I belong to that class myself, and
have reached my position by a careful survey

of the field of duty, and not from impulse or
mere personal inclination. I have weighed the
calamities which will accrue to the country
from Grant's re-election against the benefit to
be procured by the election of Greeley, and
have taken my stand accordingly. 1 have no
word ofabuse to hurl against tho men engaged
in calling the Louisville Convention, but their
purpose cannot be mistaken. Every intelli-
gent man in the United States knows that it is
a movement solely in the interest of Grant, and
directly tending to bis ro-election. That con-
vention is the hope of the Grant party. Mr.
Greeley is now tbe only choice we can make to
bring peace and reconciliation to the country."

Another Speech from Honest Horace.
Bridgeport, Conn., Aug. 29.?Hon. Hor-

ace Greeley addressed a vast impromptu crowd
to-day. He said: "This great gathering I re-
ceive as something which forty years of active
and earnest life may possibly have in some
measureinvited,but which I didnot anticipate.
Allow me, then, when 1 receive it as evidence
of personal good-wil'i and in some measure of
confidence, to make a single remark with refer-
ence to the aspect of the great struggle dow going
on. Strategy in politics is the tribute which

craft pays to strength. The wolf 's skia grow-
ing too short, the fox's tail is pressed into ser-
vice to piece it out. [Laughter and cheers.]
You see at this day a great party struggling to
avert defeat by distracting and breaking up the
host which is opposed to it. You would not
have Federal office-holders working so hard to
get up a third ticketif they were sure that be-
tween the two tickets already in the field the
verdict was not against them. [Cheers, and
cries of'right, old boss.'] The efforts, then, to
distract the host on our side is a confession of
despair, and as such we receive it. The con-
fession remains. The despair is not likely to
pass away.'' [Applause. ]
