GBEELEY IN PENNSYLVANIA.
His Speech at Corry, Sept. 26th.

Mr. Greeley met with an enthusiastic recep-
tion at Corry on Thursday, Sept. 26th. Fromhis speech on that occasion, we make the fol-
lowing extracts:
I ask yoa to witness that the soldiers of a

great struggle are among the most generous ofenemies, and readiest to give generous, mag-
nanimous terms to those they overcome. Ifthe matter had been left to the soldiers of thetwo armies, I believe thier cocfntry would hav3been pacified and reunited years ago.

The men who fought each other in that greatstruggle learned, if they did not already know,
to respect eaoh other. 1 believe that the sol-diers of the Federal army, when they finishedtheir war, went home with no bitterness in theirhearts towards the great mass of those whostruggle against them ; but with respect fortheirgallantry, their soldiership, and their cour-
age. I think that was true ofthe great body
of those men who made up the Union army.
It was rather the camp followers and commis-saries and sutlers who were ready to see howmuch could be madeout of the body and bones
ofthe South after secession had been killed.?Well, feliow-oitizens, you testify with me thatthis great movement must and shall go forward.
[Three cheers.]

You agree with me that if great peril should
ever again overtakeour country?and no nation
ever knows how soon or from what quarter theperil may be encountered?that we should be
glad to have on our side, sustaining our coun-
try and ourflag, the men who fought against
us so in that last struggle. Weshould be glad to take them. We shouldtrustthem, I venture to say, as among the best Un-
ion men?after their sad experience, the men
who could not be tempted again to desert vheflag of the country. [Cheers.]

* * * But lam not here to discuss issues.I am here to say some words with regard to thespirit of the people whom I have lately visited.I have beefc traveling over the States of Ohioand Indiana, and I do testify that if any ma-
jority shall be got in either of those States a-
gainst the Liberal ticket, it will have to be
bought, and very dearly paid for. I know what
is the spirit of those people. I have looked intheir eyes. I have seen so many thousands ofthem.

At Pittsburg, coming there on a rainy night
?just after the great Soldiers' Convention held
against us?l was surprised to find 40,000 peo-ple in the streets prepared to render me and
my companions a most enthusiastic welcome.
At Cincinnati the numbers turned out were as
great as that. I need not speak of Louisville,
where it is all on one side. [Laughter.] AtIndianapolis, the centre of Indiana, in my de-liberate judgment there were 40,000 men who
were participating in our organization and our
display, and rejoicing in their confidence that
no possibility could defeat the Liberal candi-
dates in the election at hand. [Cheers andcries of bully for Indiana.]

I do not believe there is money enough in tbe
in the Treasury, or recently taken out of theTreasury, to buy tffe State of Indiana. [Ap-
plause.] Ido not believe they could colonize
enough or repeat enough to prevent that State
from electing Governor Hendricks. I was notdisappointed in that, for I expected it; bat I
was much disappointed in Ohio to find her
much stronger and more decided than I had
believed her. I have seen at least one hundredthousand of her voters in my journey, and I
tell you their enthusiasm and unanimity are
such that I believe they cannot be beaten. Ifthe election were held to-morrow, I know how
it would result.

They tellus we may carry Indiana and Pen-
nsylvania, but cannot carry Ohio. I tell yon it
is not so. We have a veiy large Liberal Re-publican vote there beside tbe German vote,
which is nearly solid for us, and of which there
are many, many thousands, and at least fifteen
thousand who have always voted the Repub-
lican ticket are now among the most enthusi-
astic supporters of the Liberal ticket.

Ofyour own State I need not speak. You
know what tbe heart of Pennsylvania is. [Ap-
plause and cries of "That's so!"] She has al-
ways desired to have honest, faithful, frugal,
trustworthyrulers, though she has not always
succeeded. She has meant to bave tbem, and
I am confident she will get them. [Applause.]

So, then, without taking up more of your
time, I simply come to give you a cheering
word. Let me assure you that all things are
right, and nothing but tbe power of money candepriveus of victory on the Bth of October.?
They must pay voters to get them, and they
don't buy men who are resolved not to be
bought.

Now, I believe, fellow citizens, there are no
ten thousand men to sell their votes among the
three hundred thousand that support tho Lib-
eral ticket. If thereare, I entreat of them to
make them pay well. If you are mean enough
to sell yourselves, bave at least pride enough to
ask a decent price. They rely on their money,
they bave no other reliance, and you can defeat
them ifyou will. I believe you will?l believe
that when the wires flash into New York on
the Bth of October the result of your election
you will oast no cloud upon the face ofthe Lib-
erals ofour great city; but that they shall re-
joice with you in their confident trust that the
Bth ofOctober has settled the fight on this elec-
tion, and that November will only echo and re-
verberate your triumph. Friends I will say no
more. [Cheers, which continued for some
time. J
His speech at Pittston, Pa., Sept. 27th.
Fellow-citizens of Pennsylvania,?l appear

before you not as a solicitorofyour suffrage. I
have certain convictions with regard to public
affairs which seem to me important, and for
which I solicit your approbation. I believe the
time has come when discordand hatred should
cease between the people of this country be-
cause of their past bloody quarrel. I believe
that the good sense, right feeling, sound policy,
a sure dictate of humanity and public safety
conspire and say "Let the past be buried in
oblivion; let usforget that we wereonceenemies,
andremember that we are and must be friends
and fellow-citizens."

Now this is to me the most important, and
beyond this are all minor questions of practical
reform legislation, free from tho taint of office-
holding, for the benefit of the people rather
than the benefit of the office-holders. These

questions come right up behind the primary
question of reconciliation between thepeople of
tbe North and the once misguided people of
the South. I stand, then, for this reform,
which begins in good faith amongst the people,
and commenceswith the expulsion of all cor-
rupt legislators from places of trust and power.
Let every man vote according to his conscience
and political belief, whatever it may be. 1have
done my duty, and if it is adverse to the Lib
eral Republican movement it reflects nothing
upon me.

I believe that we are enabled to disabuse the
publio mind of misapprehensionwith regard to
the Liberal movement. I believe that we can
make the people understand that we don'tpro-
pose to pay the rebel debt, pension rebel sol-
diers, or any of those monstrosities which have
been between the truth and the public mind.
I believe that the people are seeing the truth,
and are pushing and hustling aside the misre-
presentations, and that a bright day dawDs forthe Republic through the reconciliation of her
people and the uprising of the masses in their
majesty against official corruption and office-
holding control or diotation of the people.

So, friends, trusting that my purpose com-
mends itself to your better judgment, I thank
you, and say good-bye. [Cheers.]
His speech at Wilkesbarre, Pa., Sept.

27th.
At Wilkesbarre there was a stoppage of

twenty minutes. A largecrowd had gathered,
and there was a band ofmusic, &c. Mr. Gree-
ley spoke as follows:

Fellow-citizens,?We have with us otherswhom I know you willbe glad tp hear, those
whom you will not be so likely to hearat anoth-
er time as you will to hear me. I will therefore
make my remarks as brief as possible. We
have been travelling and speaking for the last
eight or ten days. I have tried to make tbe
views and purposes of the great Liberal move-
ment plain and simple to the great masses of
the people.
I have tried to demonstrate that this move-

ment is a simple outburst of common sense and
good humane feeling applied to the present
condition of our public affairs. I have endeav-
ored so to set this before the public mind that
prejudice shall vanish, that hatred shall die,
that suspicion shall be dispelled, that the
American people shall come together as onepeople and confer with regard to their own in-
terests, and in the hope that they may thereby
improve and advance their common prospects.
Such has been the purpose ofthe Liberal move-
ment, as I understand it.
I believe that this result will be beneficent

to every part of the country. I have pleaded
against disfranchisement and proscription bas-
ed upon our late deplorable conflict. I havetried to make the people forget the animosities
that naturally grew out of that oonflict, and re-
member the sympathy whioh as countrymen
should again unite them. Such is the concep-
tion and purpose, suoh has been the drift ofwhat I have had to say, and I feel certain thatunless prevented by an enormous expenditure
of money, the public voice will respond to the
principles embodied in the Cincinnati platform
and ratified by the Democratic Convention of
Baltimore. Soch being my purpose, such be-
ing my thought, I commend them, fellow-citi-
zens, to your dispassionate judgment. I will
now retire to make room for others.
His speech at Allentown, Pa,, Sept. 28th.

Fellow-Citizens : I understand that a gentle-
man who is a candidate for your suffrages in
addressing this borough not long ago, assertedthat if I were chosen President all the furnacefires of Lehigh valley would be speedily put
out. ..Now, fellow-citizens, it seems to me in-
credible that such a statement should be made.That lam a protectionist all men know, but
that I would not veto any bill fairly passed by
the Congress of the United States modifying or
changing the tariff is certainly true. Ido notbelieve in g overment by selfish rings, but I be-
lieve just as little in government by one-man
power.

1 don't believe in the government of veto.
The veto power of the President is not given
him to enable him to reject any bill for which
he would have refused to vote, if a member of
Congress, but only to be employed in certain
great emergencies, when corruption or reckless-
ness has passed measures through Congress,
which could not stand the test of enquiry. I
tell you, friends, I believe in legislation by
Congress and not by the President, and I should
myself approve and sign a bill whioh has a fair
majority in Congress, although in my judgment
it was not in accordancewith public policy, with
the wisest polioy. That is my position.

Now, fellow-citizens, is there one man so un-
intelligent as not to know that the prosperity
of iron interests of this country depends, not at
all on the tariff, but on the fact that all over
the*world iron is in great demand and is selling
at prices nearly double those of three years
ago ? The world is iron hungry; the world is
calling for more and still more iron. Iron is
very high in all countries?those which have
free trades as well as those which have protec-
tion?and it is high because more is wanted
than can be produced.

It is not probable that for five or even ten
years hence there will be so much more iron in
the world, that prices will be above the cost of
making it here and everywhere. Just like any
other product, there is less iron in the world
than is needed, consequently the price has gone
up, not because of the tariff, but in all coun-
tries which have free trade as well, and is mor-ally certain to remain higher for money years
to come.
I belive that if the duty had been fixed at

$10 per ton at tbe close ofthewarand remained
there, we should have had double our number
of furnaces and been supplying ourselves with
iron very much cheaper than we can now get
it or could get it if the tariff were entirely of itSuch is my position very plainly stated.

You understandit, and I tell you it is not in
the power of all the legislation on earth to put
out the furnace fires of LahighValley of Perm -

sylvania lor many years to come.

We are generally loser in the end,
if we stop to refute all the backbitings and
gossiping we may hear by the way. They are
annoying, it is true, but not dangerous so long
as we do not stop to expostulate and scold.?
Our characters are formed and sustained by
ourselves, and by our actions and purposes, and
not any others. Let us always bear in mindthat "calumniators may usually be trusted to
time and the slow but steady justice of public
opinion."

A Character done.
"Black Jim," as he was called, the notednegro machinist who, for so many years, wasengaged at tbe Campbell Press Works, inBrooklyn, N. V., died in that city in June,1872. Jim was quite a character, in his hum-ble way, and it is somewhat startling to hearhis late companions in labor lamenting hisdeath; almostforcing one to believe the mil-lenium at hand, and prejudice giving way tosound sense. Jim was, during the war, thechief engineer of a rebel gunboat, at Norfolk,Va., where he was born, but not liking thesound of Yankee shells, he deserted, and go-ing into the heart of Virginia, secured a sit-uation on the Chesapeake and Ohio R. R., asa fireman. His skill, as a mechanic, broughthim to the notice of the Superintendent, whopromoted him to be engineer of a fast freighttrain. After filling this position a short time,

he was further advanced, and given the engi-neership of a mail passenger train, which he
ran for some months, which ended in his run-ning his train off a bridge, causing the deathof several passengers, and very nearly his own,as he was held, for some time, underneath thewater by the debris of the bridge, cars, &c.?So much frightened was he by the accident,
and not knowing what would follow, he es-caped into the woodsand wandered about for
some weeks, until, finally, he met some Feder-al soldiers who gave him help to reach thelines of the United States army. He was pub-lished, in the Richmond journals, as being a-
mong the dead. Reaching New York, he for-
tunately met Mr. Campbell, the inventor, and
was employed by him as a laborer in hisWorks.His employer was not long in discerning thepeculiar talents of his black workman, for, ashort time after Jim had been in the Works,the task of setting up the printing presses inthe city was intrusted to his hands. Nearly
every printer in New Yorkcity knew Jim, andio many of the most important towns whereMr. T. H. Senior, the general agent of tbeCampbell press, didbusiness, "Jim" was wellknown. No white mechanic who everhandled
a printing machine could surpass this negro indexterity, and it is with regret that we recordhis death.?Mirror of Typography.
