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Hints about Farm Work for November.
Some farmers are always behind hand in do-

_ ing their work, and this month frequently finds
- them not at all prepared for its chilling blasts.Buildings not in good ordershould be repair-
\u25a0 ed without delay, all' foul places cleansed

thoroughly, and heavily whitewashed or sprink-
led with lime.

Cellars under houses should bo scrupulously
cleansed, and, if possible to avoid it, should
never be used for storing vegetables, as they do
not add to the health of the family.

Animals should be studiously protected, but
only in thoroughly ventilated stables. Theirfood should be given four or five times during
the twenty-four hours, so that none of it needbe refused because it is "mussed" or soiled.?Many farmers whose experience has been vari-ed prefer this plan, thinking it more econom-ical, and more serviceable to tho animals thanfeeding only two or three times a day. Forhorses and neat stock, placa lumps of rock salt
in the mangers. Food must be varied to suit
the kind and condition of animals. He who
would prosper as a stock breeder or dairyman,
cannot learn too much of the animal economy.
Comfortable stables savo food, and very mate-
rially assist in maintaining animals in a good
condition. Cleansing tho hide and frequent i
rubbing will promote health. It ha 3become
quite a common practice with somo farmers to
curry and rub down their neat stock, and we
trust it may become universal.

Keepfattening animalsfully fed, but be care-ful to vary the food sufficiently to cause a good
appetite.

Hogs should be fed on cooked or soaked corn,
or corn meal, almostentirely towards the last
days of their fattening. Throw iimeand ashes,
ia small quantities, on the floor3of the pens
from time to time, and occasionally feed a little
sulphur.

Young animalsought not to be made tender
by too_close housing?should be treated gently
and with familiarity.

Steers and Colts may thus be brought to a
\u25a0 condition that will make it a very easy task to

break them into the yoke or harness.
t Sheds, at least thirty feet wide, with low

Light land, that is not wet, wili be benefited by

being rolled after piowing, and wili be ail thebetter if heavily mulched with coarse manure,leave-, straw, refuse hay, rushes, or any mate-rial that will keep the surface from blowing
away.
