The Governor’'s Last Sensation.

Gov. Walker has been of such great service
to Virginia that it pains us to notice his last
effort, a full synopsis of which we give on first
page, but we can not but view it as ill-timed;
ill-advised, unconstitutional and utterly imprac-
ticable in every way, and calculated to do seri-
ous harm to the people geaerally, as well as the
Conservative party. We can not refrain from
remarking, also, that,both the Governor and the
Legislature, have acted, for some time, as if
every aim was to rend this party asunder,
and this last move of the Governor’s caps the
climax of folly.

Here is Virginia, who has been urging the
United States to take her great water line,
worth $12,000,000, for nothing, and only re-
quiring its completion, which will be the great-
est blessing ever couferred on the whole peo-
ple, and this our sapieni Governor opposed,
calling it a waste of time to thiok of the Uni-
ted States granting aid, and, still, he urges her
people to hope 2ad believe this same hard-
hearted United States will pay our $44,000,-
000 debt, simply upon our promisiag *‘to doso
no more.”” Was there ever a mere glaring in-
consistency or a more perfect piece of tom-
foolery ?

To ask a great Government to benefit its
whole people, by azcepting a gift of $12,000,-
000 of property, is idle, but to beg it to pay
$44,000,000 for us and some hundred for others
is the height of statesmanship! It may raise
a new issue, upon which Gov, Walker can be
floated into the United State Senate, but, even
this great honor to bis adopted State, can not
compensate her for the trouble such delusive
hopes may cause.

If the United States could be induced by ap-
peals to do Virginia simple justice, it could nev-
er pay her, in money, for half she has given
and is a:ill giving to the Union, for blot out ber
history, and that of her sons, and youlmigkht as
wsli close the book—there would be nothicg
worth reading in it. She never can or will, and
we wara our people to look for no aid from that
quarter azd to set their faces sternly against any
delusive bopes, which may make us forget that
we must pay our debts by our own bard exer-
tions, and thet anything which causes us to do
50, will oely briag trouble and disgrace with
it.

Already the Northern press and people, ex-
cept Beast Butler and a few others, denounce
this meseage and raise the cry of ‘‘paying the
rebel debt,”” and there is no chance for it, even
if it was not an uster obliteration of all the rights
of the States, and uncoastitutional, to say no-
thing of proud oild Virginia appealing like a
wmendicani and promising asa whipped, child,
for what she could fairly demand, iz any court
of equity or justice. Away, then, with such
demagoguery, and let us all go to work, de-
termined to pay our just debts, hard as it is,
and to ask favors of none, and, in a few years,
the O!d Domirion will have no need for her
Goveraor to place her before the world, as a
beggar for the crumbs which fall from the table
of the child she created, nouriched and made
rich, that it might turn upon and reud her in
her hour of trial
