McGILVRAY'S GEARED HAND-CARRIAGE.—
Our ingenious young mechanic—L. T. McGil-
vray, of Greenville—has invented what he calls
“The Geared Hand-Carriage.” It moves upon
three wheels, two of which are upon the axle
that supports the body of_the carriage. The
¢hird is in front, and turns npon a pivot, so that
the direction may he changed by a slight
pressure of the foot upon a lever, It is propell-
ed by a crank, and the power is applied in so
simple, and yet so efficient & manner, that even
an invalid may attain & speed of five miles an
hour,without exertion enough to produce; fatigue-
On a smooth, level road, an expert might get
ap to eight miles, and the inventor claims that
the rider's control of the vehicle is so complete,
that when traveling at this speed, it may be
turned around within its own length. Ittravels
up hill,as well as upon a level, though,of course,
at a slower speed and with more labor to the driv-
er. It can be made large enough to accommodate
four or six persons, and with this additional size
and weight, it can be propelled by any person in
the party. Or if it is desired, they can all take
a hand at the crank together, and thus travel
more rapidly and with less fatigue, It bids fair
to become a popular vehicle. It is admirably
adapted to the use of persons in feeble heslth,
who have not strength enough to take proper
exercise on foot or on horse-back. Andit would
be a valuableaddition to the calesthenic appara-
tus of our female schools, as it is entirely free
from the objections to the use of the velocipede.
It would also be a pleasant vehicle for small par-
ties going on short excursions, and it may be-
come a formidable rival of our livery men. A
model has been deposited in the Patent Officer
and letters patent will probably be issued to the
inventor within a short time.

RELIGIOUS INTELLIGENCE.

SerMoN BY REV. W. E BAxgr—Is the mod-
ern Church exclusive, expensive or indifferent to
the masses 2—On last Sunday night, Rev. W.E.
Baker preached a most interesting and able ser-
mon embodying the observations made in his re-
cent trip, as to whether the modern church is
open to the charge of being exclusive, expensive
or indifferent to the masses. He took his text
from the 85th verse of the 25th chapter of St.
Matthew:

“] was a stranger, and ye took me in.”’

It is proverbially difficult, he said, to see our-
gelves as others see us, The impression the
church makes upon the world is unknown to
those in the church, for people are generally un-
willing to say unpleasant things ; and hence it
is difficult to find out what the outside world
really thinks of the church. But from the street
and through the press it is found out that the
modern church is charged with being exclusive,
expensive and indifferent to the masses. Now is
this so ? Isthis the reason why so many stay
away from church? An effort was made in Lon-
don, recently, to find out why it was that eertain
classes did not attend church and various reasons
were assigned, but the reason most frequently
given was, that the church was expensive,exclu-
sive, &c. If people remain at home, they will
never be able to find out anything about their
neighbors. So to find out whether his own church
is like other churches, the pastor must go among
these others and observe their ways and cusioms,
It is worth going away to find out how other
churches treat the poor and the stranger, His
observations had convinced him that—

. EXCLUSIVENESS

was not to be found in the wealthiest churches
All the churches are alike, in that in them all
the Gospel shows its spirit of gentleness, and
care for the stranger. Every convenience is
made to accommodate the stranger. But if he
is compelled to stand up in a church which is
always crowded by strangers,he should not com-
plain, 1f sometimes he stands by a pew, whose
owner will not give him a seat, though their is a
vacant one, he should not blame the church be-
cause it has rented a pew to a selfish and narrow-
minded man. The selfish man has a soul to save
too, and the church provides for all. The stran-
ger should be thankful for the privilege of wor-
shipping God standing.

If we turn to other organizations we find ex.
clusiveness in perfsction. Let a man be last
to enter a concert or any entertainment withoug
a reserved seat and he will find what exclusive-
ness means. Iu the church all are welcome. Ij
invites and urges all to come and participate in
the blessings it bestows. Whilst individuals, here
and there, are selfish and narrow-zainded, the
church is not at all exclusive. All appropriate
methods of invitation are extended to every one,
and he who stays away because, as he says, he
is afraid of intruding in some one’s pew, stays
away because he wishes to stay away from Christ.

It is sometimes said a poor man cannot aiford
to go to church, it is too—

EXPENSIVE,
that he cannot dress well enough, that the large
amount spent in erecting fine churches would
furnish many poor people the means to worship
in some much plainer building. But it must
be remembered that those fine churches are built
by rich men, whospend large sums in many oth-
er ways. You would not have them dwell in
palaces and worship in a barn. Moreover, in
all countries and in all ages, people have built
just as fino places of worship as they were able
to—and it is right that they should do so. These
rich men give liberally in many cases, and ye;
they are abused because they do not in others.—
Hence they soon learn to give not for the mere
actof giving, but for the purpose of doing good.

Fine dressing is not recommended by the
church in any way. People will dressas well as
they are able to, and those who opposa fine
dressing are generally those who cannot afford it,
But the follies of people must not be laid upon
the church.

The church is the only place open to a stran-
ger. He can enter without a ticket, Wherever
he hears the prayer ascending, let him enter—he
will be welcome. The church calls to all to
come and partake of the blessings of the Gospel.

As to passing around tbe contribution box, it is
done more frequently in many churches than in
ours. All are expected to contribute, not as a
duty but as a privilege, for every oneshould feel
the good it does himself to give his contribution,
however smell. It is no admission fee and is re-
quired of none, if he is unable to give, Ifa
man leaves a church because he does not like to
have the contribution box thrust at him, he
ought to be allowed to go; but theichurch is not
to blame for his abzence from worship. He had
seen no evidence of the church’s—

INDIFFERENCE TO THE MASSES.

In this it bears a gratifying resemblance to Him
who went about doing good. Christ taught his
Apostles and sent them forth, so the church
teaches its missionaries and sends them forth to
teach the Gospel, to erect Sunday schools and to
bring the people to God. Christ comforted the
sick, so the church goes to the prisons and hos-
pitals and gives consolation to those in suffering
and distress. It sends its ministers to houses
of refuge to invite the wretched inmates to places
of worship and prayer. It has established free
colleges, where the every-day laborer may be
taught the truths of the Gospel, and may be pre-
pared to go forth to teach others the doctrines of
hope and life instilled into his heart by the most
devout preachers of the church.

There are also private Christians who advance
the Gospel and are like jewels in the crown of
the Church and of Christ, Their teachings have
been called, not inappropriately, ‘‘sermons in
ghoes.” They go about teaching others during
the week what truths they learned on Sunday.Z

As to the work the church has to do—
if money could do it, if money could
make evil good, the funds would soon be raised.
The world is not yet converted, because the ma-
terial is difficult. Butthe church is nobly doing
her work, and when the Savior comes he will
say to her, “I was astranger and ye took me in.”

In conclusion, he urged the members of the
Church to do their duty by the Church and ap-
pealed to outsiders to come into ite fold. There
they would find peace and quiet and happiness.
The church is doing all in its power to smooth
the way for them—the rest remains in their own
hands.
