The Legislature.
In the Senate on Friday, House bill 125 dis-

allowing interest during the war on debts con-
tracted before the war was passed by a vote of
20 to 17. Cochran vote aye.

Mr. Perm moved to reconsider the vote just
taken in order that he might be enabledto offer
an amendmentputting ali debts by judgments,
&£.. upon the same footing.

Tbe Senatereconsidered the passage of the
bill?ayes 19, noes 14

Mr. Peau then moved to reconsider the vote
by which the bill had been engrossed. Agreed
to?ayes 20, noes 16.

Mr. Perm then offered his amendment, and
it was adopted.

The bill was then read a third time and or-
dered to engrossment.

Baing put upon its passage, the voteresulted
?ayes 18, noes 18. Cochran voted aye.

There being a tievote, the chair (Mr. Smith)
declared tbat the bill had failed to pass.

The Kouso bill fixing six per cent, as the
legal rate of interest uader all circumstances, and
making the penalty for usury forfeiture of in-
terest charged, with the substitute proposed by
the Seaate Committee for Courts of Justice,
proposing that six per cent, shall be the rate
wb :.rr. no agreement exists, but by speoial con-
tract rates as high as eight per centum per an-
uum may be charged, and the only penalty for
usury shall bo the forfeiture of interest chaig-
ed in excess of the lawful amount, being the
special order of the day, was taken up. The
substitute was adopted?-ayes 22, noes 17.?
Cochran voted cay.

In the House of Delegates the bill providing
for the payment of interest ou the public debt
was passed, by a vote of 69 to 21, and, having
previously passed the Senate, now goes to the
Governor. Ihe bill as passed is substantially
that reported by the committeeappoiuted to
confer with the bondholders under the jointre-
solutions which originated with Mr. Taliaferro,
the delegatefrom Orange.

All the delegates from this county?Hanger,
Lightner and Holer?voted tor the bill.

This bill provides ior the paymentof interest
ou the public debt for the years 1872 and '73 at
the rate of four per cent, per annum on consols
acd on two thirdsof the amount of the unfund-
ed bonds. For the remaining two per cent,

due and unpaid non-interest bearing certificates
payable at the pleasure ofthe State, are to be
issued. The payment of interest for 1872 is

jconditioned upon a board, consisting of the two
Auditors and Treasurer, first ascertaining that

be sufficient money in the treasury
and revenue accruing to safely allow ofir; but
a calculation has already been made, which
renders almost certain that the interest for
1872 caa be placed upon a like footing with the
interest for 1873.

Our Honest Congress.
The Forty-second Congress has gone out like

a bad candle, leaving smoke and anoisome odor
behind it. The revelations which have been
made.during the session just expired, of the cor-
ruptions of the times, are saddening and sicken-
ing to the heart ofevery honest lover ofhis coun-
try. The Credit Mobiliervillainy,through which
tens of millions of dollars were plundered from
the Treasury io the coostruction of the Union
Pacific Railroad, and the participation by Con-
gressmen in the spoils, are disclosures which
should arouse the people to a perception of the
rottenness and ruin to which their government
is hastening iv the hands of dishonestservants.

Tho bribery, and general rascality by which
seats in tbe Uaited States Senate are sought
and wou, are, too, among the startling proofs
of our growing politicaldegeneracy. The usur-
pations under which, in Louisiana, the liberties
and prosperity of a State have been over-
whelmed?usurpations which are now upheld
by the strong arm of Federal power?are also
among the flagrant facts of the times, which
are crying aloud for reformation. All these
matters were before the Forty-second Congress
for their consideration and action, but their
"lame and imporent co__elusiors" only dtmon-
etrate, that if there be any cure for the ills
which fcfiliot the body politic, the people alone
can apply the remedy.

The Case of Rev. L. D. Huston, D D.
In the Baltimore Conference of the M. E.

Church South the case of Dr. Houston, charg-

ed with lewd and immoral conduct, was reach-
ed on Thursday last.

The Conference was engaged in passing upon
the characters of the several ministers, and
when the name ofDr. Huston was reached Rjv.
Mr. Rodger?, who presided over the committee
who made the preliminary examination in the
case, submitted a report of tha conclusion of
that committee, together with a written copy of
the testimony taken. The conclusion of the
committee was not openly announced, but it
was known that it was to the effect that the
charges were not sustained. The presiding
Bishop announced that he wouldappoint a com-
mittee to investigate the matter, and the call
of the roll was proceeded with. Subsequently
the Bishop namedas the committee Rays. E.
F. Busey, J. L. Clarke and A. P. Bende.

The Bishop ruled that the committee should
examine the record and report to the Confer-
ence whether the charges should bs tried or the
investigation already had be considered a final-
ity.

Oa Friday, the special committee consisting
of Revs. E. F. Busey, J. L. Clarke aod A. P.
Boud9, ro whom was referred therecords in the
case of Dr L. D. Hasten, after a very labori-
ous session, continuing all night, submitted a
report unanimously agreeing to prefer a charge
of immorality against Dr. Huston, with ac-
companying specifications against him, aad
their report was unanimously adopted,without
debate. It is understood that the specifications
are the same as were heard at the preliminary
examination, including the a.'egarioo of de-
bauching the young Sunday school girl. The
presiding bishop appointed a committee to tryI Dr. Huston, aa follows: Revs. Samuel Re-

| gester, D. D., chairman, T. B. Sargent, J. C.
