ROCEKBRIDGE COUNTY.
Rockbridge county is surpassed by no section
of the State or Valley in the supericr quality
of its farming lands, its available water courses,
and power, and naiural drainage, and in its
mineral resources, the partial development of
which only goes to show that nature has been
equally lavish in the bastowal of its other good
gifts upon her people. It is sitnated South
West of Augusta, and is bordered by it, Bot-
etourt, Amherst, Bedford, Bath and Allegha-
ny. It is near 31 miles long, and 22broad, and
is principally watered by the Caif Pasture,
North James, Scuth River, Buffalo—wbich
flows into North—and the James, with which
the North branch unites at the foot of the Blue
Ridge, and together force a passage at the lit-
tle hamlet of Point Cabell, known in the post-
office directory as Baleony Falls P. O.—this
valley in Rockbridge was discovered and set-
tled by Johan Saliing, a bold weaver, about the
year 1730, who, with John Lewis acd John
MacKey, first came from Williamsburg to Au-
gusta—though the celebrated falls are two miles
below, at its junction with Amherst and Bed-
tord,

The lands lie and produce well, and water

trausportation is furvished by the J. R. & K.

Canal, which goes to Buchanan, 22} miles from

Point Cabell, and its North River branch to

Lexiogton, 23 miles, though the wagon road is

only 14. 'Lhe proposed Valley R. Road, from

Harrisonburg through Siaunton, Lexiogton,

Buchaonao to Salem on the Va. & Tenaessee R.

R., cuts directly through the county, and when

completed, as is now certain, will giveit the fa-

cilities 8o long peeded for the full settlement

and development ot its undoubted agricultural,

mioeral and mausufacturing resources, such as

are possessed by no other county in the Valley

or State, for the cheap rates of water carriage

will always keep dowa R. R. charges to living

prices and with R Rs. as feeders to its canal,

make it a profitable lioe to both the company

and people. The population of Rockbridge is

made up of the hardy Scotch Irish and the

more genial English element from Kastern Va.,,

who came iuto 1t by the James River Gap.—

Though slow aod uceaterprising, compared

with Avgusta, they are hospitable and give

way to no people in shrewdness in trade and

tratfic. Their isojated condition has heretofore

combived with the natural inatinets of a home

people in keeping alive old prejudices and old

habits, unsuited to this age, but time and asso-

ciation with new life and enterprise, will soon

bring them to the full front of modern ideas of
progress, aad material advancement and com-

fort. The people have always been patrioiie,

and from the Revolution of 1776 to our late

war for independence, none have sent more or

better soldiers to the field, which some say was,

in a measure, attributable to the military spirit
kept alive in her midst by her great Va. M. L,

but which is mainly due to the unconquerable
devotion to civil liberty inherited from sires

who knew no master but the gieat I AM their

mother’s taught them to revere. Lis present
population is about 16,530 —about one-fourth

colored. It wasformed from Augusta and Bot-
etourt in 1778, and Lexington was founded in

the same year—patriotically receiving its name
from the first battle of the Revolution. It was
originally built of wood and was destroyed by

fire in 1794, but was speedily and more sub-

stantially re-built, and now contains a popula-
tion of about 2500. The foundation of W. and
Lee University was Liberty Hall sehool, situ-
ated on Timber Ridge, near Faufield,; in
1776, and its first Rector was Rev. Wm. Gra-
haw, who led a Compasy to Kockfish Gap to
meet the tareatened iuvasion cof Tarleton, in
1781. It was but a plain log cabin, and was so
beautifaily situated wid woods and flowers and
gushing springs, that it was appropriately call-
ed M¢. Pieasant. Gen. Samuel Houston, of
Texas, was born near here in the dwelling of
Rev. H. Thompson, and Thompson’s descend-
awts still cccupy it. The school was afterwards
moved to Lexington, liberally endowed by Geo.
Washington and othbers, and as last going up
under the great and good Lee, stands capabic
of accommodating, and giving the highest ia-
struction to 500 students from all parts of the
Soutb. It daily adds to its endowment, which
is now near $600,000, and hopes soon to have
$1,000,000. Near it is the Va. Military In-
stivute, esiablished iz 1840 by the State, and
which has since growa to 1ts present state of
vscfulness under Gen. F. T. Smith, It was
burned by Huater in 1864, but the untiring ef-
forts of Gen. Smith have rebuilt it at a cost of
$25,000, without asking the State for one cent,
and its roll is larger and its standard higher,
and faciliries greater than ever before. Lex-
ington is beautifully situated on Norih River,
and commands a fine view of the Valley, and
with its backgrouad of the House Top Moun-
tains, Hog Back, &e., its clear, bracing atmos-
phere, fine water, and nearness to the famous
Natural Bridge, Mineral Spriogs and Baths,
render it a place of sojourn in summer, that
will be greatly 1esorted to whena R. R. reaches
there, and iis streets and pavemens are made
passable. Its fine water-power now turns the
Point mills and once a cotton factory, which
was burned by Hunter and is now used asa
warechouse, but it can boast of no large foun-
dries or manufactories as yet, though they will
come with increase of population and R. R
facilities.

| Rockbridge raises much tobacco in the moun-

tains and valleys bordering on Amberst and
Bedford, but wheat, corn, oats, hay, &e., and
cattle, are its principal products.

Its scenery is grandly beautiful.” Its great
Natural Bridge—the Creator’s masterpiece of
masoory—the most awfully sublime and grand-
ly solemn and impressive work of His hands,
not excepting Niagara, on this Continent ; its
wonderful canyon through the Goshen Pass;
its beautifully winding North James, asit flows
on, curving and bendiog to its mountains and
Valleys, until it bursts upon a picture of living
light, in its passage through the Fork’s Valley
before it joins the James ; its Valley of Kerr's
oreek, as beantiful as its fair women, sparkling
with springs and laughing waters, teeming with
herds and over-flowing with the wealth of its
productions ; its Grand Turn, as you cross the
North Mountain, 20 miles from Lexington,
coming from the White Sulphur from which
you can see exparding before you the loveliest
of valleys, and most picturesque of hills and
and vales, for miles and miles—to say nothing
of the never-to-be-forgotten splendor of the
view from the Jump mountain, near the Baths,
with its romantic legend of the Indian maiden’s
leap, 400 feet -down between the contending
forges of her lover and father—and its never-
ceasing music of babbling brooks and flowing
rivers, and grand old forests make it, for the
over of Nature and Nature's God, for the tou-
rist, the pleasure seeker, or those desiring a re-
newal of life and health, a land of Goshen, by
whose still waters they could roam forever, and
in whose green pastures they could live happy
and eontented, forevermore.

To fally appreciate what we have so crudely
attempted to describe, one must visit this great
county and see it and its people, and in an ar--
ticle intended to deal only with such material
facts as this utilitarian age demands, in seeking
for homes aud investments, we hope the pic-
tures we have given of this great county may
not be considered as lessening the manifold in-
ducements offered by Rockbridge in every field
of industry, education, manufactures, agricul-
ture, science and the mechanic arts. Of her
agricultural resources we have aiready spoken.
Education is open and free to all, from the
highest to the lowest, and a greater interest is
taken in it cach year. She now- has the best
school houses and as good a corps of teachers
as any county in the Valley or elsewhere, and
her colleges rank second to none. She is well
supplied with churches of ail desominations,
and her people are echurch people in every sense
of the word. Manuiactures are attracting
much attention and capital alone is wanted to
utilize her immense water-power to give sup-
port to millions, Iron of all varieties—manga-
nese, iron pyrites, mica, kaolin, potter’s clay,
granite, grindstone, sandstone, silica, and hy-
dranlic cement, lithographic stone, marble,
&e., abound, but iron has heretofore been the
most largely developed. At an early day Sam-
uel Jordan and his brothers commenced mining
in the county, and their desecendants still own
and work large mines at Bueona Vista, and
other points, and run a large biast fuornace in
Amwherst, just below the Rockbridge line, with
ore supplied from Buenna Vista; California,
Bath’s, Bryan’s pear Midway, Anderson’s
Glenwood Fureace on James, Brady’s Forge at
Buffalo, and others have been and some are
still largely worked, and many others are soon
to ba opened. At the month of North River,
Capt. Ed Echols and Benj. Jordan opened the
now famous Echols’ ore banks in 1858. It is
vow owned and worked by the Powhatan Iron
and Mapufacturing Company, to which we
have alluded in 2ncther article. Iron abounds
in the whole Blue Ridge, and North Moun-
tain (of the Alieghany) range throughout the
county, and new mines are bsing opened, under
tue stimulating influence of this and other com-
panies. We can only mention those on Ayer’s
and near John Laird’s farm on North river, on
Brady’s, on C. C. Baldwin's, W. D. MeCor-
kle’s, James H. Paxzion's, Mrs. K. J. Joha’s,
W. G. McCorkle’s, David Stover's on James,
Spot. Brawford’s, Barke’s, Williams’s, Wm.
Boyd's estate, Samue! C. Robertson’s, Henry
C. Linden’s and others.

These developments,and the uatold millions of
tons they demonstrate the preseace of toscien-
tific experts, have caused others to look into the
subject aad a generaliaterest to grow ap in iron
and iron manufactures. With the eheap coal of
Kanawha and the straight line to Lyuchburg or
the capal at Buchanan, it i3 estimated that pig
iron, of best qua'ity,(the chareoal iron of Rock-
bridge now sells hizher than any north,) can be
put on canal beats and railroad ears at a net
cost of $22 per ton, and some say less. The
micd can hardly conceive the wealth and pros-
perity of this seetion, when the iron kiugs of
the world, who have their eyes upon this fa-
vored region, come in and setile among its peo-
ple. There is no limit to the extent to which
the manufacture of iron may not be carried on
here, and in the no distani future, capital, sci-
ence and labor will bring to these, uow poverty-
stricken people, a weaith, prospeity and bhappi-
ness they never dreamed of —even in the flush
times of slavery and plenty before the war.—
The cement interest uow aud since 1848, under
Locher Bros., employs forty hands and turns
out 1,250 barrels per month, and the vein 18
inexhau-tible and pronounced the best in the
U. S. The Lithographic stone is being devel-
oped by a Company, with a capital of $100,-
000, from Baltimore, and others are forming.
Kaclin is found in quantities and fire clays,
but they have not been largely developed. Tra-
dition says silver, copper and lead, have been
found in the Blue Ridge raoge, along North
River, but none has been found recently. Thae
Magnanese Banks on D. C. E. Brady’s lands,
on Buffalo, 8 miles from Lexiogton and 1 from
Canal, have been successtully worked and are
soon to be opened again. Limestoce of the
best guality, for building and agricaliural pur-
poses, abouods everywhere and should be large-
ly manufactured into lime, as well as used io
iron-making. The timber is oak, of all kinds,
black walaut, hickory, pine, chestnut, maple,
cherry, locust, cedar, &¢, in unlimited quanti-
ties, Farmiog lands range from $5 to $45 per
acre. Much land is for sale on easy terms, aud
thousands of tarmersand laborers can fiad here
cheap lands and all the surronadings of civilza-
tion, instead of going to the culd and inhospita-
Northwest, ia a climate so soft and genial that
stoek is rarely housed and farm-work goes on
all Winier, and where the range of the ther-
mometer averages about 45 or 50 in January
and Fcbraary and very rarely goes below zero.

fruitful soil, and high toned, educated, religious
people, there is no reasou we should not have
willions whers we bave thousands, thriving
and rejoicing in a variety of trades, industries
and interests, until the whele Valley shall
become, with the glad sounds of labor, truly
the greatest and best poor man’s country in
the world, and to civilized millions realize the
beauntifully poetic definition of her Indian
name, Sheoandoah—*"The Laughing Daughter
of the Stars.”

Letter from Wiilliamsport, Pa.
Editor Spectator :

Yesterday I received a copy
of your paper, dated March 4th, containing a
lengthy history and description of *‘The Great
Valley of Virginia,”” which I read with much
interest. Myself, the grandson of an Ameri-
can pioneer, who came {rom his native conotry,
Ireland, and settled in a Southern county of
Pennsyivania when a “‘howling wildersess,”
and subsequently took an active part in our
Revolutionary struggle, I fully appreciate such

 1oteresting reminiscences of your own beroio

sons, your early settlers, who braved dangers
and privations, worthy the annals of your early
history, and permanently laid the foundation
for peace and prosperity for themselves and
children, until our late internecine strife unfor-
tunately laid waste many of your onee happy
homes and destroyed what more than a centary
was required to build up.

The Sheoandoah Valley at the close of the
war invited many of our Southern and Eastern
county farmers to its waste places, and, doubt-
less, 1s fast filling up with these and other har-
dy, enterprising sons of toil. The terrible, de-
structive flood of over two years ago, eatailed
a heavy loss to some of them, but Virginia-
like, undaunted by reverses, have zone to work
10 earnest to re-improve what the raging ele-
ment destroyed. From all accounts the splen-
did, classic Valley has again risen to promi-
nence from the destructive tread of an invading
foe who ruthlessly applied the torch to many
dear homes, in many cases to gratify a fiendish
propensity to maliciously destroy what piifering
hands could not carry away.

x It has ot been my good fortune to tread the

Old Dominion's” bistoric soil. Sliced off
from it for political aggrandizementis Harper's
Ferry, which I visited for the first time over
two years ago. On a hot summer’s day, as I
wended my way alone to shield myself from the
sun's scorching rays, I sought *‘Jefferson’s
Rock’’ and there, under a ponderous limestone,
pencilled a few lines for publication in one of
our city papers. I then thought of the im-
mortal personage after whom this noted rock is
pawed. I had read his “Notes on Virginia,”
replete with intense interest, written, as legend
or tradition says, on the summit of this rocky
precipice  Well may Virginia be proud of such
a statesman, whose remains sweetly acd undis-
turbedly repose at Mouticelio! I thought, too,

Such, we trust, the **Qld Keystone of the Fed-
eral arch’’ has sentyou, to almost every locality
of the State, to aid ia culiivating your soil, so
highly productive ; to develop your mineral re-
sources - to mine your ccal and to make and
work your railroads. Many more wiil eome
and receive a hearty welcome. They will come
with their money, their industry, enterprise,
moral worth aod brave hearts to aid in the good
work of clevating Virgicia, to secure iantelli-
gence, prosperity, wealth, happiness, peace and
enjoymens to your far-rencwned hospitable peo-
ple.

Staunton is noquestionably destined to be a
place of much pecuniary importance. The C.
& O. R. Road completed and other prospecitve
roads in running order for transportation of ag-
ricaltural produets, iroa, ¢oal and lumber to
profitable markets, with abuandance of fine tim-
ber adjacent for car-building, and being a supe-
rior location for company shops for manufactn
aod repair; the vast amosunt of land in the
market, cheap; having saperior schools and
convenient to the University of acknowledged
eminence, these considerations will ere long 1n-
vite very many fromn abread to locate ia your
midst. Al that strangers want is to be prop-
erly informed, to beindueed to visit your place
and Vailey. You should have ecrrespondents
for our Northern papers who have tact and
ability to describe the country truthfully and
satisfactorily.

1 fiad your people business men. know their
interest—the 1mportance of advertising. This
is right. No manr is worthy of patronage, who,
through piggard!iness, refuses to let the publie
know, 1n his city or towa papers, what he has
to sell, his business, profession or cceupation.
A paper well filled with home adveriisements,
wheo gent abroad to be read, gives charaeter to
the place. With all our boasted city of 16,000
inhabitants, the ‘‘Spectator’”’ containg more
business notices than all our papers together,
although very masoy of cur merchants are in
this respect liberal, but not all.

The copy sent me, as the one received last Sum-
mer, is a fine specimen of improvement and
progress in the Couatry Press. The locals are
well written, the clippings well selected, the
editorials instructive, the *‘setting up’’ or work-
manship weil executed, free from typographieal
errors, so annoying to publishers and writers,
which exhibits good, intelligent workmen are
empioyed and the proof-reader eareiul arvd at-
tentive to his business as he should be.

The article refgrred to—**The Great Valley of
Virginia,’—is jast such an one as we have had
pubiished in an adjsining county of the eazly
settlements, and the rames and history of the
pioneers. Qur own history of the West Braach
Valley, by Mr. Megionis of the Gazette 2nd
Bailetia of this city, is a lengiby coueterpart
of yours and very instructive. Let the Ameri-
can youth read of the *‘times that tried men’s
souals,”” and thereby lsarn their heritage was
dearly purchased.

Better by far have them thus instructed in
the eariy history of the conntry of home locali-
ties, thaa to be crazed with novel reading and
other trashy produections, that fill maoy of our
porthern city weeklies aud pictorially embellish-
ed magazines of light literature, tales and deeds
of horror, love yarns, and imaginary stories,
fiotion withcat a moral, iatellectuaily unedify-
ing, morally destructive and religiously damn-
ing ; for which thousands are annuzily expend-
ed to cater to the vitiaied tastes of poor, de-
graded, fallen humanity, whose expirations for
mentsl enjoyment, extend no higher, no broad-
er than reading and relating this abominable
stuff, sent broadeast over the land only to de-
siroy.

Vernon, acd alone visited the tomb of Wash-
iogton, eo do I wish no guide further than
to direct me where lie these good aud great
men, tbere for a time to be left to my own feel-
ings and meditations, and there to pray God
that I too as they, may die the death of the
righteons and my end be as theirs, gloriously
triumphant.
